Girl Worker’s Output
Double that of Skilled Trade Union­

ists.
Some illuminating comments on 

the effect of trade union restrictions 
on war work came from Sir William 
Beardmore in his presidential address 
in London to the Iron and Steel In­
stitute.

'Moving” Stories.
Interesting Anecdotes of Early Days 

in Filmland.
Of all the inventions in this age of 

advancement, few have been So con­
spicuous for rapid and continued pro­
gress as the cinema: Many of ne will 
remember that but a few years ago 
the public went to the “pictures” by 
way of novelty, and that wiseheads of 
the legitimate theatre declared them­
selves apart trom “all this mechan­
ism.”

But now we find the cinema not 
only brought very nearly to perfection 
and being shown in the smallest of 
villages, but great actors and actress­
es being regularly portrayed “on the 
rnreen.”

He Changed His Mind.
This remarkable advance, however, 

has not been barren of interest, like 
some of our modern inventions have 
been. On the contrary, theorise of the 
cinema can take its place in the'front 
ranks of human drama and romance 
—the kinds which hav% a wonderful 
throb in them.

There was the case of a journalist 
who was sent by his editor to inter- 
viéw a man who was about to sink 
many thousands of pounds in some 
theatrical venture. That was in the 
days when the “no treating” order was 
not even thought of, and the inter 
view therefore took place in the com­
fortable bar of a London hotel.

Conversation turned to cinema mat­
ters, and the newspaper man express­
ed the firm conviction that the future 
of the picture-theatre was assured, 
and that fortunes were awaiting the 
man of enterprise.

His host seemed much impressed at 
this enthusiasm, and urged him to 
discourse at greater length on the 
subject. This he did; and when, a 
little later, he left with the notes of 
the Interview in his pocket, he had the 
most puzzled grasp of the capitalist’s 
intentions.

A month later the scribe received a 
cheque for twenty-five pounds “in ap­
preciation of the excellent cinema 
idea"; and before another thirty-one 
days had gone announcements ap­
peared to the effect that the antici­
pated theatre enterprise had been 
finally cancelled.

A Footlight Failure.
Once an actress tried to obtain a 

part in a drama, but the manager 
would not entertain the idea at" all. 
He told her bluntly that she could not 
act, and dismissed her from his office.

Time went on, and the cinema crept 
onward to popularity; and one day, 
about then, the manager paid a visit to 
a cinema, and saw there a play of in­
tense interest, the principal part of 
which was taken by the actress whom 
a few years previous he bad refused 
to employ.

The manager now recognized the 
professional skill of the woman ; he 
was, indeed, conscious of looking at a 
wonderful piece of dramatic art.

As soon as practicable he got into 
communication with the actress, and 
made her an offer which she accepted. 
But she turned out a great failure on
• he boards, and it was recorded that 
the manager lost much capital 
through this curious error of judg­
ment—an error which upheld his first 
opinion.

It is interesting to add that, al­
though the case just described occur­
red in the earlier days of the cinema, 
others have also come to light, show­
ing that many actors who are success­
ful when appearing before the captera 
are unsuccessful when facing a human 
audience. ,

On another occasion, in America, a 

young lady offered flowers to a strang­
er. The latter tossed Iter some dollar 
notes and passed on.

Amazed at her good fortune, the 
flower-seller returned to her poverty- 
stricken home to convey the joyful

manager of a film company, which 
was then in its infancy.

Her good looks and dainty ways 
caused the manager to give her a trial, 
and from that day she never looked 
hack.

Years went by, when the film-star, 
ong since alone in the world, met the 

stranger of her poverty days. Both 
had grown older, but the recognition 
was Instantaneous.

In a flash the girl saw the change 
in the man. He was no longer pros-1 

porous-looking, no longer able to give 
away dollars with impunity.

And that meeting was perhaps the 
climax to the finest romance of the 
cinema, for within a month these two 
had been made man and wife,* and be­
fore the end of that year the film-star 
had given back to her husband the 
position he had lost.—Answers.

In Memoriam
HEY. GEORGE PAINE.

Early yesterday afternoon the Rev. 
George Paine passed to his eternal 
rest, after over forty years of faith­
ful and earnest service to the Metho­
dist Church in Newfoundland. He 
was born at Usk, in the border county 
of Monmouth, on March 20th, 1848,
son of James and Anne Paine. As a 
young man he engaged in mercantile 
pursuits. For some years he held a 
position of trust in Swansea, South 
Wales, where he was active in cir­
cuit work, and foremost in all branches 
of church activities. In 1874 he came 
to this country, and after the custom­
ary four years of probation was or­
dained on June 17th, 1878. A few 
weeks later he was married to Miss 
Isabel •Bemister, daughter of the late 
Sheriff Bemister of Harbour Grace. 
During his long itinerancy the devot­
ed minister resided in many sections

The Rev. George Paine was always 
active in forwarding the interests, 
temporal as well as spiritual, of the 
people among whom he dwelt He 
was friend, as well as pastor ; coun­
sellor, as well as teacher.

It was his pride and joy to know 
that fighting in the cause of liberty, 
humanity and right were at least nine 
of his near relatives, some as offi­
cers, some in less conspicuous posi­
tions, but all volunteers.

ACTIVITY AROUND ÏPRES.
7 LONDON, To-Day.

A British official statement issued 
at midnight reads: Since last night 
Ypres salient has again been the chief 
scene of activity. On the southern 
portion of it, from Hill 60 to a point 
about 1500 yards north, the enemy 
shelled our trenches heavily for about 
three hours this afternoon. The 
bombardment was preceded in the 
morning by the shelling of the town 
of Ypres and back area. . Southward 
and north of Menin Road our trench­
es were shelled intermittently through­
out the day. There were no infantry 
actions during the day on this front 
beyond an attempt by the enemy to 
rush one of our blockading posts in 
Sanctuary Woods. This was repulsed. 
Last night after heavy bombardment 
of our trenches between Thiaepial, 
Blaumont and Hamel, the enemy in 
the course of a raid in Ancre Valley 
was able to cut off a few men who 
formed part of a wiring party; five 
are missing. On the remainder of the 
front there was nothing except minor 
trench mortar and artillery actions. 
Opposite Fricourt and south of Neu 
ville St. Vaast the enemy has blown 
up three mines yesterday, two in the 
vicinity of Labasse Road and the third 
east of Vitrestraat. None of them 
damaged us. There were rain and 
thunder storms at intervals. There 
was successful aerial work, six com­
bats taking place. A Fokker was 
brought down and crashed into a field 
near Hadourdin.

Where Historic Treaties Were Sign.

RUTH CAMERON.
The French capital has been the 

scene of a number of historic inter­
national meetings. There the agree­
ment which brought the Seven Years' 
War to a close was signed in 1763—a 
war in which the English and the 
French were the chief combatants# 
and during which we acquired Cana­
da, and by Clive’s victory at Plassev 
established our position in India.

Twenty years-later we signed a fur­
ther treaty in Paris whereby we ac­
knowledged the independence of the 
United States. Paris was also the 
scene oMta treaty, wliisfc, in 1856, 
marked the conclusion of the Crim­
ean War.

The last time the Powers met to 
settle amicably a division of territory 
was at the conference of Algecir.-s, a 
little town in Spain on the Bay v" 
Gibraltar, in February, 1906. Ger-. 
many had resented France's propos­
als in regard to her scheme for the 
“peaceful penetration" of Morocco, 
but at the conference in question 
matters were amicably arranged, 
France being left a fairly free hand.

Three years ago there was an his­
toric scene when at St. James’s Pal­
ace representatives of the Turkish 
Empire and the Balkan League, 
which included Bulgaria, Greece, Ser­
bia and Montenegro, signed a treaty 
of peace which ended the thirty-two 
weeks’ war between Turkey and the 
Allied States.

So far the Germans have made no 
real progress since March in the tak­
ing of Verdun, Dead Man’s Hill and 
Hill 304, which have figured so much 
In the despatches, are several miles 
north of the line on which the French 
must make their last stand to hold 
the city. Possession of these hills is 
valuable to the French because it 
permits them to deliver a flanking fire 
upon the Germans attacking across 
the river. But the view In Paris has 
been from the outset that these hills 
would be ‘sold to the Germans’ for a 
cost in casualties.

It is essential to remember in 
thinking of Verdun that it is just a 
sector in the battlè front which goes 
from the sea to the Jura, that no 
great advantage can be. obtained by 
either side unless the line is pierced 
at some point, and that there is no 
possibility now of piercing the 
French line about Verdun because be­
hind the present front the French 
have prepared other stronger lines.

The Germans are attacking at Ver­
dun because, owing to the fact that 
the railways are cut by shell fire, it is 
the most difficult part of the western 
front to munition. They believe that 
if they succeed in taking Verdun the 
French people will be thoroughly dis­
heartened and ready to listen to peace 
talk. They believe the German people 
will be heartened by a victory w’hich 
will quite naturally be magnified to 
he utmost.

But it is well to bear in mind that 
if the German attack at Verdun ever 
becomes too threatening, the French 
and the British along the western 
front can begin either general or a 
limited offensive of their own, and 
that there will be an immediate de­
mand made upon Germany to find re­
serves to meet this. The same is true 
for the Russians, now that the wea­
ther conditions permit operations.

We have all been looking at Verdun 
so intently for many months that it 
has come to have an exaggerated val­
ue for us and its fate seems to have 
an importance which is altogether il­
lusory. It is well to recall that it was 
the French who elected to stand on 
their present lines and not to draw 
back three or four miles more to a 
position that they could hold with far 
less difficulty.

It is well to bear in mind, too, that 
the French high command reasons 
that the defence of the present lines 
is inflicting tremendous losses on the 
Germans, losses disproportionate to 
the French and disproportionate to 
any military advantage that is now 
to be gained.

Actually the situation at Verdun is 
what it was in the middle of March, 
save that on the west bank of the 
river the Germans have progressed 
about half a mile nearer the main 
French position, which is several 
miles- back of Dead Man’s Hill. There 
has been no important change, no 
change at all on the east bank of the 
Meuse, except as the French have, 
taken and lost Douaumont, and the 
inly result has been that a very large 
number of French and German troops 
certainly more German than French, 
have been put out of the line by 
death, capture or disability.

The Germans believe French num­
bers are failing and French endur­
ance approaching a term. In this 
they are utterly wrong, as the .words 
of Poincare and Vivani indicate. They 
believe that France, under this terri­
fic attack, will lose heart, and of this 
there is not the smallest evidence. 
They must continue the attack be­
cause their failure up to the present 
moment has depressed their own peo­
ple, heartened the French ar.d had a 
very unfavorable effect upon neutral 
opinion.

When the German attack becomes 
dangerous there will be an allied of­
fensive on some sector in which the 
chief burden will be borne ny the 
British. The British failure to act so 
tar is not due-to unreadiness, but to 
obedience to the plans of the French 
General Staff, which is able to call 
upon the British for assistance when­
ever it chooses.

One of the main objects ot the Ger­
man campaign is to compel the Allies 
to attack before they are ready to at­
tack on all fronts. When such an at­
tack is made the Germans will lose 
all the advantages , of interior lines 
and be unable to move troops from 
east to west and west to east as the 
danger threatens.

At Verdun the French are fighting 
a methodical, careful, utterly deliber­
ate battle, with the purpose to inflict 
as great losses as possible at the least 
possible cost. They believe that their 
reserves and those of their allies 
greatly exceed the German reserves 
and that the Germans are wasting a 
large fraction of the man-power left 
to them on a costly and empty effort.

Two months ago General Joffre told 
a visitor that the one fear that. the 
French high command then had vas 
lest the Germans should abandon 
the Verdun attack and terminate the 
huge and sterile sacrifices in men and 
in munitions. His hope, frankly ex­
pressed, was that-they would contin­
ue.

In three months the Gèrmans have 
advanced about four miles; practical­
ly the whole advance was made in the 
first fortnight Their losses have

Claim 
Complete British Win.

Germans Were Outfought, lost Heav­
ily and Were Chased in Disorderly
Retreat Into Their Pqrts.
London, June 5.—The naval battlè 

off the coast of Jutland is claiméd to 
have been a complete victory for the 
British by the naval expert of the 
Morning Post, who writes In this 
morning’s issued

“The salient fact is that the Ger­
man fleet was completely outfought, 
lost heavily and was chased in dis­
orderly retreat into its ports. Ad­
miral Jellicoe brought his forces to 
bear upon the enemy at a time and 
place chosen by him. The vanguard 
of the British fleet wasr composed of 
the battle cruiser squadron, supported 
by a squadron of four fast battle­
ships. Behind this vanguard follow­
ed the main battle fleet. The German 
fleet adopted the same formation and 
the Germans lost one, if not three 
battle cruisers in the first part of the 
action, which was fought between the 
two vanguards of the two fleets.

‘Admiral Beatty, after engaging tfoe 
German battle cruisers, must have 
turned away when the German battle 
fleet approached, in order to allow 
the British battle fleet, which was 
also drawing near, to engage. The 
armored cruisers, which were follow­
ing the battle squadron, should also 
have turned aside, and if they had 
done so it is difficult to see how three 
of them could have been lost. It is 
possible that owing, to some confus­
ion, always likely in such circum­
stances, they went on, whereupon the 
approaching German battle fleet sent 
them to the bottom- Their loss is 
therefore due to an accident.

“We now come to the moment when 
the two main fleets joined battle. The 
action was fought in line, according 
to the accepted theory of tactics. As 
the two fleets approached, the lines 
began to overlap. The first ships of 
each line probably concentrated their 
fire on the leading ship of the other. 
One, and perhaps two, German battle­
ships were sunk, but no British, and 
therefore the British gunnery was evi­
dently superior. The speedy loss of 
one and perhaps two battleships de­
termined the Germans to retreat. They 
turned about and steamed pell moll 
into the haze, heading for their har­
bors and pursued by the British 
fleet.” ’ ’

been colossal; they have so far won 
nothing of value; there is as yet not 
the smallest prospect that they can 
get Verdun, and If they presently do 
get it at the cost of 300,000 or 400,000 
casualties, they will have acquired 
nothing but a few' square miles of 
French territory and such moral val­
ues as the possession thereof may 
give them.

If the whole world which ' sym­
pathizes with the Allied cause could 
be as calm not as the men who are 
about Verdun but as Paris is, as Par­
is has been since the first terrific 
drive was hajted, the German cam­
paign itself would lose practically all 
its importance, since it is a moral 
before it is a military venture. De­
spite the heavy casualties the French 
are viewing the Verdun campaign 
with confidence and with satisfaction ; 
so far what has happened, was exact­
ly what they expected would happen 
when their high command finally de­
cided to hold and not to evacuate Ver­
dun, yielding to the appeal of the 
politicians.

Interesting Address by linn. J. A.
Robinson.

The members of Gower Street Meth­
odist Sunday School were yesterday 
priviledged in having with them Hon. 
J. A. Robinson, who had been asked 
by the Superintendent, Mr. W. H. 
Peters, to give the School a talk on 
the happenings of the past two weeks, 
hut particularly on the life and death 
of Earl Kitchener.

Every boy in the school knew of 
Earl Kitchener, to every boy he was 
a hero, but as Mr. Robinson sketched 
his life, briefly told of his career in 
the Army, of the battles he had fought, 
the honors he had won; as he told 
how when the war broke out, Kitchen­
er, home in England on furlough, was 
looked to by the whole nation as the 
one man for the work of the War Of­
fice, he loyally g*ve himself again 
for service; how, under his leadership 
the Army grew steadily day by day, 
till eighteen months after it was de­
clared it numbered five million men: 
as he told that at the very moment 
when his critics were bitterest, he 
was planning, silently and carefully, 
his last journey and business for his 
King; as Me imagined the last scenes 
on the deck of the Hampshire or in 
the life-boat; as he described the sur­
vivors from the ship with their last 
breath murmuring “Kitchener, Kitch­
ener,” the silence was intense. Every 
boy was listening breathlessly. His 
appeal to the boys, in whatever 
sphere of life their work may be, 
humble or exalted, to ever do their 
duty, made on impression that will 
be lasting. He quoted Lord Tenny­
son's poem “The Revengé,” where Sir 
Richard Grenville, fighting to the 
death with his one ship against the 
enemy’s fifty-three, said:
“We have fought such a fight for a 

day and a night
As may never be fought again.”

It was not Horatio Herbert Kitch­
ener’s to fall on the battlefield, or in 
the heat of battle on the sea, but he 
too had fought such a fight for a year 
and a half in bringing his small ar­
my of 150,000 men up to a voluntary 
army of 5,000,000 as may never be 
fought again. With Sir Richard lie 
t<y> could say:
“I have fought for King and Faith as 

a valiant man and true, .
I have only done my duty as a man is 

bound to do.”
In concluding his appeal, the speak­

er said, “What matter where, or when, 
or how we die, whether we lie in a 
thousand fathoms of water, or in six 
feet of earth, if we too can say, T 
have only done my duty as a man is 
bound to do.’ ‘Kitchener dead!’ he 
said, ‘Never,’ Kitchener lives! and will 
live to the end of time.”

Mr. Robinson also made reference 
to the loss Gower Street School has 
met in the death of three of her boys 
qf former days—Jack Chaplin, who 
was the first-of “Ours” to lay down 
his life, not on the battlefield, hut no 
less in service ; his brother Hal, who 
went to his death with Kitchener, and 
Ned Petfers, the nephew of the School

Superintendent. "These three,” he 
said, “have done their duty.”

The War Week by Week.
By OBSERVER.

The past seven days have been 
eventful ones. Justifying the predic­
tions of those who foretold great mili­
tary activity with the approach of 
summer. The news has on the whole 
been distinctly cheering, the capture 
of Vaux by the Germans being per­
haps the only dark spot in it. Enough 
has now been definitely learned of the 
result of the great naval engagement 
to establish it as a British victory. The 
flight alone of the German fleet would 
constitute it such, but that their loss­
es should actuallyt have been greater 
than ours, and in the class of ship 
wherein they could least be afforded, 
is a piece of good news far other than 
the first reports led us to expect. The 
world is waiting greedily for Admiral 
Jellicoe’s report.

How closely all parts of the struggle 
are correlated Is shown by one effect 
attributed by experts to this battle— 
the paralysis of German naval opera­
tions against Russia in the Baltic. In 
the case of a German military offen­
sive against Russia, the left wing of 
their army would have invaluable as­
sistance from their navy, and if not 
the greatest menace, would form an 
excellent pivot on which to swing for­
ward, farther south, against Vilna. 
All danger, it is said, of any advance 
through Courland against Riga is now 
removed by the weakening of the Ger­
man navy and the increasing strength 
of British submarines in those waters.

However that may be, Germany is 
now compelled to look to herself in 
another place, Russia having taken 
the Initiative in no uncertain manner. 
The weight of her blow, however, is 
aimed chiefly at Austria, as might 
have been expected. Russia seems 
bent on surprising the world. The 
rapidity and strength of the assault 
which reduced Erezerum and then 
Trebizond are here repeated in 
Galicia. Allowing for exaggerations 
in the reports, the Russian progress 
against strong defences, supported by 
topographical difficulties, is surpris­
ing, and if the figures are to be trust­
ed, more than one hundred thousand 
prisoners is not a bad bag for a few 
days’ fighting. It is now announced 
from Petrograd that the Styr has 
been crossed, which means another 
formidable obstacle overcome. This 
river rises near, and runs north-east 
of, Lemberg, which seems to be de­
finitely threatened.

If the Russian successes are car- 
fried to any great length, they are cer­
tain to have not only a military but 
a political effect. Whether or not 
Roumania will be influenced will soon 
be seen, but it should help to clarify 
the situation in Greece, where mat­
ters are becoming intolerable. We 
are ready to expect anything from 
Greece, even a Graceo-Bulgarian al­
liance. Might may not be right, but it 
seems to be the only argument in the 
Balkans. Strong pressure by the Al­
lies will, no doubt, hasten a cabinet 
crisis, the overthrow of Skouloudis 
and the return of Venizelos. This 
would at least give the Allies a free 
hand, at Salonika, where they have not 
teen massing troops for nothing.

On the West front the capture of 
Vaux by the Germans is of an im­
portance which should not be under­

estimated, particularly as it seems to 
have cost the French as dearly as the 
attackers. With both Douaumont and 
Vaux in their possession, the Ger­
mans have a strong post for their 
artillery. The situation is not devoid 
of danger, though it is a long way yet 
to Verdun. On the British front the 
fighting has been of an intensity from 
which only the greater events else­
where have distracted attention, and 
our Canadian neighbours have suffer­
ed very severely. Neither side can 
claim any decisive advantage.

It is very satisfactory to note that 
the Italians are holding the Austrians 
so well. It has been well said that 
Italy has hitherto been fighting, not 
Austria, but the Alps. On the lower 
ground of the Asiago valley they are 
holding their own and taking a high 
toll for every foot of ground relin­
quished. We are confident that Rus­
sia’s successes will materially aid 
Italy here and permit her to resume 
the offensive very soon. The question 
cf—most interest now is whether the 
Russian advance will necessitate both 
Germany and Austria withdrawing 
sufficient forces from their other 
fronts to permit the British, French 
and Italians to make a great connect­
ed move forward. Is the grand Al­
lied offensive at hand? We do not 
think the time is yet, but we shall 
soon see.

Buried in Dngout.
A message, dated May 23rd, has just 

been received by Mr. D. M. Baird from 
the St. John Ambulance Association:

“Another Newfoundlander came in­
to the Hospital on Thursday night. 
He is Private P. Power, 1889, and is 
suffering from internal hemorrhage, 
brought on by being buried in a dug- 
out He is doing very well.”

The “Newfoundland Ward” forms a 
part of the St. John Ambulance Bri­
gade Hospital.

Sad Drowuittfl Fatality.
A tragedy occurred at Gull Pond, 

off the Thorburn Road yesterday af­
ternoon when Francis Edwards lost 
his life by drowning. Deceased was 
a native of England and 26 years of 
age. He had been a draper in the 
employ of the Royal Stores, Ltd., 
since February last and for several 
years previous worked in the dry 
goods department at Mr. G. Know- 
ling’s. Yesterday morning, in com­
pany with two other young men nam­
ed Duncan McLean and William King, 
he left town to spend the day in the 
country. When they reached Gull 
Pond they launched a flat bottom boat 
that was there and rowed off to the 
middle of the pond and started fish­
ing. The forenoon was spent by the 
party in enjoyment and pleasure and 
nothing happened out of the ordinary. 
Early in the afternoon, however, Ed­
wards, who was sitting in the forward 
part of thé boat, overbalanced himself 
and fell overboard. He could not 
keep afloat as he was unable to swim, 
besides being heavily clad, and sank 
immediately. One of his ccteirades 
McLean made several efforts to save 
him, but without avail. First McLean 
plunged in the water and seized Ed­
wards and brought him to the sur 
face, but as he did so Edwards grasp­
ed him around the neck and to save 
himself McLean was compelled to 
make Edwards release his hold. A 
trouting rod was reached the drown­
ing man, but as he grasped it the 
joints came apart and in an instant 
Edwards sank to rise no more. Where 
the drowning occurred the water is 
less than ten feet deep, consequently 
there was not much difficulty experi­
enced in recovering the body, which 
was taken to the morgue a few hours 
later in charge of Supt. Grimes and 
Sergt. Savage. A post mortem was 
held on it last night and this morning 
the body was coffined and prepared 
for burial.

Capt. Wes March 
Home on Furlough.

Capt. Wesley March, of the 1st Nfld. 
Regiment who saw active service with 
D Company at the Gallipoli Peninsula, 
and who now comes direct from the 
trenches in France, arrived in the city 
last evening by the s.s. Sable I., which 
ship he joined at North Sydney after 
visiting London, Liverpool and Que­
bec, en route to St. John’s.

He speaks in glowing terms of the 
splendid manner in which “Ours" be­
haved in that never-to-be-forgotten 
Gallipoli campaign in which many of 
our brave boys paid the supreme sac­
rifice. Although Capt. March de­
clines to speak of his own part of the 
work, we have evidence enough to 
prove how invaluable it was. For 
Capt. Bernard, he has nothing but the 
highest praise, who under trying con­
ditions held a section of the trenches 
at a time when he was almost half 
dead with dysentery, and when taken 
from the trenches had to be placed on 
a stretcher. Not for one moment did 
he allow his men to lose heart, but 
gave them all the encouragement pos­
sible to keep their spirits up. The 
Military Cross which he recently re­
ceived, is the feward of his faithful 
duty. Private Gladney, who was de­
corated with the D.C.M., was award­
ed that honor for services performed 
as a scout, in which capacity he gain­
ed valuable information concerning 
the movements of the Turks. Capt. 
March spoke in very touching words 
of the heroic conduct and death of 
Private Jno. Fitzgerald. Deeds of 
personal bravery time and again were 
performed which may never be known 
to the Empire at large. The much 
delayed Mayo-linds, shirts and socks 
had reached the boys at their quar­
ters in France, and with the incom­
parable home-made articles the New­
foundland soldiers were to be in vied 
by the soldiers of other regiments. 
Capt. March was given leave on May 
22nd and while in London saw many 
X>f our boys and officers. Included in 
the latter number were Capt. Carty, 
who is returning home on sick leave, 
Capt. O’Brien, who has been appoint­
ed in command of A Co., now in 
France, and Lt. Herbert Rendell, who, 
has also resumed duty. Capt. March, 
after completing arrangements in 
connection with the estate of his late 
father, whose death occurred re­
cently, will return to active service.
