The Allies’ Answer.
The Allies are growing 

■ tired of peace notes and 
3 have evolved a convincing 
™ form of answer to them 

when they come. President Wilson’s 
answer was certainly convincing 
enough and of the nature which 
America finds most effective—as yet. 
Leaving him to do the talking the ot­
her nations give their reply in slight­
ly different fashion, substituting 
deeds for words. The Italians take 
San Gabriele; the Russians rally 
everywhere; the French retake the 
last remnant of real victory won by 
Germany at Verdun, and the British 
score their greatest victory of the 
year ! For the present the last feat 
holds the centre of the stage.

The British attack has been made 
in a well defined section, extending 
from a point a little south of Lange- 
marck (where our men distinguished 
themselves) southward to Gheluvelt, 
on the Ypres-Menin road. It has so 
far been pushed to the furthest point 
near Zonnebeke and begins to project 
a salient towards the Roulers-Menin 
line. There is nothing in the map to 
indicate the paramount importance 
of its success, and it is probably be­
cause of the nature of the fighting, the 
almost insuperable difficulties over­
come, that it is spoken of in official 
circles with such gratification. It has 
the appearance of the latest and 
greatest triumph of the artillery, so 
terribly overwhelming that it raked 

! every inch of the broken and marshy 
ground which is in every way so apt 
for defence and made possible an ad-
Ivance over it. But apart from that 
some more invaluable high ground has

(been won. The line now runs well 
east of historic Ypres and a bulge is 
developing in the German front which 

I will cause them grave concern. It is 
the Somme battle once again, on a far 
greater scale and with far greater is­
sues hanging upon it.

Despite the emphasis of this reply, 
the peace talk grows louder. If any 
proof were lacking of the source of 
inspiration of the Pope’s message, it 
is supplied by the announcement that 
he is likely to make another attempt 
and issue another note before winter. 
No independent arbiter, however sin­
cere his motives or exalted his posi­
tion, would persist in such an en­
deavour after such a reception of his 
first proposals. It is the enemy that 
speaks through him, and no one will 
be surprised at his speaking. The 
winter will silence many of the Allies’ 
guns but it will use forces of its own 
as potent to prepare the way for their 
victory. Austria nearly starving, 
barely holding off Italy, seething with 
disaffection and rebellious against 
Germany, Germany herself in almost 
as bad case, short of food, short of 
oils and fats, short of leather, short 
of coal or the labour to mine it, short 
even of cannon-fodder, no prospect 
offering of military victory and her 
last hope proving a delusion—it is no 
wonder they want to talk peace. There 
will be more notes before Christmas, 
more overtures, possibly a definite 
offer. They will be of interest to the 
Allies merely in so far as they ex­
hibit the degree to which they are in­
fluenced by the Allies’ own arguments, 
presented by their iron spokesmen on 
the battlefield. If Germany finds it 
hard to make up her mind whether to 
retain Belgium or not, she may be 
helped to a solution by the discovery 
some day that there is no Belgium 
left to retain.

GERMANY TRIED TO BRIBE AM.

EBICAN CONGRESS.
, WASHINGTON, To-day.
The American Government's public­

ity spotlight, revealing German in­
trigue in neutral lands, turned to-day 
upon the expenditure of money by 
the Berlin Foreign Office in an effort 
to influence Congress on the eve of 
the ruthless submarine campaign 
which drove the United States to war. 
Secretary of State Lansing made pub­
lic without comment the text of a 
message sent by Count Von Bemstorff 
to Berlin last January asking author­
ity to use $50,000 to influence Con­
gress through an organization which, 
the Foreign Office was reminded, had 
performed a similar service before. 
To supplement this move. Von Bern- 
storff suggested an official declaration 
in favor of Ireland for its effect here. 
The organization to be employed was 
not named in the message and Lans­
ing did not discuss its identity. It 
was freely suggested among other of­
ficials, however, that it was one of the 
various societies which flooded the 
members of the House and Senate 
with peace messages when President 
Wilson was asking that a state of 
war be recognized. This disclosure 
adds another chapter to the amazing 
story begun with the publication of 
the famous Zimmerman note in which 
Germany proposed an alliance with 
Mexico and Japan against the United 
States and which has included Ger­
man and Swedish breaches of neu­
trality Argentina and Mexico. It con­
nects the German Government and 
Count Von Bernstorff directly and 
conclusively with the machinations 
which the American public had as­
sumed was part of a world wide Teu­
tonic intrigue, but which many people 
firmly believed were carried on or 
financed in this country by German 
agents without actual authority from 
Berlin. Little surprise was occasion­
ed either in official circles or at the 
Capitol, although members of the 
Congress were highly indignant. 
There was some talk at the Capitol 
of demanding an investigation and 
Senator Overman, Chairman of the 
Senate Lobby Committee, and Repre­
sentative Flood, Chairman of the 
House of Foreign Affairs Committee, 
arranged to go to the State Depart­
ment to-morrow and ask for further 
information. On the floor of the 
House of Representatives, Heflin, of 
Alabama, asserted that he could name 
thirteen or fourteen members of the 
two branches of Congress who had 
acted suspiciously, and expressed the 
opinion that they should be investi­
gated. Generally, however, the dis­
position was to regard as absurd any 
suggestion that any part of the $60,- 
000 sought by Von Bernstorff was in-'i 
tended for members of Congress. Von 
Bernstorff’s message was dated Janu­
ary 22nd. It was sent nine days be­
fore the German Government pro­
claimed its unrestricted submarine 
warfare. When he wrote it Count 
Von Bernstorff was assuring the Am­
erican Government and press that un­
der no circumstances would Germany 
violate her pledges of the Sussex 
case or do anything that might draw 
the United States into the list of her 
enemies. With the Lusitania and all 
other cases in abeyance, the Ameri­
can Government had made no move 
since the Sussex pledge and there was 
nothing on the surface to foreshadow 
'impending trouble. Two weeks later, 
when Bernstorff was handed his pass­
ports, he professed ignorance of 
prior knowledge of his Government’s 
intentions to throw its promises to 
the winds.

by the attack by a defensive area of 
great depth held so densely that it 
may be estimated that there was an 
average of over four Germans to ev­
ery yard of front to the Ansacs and 
some of the British troops which serv­
ed General Plumer so well at Mes­
sines.

It was a battle 
for a commanding position and we 
have won a victory which leaves the 
enemy in this wide tract of Fland­
ers at a serious disadvantage.

Was in Last Drive.

Steel Shield to 
Protect Advancing 

Soldiers.
No single instrument of destruction 

is playing a more vital role in the 
present war than the riiachine gun. 
To deprive Germany of this weapon 
by offsetting its effect is the purpose 
of an Inventor who has developed a 
bullet-proof fighting shield that is 
perhaps worthy of study. The device 
is a wedge-shaped steel shelter 
mounted on one front and two rear 
wheels and intended to accommodate 
10 infantrymen. The shield is de­
signed to be folded flat and carried 
through the communication trenches 
to the firing line, where it could be as­
sembled quickly under cover of dark­
ness, ready to protect Sammies, Tom­
mies, and Poilus during an early 
morning advance across “No Man’s 
Land.” The October number of Pop­
ular Mechanics Magazine contains 
further details of this interesting con­
trivance.

Mrs. John Clarke, of the Goulds, 
SL John’s West, has received an Inter­
esting letter from her son, 3311 Pte. T. 
Clarke, who took part in the big 
drive on Aug. 18th, from which we 
take the following extracts :

“Just a word to let you know I am 
quite well after the advance we were 
in a few days ago. We did great 
work. Jim Walsh and Wes. Williams 
were wounded-; tell their friends that 
they are all right, as their wounds 
are not serious. I was with , Wes 
when he was wounded. We Had 
hard time in the advance as it was 
raining and mud to your eyebrows. 
We captured a lot of concrete block­
houses and several machine guns. 
The Germans tried to counter at­
tack but they could not succeed. It 
was great fun to see the Germans sur­
rendering. I got several for my 
hand. The night before the advance 
we were holding a strong point with 
Mr. Rendell in front of our lines. 
They were crawling around us every­
where and opened up a machine gun 
on us, but we put it out of action and 
killed quite a few of them.

"Percy Howlett is still at Ayr; I 
was speaking to Jack McCarthy, he 
was wounded in the shoulder on 
April 14, but is now as well as ever. 
We left Ayr about the 10th June, but 
I had a great time while there.”

(Special Star Cable by United Press).
Rome, Sept. 17;.—Austro-Hungary 

is reported finding it increasingly 
difficult to keep, in agreement with 
Germany. Diplomatic advices re­
ceived here to-day told of an epide­
mic of riots throughout the Dual 
Empire and political" differences as 
to Prussianism that indicates a grow­
ing brpach between the two Teutonic 
powers.

Austria is suffering from lack of 
food, according to reports here. Most 
of the disorders, detailed news of 
which has been suppressed, have been 
due to this cause. Thousands of the 
people are making pilgrimages to 
various shrines imploring Divine in­
tercession for peace.

Prussian officers it is asserted arc 
frequently insulted on the streets of 
various Austrian cities.

Italy’s successful drive cast of 
Gorizia is likewise reported as caus­
ing widespread apprehension through­
out Emperior Carl’s dominions.

Utilized Waste.
The utilization of waste in the bat­

tle wrecked parts of France has been 
reduced to a science. All the pieces 
of shell, causes, unexploded bombs, 
haversacks, helmets, canteens and 
even old rags are picked up and sent 
down to the base to be utilized in 
some form or another. At one spot 
50,000 old shoes were being repaired 
when a war correspondent visited it. 
The upper part of an old shoe is be­
ing converted into shoe laces by an 
ingenious machine Invented by an 
Irish shoemaker. One thousand five 
hundred French girls are employed at 
one salvage shop converting over­
coats picked up on the field.

London Daily Express: In the old 
days light cavalry were the eyes and 
the right hand of a commander. Han­
nibal won all his battles with them, 
and lost Zama when the Numidian 
horse fought for Rome. ,In our Civil 
War, Prince Rupert swept everything 
befbre him until the genius of Crom­
well -invented the ironsides.

There thé Allies have for a long time 
been sending in heavy right and left 
hooks on the Teuton body. The ef­
fect is as one wants to consider it— 
these latest, greatest offensives. There 
the Allies are working on the outside 
of a long, curved battle line, and the 
Germans on an interior line of com­
munications. That has been a diffi­
culty for the Allies to overcome ever 
since the battle of the Marne.

Suppose now in this fourth year of 
the war we get togetheiyand put pa­
rochial matters to one side. Suppose 
all decide that the Anglo-French front 
without being in the least reduced in 
importance shall form only the left 
hook on the Teuton body, while the 
Italian front forms the right punch 
on the jaw of Austria. Without much 
difficulty the rules of the game are 
automatically reversed against Ger­
many. If that happens seriously Ger­
many will have the awkward line of 
communication—chasing madly round 
from France and Belgium to Austria 
where the roads are almost the worst 
on earth, while the Allies will be 
working on the interior of a curved 
line from France to Italy where the 
roads are the best on earth.

It is hard to realize that French 
cannon working on the battlefield of 
the Somme can in four days be blaz­
ing away on the Italian Sarso. Even 
that time' can be bettered. It is forty 
hours' train ride from the French 
Grand Quartier General to the Italian 
Commando Supremo. Germany may 
feel that she can afford sending men 
to Austria, but the beauty of the idea 
is that Italy is not clamoring for men.

Then the cheerful critic remarks: 
“In that case what is all this fuss 
about.’ Let Italy go ahead, especially 
if nobody is able to stop her.”

Before arriving in Italy I heard of 
English and French guns on the Car­
so. I have seen them and counted 
them. But Italy needs guns by the 
thousand. What does it matter now 
in this''fourth year of the war where 
the end comes, if it only comes? Who 
would object if Portugal finished the 
job if only she could go ahead and do

Trieste, and if she gets It her aim In 
entering the war is accomplished." 
Quite true, and Italy will get Trieste: 
but, even so, she understands that at 
Trieste the Austrian armies are not 
necessarily finished. The loss of 
Trieste would be a tremendous blow 
to Austria, but its Italian capture 
would be more a sentimental victory 
than a real one. Austria would suiter 
chiefly in loss of morale.

Laibach must be, and Is, the real 
objective, even though the military 
sharp next says: “Well, she cannot 
get there anyway because the going 
is impossible. The mountains are too 
high." Here is the answer: The 
world at large may have a notiçn that 
Italy delayed entering the war near­
ly a year after the Allies in order to 
prepare a sudden Austrian invasion. 
That is partially but not altogether 
the fact.

Italy, as a member of the Triple 
Alliance, was an ally of Germany and 
Austria, yet Austria prepared herself 
against Italy. That was proved by 
her frontier defenses and mobilisation 
barracks along the Italian boundary. 
So even when Italy entered the war 
she was in a worse position to attack 
than Austria. True, her army was 
splendidly equipped and trained. Her 
German alliance taught her many 
military methods with which she has 
profited.

But Austria had the same 

knowledge, and besides a far greater 
advantage in physical position.

At the beginning of her advance in­
to Austria, Italy fought in the plain, 
while Austria had the mountains. She 
was exactly in the position of a per­
son standing at the bottom of a lad­
der against a high wall with an ene­
my at the top. Slowly, painfully, but 
surely the Italian armies have gone 
up the rungs of the ladder. They have 
overcome difficulties that seemed 
thrice harder than the job before1 
them to-day, for now her armies have 
reached the top of the ladder and are 
on exactly equal ground with the Aus­
trians, with this additional advantage, 
that Austria is now invaded all along 
the line. The damage that is being 
done is happening to Austria.

Ignorance of Some Americans.
It is difficult to write about Italy the 

way I want to write owing to the 
deep-seated conviction that my fel­
low-countrymen will be hard to con­
vince. Americans realize so little 
about the war in France thajt writing 
about any place further off seems 
rather hopeless. They ask such sim­
ple questions to prove their appalling 
ignorance of anything and everything 
about it. One said to me a few weeks 
ago in Paris: “This Verdun—(he pro­
nounced it Verdoon) is it new in the 
hands of the French or Germans?” 
That seems incredible, but it is only 
one question of many. Indeed, the 
ocean is too wide for a comprehension 
of the war. Even the Channel was 
too wide for England immediately 
to grasp the fact that she was fighting 
for her life. I hope that the propor­
tions of water and understanding are 
not carried out so that America un­
derstands too late.

If The Italians Get to Laibach.
But to get on to Laibach. Italy is 

waging a classical war. Her opera­
tions are greater than Napoleonic. She 
imposes every condition on the enemy. 
And every step that Italy advances 
hurts Austria to a point where Aus­
tria is already beginning to groan. 
The Italian boot is descending on Aus­
trian ground. If the Italian heel rests 
on Laibach with the toes pointing to 
Vienna or Budapest comes naturally 
the qeustion, How will that end the 
war?

The answer is that if Austria can 
resist up to that point it is fairly cer­
tain that both her morale will be 
shal:.:i—with Trieste lost meantime-^ 
n::d her amies will be rather well 
done. Then at Laibach the moun­
tains end, and the plains, practically 
unfortified, stretch away across Hun­
gary. ' But more important is the fact 
that the fall of Laibach means the 
finish of Austrian railway communi­
cations to the Dalmatian coast. 
Flume and Pola will be cut off. Aus­
tria’s navy would soon be cut of ac­
tion and there would be an abrupt 
termination to submarine activity in 
the Adriatic and Mediterranean. These 
indications may show in some degree 
the plight of Austria if the Italians.

A Great Italian’s Questions.
I talked the other day with a great 

Italian. If I might mention his name 
his words would have a greater ef­
fect, but it is not permitted that the 
public shall be told his name. He 
said:

“Why don't your military sharps 
look at a map once in a while—the 
map of Italy?”

I did not reply, and then he plump­
ed at me a rather staggering ques­
tion : “What do you really think of 
Italy in the United States? Do you 
judge us entirely by our people who 
work your railroads and who live in 
New York’s east side?”

Again I did not reply. A queer ex­
pression passed over his face. He 
stared at me steadily. He was an im­
pressive figure, even in a drab uni­
form. But he could have worn the 
toga. He could have emblazoned the 
ancient and proud assertion T am a 
Roman from Rome.’ He spoke again.

“You needn’t answer,” he said. “I 
know. But let’s go back to the maps. 
I refer you to a Corsican, whose name 
your countrymen respect and who 

, studied maps, especially the map of 
Italy. What he said afterwards is as 
basically true now as then—over a 
hundred years ago. For Napoleon 
said, ‘Germany can only be reached 
through Austria from Italy.’ ’’

And in this, the fourth year of this 
war, I recalled poignantly that Na- 
poicou followed up liis assertion by 
the' deed. For Napoleon went to Lai­
bach. When he arrived there the 
Austrian army was in such full flight 
that only Austerlitz remained between 
Napoleon and his dream. To-day 
from the outposts of the Italian lines 
in Austria the town of Laibach is only 
forty miles away. If the Italian ar­
mies get to Laibach t^is a safe pro­
phecy that the war is finished. Why? 
Because if the Italian armies get to- 
Laibach the Austrian armies are 
beaten. A beaten Austria is a beaten 
Germany if the Allies will that it 
shall be so, and a beaten Germany 
naturally ends the war.

It is in such simple phrases as 
these that my Italian friend have 
talked. An understanding of the 
country and a study of the map will, 
I believe, prove them true. Military 
sharps who have not studied maps 
may say first: “But Italy wants

I have asked the question, 
“Why are these Italian armies, their 
leaders, and their offensive program 
in Austria just being really discover­
ed?” 1 know the answer, but I am 
unable to print it.

Here we are in the fourth year of 
the war that threatens to obliterate 
civilization. Here we are at the vit­
al moment with only a few ways to 
win it, that is if we intend to end 
with victory, so it need not be fought 
all over again. I believe we can end 
this war comparatively soon on the 
Italian front in Austria. That is a 
large statement—we can end this war 
comparatively soon on the Italian 
front in Austria.

Wait, now! I have not said that 
Italy can win this war alone. I do not 
intimate that our last field of glory 
shall echo to the cry, “Avanti Savola!”

Germans Killing
Own Soldiers.

WITH THE BRITISH ARMIES IN 
THE FIELD, Sept. 17.—German guns 
are becoming so worn that the Kais­
er’s troops are frequently killed by 
their own shells, according to prison­
ers’ statements to-day.

Worn guns and lack of sufficient 
air planes are causing the armies un­
der Crown Prince Rupprecht consid­
erable trouble. The story has been 
told and amply verified by prisoners 
to-day that German guns firing by 
chart fire short as a rule, and there 
being no planes to observe the error, 
the shells have frequently fallen in 
German trenches.

A gun in good condition can be fired 
fairly accurately by tabulation. Un­
der given conditions a shell will go 
exactly so many yards. When the 
rifling grows worn, however, the 
shells do not travel as far as they 
should algebraically. Hence the Ger­
mans’ trouble.

German prisoners complain of the 
shelling. Some see in it the usual 
callousness of the Higher Command 
who haven’t any regard for lives of 
their men. Diaries show the Germans 
are calling some of these worn guns 
“99% millimetre pieces” explaining 
this is “short for 100 millimetre” be­
cause the guns themselves “are always 
a little short.”

Edison Defeats Subs
Perfects Device to Deflect Torpedoes 

Fired by Submarines — Invention 
Has Proven Success—New York 
Hears Device Already Used by Sev­
eral Ships.
New York, Sept. 18.—A special de­

spatch from Washington to the New 
York Tribune says:

Thomas A. Edison has contrived a 
mechanism to deflect torpedoes from 
their courses, it was said here to-day. 
According to report the device has 
been tried with success on several 
destroyers and has been installed on 
some liners.

It is believed here that the extra­
ordinary gyrations of a torpedo which 
missed a big American liner which 
arrived yesterday at an Atlantic port 
were due, not as the passengers and 
some of the ship’s officers seemed to 
believe to some new wrinkle develop­
ed in a German laboratory, but to the 
genius of Mr. Edison.

Kerensky’s Chance.
(From the Boston Transcript) .

Kerensky has won, for the time at 
least, over Korniloff. If Kerensky is 
great, enough to turn his victory—a 
victory over a fellow-patriot—to the 
profit of Russia, he will win a great 
place in history. It is probable that 
the representatives of Russia’s allies 
in withholding their hands from tills 
situation, and in virtually letting 
Korniloff go to the wall, had some 
assurance, in their own minds at 
least, that the triumph of Kerensky 
over the forces of a counter-revolution 
would rally all other forces to his 
side, and consolidate the revolution 
ary forces into a coherent govern­
ment. The forces of anarchy cer­
tainly ran to cover under Kerensky’s 
wing as soon as Korniloff appeared. 
The circumstance ought to demon­
strate the necessity of keeping them 
under now. The danger is that as 
soon as their immediate danger is 
over, they will resume their destruc­
tive foolishness. Only a small mea­
sure of restraint over regimental mass 
meetings and wholesale insubordina­
tion is now promised—not enough to 
secure effective military action. But 
we shall see what we shall see. 
Whatever hope there may be in 
Kerensky’s greater consolidation of 
power we may seize. But the hope is 
not great 
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Harry Lauder Sees
it Through.

A writer in The Christian Work 
(New York) tells of the spiritual re­
birth of the great Scotch comedian 
who has recently lost his only son on 
the western front. He says “One 
day I was taking Harry to see the 
grave of his only child, Captain John 
Lauder of the Argyle and Sutherland 
Highlanders, as fine a lad as ever 
wore a kilt and as good and brave a 
son as ever a father loved.” Falling 
upon the grave of his son the father 
sobbed pitifully, then rose and start­
ed back to the camp to sing to the 
waiting crowd of soldiers. “On the 
way down the hill I suggested gen­
tly that the stress of such an hour 
made further song that day impossi­
ble. But Lauder’s heart is big and 
British. Turning to me with a flash 
in his eye he said, ’George, I must be 
brave; my boy is watching and all 
the other boys are waiting. I will 
sing to them this afternoon though 
my heart break.’ ” When the news 
came of the lad’s death, the come­
dian’s friends were surprised beyond 
measure at the calmness with which 
he bore the blow, knowing his fond­
ness for the lad. His explanation 
was: “When a man has been hit as I 
have been, there are only three ways 
open to him—drink, despair or God; 
and I am looking to God for the con­
solation and the courage I now need.” 
Another Mr. Britling has seen it 
through.

What Has She Gained.
Three years ago Germany began 

this war for the conquest of Middle 
Europe. What has she gained? What 
has this gain cost her? The New 
York Outlook sizes It up this way: 

‘She has gained by her arms the ter­
ritories of Belgium, Luxemburg, Ser­
bia, a small but rich section of north­
ern France, and parts of Luthuania, 
Poland and Rumania—a total of a lit­
tle less than 204,000 square miles. She 
has lost: Except for an insignificant 
corner in southern Africa all her col­
onies, over a million square miles. 
Practically all her shipping not bot­
tled up in Bremen and Hamburg, a 
loss estimated in tonnage of 3,600,000. 
Of the flower of her youth, over 2,000;- 
000. In cash, nearly $20,000,000,000 
to be added to her national debt. Be­
fore the war, though unpopular as 
a people, Germany was honored 
among all nations for her intellectual 
scholarship and her industrial effici­
ency. She has lost irretrievably this 
respect and won in its place the min­
gled hatred and contempt of the civil­
ized world. Scarcely a considerable 
neutral nation is left except those 
whose safety compels their neutral 
Ity. No one thinks Germany can re­
tain her gains. No one imagines that 
she can recover her losses. It is not 
strange that some of the German 
people are seriously discussing amohg 
themselves the question whether it is 
not time to change their business 
managers.”

Rolling in Gold.
“Uncle Sam" has reason to be proud 

when he looks at his mountain of 
money-bags, from which he is now so 
lavishly supplying the “sinews” of the 
world-war, for no nation on earth 
even approaches the reoord of his 
riches.

Of every £100 of the world’s wealth 
he calls £20 his own. His possessions 
are greater than those of France and 
Germany combined, a good 5,000 mil­
lions more than the entire wealth of 
the United Kingdom, three times that 
of Russia, and fifteen times that of 
the whole Australian continent.

All the world’s mines could not pro­
duce in two centuries gold equivalent 
to his riches, which represent more 
than 200 times all the gold current 
in Great Britain and Ireland before 
the war.

This gold is so colossal in quantity 
that it would outweigh the entire 
population of Yorkshire, anl the train 
necessary to transport it would con­
sist of 15,700 trucks, each carrying ten 
tons— a train drawn by 500 locomo­
tives, and long enough to reach from 
London Bridge to Brighton.

With these 20,000 million sovereigns 
it would be possible to make a road of 
solid gold nine feet wide and more 
than two inches thick linking West­
minster Bridge with Dorking, 23% 
miles distant, or to girdle the earth at 
the Equator with a band of gold an 
inch wide and nearly a quarter of 
an inch thick—Pearson’s Weekly.

Clay, From Feet Up.
(From the New York Evening Post.)

The disclosures now made are cer­
tain to shatter the myth of the Kais­
er’s reputation. By them, he will be 
greatly injured in his own land;

some had placed him. Professor 
Kuno Francke, for instance, contend­
ed a year or so ago that, whatever 
the world thought of the Kaiser’s 
policies, it must concede that he had 
displayed great qualities as a ruler. 
It will be hard to make men believe 
this longer. In these telegrams of 
the Kaiser to the Czar we have re­
vealed the real Kaiser, a meddlesome, 

j restless, conceited, unscrupulous man 
with little grasp of the tremendous 
forces with which he was playing. He 
seems an embodiment of the recipe 
how to bring great empires low by 
small minds. And what will especial­
ly rankle in German hearts to-day is 
that their own autocrat was secretly 
urging the Russian autocrat to con­
sult the Duma which, "as it repre­
sents the people of Russia, would be 
the voice of the Russian people.” The 
questions which Germans will ask 
bitterly is why the Kaiser did not, at 
the time when he was trying to make 
an alliance against England, as also 
when the issue of war arose, consult 
the representatives of the German 
people. Was the Duma more to be 
respected than the Reichstag?

Trench Tales.
T was just past the line when a
