HERRING.—There is such a large
quantity of Newfoundland herring of
last season’s catch still unsold that
many dealers here are suggesting
that in the general interest of this in-
dustry-and the future welfare of the
country it would be well to have a
close season for a year. It will be
folly for the Herring Packers to start
in on the old system again this fall
and winter in view of the surrounding
circumstances. w York dealers are
hoping that they will be foolish
enough to do so, but the Government,
through the Marine and Fisheries De-
partment, should “save the people
from themselves.”

PORK AND BEEF.—We quote Ham
Butt @ $62. to 63; Fat Back @ $60.-
00; Family Beef @ $66.00; Boneless
Beef @, $48.50.

FLOUR.—The Washington crop re-
port of September 9th, gives an ex-
cellent forecast for wheat. The U. B.
Spring Wheat Crop is estimated at
206 million bushels, and the Winter
Wheat Crop at 17 million bushels,
which shows a great increase as
compared “with the average crop cf
the last five years—791 million bush-
els.

There is /[no change in prices as
the Government” fixed figures for all,
but there is an assurance of a good
supply.

CANADA MUST ACCEPT AT ONCE.

Some time ago the Belgian Gov-
ernment vresented Canada with a
splendid site at the Menin Gate of
Ypres for the erection of a Canadian
Hall of Records as a memorial to the
Canadians who were fighting in the
Ypres salient. The French Govern-
ment offered several acres of Vimy
Ridge for the same purpose. It is
learned that the Mayor of V'*nymhas
written, intimating that while he has
been instructed to locate a site for the
purpose, says he has not yet heard
whether the Canadian Government in-
tend to accept the gift of the Belgian
Government, and is also unaware
whether the French offer will be ac-
cepted. Unless something is done
without delay, these sites may pass
under the control of the British Im-
perial authorities.

GERMANY COMPLIES.

BERLIN, Sept. 18.

The Committee on Foreign Affairs
of the National Assembly has de-
cided, according to the Tageblatt, to
nullify Article 61 of the constitution,
by which- Austria would be given re-
presentation in Germany’s Reichstag:
Kurt Von Lersner, head of the Ger-
man delegation at Versailles, has
been instructed to inform the Entente
Powers that the demand of the Peace
Conference, relative to Article 61 will
be complied with.

CUNARDS GET IMPERATOR.

NEW YORK, Sept. 19.

Announcement that the former
Hamburg American . lines steamship
Imperator, one of the Jargest ships in
the world, has been acquired by the
Cunard Steamship Co. from the Brit-
ish Ministry of Shipping, was made
here to-night. The Imperator, which
stayed at Hamburg during the war,
and was used for carrying home
American troops after the armistice
was signed, is now docked here and
being refitted for passenger service.
She will be used, with the Aquitania
and Mauretania, in providing a week-
ly service from New York to Cher-
bourg and Southampton.

The Right Rev. J. E. C._ Welldon,
Dean of Durham, thinks it might make
us more efficient.

Nobody who has lived and worked
as I have in a great community can, I
think, help bitterly realising the evil
of the drink trade. It is an evil, ever
present and ever active. God knows
how many souls of men and women
it ruins. Whatever good religion . or
philanthropy tries to do seems to be
always thwarted or hampered by the
drink trade.

If then Great Britain were to resolve
upofl the policy of “going dry” as it is
called, i.e., of total abstinence from in-
toxicating drink, I should be glad.

The successful movement for Pro-
hibition in the United States of Ameri-
ca is, if I understand it, a movement
for efficiency; and supposing that it
increases the industrial efficiency of
the United States of America—accord-
ing to an estimate which I have seen—
by 10 per cent., I*am at a loss to un-
derstand how Great Britain, if it is
more or less a drunken country, can
ultimately compete with the United
States if wholly sober.

But Great Britain cannot and ought
not to be made a “dry” country except
: by the general consent of its citizens.
If total abstinence were enforced up-
on it against the will of the ,people by
a political manoeuvre, there would, I
feel sure, be a strong reaction.

The Prince of

Wales’s Tour.

(From the London Chronicle.)

The Prince of Wales has crossed
the Atlantic from one part of the
British Empire to another. He might
have crossed any of the seas to the
same purpose. Like the great univer-
sal and natural facts, the British
Empire is all around us on our left
hand and on our right; the thought
of it, pervading time and space, is a
burden sometimes as little reassuring
to its friends as to its enemies. But
the same Royal tour, which reminds
us of the imposing area and the
world distances of the Empire, hap-
pily brings home to us and to our
critics the easy and elastic tenure of
goodwill upon which it is held. No
armies accompany the Prince, no nav-
fes protect his landings or his em-
barkations. Wherever he goes he goes
alone, and at the outposts of Empire
he is as welcome as at the heart. It
has often been said, by Germans and
others, that people who have such an
unprecedented conception of Empire
have no right to have or to talk of
Bmpire; ‘and, in truth, we use the
word more conveniently than accur-
ately. In our heart of hearts we pre-
fer the name given it by General
Smuts, the Commonwealth of Free Na-
tions, which, however, is too long for
everyday use. It is a brotherhood
maintained just by such gossamer
threads' as the voyage of the Prince
of Wales from one of its territories
to another, by the hereditary succes-
sion of its presidency, by a common
stock of history and tradition, and by
an altruism new to Empires. The
Prince of Wales’s visit to Canada,
which confirms as it reminds us of
these congenial bonds, is thus an event
