The Patron Saint
of England.

To-day is the festival of Eng-
land’s patronal saint—George,
the dauntless knight. It is also
England’s Day, Shakespeare’s
Day and Zeebrugge Day, and
the name day of His Most Gra-
cious Majesty the King. St.
George is more or less of a
legendary saint. His life and
work are mainly traditional, and
he has not—if one may say it
without disrespect to his fame
— the same standing in ecclesi-
astical history as has either St.
‘Andrew of Scotland, or St. Pat-
rick of Ireland. But be that as
it may, St. George from time
immemorial has been the Eng-
lishmen’s favorite patron, His
eross of red is the centre of the
flag of the Empire and his
memory is perpetuated wher-
ever Englishmen foregather,
whether under tropical suns, or
upon Arctic snows, or in the
more temperate regions of the
earth. But—and this is the
. strangest part of it —St.
George’s Day is notian ‘English
or a British national holiday.
There is, however, 2 Royal St.
George’s Society which last
year celebrated its twenty-fifth
birthday, and its prime object is
to induce the whole Empire to
commemorate April 23rd in a
manner fitting and proper, as
becomes the day of England’s
patronal saint. For long this
anniversary has passed unre-
garded. All of us celebrate the
annual festivals of St. Andrew,
St. Patrick and St David
(Wales), and the people of these
nationalities never allow these
days to pass unnoticed or un-
kept. It is to be very much re-
gretted that Englishmen allow
the day of their patron saint to
come and go uncommemorated,
with but one remarkable excep-
tion. On St. George’s Day the
5th regiment of the line in the
British Army — the famous
Northumberland  Fusiliers —
holds a full dress parade, all
wearing the national floral em-
blem of England—the rose—in
their headgear, the officers, in
addition, having roses in their
sword knots, the King’s and Re-
gimental colours ‘being festoon-
ed with those flowers.

George is legendary and tradi-
tional, but enough evidence has
been saved from the past to fur-
nish proof that he was a real
personage, though not an Eng-
lishman—or a Briton to be criti-

no authority whatever. All
other writers make Lydda his
birthplace and Cappadocia the
city in which he was reared.’

On the whole the history of St.°
George is more obscure than
that of any other saint of equal
eminence in the calendar.

A.D., 303.

“The hero won his well earned place,

Amid the Saints, in death’s dread
hour:

And still the peasant seeks his grave,

And, next to God, reveres his power.

In many a church his form is seen,

The story of St. George and
the Dragon is very ancient. The
depiction on the gold and some
silver coins of the realm of
CGreat Britain is familiar, and
many a gold pound (sovereign)
has been styled locally “a gallo-
pin’ horse.” The Percy Reliques
tell us that on the body of St.
George were three marks: a
dragon on the breast, a.garter
round one of his legs and a
blood red cross on the right arm.
When he grew to manhood, he
fought against the Saracens. In
Libya he heard of a huge dra-
gon, to which a young maiden
was daily given for food, and it
so happened that when he -ar-
rived in that country, the vic-
tim was the daughter of the
King, and was already tied to
the stake when St. George came
up. “On came the dragon,”
says the chronicler, “but the
knight thrusting his lance into
the monster’s mouth, killed it on
the spot. Sabra, the rescued

victim, was brought to Eng-|

land where she became the wife
of her deliverer, and they lived
happily in Coventry until
death.” :

* %

Throughout the middle ages
the war-cry of the English was
the name of their patron saint.
In the “Golden Legend” we read
that “The blyssed and Holy
Martyr Saynt George is patron
of this realme of Englande, and
the crye of men of warre.”
Shakespeare makes many refer-
ences to this, as students will
readily recall. In the play of
King Richard II., we read:
“Sound drums and trumpets boldly

and cheerfully,

God and St. George! Richard and
victory.”

And again in “King Henry
V.” His Majesty at the seige of
Harfleur thus encourages his
soldiers:

* % * %

“The game’s afoot,
Follow your spirit, and upon this
charge
Cry, God for Harry, England and St.
George.”

.In “King Henry VL” this line
is found:

“Then strike up, drums—God and St.
George for us!” 2

“St. George for Merrie Eng-
land” was the battle cry of the
days of Coeur de Lion, and many
a charge against the Saracen
was made with the English
hosts taking up this slogan.

The blood red cross of St.
George was worn . as a badge
over his armour by every Eng-
lish soldier in the fourteenth
and subsequent centuries,
though the custom is thought to
have prevailed at a much earlier

period. St. George’s Cross was
the flag of battle and in old
prints it is so depicted in both
naval and military opera-
tions. The red cross on the
white field was the flag under
which those old sea dogs in the
reign of Elizabeth, traded, ex-
plored and fought. It was the
flag that Drake bore around the
world—that gallant Frobisher
unfolded amidst the solitudes of
the Arctic: that heroic English-
men, the wide world over, bore
at the call of duty, and died
beneath its red and white, when
the need arose for the honor of

the homeland—and do to this]

day. St. George’s Day should be
a national festival for Britons
the world over, for whatever
conduces to the recognition of
national life is valuable, and
“anything that reminds Eng-
lishmen of their' common ties
and .common duties—and re-
minds them too of their glorious
heritage in the past—should
scarcely be allowed to fall into
disuse.” It is to be hoped that
the Royal Society of St. George
will be eventually successful in
having the State recognize and
declare April 28rd, to be for all
time a British holiday.

The Prime
Minister’s Threal.

The method of the Premier’s
denial of the Woodford charges,
in the Assembly, on Wednesday,
was not dignified or convincing.
It consisted of the pretence that
the charges had been made in
an irresponsible way, of which
he could not take notice with
any self respect, of abuse of the
Leader of the Opposition, and of
threats of reprisal. An inno-
cent gentleman, conseious of the
dignity of his office, would have
made a simple convincing de-
nial, and satisfied the House and
public of his innocence. It is
not true that the charges rested
on “A Currish Press,” or on the
whisperings of opponents, for
they were made in an Affidavit
regularly filed in a judicial pro-
ceeding, and the Attorney Gen-
eral was, and is, at liberty to
cross-examine the maker of that
affidavit in relation to every fea-
ture of it.

* *

What the Leader of the Op-
position did in the Lornina Case
has no bearing whatever on
what the Premier should do in
this case. It is, however, worth
noting that the present Premier
Squires was Attorney General,
and a colleague with the pre-
sent Leader of the Opposition,
at the time of the Lornina en-
quiry, and continued to be a col-
league afterwards. That is his
defence for his own conduct at
the time, if anything was im-
properly done, or neglected.
“To have all doubtful trans-
actions in connection with the
Government of recent years
thoroughly probed and aired
and passed on by a competent
tribunal,” is quite within the
privileges ‘of the Government of
to-day, and if the announce-
ment of the actual appointment
of such a tribunal were made at
any other time, no complaint
could be made; but made at
such a time, with such evident
malice, and as a reprisal, it was
put forth as a measure of re-
venge, not of statesmanship; as
a threat to prevent exposure, in-
stead of a promise to reveal the
truth in the public interest. It
is to be hoped, however, that
when the promised general
washing is undertaken, the pay-
ment of legal fees on the Bay-
de-Verde Railway, the collection
of money f-r the ‘Star’ from the
Reid Nfid.

Sealing Case Judgment.

IN THE CENTRAL DISTRICT
COURT.

Abraham Kean, vs. William Bradbury
and Others.

This is an action taken by Abraham
Kean, Master of the 8.8, “Terra
Nova,” a ship engaged in the prosecu-
tion of the seal fishery just terminat-
ed, against certain sealers, members
of his crew.

The defendants are charged, that,
“while engaged on Loard the “Terra
“Nova,” they did ccmbine with other
“members of the crew to impede the
*“progress of the voyage contrary to
“Sec. 225 Merchant Shipping Act,
*1894.”

‘The usual sealing agreement was
entered into between the Captain and
the defendants, and signed by them
at the office of Bowring Brothers,
owners of the ship. The agreement
is dated the 10th day of March as be-
ginning the service, but no date is
fixed for the termination of the voy-
age.

In the year 1918, the Governor-in-
Council, under the provisions of the
“War Measures Act,” fixed the 15th
day of April as the day upon which
the Sealing Voyage should terminate
and prohibited the killing of seals
after that date. This Order-in-Coun-
ecil was in force and operation on
March 10th last, when the sealers
signed on and afterwards proceeded

to the fishery, and Bradbury stated

in _his evidence, the crew were aware
of that fact, as a paper was read ior
them in the forecastle containing the
proclamation.

On the 7th \of April, a deputation
waited on the Captain and presex.ned
him with a paper-writing, signed by
one hundred and tweiity-eight mem-
bers of the crew, setting forth:
“We, the undersigned, ‘do not intend
“to do any work after the 15th day
“of Apnil, signed— ”

At this time, Captain Kean evident-
ly intended to prosecute the voyage
after the 15th April, as he had sent
a wireless message to the owners.to
send him extra supplies on.the S. S.
“Eagle.”

The Captain and crew met on the
best of terms and discussed the mat-
ter fully and intelligently; the result

of such meeting is set forth in the fo!-
lowing extracts put dn on Captain's
Kean’s evidence: “Exhibit AK., 3."—

“This is to certify that on the
“15th- day of April, 128 of the craw
“brought along their gaffs and
“ropes and refused to further con-
“tinue the voyage. The Captain
“called along a deputation and ad-
“yised them to reconsider their de-
“cision and to continue to prosecute
“the voyage for the mnext 3  days.
“The deputation waited on the men
“and stated the Captain’s advice
“with the result that the same de-
“putation came back and informed
“the Captain that the men posi-
“tively refused to further continue
“the voyage.—N. Clemens, Herbert
“E. Sullivan, M. Smart, William his
“(X) mark Bradbury, Percie Strug-
“nell, Adolphus Mulley. (Witnesses)
“Nathan Kean, W. B. Kean.”
Exhibit AK,, 4."—

“The Captain requested the depu-
“tation to inform the men that he in-
“intended to prosecute the voyage
“till end of the week with the 80
“men that didn’t sign the paper,
“whkich was presented on the T7th
“April, and to ask them did they in-
“tend to interfere with these men
“4in the performance of their duty.
“The deputation returned and in-
“formed the captain that they did
“not intend to let the voyage be
“further prosecuted.—Herbert L.
“Sullivan, William his (X) mark
“Bradbury, W. Clemens, Percie
“Strugnell, M. Smart, Adolphus
“Mulley, Witnesses): Nathan Kean,
“W. B. Kean.”

The Captain then decided to bear
up for St. John's.

The question for the Court to de-
cide, is, does Sec. 225 of the “Mer-
Ichant shipping Act” apply to th
present case. - The Section reads:—

“If a seaman lawfully engaged
*“or an apprentice to the sea ser-
“vice, commits any of the following
“offences in this Act, i.e., the one
“set forth in this charge, he shall
“be liable’ upon summary convie-
“tion to twelve weeks imprison-
“ment.”

I am of opinion, a sealer at tho ice-
fields is not the class of seamamn, en-
gaged for sea-service, contemplated
under the above section, and there-
fore the section does not apply.

If a specific date for the termina-
tion of thc voyage h:ad been set out
in the agreement, this case could be
dealt with under Sec. 8, Cap. 122,
Consolidated Statutes, Third Series,
entitled “Master and Servant,” which
sets forth:—

“Any sealer who, by refusing to
“work, or otherwise 'without sutii-
“cient reasom, shall be a party to
“give up the voyage before the time
“stated in the agrecinent for its
“duration and termination, shall,
“on conviction in a summary man-
“ner beiore any Justice, be im-
“prisoned for a period not exceed-
“ing one month.”

The Governor-im-Council, having
fixed the 15th day of April as the
date for the termination of the voy-
age for 1920, and that being the law

when the sgreemert was signed, the
crew were within {leir rights in ie-
questing the Captain to abandon the
voyage on that date. I therefore dis-
miss the complaint,

~alendar of genius, being that of the'
birth and death of William Smka-i
peare, who was born at Stratford-en-
Ayon, in Warwicksbire, in the year
1564. What credit should be given
‘o the stories which tradition has
1anded down to us of his earlier lays,
it is difficult to say, but after a some-
what wild youth, he is stated to have
come -to London when he was about
twenty-two years of age, and after
having been married for some years.
His circumstances at that time are'
said to have been so destitute that he |
was wont occasionally to perform the
very humble service of holding the'
horses at the theatre doors of per-!
sons who went to the play. He is u.ls')l
reported to have officiated in the cnp—l
acity of call boy, or attendant, to tha
prompter. From this condition, how-
ever, he was certainly not very long
in emerging. It has been conjectured
that he produced his first dramatic
composition—the first part of Henry
Vi.—as early as 1589, when he was
only twenty-five years old. It is cer-
tain that some of his happiest pro-
ductions, for example, “Romeo aud|
Juliet,” “Richard IL"” and *“Richard
IIL” were printed in 1597, though
possibly they may have appeared on
the stage some some years bhefore.
He continued to write for the stage
for a number of years, occasionally
appearing himself as a performer. At
length, having secured by his exer
tions a fortune of two or three hun-
dred a year, he retired to his native
town, where he purchased a small
estate and spent the remainder of his

BATESVILLE, Ark, April 22.

FAVORABLE SENTIMENT.

LONDON, April 22.

England’s new Irish Policy may be
something broader than the existing
Home Rule Scheme, and not unlike
Dominion Home Rule, says the Daily
Sketch. Sir Hamar Greenwood, recent-
ly named Chief Secretary for Ireland,
and General Sir Cecil A. T. Macready,
the newly appointed Military Com-
mander there, are said to favor moder-
ation and are making attempts to de-
termine just what the Sinn Fein wants.
A favorable atmosphere is being creat-
ed and a Government newspaper says
it will go farther to reach a settlement
than is generally believed.

OVERALL PARADE FOR NEW YORK

NEW YORK, April 22.

Ten thousand persons, at least, will
parade here on Saturday in overalls,
according to estimates to-day by the
“Cheese Club,” which is fostering a
drive against the high prices of cloth-
ing. It will be an “All Overall” parade
from the police, who will head the
procession, to bands and marchers.
The price cutting movement by de-
partment stores, which started in
Brooklyn, spread to Manhatthn to-day,
with an announcement by A. W. Riely,
Head of the Department of Justice
Flying Squadron of Profiteer Hunters,
that two big stores have volunteered
to cut clothing and shoe prices. He
said one was a large Fifth Avenue De-
partment Store.

SEEDING TEAMS ORGANIZED,

CALGARY, April 23.

Mobilization of all available teams
of the cities of this Province to as-
sist in seeding operations, is being
planned by the U. F. A. in co-opera-
tion with Southern Boards of Trade.
The Mayor and Commissioners, and
many business men have approved of
the idea. It is estimated that seed-
ing could be assisted to the extent cf
two thousand acres a day in South-
ern Alberta, if two hundred teams
could be secured frcm Calgary, Leth-
bridge and Medicine Hat.

JAMAICA GINGER ON TRIAL.

PROVIDENCE, R.I., April 23.
The question whether Jamaica Gin-
ger is a prohibited beverage under
United States Law, is to be tried out
in the Federal Court here. A vendor
of ginger went on trial yesterday.

LONG SENTENCES FOR RIOTERS.

JERUSALEM, April 23.

The British Commander here has
confirmed sentences passed by court
martial, mainly under the Ottoman
Penal Code, on several Arabs and
Jews in connection with the Easter
rioting. The sentences range from
fifteen years imprisonment down-
ward. The Jews kept their shcps
closed Tuesday morning in protest,
but reopened them on the Govern-
ment’s order. The total casualties in
the rioting are announced as 198.

‘Wken the son of a Sikh himself be-
comes a Sikh, in other words, when

given the comb, dagger and quoit,
and from the day he receives them he
guards his sacred possessions most
jealously.

The quoit, of course. is the nationzl
weapon of the Sikhs. Men serving in
Sikh regiments of the¢ Indian Army
{ wear a small quoit, about four in-
ches in diameter, in front of their
turban, but the actual weapon is
much larger and heavier, and has a
Irazor like edge.

The Sikhs have a deadly aim. The
quoit is thrown in much the same
manner as was th2 discus in days of
old—that is, the thrower gets a firm
footing, flings his hand right back,
and then brings it suddenly forward,
releasing the weapon—and woe b2-
tide the unfortunate enemy wWnose
neck gets in the way.
