Average Earnings of N.S. Miners,

HALIFAX, N.S., April (Canadian
Press)—Some of the competitive dif-
culties of the Nova Scotia coal in-
dustry are indicated by the fact that
the Cape Breton mines are mostly
submarine, and for every ton of coal
hoisted nearly four tons of water have
to be pumped. In West Virginia where
ships coal through Hampton Roads,
and which is an important/ competi-
tor, it is said that most of the water
from the mines runs away by gravita-
tion. In most of the Nova Scotia mines
the coal seams dip, probably one foot
in ten, making the haulage all up-hill
work. In the West Virginia district the
coal output is about seventy million
tons a year, compared with less than
six millHon in this province, and, it is
claimed that the production per em-
ployee in Virginia is nearly double
what it is in the Nova Scotia mines.

Nova Seotia Double British.

On the other hand the Nova Scotia
mines have an output per employee
more than double the individual pro-
duction of the British miners, accord-
ing to some of the officials of the Un-
ited Mine Workers. In 1920, the peak
year for miners’ wages, Great Britian’s
mines produced 249 million tons of
coal, while employing 1,248,000 men.
In the same year the Nova Scotia
mines produced 5,687,920 tons, and the
number of employees was estimated
at 12,000. According to these figures
the- production per employee was 207
tons in Great Britain, and 477 tons in
Nova Scotia. In the British. Mines 1920
| the average earnings, including of-
ficials, was about $1,000. D. H. Mac-
{ Dougall, vice president of the British
!Empire Steel Corporation gives the
average earnings of skilled miners in
Nova Scotia. during 1920 as $1985,
while in 1918 with the miners earn-
ing $1710 the average for all classes of
employees, excluding officials, was
$1235. These figures would indicate an
average wage for all classes of em-
ployees in Nova Scotia during 1920 of
$1500, compared with $1,000 in Great
Britain,

Dear '8ir,—It has just occurred to
me that your omission, to eon-idor the
lands granted to the Reéid Newfound-
land Company as contributory to rail-
way rates and railway operating cre-
dits, may not have been an oversight
on your part, but have been of set
purpose. You may have knowledge
that those lands have been alienated
by the Reid Newfoundland Company,
and suppose, thpt they are not now
availablé for the purpou for which
they were granted:- I:understand the

‘lands -have " ‘been -transferred to a
 Limited Liability Company. But,

if
théy were transferred or alienated for
any purpose save only to augmeut the
credits of ‘the ‘railway operating ac-
count,—for, "which they were specific-
ally granted to the Reid Newfound-
land Company,—then, in my opinion,
they were improperly alienated, and
that it is the duty of the Government
to immediately proceed before the
Supreme Court-to have them brought
back into the possession of the Reid
Newfoundland Company so that’ they
may be available for the purposes for
which ‘they were granted, and in'case
of the failure. of the Company. to fulfil
its ‘contractual obligations; that those
lands may become forfeit to the Gov-
ernment of this Colony.

It would be well for the Government
to have in remembrance that the law
is only for the protection of those
who take due care of their righta and
property; for as a Law maxim very‘
forcibly puts it,—“Vigilantibus noni
dormientibus servit lex”—the law re-
gards those only who watch, and not
those who sleep. I do mot for one mo-
ment desire it to be inferred from what
I have written, that the Reid New-
foundland Company alienated thos
lands to avoid the contractual" obli-
gation which attaches to them, or, t,oj
place those lands beyond the possi-l
bility of ever reverting to the Crown
under any condition of circumstances.
To suggest such a thing, would be to:
charge them with fraud. I make, or
imply by what I have written, no such
charge, for I do not know what theirl
purpose may have been. Possibly,
the transfer may have been for the
more easy handling of the properties,
and the quicker transmutation of
them into more tangible credits, or,
to more easily mortgage them for a
temporary loan - I do not know what
their purpose was. But, I d6 know
that they could not lawfully alienate
those lands from. the. purpoese - for
which they were granted, »and.: that
purpose, T repeat and would empha-
size, was to make the Reid Newfound-
land Company to keep freight and
passenger rates over the railway, and
by steamers under their control, with.
in the Schedule provided by contract;
and that the receipts available, or to
become available, from those Ilands
should angment the credits of opera-
ting account during the whole period
of the operating contract. The Reid
Newfoundland Company had no power
in: themselves to divert those lands
from that purpose, and what they;
could not do lawfully themselves,
they cannot do through others. The
law is perfectly clear on that point,—
Nemo plus juris in allum transferre
potest, quam ipse habet”—is a well
known Law maxim.

No. -“The lands and their resources
cannot be alienated from the purpose
for which they were granted, and I
therefore submit again that you
should have taken them into consid-
eration in the manner, and for the
purpose I have set forth, which, if it

The reply of President Griffith
while conceding that the register is
not ideal, argues that it is quite as
accurate as the register on which el-
ections were carried out last year,
and he charges that Mr. De Valera's
insistence on a new register might de-
lay the elections for 12 months. Mr.
De Valera rejoins that the register is
not so accuPate as the old one, for the
latter was at least uniform and the
one now in force was corrected for
some districts but not for others. He
disputes the right of the Free Staters
to go to the country on it and is said
to be making plans to contest the el-
ections if the prevailing government
persists in defying him.
