According to the meagre
gtory obtainable the Veronica was
boarded by a schooner’s crew of fif-
teen men on Oct. 24th, the v:sitors
coming for the ostensible purpose of
purchasing a liquor cargo. They
subdued the cerw at the_point of re-
volvers and stayed on board three
weeks during ‘which time they dis-
posed of the greater part of the Ver-
onica’'s cargo over the side to liquor
merchants, The captain and officers
were locked in the cabin locker and
the crew forced to aid the pirates,
accord'ng to the story, and each night
they were locked into a compartment,
Mate Parker said he had had exper-
ience with Chinese pirates, but that
the Orientals were gentelmen com-
pared with the liquor pirates with
whom he had come in contact.

At the Rotary Luncheon on Thurs-
day the address was given by R. H.
Palmer. Rotarian Arthur Mews pre-
sided, and the guests included Mes-
srs.

Ject was as follows:—

Mr. Chairman:—In rising to say a
few words to you at this time let me
first of all express my appreciation
of the opportunity of attending this
Rotary luncheon, and putting before
you in a simple and homely way some
facts which I trust will be of more or
less interest to each one of you. Be-
fore dealing with the matter of Flour
Milling which is the subject on which
I am expected to make a few re-
marks, let me express my apprecia-
tion of the opportunity of attending
the fRetary Luncheon ome week ago
to-day, and of the pleasure it afford-
ed me in listening to the many excel-
lent addresses made by the several
speakers on that oceasion, The ques-
tion of civic betterment has been one
of great interest to me for at least
the past ten years, and wherever I
have been located it has been my
pleasure to take an interest in all
guch questions, and judging from the
manner in. which this question was
dealt with last week, I belleve it
will not be long before an improve-
ment is seen in our city of St. John's.

Coming to the question of Flour
Milling, Milling is the order of con-
verting into ‘flour through a process
of steeping, drying, erushing, separat-
ing and grindiig of wheat into a fine
ished form, amd blending to produce
a flour of a specific composition and
possessing  definite characteristics.
Any housewife who is experienced in
the art of bread making does realize
that unless flour, possesses ecertain
characteristics it-:is - impossible to
make good»bread.

Essentigl {ndustry ig . divided into
three classes, ‘and . thdse classes are

' in their respective values: First, feed:

second, clothing; and third, housing
of the human race. Flour has from
time immemorial constituted a large
part of human food, and flour milling
is to be classified as Grade A, class
No. 1.

Wheat has figured largely in hu-
man food as far back as we have any
record, The first introduction of the
children of Israel to Egypt was owing
to the shortgge of corn in their own
land, afid the necessity of going into
Egypt to procure corn to feed them-
selves and their families. Whether
the corn mentioned in the Holy Writ
is the corn we know of or not I con-
not say, but since the grave spoilers
of the Pharaohs have reported having
found wheat within the tombs recent-
ly opened. I think we are justified in
suppvsing that wheat and wheat flour
had constituted that part of food even
as it does in our day. But whether it
was corn as we know-or wheat as we
know f{t, in order to make it fit for
human consumption, had to be ground
or milled. \

The development of flour milling
from the time wheat was ground by
a hammer; ground between stones,
and later by a burr mill up to the
present roller system is a long step,
and we, whe are undertaking to es-
tablish a Flour Mill in Newfoundland,
have the beneflt of experience of sim-
ilar industries for years past, and In
all parts of the world, In establishing
this Industry here, we are undertak-
ing nothing new or experimental, The
only difference in Flour Milling in
Newfoundland and a Flour Mill in
Canada or the United States, or for
that matter in China, is geographical
location, The same conditions which
make success or failure elsewhere are
to be found here, and, in many par-
ticulars the possibility of success is
much greater in this country.

What are the essential factors for
the success of any industry? Indus-
try to-day is a product of science, and
as such it must be considered. It is
application of scien-
tifically determined facts that makes
industry possible, and successful in-
dustry is merely the assembling of
certain facts and data in their proper
relation to each other. Théese facts
are all determinable through inves-
tigation and analysis. Broadly speak-
ing these facts are connected some-
what as follows:

Plant, Raw Materials, Cost of Man-
ufacture, Product, Marketability, Man-
agemeént and Organization. These are
the points we were confronted with
and had to satisfactorily answer be-
fore capital sould be induced to lend
itself to our undertaking. For the
most part they have not been hard to
answer.

We can buy our raw material
for the same price as our competi-
tors; we know what it will cost to
remove that wheat from the head of
the Lakes to Montreal, We know
what it will cost to put that grain
through the elevator at Montreal, and
we know what it will cost to transfer
it from Montreal to St. John's, We
also know what it will cost us per
bushel to discharge at this point, so
that up to the time of putting the

raw material through our machines;
we know our cost wy,l compare most
favourably with those who will be
competing with us,
Manufacturing cost is principally '
labor.

Given modern equipment with
No. 1 raw material, we can manufac-.
ture equally as good flour in New-
foundiand as can be made in any
other part of the world. With re-
gard to the last two points, those of
Manufacture and Management, these
are really the essential features in
the success of any industry. From
Government statistics, we know the
market possibilities in Newfoundland.
For the past ten years the flour im-
ports have averaged 408,000 barrels
each year, sometimes going as high
as 512,000 barrels. Our plant will be
capable of producing 300,000 barrels
a year, so that we are not overbuild-
ing for the market. - ‘

Some of our Canadlan Milling
friends have endeavoured to point out
that the people of Newfoundiand de-
mand only a patent flour. What do
they mean by a patent flour? It is
an American term which came into
being 1870—at that time the Mid-

In the grinding of
wheat into flour, it is necessary to
separate the bran coating without
pulverising it as should it , become
pulverized, dark wpecks will appear in
the flour, and the housewife is not
very apt to think that instead of
having a very necessary constituent
of any food in the flour that  these
specks are 'mites, It is also necessary
to remove the germ as if this part
of the berry was left in the flour it
would become rancid, ;

Separating the berry and the germ,

To the present flour distributors
we will have a benefit rather than
otherwise, We intend to erect a flour
warehouse capable of housing 20,000

With the establishment of . these.
mills in Newfoundland we will . pot bé
dependant upon the local market en-'
tirely. We have comnections to-day !
through which we will be able to sell
every surplus barrel of our products,
in fact I was assured - just:. before
leaving New York recemntly that we |
would have mo dificulty in finding a |
market for every barrel of flour our |
plant will be capable of turning out.

With regard to the mafagement
which is perhaps the keystone of the
success of the Industry, I am goirg
to say very little, except that the men
financially interested are prepared to
give me the opportunity of making
good. The organization that we will
have will be associated With people
of the largest buying and distributing
organizationg operating in United
States and Canada. With these points
taken care of, we feel confident that
in beginning this Igdustry, we have
every assurance of ultimate success

Our friends the Canadian Millers
have been careful to point out also
that we would not be able to find a
market here for all our by products.
At the present time that is correct.
The feed importations of Newfound-
land now average something like 4000
tons a year, and the cost of same'to
the consumers in this country makes
it impossible for very many to make
use of feeds which are necessary in]
the production of beef, pork and mut-
ton, much of which at the  present
time to my mind {& being unneces-
sarily imported. Feed to-day is cost-
ing the people of Newfoundland
nearly $50.00 per ton and we pro-
pose to sell feed at the mill at ome
cent per pound plus cost of contain-
ers and to my mind this will at least
double the present consumption, and
will go a long way towards stimulat-
ing the production of meat for which
at the present time our money is be-
ing sent out of the country.

In conclusion let me say a few
words as to what the establishment
of this mill will mean to Newfound-
land. From a financial peoint or
view we are sending out at the pres-
ent time an average of more than
{hree million dollars per year for
flour. With the establishment of
this Mill, we will send out approxi-
tately one million and a half dollars
for wheat this will make a differonce
in our trade balance and will go =a
long way towards the reduction. of in-
terest and ultimately reduction of our
debt. We will save to the country
all the money that at the present
time ds being sent out to pay four
and labor, not only in the manufac-
ture of flour but in the manufacture
of container. since which the flour is
shipped to this country. We will
also save for the country all the mon-
ey that iz now spent for the material
to go into these contaimers, 1

The cheap feeds will ve a tremend-
ous boost to agriculture and while I

We will also have
on hand a large stock, enough to
meet any demands. The situation at
the present time is that the import-
ers to-day must of necessity tie up
considerable capital in flour stocks,
whereas with the co-operation of the
flour milling plant, they will simply
nced to send their orders to us with
instructions to ship and we will do
the rest.

Mr. Chairman, I think that is about
all should be said at this time, but
I feel confident that with the estab-
lishment of this industry it will prove
a very great boon to the people of
Newfoundland generally, and I ex-
pect it to be of. profit to me person-
ally.

King vs, Leonard Gillispie Reid—Be-
fore a Speclal Jury.

v

(Yesterday Afternoon)

The trial of Leonard Gillespie Reid
on a charge of manslaughter which be-
gan on Monday morning before Mr.
Justice Kent concluded about 7 o'clock:
last evening when the jury after two
hours deliberation brought in a ver-
dict of guilty. Sentence of imprison-
ment for one year was fmposed.

Mr. Hunt, for the Crown, began his
summing up at 2.46 by thanking the
jury for the attention they had ‘given
the case during the four and a half
days of the trial. He pointed out that
they were bound by their oath to give
their verdict according to the evid-
ence. He reminded them that in con-
sideration of the case that they owed
a duty to the public which should be
carried out to the best of their abil-
ity., The onus Jf proof was on the
Crown and the case had to be proved
8o that 12 ordinary men could con-
clude beyond reasonable doubt that
the accused was guilty. The Crown
claimed that Reid was guilty of reck-
less driving, and where death arose
over this speeding, then the case was
manslaughter. On the evidende of
speed, there has been differences, but
had the 31 Crown witnesses agreed to
the fraction of an inch there would be
grounds for suspicion of collision. As
evidence of speed they had John Mec-
Grath .who said it was going at 40
miles per hour; Doody said it came
300 yards in 20 seconds, and was go-
ing fast; Parsons who also saw the
car said it was going at 40 miles per
hour; Hall said it was going twice as
fast as Pedigrew’s car, that was going
at 18 miles per hour; Chambers felt
a terrific rush of wind and Grouchy
also felt a rush as the car went by;
Sleator and Mellor said the car was
going at a safe speed and they agreed
that a safe speed was 30 miles per
hour. This, without various expert
evidences, he claimed, was sufficient
to show speed. Counsel claimed that
if Smeeton and Silverlock had not
given evidence at all there was suf-
ficient to show that the car passed at
a very excessive speed. Mr. Hunt
claimed that it was not a duty of the
Crown to show that Reid was drunk
on this occasien. He, however, had to
review the evidence as to drinking,
and leave the matter as to Reid’s con-
dition to the jury to decide. He
claimed that Reid’s party either were
drinking or were skylarkjng; they
had had liquor and they were return-
ing from a time at Holland’s, and the

Qquestion they had to consider was:

“What connection the drinking had
with the speed. Coming to the actual
tragedy the Crown Counsel pointed
out the importance of Petty Officer
Lovett’s evidence in stating that he
was standing just west of the stump
and that was the spot where King
and Whitty were standing when he
jumped clear. His evidence was born
out by the statement that he saw the
car speed past for about 150 feet to
the point where it ditched. Regard-
ing the position of the bus, first wit-
ness had sworn that it was near the
secand pole and if the car was at the
second pole it further bore out Lov-
ett’s evidence as to the place where
he and his companions stood. What-
ever may be said as to the exact pos-
ition of King's body there was no
doubt that he was thrown some dis-
tance. Doody said he saw his body
hurled above the radiator of the car.
The Crown’s pecsition in reference to
Capt. Whitty’s death is that he was
that the

when he was hit. The picking up of
the book by Murphy showed beyond
all reasonable doubt that he was
standing where ‘Lovett said he was
standing when the car hit him. Upon
the evidence of all the witnesses ex-
amined on this point, there was no
doubt that King and Whitty were hur-
led some d’stance and this could not
happen if the car was not going at
an excessive speed. The fact that
there was no speedometer in the car
was nothing against the car but the
fact that there was neither cne there
did not give those in the car any ad-
vantage over the witnesses of the
Crown in measuring the speed. Then
there was no evidence of a horn being
blown. If King’s body had been hit
when the car turned over the em-
bankment as claimed by the defence,
it would have been impossible, for the
different witnesses to have seen it
thrown. Mr. Hunt then went on to
deal with thé theories submitted by
Mr. Silverlock whom he believed-gave
evidence to the best of his ability.
He was cross-examined severely by
the defence and nothing he said in
his examination-in-chief did he con-
tradict apd moreover his. evidence was
supported by that of, Smeeton except
in that the latter did not say that the
car was going like a projectile. Coun-
sel pointed out that if the car went
through the air for 24 feet it went like

‘a projectile and therefore Silverlock’s |

evidence was correct.

the comsequences that must follow,
must bring in a verdiot according to
this evidence. . Mr.. “Hunt's address
occupied one and. ahalt hours.

At 415 Judge Kent began his
charge to the jury. The length of
time spent on the case, although very
long has been well spent. The Crown
Counsel has brought every bit of evi-
dence possible and have conducted
the case in a manner which Crown
Counsel would be expected to do. The
Counsel for the defence have also
done their duty with their usual vigor,
in justice to their client. This is an
important case as far as the public
is concerned, and it 18 one of great-
est importance to the accused. Man-
slaughter is a crime that covers much
ground, but this case deals with only
one kind, manslaughter by negli-
gence. The duty of every pérson who
goes about anything that is attended
by risk is to take resonable care.
Every person who goes on the street
owes to every other person the duty
of taking care, but the duty is to dis-
cern whether there is criminal or cul-
pable hability; not every action is
attended by criminal liability. If a
person neglects a duty and causes the
death of another man even without
intent of killing, the person is guilty
of manslaughter, provided that the ac-
cused was found guilty of culpable !
negligence. The charge against the
accused must be proved beyond the

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shadow of a reasonable doubt, and | &

by this is meart anything that would
influence a reasonable man. Judge
Kent then went on to read some parts
of the evidence. They had listened at-
tentively to the stories told by the
Crown witnesses and their own view
of the scene of the.accident, and the
evidence of Reid himself should give
the jury a clear idea of what happen-
ed. There is no question as to the |
sobriety of the party at Donovan’s, no |
evidence had been produced to show
that any of these had been under any |
influence of intodicants. There was |
evidence that the occupants of thei
motor car had taken some drinks at |
the house in Topsail. As to the evi- |
dence of the various distances given
it would be remarkable if all the wit-
nesses agreed on this point, or as to |
the correct timé”of the various hap-
penings, but the jury had to form
their own opinions as to these-things
and also as to the speed that the car
was going, but their opinions must
be based only on the evidence brought |
forward in the case. The estimates of
speed would have to be taken with |
great caution; they were made hur-
riedly and in a short spdce of time, |
and it is very difficult to judge speed |
under these circumstances. The brakes |
of the car are used to control it, and |
for cases of emergency, and it is the
duty of the owner of the car to see|
that the brakes are in proper con-
dition. In thiz connection the evi-
dence of the witnesses was also re-
viewed. The accused had told what
had happened immediately preceding |
the accident; how, after seeing the |
lights of the bus, he paid his atten- |
tion to what was happening around
the bus, and that he saw some men
near the bonnet. There were power-
ful lights on the car and surely the
accused could have seen the three |
men on the rcad before he did so if |
he was keeping a proper look out.
It was, however, for the jury to de-
cide whether the accused exercised
the proper-precautjon in this respect.
There had been some evidence in the
quantity of liquor consumed by th?
accused, but the jury had to consider
this as much as the effect this liquor
had on the accused and as to whether
it had any connection with what hap-
pened. The Judge then went on to
read other partis of the evidence that
had been referred to in addresses of
Counsel. Taking the whole case in
mind, it is the duty of every person
who drives on a road to exercise prop-
er care and if a man who drives in
a careless manner and through his
culpable neglect causes the death of
a man, even though there was no in-
tention of doing so, it is the duty of
the jury to return a verdict of man-
slaughter; but if they were not satis-
fied that this was so, that the Crown
had not proved its case, then the ac-
cused was entitled to acquinai. Tt
is their duty tc consider every part
of the case and they must give due

case. Judge Kent believed the accus-
ed had mede a frank statement as to
what he believed had happened, and
the same was true if the case of every
other ‘witness.

TO STUDY THE AURORA.

SYRACUSENYK, Nov. 22.

Directly under the Northern Lights
where their shifting brilliance fills
the air with a sound he likens to the
faint rustling of silk or the crackling
of tissue paper, Donald B, B. MacMil-
Tan, the Arctic ‘explorer, will establish
next summer & sclentific station
where he hopes to discover what the
Aurora is and how it eant be harness-
ed to serve clvilization, he sald to-
day at Oswedo. The most fasefnating
phenomenon of the morth, Captain
MacMillan defles any man to estimate
the potential power of the strange 11-
lumination centering over Labrador.
The first step he saild in bringing 1t
under mans control is to measure its
distan<e from the earth. This he
proposes to do with the aid of motion
picture cameras next summer. Capt.
MacMillan said, “I shall set up two
cameras a eertain distance apart
north and south of the center of radia-
tion, Both will be foeused on the
same star above the lights and will
be snapped at the same time. Knowing
the distance of the chosen star from
the earth and using it as the apex of
the triangle a perpendicular will be
dropped to the base and the compara~
tive elevation of the Aurora.” The
Northern Lights, he explained do not
enter above the Nerth Pole as is gen-
erally believed but more than 1200
miles south. It is to this magnetic
pole and not to the north pole that
the needle of the compass is attracted.

CONSERVATIVE OPPOSED
TO PROHIBITION.
LONDON, Nov, 22.
The prohibition of the manufaeture
| and sale of alcoholic liguors will not
! promote temperance, and social prob-
lems are not solved by drastic meas-
ures which destroy freedom and the
real temperance of the majority of
the people is the opinion of members
of the Baldwin Government as voiced
by Lieut. Col. L. C, Amery, Secretary
for the Colonies at a meeting in Bir-
mingham yesterday at which he out-
lined the attitude of new administra-
tion to certain licensing problems
with which it is confronted. The Gov-
ernment and the Conservative party
of Great Britain are not in favor of
Prohibition and they are convinced
in their attitude by experience of
United States.

RUMOR DENIED.
MOSCOW, Nov. 22.
Denial was made here yesterday of
reports of mutiny on board vessels of
the Russian fleet at Kronstadt. The
gituation in Kronstadt and Moscow
was described as most calm.

RENOUNCE THEIR ADOPTED
COUNTRY.

SAN FRANCISCO, Calif., Nov. 22.

Samuel Daniels, 25, and Fred Dan-
iels, 29, British born naturalized citi-
zens of the United States, who fought
under the U.8. flag in the World War,
have renounced their citizenship be-
cause under the new Immigration
laws they were not permitted to
bring their aged mother from Eng-
land. Yesterday the brothers planned
to apply for passports to return to
England, where they will reside with
their mother, who is feeble and ill.

KING OF HEJAS REVIEWS FORCES
PORT SUDAN, Nov. 22.

The Hdjaz Government announces
that a review of King Ali's forces
was held November 15th at which
| time it was stated that the army and
inhabitants were prepared to defend
and relieve Hedjaz from the Wahabis.
The incursions of the latter have
caused all foreign subjects to seek
refuge in Zeddah.

REVOCATION OF EGYPTS CONSTI-
TUTION SUGGESTED.
LONDON, Nov. 22.

The option is widely e_xpressed that
notwithstanding the Egyptian ' offi-
cials compliance with customary for-
malities and their expressions of re-
gret, the murder was actually ajpoli-
ticial crime originating in a desire to
oust the British from the Sudan. The
Daily Mail editorially demands Great
Britain revoke its grant of independ-
ence to Egypt which it maintains has
shown lack of political capacity.
Other commentators are less drastic
put contend that Egypt must be
roundly told that Great Britain will
stand for no more outrages, and that
the Cairo Government must punish
the criminals and pay an indemnity.
At the same time these writers hope
that the Government will not act hot-
headedly or in a panie, a bad impres-
sion has been caused here by the news
from Cairo that Col. M. T. Russell,
Commandant of Cairo police, and A.

ST. MARY'S HOSPITAL IS NOW A
GOING CONCERN.,

The dream of a lifetime has at last
been accomplished. It is the establish-
ment of an English-speaking Catholic
Hospital to be known as St. Mary's, It
is situated at 906 Dorchester Street
West, formerly the home of the late
Baron Shaughnessy. It starts with a
modest beginning with a promise of
a greater institution in the future. It |
is an indication that the English-
speaking Catholics of Montreal to the
number of 60,000 have accepted their
responsibility to do a share of the
work in caring for the sick and In-|
jured of one of the largest cities on
the Continent. It required courage
and perseverance to establish it, but
those behind the movement have at |
last succeeded. Those who will guide |
its destinies are possesseg of willing |
hands, willing hearts, the spirit of
sacrifice, and a great desire to help
the cause of suffering humanity by
gtriving to cure or alleviate the
badily ills to which mankind is heir
to, but to afford comfort, peace and
happiness t@dthe soul also, thus to]-’
lowing in the Master’s footsteps.

OUR RAILWAYS ARE SHOWING
BIG DEFICITS.

Canadjan Pacific Railway trafiic
earnings for the week ending October
14th, 1924, were $4,214,000, as com-

! of over ten million dollars compared

| Boston, said that the railway situa-

tion in Canada was fast becoming a
grave one, and that something would
have to be done to relieve the increas-
ing trouble.

The Montreal Herald, , under tHe
heading of “Must the C.P.R. be na-
tionalized,” says: That Canada will
shortly have to face another most
serious railway problem is evident
from the speech made in Boston this
week by Mr. E. W. Beatty, president
of the C.P.R. We believe it will be
no injustice to him to infer from his
speech that in his opinion the present
situation cannot continue and that
either the Canadian National Rail-
ways will have to be put on a basis
of private owmership, or the Cana-
dian Pacific system will have to be
taken over by the government.

Looking at the matter from an en-
tirely unbiased point of view, it
would appear obvious that no private
system of railways can continue to
be milked by the government while
a public system is being fed by it.
In other words the government can-
not continue to force the C.P.R. to
pay enormous income and other tax-
es, while subsidizing the Canadian
National to run in competition with
it on a tax-free basis. Mr, Beatty
put the absurdity of the situation
squarely when he sald: ‘“The Cana-
dian Pacific s the largest taxpayer
in Canada. Therefore, the greater
the deficits of the National Railways,
the heavier the taxes of the Canadian
whereas if the National

vately owned system, the loss In
revenue to the latter is greater than
that represented by increased taxa-
tion, Again, the greater the revenue
of the Canadian Pacific, the greater
its contribution to the exchequer of

On the other hand, the
more business the C.P.R. does, the
heavier the tax levied on it.

Mr. Beatty shows that it is only a
question of years—and very few
years—before this problem must be
faced and a decision arrived at. The
late Lord Shaughnessy foresaw this
very climax when nationalization was
first mooted. He made a proposition
whereby the C.P.R. might be taken
over. His proposal was rejected, but
that only delayed the solution. The
problem remains.

It is quite possible to point out
foot defects and weaknesses which

wear on the shoes. The prevalence
of such foot defects is mainly due to
badly fitting and badly shaped shoes;
to the weakening of the foot muscles
and consequent strain on the foot
caused by such occupations as in-
volve incessant walking or standing,
as in the case of waliters, waitresses;
barmaids, postmen, policemen, mes-
senger boys, and the like.

Is Your Walk Ungainly?

A turning ankle will give the
shape of the shoe a twist, A bunion
will strain, stretch, and distort the
toe. In every city, men, women and
children aré to be seen with crooked
heels, widened and protruding bun-
on joints, and- turned and' worn-
down heels. These shoe conditions
are the result of foot defects. - If you
have a soft or painful apoi on your
foot, it is natural to twist this in
walking.

Many defects in the shoes can be

traced to the fact that the wearers
have neglected to keep their leg
muscles in good condition. They
muscles in good condition. They may
have neglected to give them the exer-
cise they require, or, on the - other
hand, they may be over-fatigued.
" Very often the customers of boot-
shops complain of the poor wearing
quality of the footwear sold to them,
emphagizing the inferiority of the
material as revealed by the shoes not
keeping their shape, and attributing
the stretching and giving way of
certain seams and stitching to bad
workmanship. But in many cases the
complaints can be traced i’ery direct-
ly to defects and weaknesses of the
customer’s feet.

By examining closely each-point of
pressure, the tread of the wearer,
and by taking the shoe off and ex-
amining the inner sole, a great deal
can be learned about the feet. A
ready means of identification of
various foot troubles is presented by
the inner sole. ‘It often indicates a
weakened arch, the end of which is
flat foot. If depressions are found
in the inner sole at the ends of the
third, fourth and little toes, you can
1qok for a weakened arch.

If depressions are found in the
centre of the inner sole across the
ball of the foot, you may expect to

five long, thin, arch-forming bones,
whose heads have become depressed
and slightly displaced. This defor-
mity may also be revealed by the
wearing through of the outer sole at
the same place.

Sufferers from bunions and enlarge-
ments of the toe joints, which may
be due to weak arch or flat foot, are
therefore apt to wear their shoes to
the outside to avoid pressure.
Those who have weak ankles and
flat feet often wear away the inner
border of the heels, owing to the
overbalancing of their weight on the
inner border of the arch. When there
is acute pain, amounting to neural-
gia, in the arch of the foot, extend-
ing to the forward part of it, due to
weakness -of “tHe . transverse ‘arch ‘at
the ball of the foot, sufferers are apt
-to spread the uppers of the shoe over
the outside edge of the sole owing to
the flattening out of the ball of the
“foot.

Among women ,a common cause of
the bulging of slippers and.low shoes
at the sides is weakness of the arch
of the foot with resulting flattening.
Anyone who has been afflicted with
bunions leaves a mark on his or her
old worn-out shoes, as easily identi-
fled by the expert in “shoe-reading”
as the finger-print of a noted crim-
inal by the C.I.D. specialist.

A Population Problem

—-—‘—
Remarkable Growth of Native Fami-
lies in Somnth Africa.

South Africa is faced with a popu-
lation problem of considerable diffi-
culty. Some remarkable figures re-
garding the native ' population are
contained in the recently published
censug statistics of the Union for
1921. In the 1911 census the great-
est number of wives possessed by |
one black man was 46, but this time |
a Northern Transvaal native had 51,
while two in the Zoutpansberg dis-
trict had 79 and 110 respectively.
The biggest establishment was that
of a native with 79 wives, 134" sons
and 50 daughters, his nearest rival
having 51 sons and 42 daughters by
55 of his wives; It is interesting to
note that none of these 55 wives had |
more than three children. The total |
numiber of native husbands is given |
as 718,292, and of wives as 854,660.
The figures regarding the spread of |
Christianity and the decrease in il-
literacy also have their interest. In-
creases in the numbers of those pro-
fessing the Christian faith were |
shown by all the non-European races, |
the proportions to' the total of each |
race rising in the case of the Bantu
from 262 to 342, and in that of Asi-
atics and other non-Europeans com- |
bined from 679 to 714 per 1,000.
