The Clerk read a petition from Wm 
Hood for renewal of license for the Bull 
Frog tavern;

Mr Robertson read the following peti­
tion signed by 356 residents of Guelph:—

Your Petitioners have heard with re­
gret - that a By-law to allow Billiard 
Rooms to he opened every evening till 
II o’clock had been read a first and se­
cond time.

Believing that such an extension of 
time of such places being allowed to be 
open will be ruinous to many young men, 
and be the cause of misery in some fam­
ilies in this town, we earnestly request 
that the By-law requiring them to be 
closed at 7 p. m. on Saturday evenings 
and 10 p. in., on other evenings may not 
be repealed.

Mr Bell presented a petition signed by- 
McLeod, Wood & Co., and John Horsman, 
to the effect that as the Council allowed 
Wm Bell & Co., to occupy a part of 
Macdonncll St., as a wood yard, they be 
allowed the same privilege.

Mr Bell explained that his firm were 
waiting for the completion of a contract 
for wood before they could get it measur­
ed. As that contract was completed they 
would as soon as possible remove the 
wood from the street.

The Mayor had some doubts about re­
ceiving this petition, as it contained a 
statement which was not correct. He 
was not aware that the Council had ever 
allowed Messrs Bell <fc Co., to pile wood, 
on the street.

The petition of Wm Hood was referred 
to the License Committee ; that of Mc­
Leod, Wood & Co., te the Road & Bridge 
Committee ; and that relating to the 
closing of Billiard rooms to the By-law 
Committee.

The report of the License Inspector 
was received.

The Council went into Committee of 
whole, on the By-law regulating Billiard 
rooms, which came up for a third read­
ing. Mr Crowe in the chair.

Mr Mitchell moved for some minor 
alterations in the By-law, which were 
adopted. Ho also moved that the other 
clauses of the By-law, among which was 
one making the hour for closing Billiard 
rooms at 11 o’clock each evening.

The vote was taken when 7 voted for 
the motion, and 6 against it.

The- Committee then rose, and the 
Council resumed, when it was moved 
by Mr McMillan, seconded by Mr Stewart, 
that the By-Law as amended be read a 
third time and passed.

On the vote being taken the resolution 
was lost, 6 voting for, aud 7 against it.

Active Work by the Insur­

gents.

Gladstone and the Washing» 
ton Treaty.

Matamoras, Feb. 20.—A Camaigo cor­
respondent writes on the 10th inat., that 
Gen. Trevino telegraphed to Gen. Quir- 
oga that ho was moving on San Luis 
Potosi with 12,000 men and would take 
the city immediately, and then proceed 
straight to the city of Mexico.

Heavy guns with 350 infantry are ou 
the road from Monterey to join Qyiroga 
in his attack on Matamoras. Quiroga 
will move when they reach him. In 
Cinaloa on the 21st ult., the revolution-, 
ary Gen. Marquez defeated the Govern 
ment troops under Pcsquiera, capturing 1 
four pieces of artillery, asms and am­
munition. In Jalisco 2,000 revolutionist» 
are engaged against the Government. 
Gen. Magana has pronounced in Colima.

New York, Feb. 20.—The World's Lon­
don special says ;—In reply to a letter 
of enquiry addressed to him by me.

Government Immigration Policy.
The following is Mr. Blake's speech in 

the House on Friday, on the motion for 
passing the item of 880,000 in the esti­
mates for immigration purposes :—

Mr. Blake said that, according to the 
promise of the Provincial Treasurer, he 
would state as far as possible what the 
Government meant to do with this sum. 
They proposed that assistance should Ik* 
given at the rate of 86 per head, the 
same allowance being given indifferently

On these conditions a sum of 
86 per standard adult, and a proportion­
ate sum for children should bo payable, 
by the Government.

sterling upon an arrangement by which 
the emigrants were to repay the money 
by ipstalments, but, as might be expected, 
the money did not go back. A gentle­
man came out here to look for the money, 
but he did not think he took much back 
with him. It had been suggested to the 
Government to give a larger sum than 
they were proposing to give, and to col­
lect it nfterwurds from the immigrant, 
but they thought it would not do at all. 
and. that the only way was to give a sum 
out-and-out. They believed that the 
gift of 86 each would have a marked 
effect in attracting to this country the 
right sort of persons. They did not want 
to attract to the country persons who 
were absolute paupers ; but thosë who 
might be able to'pay some part of their 
ptssago money, those whom the societies 
at home might be able to assist the more 
liberally because they would have the 8«> 
at hand to apply to it. As he had said, 
there wore various societies at home in­
terested in this work, and tho communi­
cations received by tho Government 
encouraged them in the hope that, by 
taking proper steps to iifform the mind 
of the agricultural laborers through the 
country districts by these societies and 
tho country press, they might be enabled 
to induce the agricultural labourer to 
emigrate. This they believed to be the 
prime necessity of the country. Agricul­
tural arrangements were changing rapidly. 
Farmers now did a great part of then- 
work during the fall of the year, and 
there was almost as much want of labour 
iu the fall as in the harvest time. They 
believed, therefore, in the principle of 
importing the agricultural laborer, who 
might go for a year, or two, or three, into 
tho service of farmers, and so might 
make bis start iu this country. For, by 
going into that Service, or upon some of 
tho roads, lie would obtain the best in­
struction to qualify him for ultimately 
settling and becoming a freeholder in tho 
country. They had reason to believe 
that even the steamboat companies would 
take some interest in that direction, see­
ing the interest they had in promoting 
the transport of steerage passengers.- 
And, having great facilities—particularly 
tho Allan Line—by means of the vast 
system of agencies which they had jn tho 
old country, this immigration might be 
operated to some extent by them. There 
were two agencies on this side of the 
Atlantic. One was that of voluntary so­
cieties. The Ottawa Valley Colonization 
Society had been referred to. It was an 
established fact, and its object was to 
get a certain number of families and 
settle them. They were in hope that the 
labours of that society would be an ex 
ample to the people of the West. They 
believed that there might very well bo 
established, in those counties of which 
they had heard of lacking agricultural 
laborers, either conhty associations, or 
unions of county associations, that might, 
do something in this direction. Then, 
there were the demands for labour whiv’ti



■would arise from the construction of th 
public works which were now going on, 
and which would be still greater in the 
next few years. The contractors would, 
he believed, feel it their duty to assist in 
the work of immigration in order to get 
holpin the construction of those works. 
They would bo glad to see such a move­
ment ns this and to see the societies at 
home directing their attention not-only 
to the agricultural labourer, but also to 
the man who proposes to become a navvy 
on the lines, with a view of becoming a 
settler on the lands which those lines 
opened up. It was natural that they 
tihould expect, at the very late period at 
which this arrangement would become 
effective in England this year, that they 
wotdd only bo able to make a beginning, 
fltill, they had hope that it would do 
.some good this year, and that it would 
be more effective afterwards. Of course, 
the state of the labor market was uncer­
tain in the old world. If trade should 
turn out to bo very good, and there should 
be a sufficiency of employment in the old 
country, they all know the earnest desire 
the inhabitants of that country had to 
remain ns long as they could keep body 
and soul together, and that plentiful 
harvests and good wages would diminish 
the chances of emigration as long ns they 

.lasted ; but a bad harvest'or a block in 
the labour market would drive the sur­
plus population from home, and they 
hoped to attract a portion of them to 
these shores. The Government had 
learned unofficially that a scheme of as­
sistance to emigrants was being projected 
by the Government of tho Dominion.— 
Of eonrso it would bo undosirablo that 
these schemes should clash in any way, 
and therefore tho Government were 
obliged to reserve some power of modify­
ing the manner of applying that vote.— 
The items of printing and agencies had 
hitherto been very large. The Govern­
ment proposed to have their printing Tor 
this purpose done in England, and to 
avail themselves of the services of gentle­
men in that country, as lecturers, who 
liad taken much interest in this question, 
bad been in this country with very bene­
volent intentions, and had made them­
selves acquainted with the character of 
the country and the wants of emigrants. 
They would thus save much expense.— 
The lectures would be delivered in the 
country towns and places where the agri­
cultural labourer, and those interested in 
his welfare ipight best be reached. They 
believed also that a considerable amount 
of good was lobe obtained by applying to 
the country press, and utilizing it at a 
moderate expense on behalf of the agri­
cultural labourer, whom tho metropolitan 
press did not reach. The Government 
could not give more details, "as they had 
not, since coming into office, had suffi - 
«ient time to go into all particulars. Tho 
vote was an experimental one in many 
particulars, bnt they hoped it wonld bo a 
successful experiment. (Hear, hear.)

Sun says :—Mr. T. R. Ferguson, the
representative of South Simcoe in the 
Local, and of Cardwell in the general 
Legislature, is eager for a renomina­
tion -, while Mr. J. Coyne, the mem­
ber for Peel in the Local Assembly,is 
equally ready to serve the people of 
Cardwell. Mr. George Laicflaw—the 
father of the narrow-gauge railways 
in Canada—would not, we believe, re­
fuse a nomination ; and Mr. Isaac 
Harris, the Reeve of Caledon,although 
not anxious for the position, could be 
induced to accept its responsibilities. 
Besides these, there are doubtless 
others who would gladly accept the 
honor of a seat in the Legislature, 
but their names have not yet been 
made public.

Toe Niro Hones Movement in Hamil­
ton.—About 150, nearly all the lead­
ing manufaturers, builders and other 
tradesmen of Hamilton have publish­
ed a protest against the nine-hours 
movement for sonîe time going on in 
tliat city. They say :—The introduc- 
tion of such a system would be most 
disastrous alike to employers and 
employees by retarding our manu­
facturing and commercial advance­
ment, giving competitors throughout 
the Dominion an advantage over us 
so that Hamilton would lose her now 
proud position as the first manufactur 
ing city in Ontario, thereby inevitably 
crippling our industiies.” They go 
on to say :—“ We feel it our duty to 
oppose this movement, and not to 
lessen in any wise the number of 
hours now constituting a day’s work.”

MORE TROUBLE EM FRANCE.
