much pleasure in following the example 
of my predecessors, aud though I cannot 
lay claim to the lengthened and success­
ful experience of the three who have al­
ready filled the same position, and pic­
ture out to you the varied trials and 
pleasures of the followers of the several 
industries in our prosperous and happy 
land, I shall be content to very brielly 
notice this success as shewn iu iur E 
bitiou here, and in the country at large.

In the earlier history of our country 
we wtire content to meet iu our several 
townships, aud there comepete with our 
ow n neighbours. Our gatherings then were 
to us the source of much pleasure, a'd 
wo felt as proud of the prizes the** 
awaided as we do at competitions like, 
the present. Wo were then in our infan­
cy, and were content to test our abilities 
in a limited circle. But from small be- 
g" nings there are often great results, as 
perseverance meets and merits its own 
rewards. Step by step we have progress­
ed, till from being exhibitors at township 
and county shows, we became contribu­
tors to the Provincial Exhibitions ; and 
while feeling that great success has at­
tended it, and valuable benefits have re­
sulted from the Provincial Fairs, the time 
had come when wo could aid that insti- 
iution, and reaching a step higher than 
out cjunty shows, we could invite com­
petition from thé world ; aud while 
hr ging iu contact w.th our own the 
productions of others, wo coi’d give and 
obtain such information that, with prac­
tice' application, would assist in advanc- 
ii g the •'ndustrial tcrests of our young 
and progressive cov itrÿ.

Young, Berlin, Edward Burge,
Guelph, and Andrew Jardine, Hespeler, 
being the exhibitors. Mr. Young takes 
first prize, with two double and one 
single case of named insects.

The display of minerals is not large.
An amethyst from Thunder Bay attract­
ed considerable attention. John Wilkie,
Guelph, contributes a case each of small 
and large specimens of native minerals, 
a fine collection. Wm Dyson, Guelph, 
is the only competitor, with a case of 
neatly arranged and named specimens.

KFE SIXTH PAOBt
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The United Wesley, n Methodist 
Church ol Canada.

The first General Conference of the 
united Methodist bodies in the Dominion 
of Canada met for business in the 
Metropolitan Wesleyan Church, Toronto, 
on Wednesday morning at 10 o’clock. 
This new Conference is, ny its provision­
al constitution, at present limited to 220 
members, comprising an equal number of 
ministers and laymen. These delegates 
have already been elected by ballo -the 
ministerial by ministers at their late An­
nual Conferences, and the lay by lay men 
at .their recent District Meetings. They 
represent a wide field of occupancy ; 
coming, as we find them, from Ontario, 
Quebec, British Columbia, Manitoba, 
Now Brunswick, Nova Scotia, Cape Ber- 
tou, Prince Edward island, and New­
foundland.

The proportion of representatives in 
the General Conference is at the rate of 
one minister and one layman for every 
eight ordained ministers in the several 
bodies now amalgamated.

On motion, the Hon. Mr. Wilmot, ex 
Governor of New Brunswick, was unani­
mously chosen chairman pro tern ; and 
the Rev. Alexander Sutherland and Mr. 
Benjamin Hopkins were appointed Secre­
taries pro (cm.

The .'>7th hymn was sung,and the exxii. 
Psalm was read, after which the Rev. 
Dr. Jeffers offered prayer.

Governor Willmot made a few remarks, 
u anking his brethren for the honor con­
ferred upon him. He anticipated a pleas­
ant and harmonious time, and he trusted 
that the Divine blessing would richly reft 
down upon them and their deliberation

The Conference adjourned shortly afti­
ll o’clock, Bev. Dr. Douglas closing with 
prayer.

At 2 o’clock the Convention re-assem­
bled, when, on motion, it was agreed that 
the Conference should proceed to elect 
by ballot, and without debate, a Presi- 

1 dent for the ensuing four years. The 
result of the vote gave Dr. ltyerson 89, 
Dr. 1. ce 04, and the balance in scattered 
Mites, The venerable Chief-Superinten- 
dent of Education, who was declared du­
ly elected, was introduced to the chair by 
Hon. Mr. Willmot, who retired from 1 ;s 
temporary honors with the utterance of 
a few graceful compliments on the|choice 
vf the Assembly.

The President asked Conference to 
elect its Secretary, who might be either 
a minister or a layman, and the Rev. D. 
D . Currie, of Charlottetown, P. E. I., 
was elected.

On "nomination, the Ilevs. Wm. Scott 
and BeujaL " Hopkins we. elected As­
sistant Secretaries, and tie Rev. John 
Bred" , Jon nal Secretary.

After a short season of devc 'on, the 
Piesideut briefly t. 'dressed 1 :s brethren.

A Comr Deo was then appointed to 
prepare, and submit for adoption on the 
morrow, a draft of rules and reg;’aliens 
fur the guidance of Conference in its de-- 
bates and modes of procedure.

The Conference adjourned i 1 Thurs- 
dry morning at 9.
