The ignorance and prejudice that are
found g people supposed to be intel-
ligent with respect to tary matters are
simply astonishing. One would think
that they neither read nor observed, nor
were capable of reading and observing.
We were, we must say, surprised to see
in Monday’s Times the following sentence:
“‘Those who are of opinion that cleanli-
ness is inseparable from health, will find
evidence to the contrary in Mr. H. Nor-
man’s description of the city of Pekin
which he describes as the dirtiest city in
the world.” That a newspaper in this
age of the world, in a eivilized count:
would speak of theconnection of dirt witi
desease as a matter of ‘‘opinion,” is in-
deed wonderful. Every intelligent man
knows that cleanliness is an.essential con-
dition of health. He knows that it has
been proved over and over again in every
civilized country that effective drainage
and the removal of decomposing organic
matter have improved the public health.
By the establishment of good sanitary
conditions, that is, by the speedy removal
of filth of all kinds, the death rate has
been greatly lessened in hundreds of cities
and towns. In many of the towns of
Great Britain the chances of a man keep-
ing in good health are much better than
they were. fifty or even twenty years ago,
and many years have been added to the
average length of the citizen’s life. :

“Two hundred years ago,’”’ an authority
says, ‘“‘the desth rate of London was

~.oighty per thousand; and by the influ-
-ace of sanitary improvements it has now
»éen reduced to twenty-one and one-half
per thousand, in spite of the enormous
growth of the town and the great crowd-
ing to which many of its people are still
subjected. When the improvement of
the sewerage was actively undertaken in
London some twenty-five years ago it
was found that the death-rate was so
much reduced in some of the worst quar-
ters of the town that if the same reduc-
tion could be made universal the annual
deaths would be twenty-five® thousand
less in London, and ome hundred and
seventy-seven thousand less in England
and Wales; or by another view, that the
average ages at.death would be forty-
eight, instead of twenty-nine, as it then
was.”

There was a great change, indeed,
brought about by greater cleanlinessalone.
‘Mr. Baldwin Latham shows from the
bills of mortality of several English towns
that the mortality in them was by making
them. cleaner, reduced 32, 22, 20, 18 per
cent., and that the typhoid fever rate was
lessened in all these towns from 756 to 10
per cent. In the twelve- towns named
the reduction in one ouly was ten per
cent., in the eothers it was far greater,
averaging at least fifty per cent. Reduc-
tion in the rate of phthisis or consump:
tion was also marked, ranging from 41 to
11 per cent. We say nothing here of the
awful epidemics of the times when sani-
tary science was unknown. The  black
death, the plague, the small pox, ahd the
cholera morbus, then almost depopulated
cities and large areasof country. Merely
because Mr. Norman says that Pekin
is an abominably dirty city and still peo-
ple are able to live in it, our contem-
porary jumps to the conclusion that dirt
after all does not do so mach harm. But
Mr. Norman says nothing about the con-
sequences of that dirt. What. he does
not- say about Pekin would fill several
large volumes. He was only there a few
days and had to cond his description
of the city into a shert- letter. The laws
of nature are not suspended 1 ekin,
Dirt produces diseise there as as it
does in. Victoria, or. Teronto, or Montreal.
Every one knows that in China human
life is not valued very highly. If the dirt
of Pekin kills thousands every- year, as it
no doubt does, they are mnot missed.

ut there are greater difficulties in the
way of succeasfully l.-ertu:f that claim
than he may be aware of. To say noth-
ing of the protests which will, doubtless,
be put in by Great Britain and other
maritime nations, there are many United
States citizens who do not-admit the Gov-
ernment’s claim, who repudiate it, and
who are prepared to contest it in the
United States courts. In. the gnmphlet
on the fur seal fisheries, which we al-
luded to a few days ago, American citi-
zens deny in the plainest terms the right
of their Government to exercise jurisdic-
tion over Behring's Sea. They say:
“‘The impression lias gone out that the
Behring Sea is an od “water and
full control’ of the United
States and Russia. Just how and where
this claim was first' obtained no one
seems to know. It sprang into existence
like a mushroom, and' apparently with
the same strength and standing. Our
government could with the same consist-
ency all of a sudden, claim control of the
Gulf of Mexico. It is considered by all
maritime law that a nation can only con-
trol a certain distance of the sea from
her shores. This has been the estab-
lished custom as a maritime law for an
indefinite time, and our Government in-
sists that the American fishermen shall
have all right outside of the three-mile
limit from the land in the controversy be-
tween the Canadian and American fisher-
men, and would not consider the ten-
miles headland point as asked-by the
Canadians, but when they come to the
Pacific  in the Behring’s Sea they go
directly back on what they claim on the
Eastern side, and say we own all this sea
and if you are found in it your veasels
are subject to seizure andyourself fined,
making no allowance whatever for what
portion you may be in, whether one
mile or one hundred miles from land.
Our government going directly back on
what it claims from the Canadian
authorities on the other side, we' ask.
can this claim be held when it comes
to a final issue. So far it has been
done by force, but might is not always
right, and can anyone claim but what
our government will have yet to pay
for the to Canadians and her
own citizens for the losses they have
sustained by the seizure of their vessels
and forfeiture of same by our govern-
ment in its raid among the sealers in
the year 1887, in the Behring Sea.”
The inconsistency and the injustice of
the American government in making
this claim, it is seen, strikes United
States citizens quite as forcibly as it
‘does Canadians, and it will be singular
indeed if such an extraordinary claim
when - it i8 questioped, as it no doubt
will be, can made good.

WHAT IS THE MATTER?

- It is surprising that so little progress
has been made in settling the claims of
the owners of ' the Canadian dealing
schooners that were seized by the United
States revenue cruisers in the summer of
1887. These men were deprived of their

They were pursuing their lawful avocation
on. the high seas more than a hundred
miles from land. The vessels were
boarded by a foreign ship of war, the
crews were imprisoned and their prop-
erty was taken from them by force. They
protested against this ill-usage and made
the necessary representations to the gov-
ernment which was bound to protect
them.

The Jesuit Ebhaeel Act of the Provmoe
of Quebec is cr g quite: a
in nearly every part  of the Dominion, . It
is rather singular that while it was _pass-
ing through the Legislature of that pro-
vinge hardly anything was said about it
outside the Parliament buildings. It was
introduced by Mr. Mercier as the final
settlement of a long standing dispute. It
met with scarcely any opposition and

assed without a division. ~Two or three
f’rutestant members raised a few objec-
tions to the measure but they were so
1i!d in the expression of their views that
t! 2y were complimented on their modera-
ticn by the leader of the Government.
A few of the leading English newspapers
opposed the passage of the bill and the
right of the Jesuits to the estates was
afterwards rather vigorously discussed by
their correspondents, but there was
nothing like an agitation against the mea-
pure in the proviuce. The Protestants of
the province took the matter so quietly
that not a single petition against Mr.

Isiti ible for
them to hold property in the Province of
Quebec? Is the act passed some time ago
incorporating the Order in Quebec Pro-
vince null and void? It is hard to say
what those who condemn the Jesuits so
sweepingly would have. The disallow-
auce of the Jesuits Estate Act will not
satisfy them, for there is nothing to hin-
der the Legislature of Quebec enacting
another-law granting them the $400,000
vompensation without asking the ‘Pope or
any other ecclesiastical authority to iuter-
vene between them aud the Government.
Juch a law would, accordiug to the op-
-_ponents of the present law, be strictly
constitutional and could not be disallowed
on legal grounds.  But thisis not the con-
summation which the strongest denounc-
ers of ‘the Jesuits wish.

The Government take the ground that
the Jesuits Estates Act cannot be disal-
lowed, because it was strictly within the
power of the Quebee Legislature to passit,
and that the people of the provinces havea
right to do what they hke with their own
money. This seems to us the safe and
sensible position to take. It is not
prudent or proper for the Federal
Government to be continually interfering
with the legislation of the provmoel. The

'+ DOGS IN WARFARE. ~ 1

How They Are Taught to Detect the
Presence of the Enemy.

Among the various uses to which the in-
telligence of dogs has been put is that of
scouts in military affairs, says Black-
wood’'s Magazine. Here the well-trained
dog does such services as to become well
nigh invaluable.

That Napoleon fully realized how impor-
tant arole might be assigned to dogsis well
known. In 1799 he wrote to Marmont:
“There should be at Alexandria a large
number of dogs, which you ought to be able
to employ by massing them in groupsata
shortd from the walls.” The marvel

chance of succeeding as a sheep stealer,
but he couldn’t have been a coon dog.

For your coon isa cute and tricky cus-
tomer, and crammed with patience. More-
over, heleaves behind him the coldest, most
scentless trail of any animal that runs. He
leads you through the tangled swamps and
dcep, stony hollows. He crosses and re-
‘foues swift runmng streams.. He frisks

ong the top of rough stone walls as silent
and swift as a shadow. He stops within &
dozen feet of some convenient wall, clears

is that, after so plain an expression on the
subject from such an authority in the art of
war, the employment of dogs should not
have become a matter of course, instead of
which, eighty-nine years later, it is still re-
garded as a tentative measure.

Recent experiments prove that the we!l-
trained dog will give'notice of the presencs
of a man, dressed in the uniform of a foe,
at a distance of one thousand feet. And
just as the house dog p quietly

t

the intervening space at & bound, strikesa
tree and glides up the longest limb, runs to
its extremity, and leaps & dozen feet be-
yond it to the ground again, breaking his
trail abruptly on.one side and beginning it
as confusingly on the other. He invents
tactics for emergencies, and brings to
every consideration of his welfare and that
of his family alarge and level head. He
plays his cards well and the dog that would
beat him must needs hold both bowers and
ace, with strong cards to back them.
These t.he coon dogs of -our -fathers always
had.

There were, twenty-five years ago, the
still-hunting coon dog and the coon dog who
let you know at every step that he was get-
ting there. There was mixed up with. the
methods of ‘the still-hunter an element of
greater certaihty thdt you would get your
coon than there was with the more melodi-
ous system of the dog that mouthed his
presence :in the shadowy chase; but the
style of the latter put more tingle mﬁo your
blood and buoyed you up with sweeter ex-
pectancy. There was something weird and
uncanny in all the turnings and windings
of the former through the gloomy woods at
night.

It was different with the dog that gave
tongue as he hunted. He made music in
the night—not the silvery treble of the fox-
hound, floating down from the hills on the
frosty air and drawn out in sweet cadenza
by every willing echo, nor yet the mellow
bass of the deer hound, swelling dver the
ridges, clear and fnr-eoundmg as a bugle-
note, but pl t though st: to song of

mingling of melody with business.

Once in the rare old days of coon hunting
anew preacher was settled in the back-
woods district of Pike County, 1. He was
not wise in the way of the woods. Earlyin
Ins first autumn on his charge he began the
usual protracted meeting season. \By and
by he noticed that on moonlight and lit
nights his congregation was made upwef
women only. Finally he asked the reason)
of this, A sister arose and said:

“ft's *cause the coonin’s bett’n ’tis in the.
dark 'o the moon, Dominie. Soon ez the
moon darks the men'll jine ye.’’

Sure enough, when the ‘“‘moon darked”
the brethren were allin their places in the
meeting-house, joining heartily in the pro-
ceedings. The pastor remonstrated . with
them publicly.

“While you have been idling after ooonn,"
said he, “there may have been those in this
district who do not hunt coons, and whom
you might have led here and saved their

l_i‘)ienoon Brown rose up in the meeting and
said:

“Dominie, if thez any one in this'deestric’
ez don’'t hunt coons his soul hain’t wnth
sayin’.”

Coon hunting as a pastime went out of
fashion with the war, and the old race of
trained coon dogs gradually became ex-
tinct. Why the coon has come to be de-
spised by the sportsmen in these days ia
one of those things about which the re-
mark has once or twice been made that ne
fellow can find out. ‘He is \as cunning as
the fox and more ,difficult to trail.- Heis,

moreover, the lmt of nnunnl-. and eats{’

only the most wholesome food« He should
not be despised, sure! use he can be
hunted only at nighs; for in threading the
woods in the darkness, following dogs that
you can not see and whose baying alone
breaks the stillness, there is a most singu-
lar enchantment.

Even when coons are most abundant,

by h ts and only calls the at-
tention of their mubers to law-broakers, so
these wise regimental dogs ignore the
movements of unattached civilians, but
seem to develop astrong personal antipathy
toany person whom they intuitively recog-
nize as being in the service of the enemy.
Probably, however, no- dog has ever
rendered such signal military service, or
has been so honorably recognized as
the celebrated poodle Mustache, who
shared the victorious fortunes of
the French army through most of the wars
of the Consulate and the French empire.
He won special honor at Marengo, and was
decorated on the battlefield of Austerlitz
by Marshal Lannes as a reward for having
rescued his regimental standard from an.
Austran soldier when.in the act of snatch-
ing it from the grasp of«the standard-
bearer as he fell mortally wounded. The
plucky poodle drove off the assailant, and
then seizing the tattered colors in his
teeth, dragged them triumphantly till he
reached his own company.

It is evident that were military dogs to
be exclusively chosen from any special
breed, all animals of that race would be-
come targets for the foe, whenever seen,
therefore dogs are to be settled on account
of individual merit—or rather promise of
merit, as it is necessary to begin their tui-
tion in early youth, and canine education
should be commenced in-good earnest at six
months of age. 8o the dogs now to be seen
in training at certain German and French
military stations are of all sorts and sizes—
“dachshunds’” and poodles, retrievers and
collies, greyhounds, foxhounds, fox terriers
and others, male and female. The Italians
prefer the latter as possessing keener
senses of hearing and scent. All are
trained to rigid silence—a result only to be
obtained after long and patient tuition, in-
deed it is at all times difficult to insure
obedience when music strikes up, so great
is the temptation to give vocal accompani-
ment.

The male makes his range for forage much |
wider than the female dees, and having no
one to loak after but himself more frequent-
ly escapes the hunter. In spring and sum-

‘“There are many ways of beating a res-
taursnt,” rémarked a Pittsburgh man who
has had nruch e a8 & caterer, toa
Dispatch reporter. .

Bir W. Moore, late Bumn-Genenl with
the Government of Bombay, has a paper in
the Hospital on “The Immediate Treatment
©of Accident and Sudden Iliness,” in which
-he states that only the other day he was
passing Kensington Gardens, when he ob-
served an old man being supported by two
“other persons, and encouraged to cling to
the railings, so as_to maintain. an upright
posture. A glance showed what was the
matter with the old man. He had beéen
struck by cardiac failure, or serious ano-
plexy, or that variety of the malady iu {
which the face is pale, and the circulation i
of the blood failing. His pulse was feeble
and intermittent, and there was evident
_paralysis on one side of the body. . Now,
what ought to have been done in su. ‘ha
case? ' The poor old man should have been
laid on. righy side full length, his collar
should have been opened, he should have
been allowed plenty of fresh air, and his
legs, feet and hands should have been well
rubbed. Then, when the first shock of the
malady had passed away, he ought to have
been carried, still in the recumbent posture,
to the nearest hospital. Again, ther in-
stance. Only & few days back, in the Ham-
mersmith road, two boys were knocked
down by a cab. One escaped with little in-
jury, the other got concussion of the brain.

- He was almost senseless, speechless, cold
and pallid. The same plan ought to have
been pursued as in the case of the old man;
but instead of this, the boy was sur-
rounded by a dense crowd of inquisitive
people, and one good but mistaken Samari-_
‘tan was supporting the injured youth in an
upright position on his knee.. After a time
the poor boy was dragged away on his
legs, being well shaken and, jostled in the
process. Yet a third mstance. In Hyde
Park, one recent Sunday, a person was
taken in an epileptic fit. One byst
‘wisely ran for water; others carried the
epileptic to a bench, on which he was seated.
Now, in epilepsy there is a great utrugghng,
the limbs are convulsed, and the.tongue is
very liable to be protruded between the
teeth and severely bitten. This accident
should be gnarded agmnst by placing some-
. thing, as a small piece of soft wood, too
“large to slip into the mouth, between the
teeth; and the person should be simply pre-
vented injuring himself in his struggles un-
til the fit passes away. But nothing of the _
kind was attempted; the consequence being
that the tongue was bitten, and the limbs of
the epileptic were bruised against the hard
wood of the bench on which he was seated
and held. Had he been placed on the soft
grass.and left alone he would have injured
himself less.

The followmg are rules which may be
safely adopted in cases ot accident and sud-
den illness. Place the person on the
ground or floor lying toward the right side,
and with the head raised to the level of the
bodybyapulow. folded coat or other soft

Then -unbut or split open
any elothing pressing upon the neck or
chest. The face and’ chest should be
sprinkled with cold water, and some ecold
water may be given to drink if the power
of swallowing remains. Wine, braundy or
other liquor should not be hastily given
without evidence of their being needed. Ex-
amine the head’ and limbs separately.
The prominent parts of the limbs may be *
“examined with very little movement of the
body. ' If it is necessary to move a person
after any injury, especially of the head, the
. person should be ou-rled wlnlo lying down.
He should not be alloy ight in a
vehicle or to walk.
