{Agents of Japan and Russia

Buying Canned Fish For
Soldiers.

A Remarkable Raise In the Price
of Plok Salmon'is
Reporged.

That there will be a big demand for sal-
mon in the Orient as a result of the war
with Russia is evident by the fact that
moye than 200,000 “cases for immedlate
shipment to Japan have been sold In Pa-
cific Coast. ports, and it is now said
in shipping cireles that Russian agents
are buying the red Alaska salmon on the
Atlantic seaboard and in the United King-
dom, says the Seattle Times. The demand
for salmon ha&s already resulted in a re-
markable raise injthe price of ﬁgk salmon
from 50 cents’to 70 cents per dozen since
the opening of hostilities. ;

There has never beem so many incidents
in the history of the. salmon- Industry since
the first cannery “wasg 'established ‘on the
Columbla river In 1866 as those which
were experienced during the seasons of
1903-04. Tidal waves In Alaska destroying
thousands of dollars of cannery property,
almost . tota] failure of pack on Puget
Sound, resu'ting in the Hquidation of many
of’ those engaged In the salmon Industry,
and prices away below the cost of produc-
tion on low grade salmon are among the
things which have characterized the past
Season as the most eventful yet experienced
and the effects of which will be felt for
years to come,

Regarding the recent events and the
general situation concerning canned salmon
at the present time, Charles Corby, man-
ager of the Pacific Selling Company, says:

‘‘One of the most disastrous, and at
the same time semsational, features of
the past year was the unwarranted cut-
ting of prices on low grade salmon by
a large packing concern with headquar-
ters in San Franclsco, which forced into
bankruptcy the owners of many canneries
In Southeastern Alaska. It was.a boidy
blow to salmon packing interests in Se-
attle, where the headquarters of most of
those affected -were established, the re-
results of which will undoubtedly be felt
in commercial and financial centres of th's

“Early in 1903 at which time plnk and
chum - salmon weére enjoying a normal
demand throughout the country at large
on the basis of 65 cents for the former
and 60 cents per dozen for the latter,
the above mentioned concern, under the
pretence of stimulafing the consumption
of these grades, of which they claimed
there was a surplus, radically put the
knife in and reduced prices to 50 cents
and 37% -cents, respectively, F, O. B.
common shipping points,

“The  actual motive underlying this ac-
tion. was direct assault upon competiters
in an endeavor to force them out of busi-
ness and thus gain control of the industry,
thereby placi~~ themselved in a position to
dictate terms and prices as they willed.
The babtle was waged all through the sea-
Son, and it was not until the rumors of
war {n the Far Bast materialized into ac-
tual hostilities in the early part of Feb-
ruary of this year that values on low grade
Ssalmon resumed normal conditlons.

‘‘Shortly after the breaking out of hos-
tilities, Japanese merchants, both direct
and through local correspondents, com-
menced to pick up large  blocks of pink
salmon and what chums remained unsold
at Seattle, San Franclsco and Vancouver.
It was only a few days before the market,
under this stimulating demand, advanced
to 60 cents per dozen on pinks and thence
to 6215, 65, 7%, 70 and 72% cents, and
finally reached 75 cents, in rapid succession
at which nrices at present ruling the mar-
ket there is very little which can be secur-
ed, as virtnally the entire stock of this
grade has been sold for Japanese account
and is going forward on every steamer
leaving Pacific Codst ports for the Far
‘Hast. 3

‘““Chums advanced rapidly from 45 cents
to 6214 cents per dozen, at which latter
price the entire Coast holdings were closed
out. - It is comservatively estimated that
not, less than 125,000 cases of the two
grades named will be shipped to Japan
from Seattle alone, 50,000 to 60,000 cases
from San Franclsco and from 25,000 to 30,-
000 cases of 'Puget Sound and Alaska
humpbacks through the- port of Vancou-
ver; in addition to this Russian agents are
known to have been at work along the

The United States [Government
Alarmed Over Actlon of
Camdbns. %

A Possibity That Retaliatory
Measures Will Be
Taken.

The, Washngton _correspondent- of the
Seattle Posi-Intelligencer, wires his paper
as follows:

‘“A reply was received at the state de-
partment today to the telegram sent yes-
lerdav to« United States Consul General
Foster, at Ottawa, in regard to the \Can-
adian order-in-council putting in force a
coasting law on the coast of British Col-
umbia, Mr, Foster’s reply {s as follows:

“Commissioner of customs stated yester-
day that report regarding the vessel at
Vancouver is Incorrect. Regulation Janu-
ary 23, 1903, required transportation In
Canadian vessels, buf this regulation was
Subsequently waived for 1903. It is not
yet waived for 1904, but may be later.”

“‘The state department officlals are mot
entirely’ satisfied with this assurance and
will wateh closely for developments. As
told in these despatches last nigks, Caere
Is a chance that retaliatory measures will
be taken by this government,

‘“The representative of the Pacific Coast
transportation companies here have been
instructed to obtain all yaluable informa-
tion, The text of the Oanadlan order-in-
council passed last year is as follows:

gard to the llability or exemption from
duty as if no transportation or towing had
taken place entirely within the limits of
Canada; provided further, that goods trans-
ported or towed in or by any wvessel not
permitted to engage in the Canadian coast-
ing trade, contrary to_this regulation, shall
be seized and forfeited,’

“This order was issned January 23, 1903,
but was suspended, so far as the Pacific
eoast was concerned, for one year. There
is. now some danger that it will be put
in force.”

Under the caption of “Struck a Snag,”
the’ Post-Intelligencer says editorially:

‘“The Dominion government is encounter-
Ing a snag In its proposition to cut Amer-
ican vessels out of the Yukon trade, by
refusing to permit Canadian goods to be
carried from Canadian ports to the Amer-
ican ports which .are the entrepots iof the
Yukon trade.

“If it withdraws the ‘transit in bond’
privilege from American ships on this
coast it will Invite a withdrawal of the
same privilege ‘from Canadian transpor-
tation companies which handle a large
.Share of the trade between the American
cities in the neighborhood of the border.

““The state department at ‘Washington
has taken this matter up with commend-
able promptness. On Saturday the United
States consul at Ottawa was requested
to furnish at once a copy of the recent
order-in-council which undertakes to dis-
criminate against American vessels in the
Yukon trade.

‘“This order is not merely an application
of the coastwise Jaws to this trade, be-
cause the voyage of the American vessels
is not from one Canadian port to another,
but from a Canadian to an American port.
What is denied by it to American ships is
the privilege of taking Canadian goods
from a ‘Canadian port to an American port
in- bond, thence to be' returned into in-
terfor Canada, after transhipment by
railroad or by river beats. It operates to
deny to American transportation compa-
nies privileges granted by thi§ govern-
ment to Canadian transportation compa-
nies and invites the natura] retaliation,

“‘When the order in counell reaches
Washington doubtless American customs
officers will be Instructed that the “tran-
8it In bond” privilege has been withdrawn
from Canadian transportation companies,
