THE FUTURE OF FRANCE.

Gambetta Introduces His Cabinet—A Programme
of the Policy to be Followed.

Parts, Nov. 15.—Gambetta 'presented
himself with his collegues in the chamber
of deputies to-day and explained the pol-
icy of the ministry. He said : We desire
a policy which will advance gradually and
wisely towards reform. We rely on finding
a majority which will afford us its frank
support in both chambers, and upon a dis-
ciplined public service. We propose to
reform the judicial system, perfect the
national education. and complete military
liquidation. We wish, by means of trea-
ties, to extend our commercial relations.
We wish strictly to follow the .provisions
of the concordant and maintain peace at
home and abroad. These reforms will suf-
fice us and.enable us to reach- a fresh stage
of progress.

THE CZAR’S CORONATION.
ML

Disposing of the Political Prisoners Previous to
the Event.

_St1. PETERSBURG, Nov, 15.—Before the
coronation’ of the czar all the polit ica
prisoners, from fifty to sixty of both sexes
implicated in the nihilistic .and socialistic
propoganda during the last six - years will
be disposed of. The negligent police offi-
cials will be tried first. The other offenders
will be tred in three batches. Some of
the most deeply implicated will be dealt
with by administrative order, without trial.
It is reported the real author of the winter
palace explosion has been captured.

ROYAL IRISH REPUBLIC !

Important Revelations from Paper Found on the
Fenian Tobin.

LoxNDoN, Nov, 15.—A correspondent at
Middleborough says that the documents
seized in connection with the arrest of Tobin,
the fenian, relate to the establishment by
force of arms of the Irish republic. They
reveal the existence of an extensive organ-
ization known as the Royal Irish republic
society, with numerous books, rules, and a
list of the members of the society. These
will be likely to throw lighton the existence
of similar organizations elsewhere.

Alleged Blackmaliling of Admiral Glynn.

Loxpow, Nov. 15.—The action by Ofe-
ment Scott, dramatic critic, inst Samp-
son, of the Referee, a Sunday sporting
newspaper, for libel, was mentioned to-day
before Judges Denman and Huddleston,
sitting in banc. The article in the Referee
implied that Scott had extorted £500 from
Admiral Carr Glynn by threatening to pub-
lish revelations concerning the late Miss
Neilson. The defendant had administered
interrogatories to Scott with a view to show
that he had obtained money from other
actors and actresses. He now wished to
compel Scott to give a fuller answer thereto.
The judges held that the answers, which
amounted to a general denial of what was
stated in the interrogatories, was sufficient.

UN SUNDAY LAST.

Why Young Men Don’t Attend Church - Question-
able Business Proceedings—Infidel Lectures
Honest Doubt—Vicous Indulgence
The Rev. D. J. Macdonnell last Sunday
evening preached a sermon for young men
by request of the Y. M. C. A. without
taking any text, He read quotations from
a circular of the International Y. M. C. A,
It was not exactly true of Toronto, he said,
that young men were conspicuous by their
absence from places of worship. Neither
in our Lord’s teachings nor in any more
than one or two places in the epistles was
anything said about regular attendance at
the synmagogue. A great deul was said
about
HYPOCRISY AND DUPLICITY
in any form. But Christians who were
above the need of attending public ser-
vices, had, indeed, attained no great spiritu!
ality. The partial absence of ysung men
from churchex was partly the fault of ths
churches, pastors, officers and members.
Many had fallen into dull ways. Not that
there was too little ritual, music or oratory.
'!‘here was no reason why there should be
stupidity in the pulpit or baldness in the
service, It was not in that direction that
there was failure in the church at this
day. But
PREACHING FOR THE TIMES
was what was wanted, not setting aside old
truths, but in seeting them forth in new
forms. Not that they should comment on
public events, or condemn public
men without knowing anything of the cir-
camstances of the case. A large number of
young men were gathered in 1'oronto, stu-
dents and others, more than in any other
city in the dominiun eXeept M oatreal, pere
haps more than in Mpntreal. There were
FOUR RRASONS WHY °
many of these stayefi away. from the church.
The first was that many of them were freed
for the first time from ‘control at homae,
and had a feeling of independence. Thers
was a .side to this feeling." They
should realize that s man had to stand on
his own feet. . But it wasbad in many cases
because they wished only to be freed from
moral restraints. A second reason was a
sense of the inconsistency of
MANY USAGES IN BUSINFSS
with a Christian profession. What were
young men fo do:?

TAE MERCER CASE.

While any ca‘se,is,su‘b ‘judice, The World,
jgnoring the example, of its blanket con-
temporaries, has nothing to sayupon the
merits of that case,

But we have this %o say of the Mercer
case, that it is unfortunate that the supreme
court of Canada should ' be' so situated that
it is not supreme, and that its'decisions can
be appealed against before a tribunal four
thousand miles away. It strikes the aver-
age Canadian that it is about time for Ca-
nadian cases to be decided by Canadian
courts upon Canadian soil.

The right to escheat may or may not re-
side in either the {ederal or the provincial
governments. The“Vulgar have a habit ef
confounding *‘ escheat ” with * cheat,” not
recognising the difference between law and
justice.

It is questionable if the federal govern-
ment has the right to escheat the Mercer
estate, and it is possible that the Queen
alone has a right to assume the property
about which Sir Joha A. Macdonald and
Mr. Mowat are disputing. If a vote were
taken in Toronto, young Mercer would get
the estate.

Mr. Mowat says that he will carry the
case before the privy council. ' If beaten
there, as it is possible he may be, the
$150,000 left by old man Mercer will hardly
suffice to pay for the Mercer institute and
the lawyers’ costs. This is where the On-
tario taxpayer will shine. Of course the
lawyers will not disgorge.

The Hon. Wm. Macdougal' has had a
good deal to do with the Mercer case. As
a constitutional lawyer Mr. Macdougall has
few superiors. He it was who raised the
issue in the Mercer case, and he it is who
will fight the case out upon these lines.

RESPONSIBILITY OF BANK DIRECTORS.

In the United States and Canada this is
at present a live issue. Legislation is de-
manded which will more spcifically define
the duty and greatly increase the responsi-
bility of bank directors. This can be ef-
fected in three ways :

1. Some would have the directors of the
bank responsible to an unlimited extent
personally for all the acts of the bank, while
the ordinary stockholders enjoy but a limit-
ed liability.

2. Others insist that the qualifications
of directors should be increased so that they
would always-be men; possessed of the most
detailed knowledge of the busiiess, who
would at the same time have the 'highest
stakes in the bank.. -

3. Others propose. that the penslties, cri-
minal and pecuninty] of the bank directors
should bevery greatly incréaséd, |

The board of works met yesterday after-
noon at 3 o’clock, the members present
being Ald. Blevins, Baxter, Steiner, Irwin,
Carlyle, Mitchell, Davies, Crocker, Messrs,
Elias and Samuel Rogers appeared and
asked permission to run a switch from the
Grand Trunk line across the Esplanade and
330 feet up Princess street for the purpose
of unloading coal and oil at their premises.
