Wasiixaron, March®~ +Ten thonsand,
six hundred and fifty b were introduced
in the house this session and six hundred
and fifty passed, Ten thousand, seven
bundred and sixteen pages of the congress-
ional record were printed, at 1500 words to
A page. There are 1500 bills on the house
calendar, Two huidred and twenty-five
have been passed by the semate, Five
hundred and eighty-nine postal nominations
were made, the largest number ever pre-
sented during a short session, The galleries
of both houses were thronged at the closing
session to-day,

The house, by 152 to 115, adopted the
conference report on the tax farifl bill,

Prrmsprre, March 3—The crucible and
open earth steel manufactirers declare the
tariff bill passsd by the senate, a severe
blow at their interests, as well as to the
interests of cotton, tie and wire rod manu-
facturers,

WasniNarox, March 4,—At 2,05 a.m.
the speaker announced the enrollment of
the tariff bill and affixed his signature,

The tariff bill has been sigued by the
president of the senate and President
Arthur, .

The senate at 3.15 came out of executive
tession and after the transaction of some
routine business took a recess until 4
o'clock, When the senate reconvened the
conference report on the Sunday civil bill
was not ready and half an hour was spent
waiting for it. - At 4 35it was received with
a message that the house had agreed to it,
It was adopted without dissent. A recess
until 10 o’clock was then taken. At that
-hourfive senators were present, and it was
some time before’ a quorum was obtained,
On motion of Senator Authony a resolution
was adopted for theappointment of a com-
mittee to join a house committee to wait
upon the Yruident and ioform him that
congress had completed its business and was
ready to adjourn, Senators Anthony and
Bayard were appointed, and reported that
the president had no furtherjcommunication
to make to congress, The galleries and
corridors were crowded more densely than
last evening and repeated appeals from the
chamber were required to secure sufficient
order on the floor to enable senators to be
heard,

At precisely 12 o’clock Edmunds brought
down the gavel and eaid, ** Senators, the
hour has arrived at which by the constitution
and laws of the United Stares the 47th con-
#ress terminates, It becomes the duty of the
chair, therefore, to declare this session
adjourned without day, and in doing so he
wishes each of you'a pleasant and safe jour-
ney to your homes and every felicity in
your future lives, The renate stands ad-
journed without day.” (Applause,)

At 4 30 a motion was made for recess,
The friends of the bonded extension bill
raised the point of no quorum. The usual
scenes attendant on all night sessions were
enacted. The members lounged around.
smoked and told stories, At 5 o’clock
Representative Butterworth moved to pro-
ceed to the business on the speaker’s table,
This elicited a shout of laughter and was
ruled out. The number of sleeping mem-
bers became larger, and paper balls and
copies of old bills were hurled at them from
all directions. Shortly before dawn Repre-
séntative Young suggested a compromise,
that at 11 o'clock the house should vote
upon the whiskey bill and the election case.
Randall ot jscted, An irregular and amus-
ing discussion followed, At 6 20 the house
took recess till 9.80. On re-assembling the
house proceeded to take up the house bills
with the senate amendments on the speak-
er's table, although Holman protested
in the pame of zﬁe religious sentiment
of the country agaiust attending to any-
thing but indispensable public business, On
motion of Mr., Hiscock, a commnittee was
appointed to inform the president that con-
gress was ready toadjourn, At 11,55 the
committee reported that the president had
no further communication to make and the
house adjourned, ?

The aggregate of all the appropriation bills

GILDED YOUTH.

The ftory of a Remarkable Career of
Crime.
Frem the New York Times,

A man whose miserable life was recently
ended in one of the prisons of the city of
London held so prominent a place at one
time in the eye of the public and was the
subject of such solicitous interest on the
partof the police authorities that his death
deserves, perhaps, a few lines beyond the
mere announcement of it. Mr, Dan Nobles
was certainly eminent in the _walk of life
which he choose for himself, He was a
thief, and, like all habitual thieves, in spite
of a trifle and obnoxious maxim, defrauded
his “‘pals” as well as the honest portion of
the community, The origin of Mr, Noble

is involved in obscurity, and it is not
likely that his British - jailers were
over particular in  marking the
spot where they buried his body. Mr,Noble
had learned his protession in all its branches
before he achieved notoriety by the first
great deed, which caused his name fo be-
come, for s time, familiar a8 a household
world, On the morping of the 10th of De-
cember, 1866, two decent-looking, men
entered “the office of the Royal Insurance
company in this city and engaged one of
the officers in conversation. Another man
stood at the door. By the use of skill
which had been lnboriouslgo:cqnired the
two men, who were h  thieves,
gained possession of a tin box full
of securities for invested money, and
passed it to the third - man, their
confederate, at the door. The man
with the box left the neighborhood as
quickly as possible, His associates, bidding
the gentleman whose attention they had
held a respectable ‘“ good morning,” leis-
urely left the office, The box contained
United States bonds worth $275,000, and
the man who carried the box to the thieves’
rendezvous was Mr. Dan Noble, His
compsrions did not know the value of the
property they had stolen, so their magnan-
imous associate decidedly had the advantage
of them, Moreover the gentleman with
whom, they had talked retained a tolera-
bly aceurate impression of their appearance,
while Noble scarcely been noticed atall:
It will be seen, therefore, that Mr, Noble
réceived more substantial benefit from the
“haul” than theothers, The three thieves
then ‘went into Kingston, Canada, Mr,
Noble produced $75,000 in bonds, which,
he told bis friends, was the extent of the
booty, snd this sum was divided evenly be-
tween the three. It is said that one of
Noble’s asseciates is now keeping a hotel in
Toronto; the other, at that time, established
a gambling house at Dansville, in this
state, As for Mr, Noble, he took things
leisurely. Nearly five montbe elapsed
 before he returned to the Ubpited States,
and then, instead of making bis abode in
this city, where in those days, with his
ample capital and agreeable manners he
could speedily have become conspicuous in
local political circles, he established himself
in the pretty town of FElmira, situated in
Chemung county, - Here he could make his
money- go further and create a strong im-
pression with his wealth than in the busy
metroplie, He purchasod a fine house and
hought fast horses ; he gave dinner parties
to the gilded youtb, and his table became
famous for its fine wines. He clad his erect
and shapely form in broadcloth and wore
diamonds that flashed in the eyes of
the common herd as hs walked or rode
through the streets, He delighted to exhibit
his proficiency in what is called the manly
art, and, in short,he became known as a thor-
orughly “gooil fellow,” not ‘“‘cultured,” of
conrse, but manly, independent, and rich,
But the villanous police were on his track.
A clue led them toward Griffin, that thief
who had put his share of the money in a
gambling-house at Dansville, Griffin was
warned and fled to Cunads, but most of his
money “was gone, and tidings reached
him of the prodigality of Mr. Noble in
Elmira, Then 'his ruspicions became
aroused, and when be learned, finally, that
Danicl had obtained a trifle of $200,000
more than he had of the proceeds of the
robbery, he promptly went to New York and
made a clean breast of 1he affair to the offi-
cers of the insurance company. So Mr, No-
ble'sglorious career was icgloriously checked.
3oth of his accomplices turned state’s
evidence, and after four trials, jos-
tice being dcfeatel three times by the
powerful frierds the scoundrel bad made
during his carccr as a **capitalist,” Noble
was convieted and sent to Auburp, ; Aftera
year's imprisonment he escaped and went to
England, but the London police were too
much for him. The Elmira Gazette, which
recalls the events of this pan’y life, records
the fact that he is remembered in Elniira as
having been *‘a devoted bushard and: kind
father.”

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AN OLD-TIME,ORAPEBL NE-OPENED,

Interesting Meeting of the Coloted Meth-
odists at their Little Chureh.

Our citizens will oftets have noticed the
little old-fashioned chspel, with its gable
end to the street, standing on Riohmond
street, near York,and known as the Colored
Wesleyan chapel for over forty years, This
building was probsbly the first Wesleyan
place of worship erected in Toronto, having
been commencad in 1888, but not completed
until some years after through lack of
funds, which were collested by the vener-
able Father Smallwood, who is now in his
83d year, by subscription from friends from
Halifax to Detroit. It has undergone re-
pairs on two or three occasions and for several
years has not been occupied regularly by the
Wesleyan  body, - but  has  been
opened by various religious societies and
temperance bodies, Besides the hallowed
associations which surround it, it has quite
a little history of eventswhich have trans-
pired ‘within its walls, It was here where
gathered the passengers of the nnderground
raslroad on Sabbath days after the passage
of the fugitive slave bill in the United
States congress, aud where such men as
Samuel R, Ward, Fred Douglass, Wm.
Stitt and other anti-slavery men delivered
many a feeling and eloquent speech, Here
meeting were held to devise plans to pre-
vent the relegation back to slavery of
Anderson, who was sought the slave-
holders under the plea of his hav-
ing committed a murder in s
escape, Here meetings were “held to
raise funds to defend and suppott James
Watson, who escaped from a United States
marshal at Niagara Falls across the river in
a small skiff, after a severe fight between
the marshal’s men and some 200 railroad
navvies and the colored waiters at the
hotels at the Falls, Here the late Dr,
Willis and Mrs. Willis, Dr. Burns and
other great anti-slavery philanthropists
were wont to teach and advise the colored
people. These are names that are still
revered by the people. Here the voice of
the great Wesleyans, Dr. Punchon, Young,
Pollard, Wood, Wilkinson and others were
heard. Here in later days the freedmen’s
aid associations met to send clothing,
money and other things needed by ¢
freedmen after the war,

And here were gathered as it were yes-
terday the clans that camefat the sound of
the gospel trumpet which had called them
to duty again, to rally round the old
Wesleyan standard, which is still dear to
their hearts, They came from the east and
west, the north and south, the old Wesley-
ans of for;x, fifty and seventy years’ stand-
ing in goodly numbers, and they sung the
olg hymns of John Wellzy, and they sang
them as only old colored Wesleyans can
sing, with a fervor that made the echoes
walke in every corner of the old building,
which had been repaired and opened once
more for public worship.  They prayed and
told their experiences and talked about the
Saviour and made themselves luﬁp{ The
meeting was opened by Deacon Hallana of
the Queen street baptist church by singing
the 128th hymn :

Great shepherd of the flock,
and reading the 4th chapter of Romans,
After a short comment, Bro, Wm, Willson
led the meeting in class form and pearly all
of the brethren took part, and a very happy
time was spent.

CHIOAGO NO¥ S0 WICKED.

Hew Saloon Keepers are Forbidden to Sell
Tiquor to Minors or Drunkards.

Mr. Andrew Patton, president of the
citizens’ league of Chicago, spoke yesterday
afternoon in Temperance hall on the supres-
sion of the sale of liquor to minors, The
hall was crowded and Mr, Patton’s address
was preceded by ones from local temper-
ance workers, It is rather strange, he said,
that after all. that has been donme for the
temperance cause it has met with so little
success in this city. In Chicago afew years
ago it was a burping question, especially
during the riots, Thousands of the rioters
ware boys and all were drunk, There were
more saloons after they were done holding
mectings at which they got people to sign
the pledge than when they started. They
foolishly supposed  that drunkenness,
not drink, was the curse
of the city. They were hitting at tho
effect and permitting the cause to go on un-
molested. They then wemt to the polics
stations and were astonished whent it was
found that the fourth of Chicago’s prisoaers
were boye. The reason of the increase of
the number of .their saloons was then very
manifest, for while they were reforming
ope, drunkard the saloon-keepers were
manufacturing half a dozen, The citizens'
league was then formed for the suppression
of the sale of liquor to minors, Thesaloon-
keepers lnnuheJ at an attempt. to enfor
law in Chicago, However, by rigidly
carrying out the law its good
effecct soon became manifest, and in
a short time you could not ento:r a saloon in
Chicago in which there was not a placard
painted in large letters, “No minors ad-
mitted,” In the year the league was first
formed, over 7000 boys and girls were
arrested in Chicazo. In 1878 the police
report showed that there had been a decrease
in the number to the extent of 1400. The
liquor dealers became converted to the
leaguc’ ovinion, and a saloon keepers’ league
was formed, by which a 19an before enter-

THE SLUGGED SLUGER.

4 TERRIBLE STRUBGLE IN 3
CHIVAGO BAR-ROOM. g

— e

The Stofy of Eillott's Death—Plalsted’s
Attempt to Separate the Combatants—
The Dead Pugilist's Record.

James Elliott, the prize-ﬁghter, was, 80
the telegraph lLas already informed readers
of The World, shot and killed shortly after
8 o'clock on Thursday eféning last, by
Jerry Dunn, a well-known éport of Chicago
city. Tho shooting occurred in the saloon
ana 1estaurant of . Billy Langdon, better
known as* ‘‘Appetite Bill,” on Dearborn
street, at the northwest corner of the alley
known as Calboun place, between Madison
and Washington streets. It is doubtful
who fired the first shot, but the prepchder-
ance of testimony proves that Dunn took
the initiative. All the evidence shows that
Dunn entered the restaurant some time
after Elliott, who was seated at a table
waiting for supper in company with Fred
Plaisted, the oarsman, Dunn had been

drinking all the afternoon, and was some«
what affected by his potations, At Charles

Clatonn & Co’s on Madison street he had
indulged freely in champagne, until a
little after 7 o'clock he walked ‘up
to the English chop house, kept by
James Boyle, on Calhoun place, near
Dearborn street, Immediately after supper
he walked over to Langdon’s, and, without
saying aything to anyone, entered the rear
dining room, where Elliott and Plaisted
were seated, awaiting supper. A moment
afterwards a pistol shot was fired, and con-
fusion followed, There were at least a
dozen persons at supper in the room, four
of them women, After tha first shot,which
was undoubtedly fired by Duan, Elliott
.]qmped up, and seizing a chair, struck at
his antagonist, In descending the chair
caught the glass globes over the gas
tixtures, shattering them to pieces. The
crash was immediately followed by another
shot, and Elliott clinched Dunn,whe backed
inte the front room, The men caught each
other, and went to the floor. T ey rose
again, Dunn backing toward the bar-room
entrance into the restaurant, with Elliott
grasping him, Plaisted ran up and
caught the two, but was thrust - aside
by the giants, who were in a death struggle,
Once more they went down, this time with.
n about eight feet of the bar-room door.
Elliotc was on: top, and bang, bapg went
the pistol shots. The women were scream-
ing, and men secreted themselves behind
tables, boxess and anything that offered
the slightest protection. A second time
the combatants regained their feet, and
fought down toward the centre of the room,
away from the saloon. Both were firing
then, but Elliott appeared to be sinking,
It wos a horrible sight, these two powerful
men armed with deadly weapons,” with
murder in their hearts, seeking by all
means in their power to slay each other,
Not a word was said. The scattering of
chairs, the hoarse breathing and occasional
muttered curse of Dunn and’Elliott, or the
frightened whispers of the spectators and
suppressed screams of the women, and
above all the quick succession of pistol shots,
combined to make a fearful scene. The
death struggle was soon over, Elliott had
received two mortal wounds, and, exhaust-
ed from the internal flow of his life’s blocd,
he fell to the floor between the second and
third tables in the front room,

He was tighting even in death, and
dragged Dunn down with him.. There the
men %ny, Dunn on top of his fast-dying an-
tagonist, until the policeman came, He was
taken up and marchel over at his own re-

uest to Clayton’s, Elliott remained on the
oor, the déath damp on his brow, and
speechless, / Fred Plaiste! hurried to his
side and asked if he were hurt,  Elliot re.
phied, “'yes, I think I'm killed,” Some one
asked if he was a Catholic, He answered
yes, and begged them to go for a priest, A
girl was sent for a priesr, and during her
absence he again whispered a request for a
mivister, Then he asked Plaisted to put
his overcoat under his.head. He said no
more, but turned on his side, and.in
twenty minutes was a dead man,

How many shots were fired none of the
spectators seemed to know, but they vari-
ously estimated the number at between six
and nine, Whether Elliott had a pistol or
not no one cculd say, but no one saw him
with one until after the second fall near the
bir room door, when he was on the top of
Duann, According to the statements of
Charles Deal, the cashier, Dunn then drew
a second pistol.  Elliott must have received
his death wound at this time, for he then for
ttie first time was overpowered by Dunn, It
was about this time, too, that the cashier’s
desk was struck by one of the bullets.

Elliott rcmninm{ on the floor for about
fifteen minutes, lying on his side nearly all
the time, s crowd standing arcund, The
saloon rapidly filled, and men were anxi-
ously discussing the tragedy, but a few only
displayed much interest in the strong man,
whose life was ebbing away so fast. The
patrol wagon drove up to the door, and the
men came 1o with astretéher, ‘““Turn over,
Jimmy,” ssid some one, and Plaisted, with
one of the policemen turned him over, For
three or four seconds he lay on his back in
his blue flannel shirt, opemed at
the neck to permit of = freet breath-
ing. Death had already stamped
its viotim, His face was pale, with not a
mign of the warm blood which had eoursel
through the veins a few moments before,
The +yes were closed, and the hueless lips
tightly drawn, A scar on the lett side of
the face, under the nose, Tunning to the
upper 1ip, gave s ghastlier look to the fea-
turey, g’hm who saw him then said with
oneaccord : %

“ Jimmy Elliott is a dead man,

They placed him on a stretcher and bore
him out into the street, and into the patrol
wagon, ‘‘Drive to the hospital.” ~ Fred
Plaisted entered the wagon with his dying
friend, intending to sccompany him to the
hospital.  They had driven only a few
blocks when it was discovered that Elliott
was lifeless, There was po necessity to
take him to the hospital.- He was beyogxd
the surgeon’s sid, apd the dead prize
fighter was taken to the morgue, After
being arrested, ‘Dunn asked permission to
o into Clayfon’s to wash, He was R"ll!“d
the favor, anil, in company with the police-
man aud one:or two others, enle]’ﬂd Clay-
ton's and walked back. In passivg Walt,
Williams, Clayton’s partner, he remarked :
« Waeil, T guess it's atl over.” He went
back to the lavatory, washed the blood from
his hands and face, and re-entered the bar.
Ha spoke to the colored barkeeper, Geo,
Crows, and ordercd a hottle of wine.

The provincial board of health's bulletin
for the week ending Feb. 21 ¢ontaius the
follawing information : ** The weather as
compared with that of last week has been
, of a more regular and healthful ¢haracter;
the barometric changes haviog been. both
fewer and less severe. Although diseases
of the respiratory orgaus, and amouget

them bronchitis mpecil"y. have maintained
an important position, yet several show a
marked decrease, This is especially the
case with pneumonia, which in degree of
prevalence has fallen from 37 to 2.8 per

cent, Influenza has on the other hand
perceptibly  fnoreased. Neuralgin 78
found to fully maintsin its position of
last weck, while the area of prevalence, and
to some extent the degree of prevanlence of
rheumatism have also increased. Whilst
among fevers, enteric and typho-malarial
have almost (lm.nmn ared intermittent has
not only maintained a prominent position in
the Niagara, southern peninsular, and the
gouthwestern pepinsula districts, but has
second timo within a month .uv[u-'m‘d in the
southern peninsula district, while its Kcr
centage degree of prevalence has markedly

increased since last week. The close
relations which this disease has with a
nnmbex of other diseases makes this increase
¢ matter of very serious importauce, and
calls for energetic steps being taken towards
its decrease. Amongst zymotic discases
there is no point of specially new. interest
requinng  remark. Diphtheria, like
pneumonia, has perceptibly fallen in degree
of prevalence since last week, as have like-
wise measles, mumps and scarlatina, The
decline in prevalence of all zymotic diseases
wonld seem to be much too general to de-
pend on accident, and hence would appear
to be partially, ‘;t least, accounted for by
the very different charscter of the weather
