THEJINGOES PERPLEXED TO KNOW
WHAT IT HAS ALL BEEN ABOUI.

Was Englagd Playing a Big Game of
Bluff—Only Twenty-Five Thousanda of
tho Militia and Reserve to be Enrolled.

Loxpox, March 28.—There is a marked
lull in the war scare. Among the very
Sober-minded there is no war scare at all,
Some of the most fiery Jingoes ever are
beginning to ask what real grounds they
have had for causin g all the alarm of the
Past week, After putting everybody in a
fever-heat “of excitement by springing
without notice the call for reserves, the
ministry are now apparently attempting
to miminize the import of her majesty's
message by delaying to state what sumber
of the militia and ' reserves will
be accepted, and put under arms.
Every effort haa been made to draw the
government out on this point, but without
success. It is generally believed that not
over 26,000 men are wanted. This num-
ber would be about enough to fill the
vacancies in the muster rolls canesd by the
recent drafts for Egyptian and Mediter-
ranean stations. Some people think there
bever was any danger of an actual conflict
with Russia, and that the government has
been trying to obtain glory and credit with
the people for having intimidated Russia
by an act whicn was admitted to be
enormously magnified in the popular con-
ception, but which' was really a mat-
ter of course and }?m:tiodly insignificant,

The Army and Navy Gazet'e blames the
minor news agencies for fomenting war
rumors, It charged with them with bav-
ing circulated :‘yarns” about alleged hur-
ried calling of ships, in which stories very
often the shipa actually on duty at foreign
ltatﬁiou have figured as being ordered to
ouifit,

The Engagement.

OTTAwA, March 27, - Afger recess, in the
rommons, Sir John Macdonald rose and
itated that he had received messages from
Col, Irvise, to the effect that he had
arrived at Carleton, 'The telegram did not
mention the date of his arrival.

" 4 The Call to Arms.

The news 'of the trouble was known toa
gew in the cityat7. A private message to The
World gave the first intimation ‘that the city
eorps wottld bé called out. -At 11a reporter
went to the drill shed. He found Major
Allan busy recruiting, and a number of
sergeants and privates on tHe poiht of going
home. The major was asked if the regiment
had been ordered out. “‘Not that f know of,”
‘wasthe reply, However; the sergpants were
told to wait for a while, and an hour after it
was evident orders had been received. At 11
o'clock the town began to get excited. The
first news of the regtments being called out
was intimated to the officers by The World
reporters, who were sent out. Captains came
running to The World office! they were told
that they would soon hear from their colonels;
even the colonels got it first from the press.

At first the rumors were laughed at, but
betwoen 11 and 12 o’clock the news from Ot-
Otawa set alldoubts atrest. Then ensued an
activity amone military men which has not
been equalled since the days of the fenian
raid. The streets suddenly became alive
with volunteers .and excited civilians, hurry-
ing hither and thither, eager to know what
was going to'be done, and all bent upon offer-
themselves for service.

Before midnight the commanding officers
of the Qiieen’'s Own and the Royal Gren-
adiers had received their instructions. Col.
Miller was séen at the armory. Further than
that the Queen’s Cwn were ordered to parade
in full stréngth at 9 o'clock this morning for
active service, he could say nothing officially.
“But the presumption is,” added he, “that we
aré wanted in connection with the troubles in
the Northwest.” The regiment parades 600
strong, has a full stand of arms, and is fully
equipped for the field. The colonel lost no
time in summoning hi® officers and despatch-
ing the sergeaats all over the town to notify
the mep of the summons,

*Col. Grasett was equally busy. He worked
the.telephone fof all it was worth in calling
‘up officers and non-commissioned officers. All
were soon on the double, scurrying hither
and thither te oall their comrades to arms.
The Grenadiers are under orders to parade at
8o'clock this morning. Their strength is
placed at 400, and their weapons and equip-
