Erroneous Opinions Corrected by
Statements of Expert.

Why Buildings Should Be Rodded-—
When Metal Roofs Are Safe—
Shelter of Trees Unsafe During
Thunder Storms.

(Contributed by Ontario Department of
Agriculture, Toronto.)

The many direct questions con-
cerning lightning rods or cables,
methods of installing, ete,, sent to
the Department of Physics, 0.A. C,,
Guelph, are often accompanied by
statements of the views of those sub-
mitting these questions. The follow-
ing list of corrected views, or impres-
sions, will prove helpful to those who
are at all interested in the protec-
tion of their property from lightning
discharges.

E. denotes an erroneous view of
statement.

C. denotes correct explanations or
statements of facts.

E. Lightning rods attract the elec-
tric charge on the cloud and then
allow the flash to tr}vel down the
system of lightning rods to the
ground where it disappears.

C. The rodding system forms &
connecting link between the charge
on the cloud and the charge on the
earth and structure protected. The
charges on the cloud and on the
earth are of opposite polarity, and
the induced charge on the earth or
structure is quietly neutralized by
the rodding system including the
graund rod, the cable, and the points
on the ridge. Yhe neutralizing of the
charge takes place in the form of an
almost silent discharge from the
points placed on the ridge,,or on
prominences at various parts of the
building. It is in thus ‘‘preventing”
the sudden flash from the cloud that
the chief efficiency of the rodding
system consists. The system helps to
avoid destruction by fires even in
cases where a flash cannot be pre-
vented, but these flashes are almost
unheard of to-day with the efficient
rodding systems being installed by
lightning rod dealers. ‘‘Rodding sys-
tems properly installed do protect.”

E. Any kind of rodding ‘system”
is satisfactory if the proper kind of
rod or cable is used. It all depends
on the rod.

C. Rather say any durable rod,
copper over three ounces per foot,
and iron 414 ounces per foot is good
enough “If properly installed.” Em-
phasis cannot be too strongly laid on
the “method” of installztions.

E. If the ground rod or cable is
placed in the ground a distance of
six feet, it is considered satisfactory.

C. Ground rods must be down to
perpetual moisture, or (where this«s
impossible) special arrangements
must be made to provide the best
! grounding, more ground rods being
necessary and special advice must be
sought as to the best method in each
special case. i

E. A building with metal roof is
safe from electrical discharges.

C. A metal roof grounded at the

corners, and with a ‘“sharp’” ridge-
board or points, makes an excellent
system for fire protective ‘purposes,
The chief metal parts in the build-

ing must, however, be connected to
the main system as suggested in
rodding specifications, Bulletin No.
220 of the Department of Agricul-
ture for Ontario.

E. Even properly rodded build-
iugs are-sometimes struck.

C. Although the above is true, the
chances of their being injured if
struck, or struck at all, are so few
that one is safe to challenge the
statement as “misleading.”” When
hundreds of thousands of dollars’
worth of property is being destroyed
annually in the Province of Ontario
there are on record spaces of twelve
months’ duration where no singie
properly rodded building was burn-
ed, and practically none even in-
Jured.

E. The safest place in a thunder-
storm is a sort distance from a tall
tree, but lightning is liable to strike
anything, or anywhere.

C. Keep as far away as possible
from trees, All things are not
equally liable to be struck. There
are no freaks in the case of light-
ning discharges. Some things are
never struck, other things are al-
most invariably struek if a discharge
takes place rear them.

E. Our buildings are insured.
Then why rod them 'at extra
expense?

C. No one has any right to take
a chance on destroying life and pro-
perty even if the life of the indivi-
dual or the property is insured. How
about reduction of insurance pre-
miums when bulldings are rodded?

E. All rodding companies are
trustworthy. Therefore buy the
cheapest eable and installation.

C. All rodding companies in the
country are not equally trustworthy
even if honest and consclentious in
their work. There is such a thing
as lack of knowledge of the proper
method of installation. Therefore
deal only with those companies who
know their business and guarantee
good workmanship. The best is none
too good when human lives are at

Silo Almost as Useéful as Barn. \

The silo is rapidly becoming recog-
nized as a necessary part of the
farmer’s equipment. A farm without
a silo, at least in the corn area, is
no longer up to date. The rapid
adoption of the silo is accounted for
by recognition of its advantages.

If corn is cut at the proper stage
and put into a good silo, the whole
corn plant is eaten,

Silage is more eonvenient to feed
than is any other rough feed com-
monly used on the farm.

Silage is both palatable and suec~
culent.

The addition of a succulent feed
to a ration increases the digestibility
of the dry feed eaten,

With a silo it is possible to save
corn that might otherwise, owing to
immaturity, be largely wasted.

The silo not only provides excel-
lent feed in winter time, but furn-
ishes a means of keeping more for
summer use feed of high quality.

August ¥arm Hints.

As the grains are harvested the\
land which is not seeded should,
when practicable, be cultivated on
the surface so as to germinate the
scattered seeds, hold the moisture,
and better fit the land for ploughing
in the autumn,

Sod land calculated for winter
wheat should he ploughed early in
the month and harrowed every week
or ten days in preparation.

When picking wild flowers do not
take the whole plant, Remember
leaves and roots are needed to grow
again next year.

We hear much these days about
planting shrubbery and flowers and
establishing good fruit and vegetable
gardens on the farm. They all pay in
money value as well as added
comfort.

ACKNOWLEDGEMENT CARD
FOR REGISTERED ARTICLES

T"e Canadian Postoffice Depart-
ment has issued the following new
regulations in connection with regis-
tered articles and postcards: The
Department has prepared a card to
take the place of the form for ack-
nowledgement of receipt for regis-
tered articles posted in Canada which
is now in use. The printed matter
on the new card form does not differ
materially from that on the form
hitherto used, so that it is not in-
tended to supply the cards until the
stock now on hand in the Depart-
ment and in postoffices throughout
the country is exhausted. The ack-
nowledgement card, after being duly
filled in, is to be returned without
covering envelope direct to the send-
er, free of postage. Wholly unpaid
postcards, bearing written communi-
cations (first-class matter) posted in
Canada for delivery in Canada may
now be forwarded to destination
charged with donble the amount of
postage thercon, wh'ech amount shall
be collected on delivery. Ag an ex-
ample of the above it is pointed out
to Postmasters that, as the prepay-
ment required on postcards posted
for delivery within Canada now in-
cludes the war tax of 1 cent each, a
postecard requiring a prepayment of
2 cents (1 cent postage and 1 cent
war tax) posted unpaid, should be
forwarded to destination charged
with 4 cents.

TO PAY FOR PAVEMENT ON
PART OF MAIN STREET.

SKELETON UNEARTHED
AT PT. FRANK

The finding of a skeleton at Port
Frank by Bandmaster E. Lampert, of
No. 3, S.A. Corps, and W. Creichton,
son of Brig. Creichton, of London,
has aroused considerable interest in
that section of the country. No in-
vestigation has yet been started by
the authorities and it is believed that
nothing can be done, as there is no
way of learning- who the man' was:
In fact, the finders considered it
‘hardly worth while reporting, but a
complete report of the discovery is
being made.

While® the skull was missing and a
search of the vicinity failed to reveal
it. it is not believed that the man met
with foul play. Mr. Lampert states
that from the position of the arms
and legs it would appear as if the
person had simply lain down to rest.
The disappearance of the skull he
explains by saying that the wind may
have caused it to roll down the hill
on the side of which the bones were
found.

The spot where.the find was made
is about 20 minutes’ walk from the
hotel at Port Frank, which has lately
been purchased by the Salvation Ar-
my for a rest home for officers and a
summer resort for the Boy Scouts
and @irl Guides. The skeleton was
lying on the side of a high sand hill.
The arms were extended above the
head.

W. Creichton saw the bones one
day while out tramping around and
he reported the fact to Mr. Lampert
who immediately went to the spot and
removed the bones to the hotel. He
plans to bring them to London.

The only suggestion that has yet
been made with reference to the
identity of the man is that an Indian
from a nearby reserve is reported t«
have suddenly disappeared a number
of years ago. From the condition of
the bones it is believed that they have
been lying there for ten years or so.
Mr. Lampert and Capt. Evans, who
carefully examined the bones, both
believe that the skeleton is that of an
Indian. If the skull could be found
it would be an easy matter to deter-

mine this question defiitely. It is
considered doubtful if the mystery
will ever be cleared up. .

Lambton farmers are not worried
about the appearance of the Europ-
ean corn borer which is doing havoe
in some counties. So far as heard
the borer has not been seen in Lamb-
ton. In some districts the young
corn was flattened by storms weeks
ago, but it came up again and little
was broken off. From present indi-
cations the crop will be a good one.

Clusters of Beautiful Creatures-Make
Pretty Sight in Forest Surround.
ing Monterey, Calif.

Round about Monterey, Calif., is a
region almost covered by a forest of
what is known as the Monterey pine,
J. Smeaton Chase, in St. Nicholas,
tells of a curious phenomenon observed
while walking under the trees:

A Profession That Should Appeal to
Farm Lads — What the Ontario
Veterinary College Can Do for
Ambitions Student — Does the
Collar Fit the Horse?

(Contributed by Ontario Department of
Agriculture, Taeronto.)

To every young man of worthy am-
bition there arises sooner or later a
desire which tends to lure him into
some occupation or profession con-
genial to his inclinations and offer-
ing an opportunity for advancement.
In this regard the Veterinary profes-
sion is worthy of consideration as ‘a
suitable occupation and flield of en-
deavor for the young man aesirous
of improving his own status in life
and rendering useful service to the
community at large. In recognition
of this, the Ontario Department of
Agriculture maintains the Ontario
Veterinary College at Toronto for
the purpose of training young men
for the veterinary profession. It is
affiliated with the University of To-
ronto, and is one of the oldest and
best known colleges on the American
continent. It has received students
from all parts of the English-speak-
ing world, and its graduates are
favorably regarded, many of whom
have attained considérable promin-
ence. The College building is new
and. modern - throughout and well
equipped. The course is comprehen-
sive, and covers a period of four
years of seven months each term. The
tuition fees are exceedingly moder-
ate, averaging $85 ‘for each College
term. The purpose of the Oollege is
essentially that of a.teaching insti-
tution for the proper training of men
a8 Veterinarians. The prescribed
course of study “@nd instrucétioh in
Veteridary Scienc¢e has much to com-
mend. it, and is particularly. attrac-
tive and interesting. It trains the
student to acquire a true knowledge
of animal diseases, their treatmént
and prevention, thus fitting him for
general practice ‘as a .veterinary sur-
geon. It trains the student for scien-
tific pursuits, to conduct._rese;\rc‘.l_‘
.work, and to solve many of the live
stock problems oceasiomed by -dis-
eases with consequent national eco-
nomic losgses. ‘It .traing, the student
for sanitary service work in prevent-
ing the transmission of animal dis-

some milk:or from meats and meat
food products of doubtful origin, On
.graduation the opportunities are
equal to that 'of any of the other
learned ' professions, both monetary
and in the wider sense of community
service. There -is an ever-increasing
field for veterinary surgeons
throughout the Dominion, in private
practice and to establish a ‘bus
career with good financial ret
Phere” are constantly increasin
mands for trained veterinarians in
the ‘Health of Animals Branch of
the Dominion Government, as execu-
tive officers, investigators and .veter-
inary inspectors. These positions a:e
obtained by qualifying examinations
held yearly and appointmentis are
made on merit without influence
The initial salary is $1,800 per an-
num, with steady yearly increases
until a salary of at least $2,400 per
yvear is reached. The e increas-
ing demands for veterinarians fn the
various departments of agriculture
as veterinary inspector and for other
branches of live stock work and in-
struction. Many cities and towns are
in need of properly trained veterinar-
ians to inspect dairies and abattoirs
and to supervise the production of
milk, meat and other food produ(lq
The field of veterinary science has
only just touched the fringe of its
possibilities, and offers many oppor-
tunities for the young man of worthy
ambitions. The class of student de-
sired is *0 young man with a high
school edlication to meet entrance
requirements and enable him to
acquire a true grasp of the deeper
prineciples of advanced thought and
s’h‘xd}y.

Does the Celiar Fit the Horse?
Sore shoulders and sore necks on
farm horses are ;:r‘r'\rrw!ly cauged
either by collars that do not fit or by
hames that are not properly
adjusted.

A collar that is too long will cause
sore shoulder points and is likely also
to cause sores on the top of the neck.
A collar that is too wide or too nar-
row will also cause gores on different
parts of the shoulder or on top of the
neck. A collar that is too wide or
ton narrow will also cause sores on
different parts of the shoulder or on
top of the neck, depending on the
kind and amount of work the horse
is doing. Then, again, a collar that
is too short and tight may cause the
condition known as ‘‘sweeny” of the
shoulder.

Most farm horses are at legst mod-
erately fat in the spring. In this con-
dition the muscles about the neek
and shoulders will be full and plump

Fighting the Hessian Fly.

Growers of winter wheat. are-ad-
vised to practice -immediate control
measures advocated by the Depart-
ment experts. The following eight
cardinal control measures, if rigor-
ously enforced and adhered to by
every graln grower, will prevent the
introduction and spread of the pest:
Do not sow wheat on stubble if
possible to avoid it.

Plough under all infested stubble
and ruined wheat where practicable
soon after harvest, especially where
this does not interfere with the
gr?"-lg of clover and forage
gra.  os.

Destroy all volunteer wheat by
harrowing, disking, ploughing, or
otherwise.

Plough all winter wheat land as
early and’ deeply as existing condi-
tions permit, and prepare a thor-
oughly pulverized and compacted
seedbed.

Conserve moisture against a period
of drought at seeding time.

Jse the best seed procurable.
Keep the soil in good tilth and,
most important of all, sow winter
wheat during the fly-free period as
advised by local farm advisers or
experiment stations.
