“The Best Boy's Story I
Ever Heard."

That was what a lawyer said of this story
that I am about to relate: ‘It is the best
boy’s story that I ever heard.”

“ We.have had a good many boys with us
from time to time,” said Mr. Alden, the
senior member of a large hardware establish-
ment in Market Street, Philadelphis, ‘‘as
apprentices to learn the business.

He grad-
ually came to know where everything was
to be found, and if information was wanted,
it was to this boy, Frank Jones, that every-
one applied, The entire establishment
seemed to be mapped out in his head, and
everything in iv catalogued and numbered.

“Syrup down”
every hour, keep constant watch over your
psn, wipe the inside edges as opportunity
offers, skim off the frothy matter as it gath '
ers. Allow nothing but sap to get into the
pans; any foreign matter beiled a few min-
utes only will ruin the color of a *bateh.”
The covered pans prevent anything from '
getting in, but we recommend care rather
than cover, believing that more rapid work
can be done without covers. If your sugar
is to be marketed at once, the syrup should
go from the evaporator to the * sugaring
off” pan without being allowed to cool.

You skim out what
you put in (perhaps) but no more, because
it ought not to be there. For the sugar
house, build a large one o{&m rooms,

ponding one in man. Remove the water and
the fins of fishes would cease to be formed;
remove the liglit and eventually the human
family would be without eyes.

Man has everywhere a moral nature showing
itself in a hatred of injustice. Even the
writer of fiction must use ** poetic ” justice
in order to please this innermost feeling on
the part of the reader.
