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LT.-GOVERNOR JONES
1S DEAD

HE ATTENDED FUNERAL OF LATE
ARCHBISHOP O,BRIEN AND RE-
TIRED IN ¢OOD HEALTH

He Was a Native of Digby County and
Was Educated In Yarmouth

Halifax, March 15.—Hon. Alfred
Gilpin Jomes, lieutenant governor of
Nova Scotia, died suddenly this morn-
ing. His honor had been in failing
health for several menths, but recent-
ly showed much improvement and of-
ficiated at the opening of the legisla-
ture two weeks ago. Last night he
dined with his family as usual and
was in good spirits. He retired early
apparently in good health and slept
well until 12.30, when he complained
of pains in his stomach. Three doc-
tors were hastily summoned, but i
twenty minutes the leutenant gover-
nor was dead, ‘apoplexy being the
cause of death. Three days ago the
lieutenant governor wrote a touching
Jetter of sympathy to relatives of his
friend, Archbishop O’Brien, who died
under similar circumatances, and who
wag buried yesterday.

Hon. A. G.Jones was -one of Nova
Scotia’s most prominent sons, and
was appointed governor in 1980. He
was of Loyalist degcent, his grand-
father, Stephen Jomes, who was an
officer m the King’s American Dra-
goons, having come to Nova Scotia
and settled there at the close of the
American revolution. His father, the
late Guy C. Jones, held for many
years the -office of registrar of deeds
for Digby Co.,. Born at Weymouth, in
that colony, Sept.2, 1824/he was edu-
cated at Yarmouth Academy and
early entered the ranks of commerce. -
He was at the head of the extensive
West India importing firm of A. G..
Jomes & To. He came - into special
prominence as an opponent ' of the en-
trance of Nova Scotia into the con-
federation, and for some years was
¢he leader of the anti-confederate
party in Nova Scotia.

At the general election of 1867 he
was returned to the house of com-
_mons as one of the representatives for
tHalifax, end continued to sit therein
up to 1872, when he suffered defeat.

, He was'again elected to represent
Halifax at the general election in
1874, and took office under Alexander
Mackenzie for a brief period. He was
admittedly the eblest minister of mili-
tia Camada had known up to that
time. Defeated at the general election
of 1878, and 4gain in 1882, he was
;oiurned at the gemeral election of
1587, and sat throughout the sixth
perliament. At the general election of
1801 ke was egain one of the candi-
dates of his party in Halifax, but
was deleated by J. F. Stairs, the vote
standing 5,262 to 4,335. Previous to
confederation Mr. Jomes belonged to
the old comservative party, but having
allied  himself with the liberal party
in 1865, then led by Joseph Howe, he
remained with tHaT party, and became
its recognized local leader in 1869.

He was also a free trader and al-
ways opposed jmperial fedération. In
1896 he was appointed a commission-
er to the Pacific cable conference,
London, Eng., and attended also the
imperial trade congress gitting m Lon-
don at that time. He was for & con-
siderable time lieutenant-colonel com-
manding the 1st brigade Hulifax Gar-
rison Artillery. He was a director of
the Acad a Insurahce Co., one of the
board of governors of Dalhousie Uni-
versity, and also of the Protestant
Orphans Home and president of U. E.
L. Association of Nova Sootia. He
was a memer of the Church of Eng-
land and has served as a delegate to
the synod.

* Decoased was married twice, first in
1850 to Margaret Wiseman, daughter
of the late Hom. W. J. Stairs, and
seoongly in 187€ to Emme, daughter
of the late Bdward Albro of Halifax.
One ;o his daughters has highly dis-
tinguished herself as & novelist, writ-
ing upder the non de plume of Alex.
John, and the author of “Bubbles We
Buy,” end other popular novels.

TLe “ Mail Order’ Bugbear

Everyone will ‘admit right off that
the newspaper is under obligations
to look after the best interests of the
community, but there are quite a
number in every community that fail
to peciprocate. It is - true the local
paper is a public servant, and it is
equally true the public ought to sup-
port liberally the local paper. How
many local dealers fail to use their
town paper as a medium for adver-
tising their wares? Many of these
same dealers bewail the fact that
much money is being, sent out of the
community to large dealers who sim-
ply fiood the country with advertising
matter. Here ought to be hint enough
to a live trader, meet this outside
edvertising by = local advertising in
specific form, and the public is quick
to take advantage of bargains near
home. Many that cry against the
practice of sending to the great mail
order houses for goods to the detri-
ment of the village stores, are in the
position of a certain dealer who de-
nounced this most pernicious custom,
as he called it, but who, when solic-
ited for an order for printing bill
heads, etc., informed the local printer
that he had just placed a large order
with a Toronto printing company.
Verily it was a case of “physician
heal thyself.”” Some are talking of
legislation to remedy matters, but the
remedy is right at hand—a more liber-
al use of printer’s ink by the local
dealers, not in the way of a stereo-
typed ad. weekafter week, but a new
ad. every week if need be in order. to
bring before the buyers the goods to
be had mear home, Anything that
tends to build up a community is a
good thing for the local press, and
the obvious moral is it pays to take
the local paper, and it pays to adver-
tise. ‘ .

Provincial newspapers at this sea-
son contain many paragra] s telling
of the immigration of young men and
women and in some cases whole fami-
lies to the nmew provinces in the west.
This movement is not easily checked.
It would therefore be good  policy for
the province to take steps to secure
settlers for this province from the
mother country or Scandinavia. Next
to the sons and daughters of the
province, British or Scandinavian im-
migrants would make the most desir-
able addition to the population. And
gravth of population is much peaded.

He
died of exhaustion and starvation, the
body being run over subsequently by
a wagon. Hirschhofer was five times a
millionaire twenty years ago, owning
immense tracts of real estate m Buda-
pest. He married the beautiful Emily
Wolf, actress, who repeatedly cloped
with other men. Her' last elopement
‘was with an American cracksman and
Hirschhofer followed the pair to' New
York. Having found his wife, she per-
suaded him to sign over half his real
estate to her. Only on this condition
would she consent to live with him
again. He complied and the cracksman
got the money. After that Hirschhofer
returned  to Austria and again and
again was betrayed by the woman, his
fortune dwindling owing to her edtra-
vaganoe and faithlessness. Eight years
ago the pair went to the United
States a second time. When Emily
died, Hirschhofer rcturned to Buda-
pest, only to- find out that his late
wife, by misusing his power of attor-
ney, had disposed of the remnants of
his fortune. He has been a vagabond
ever since, gaining much sympathy by
the story of “having been ruired by a
beautiful woman.” Vienna exiled him
and Budapest, where his real interests
were, wouldn’t have him unless he en-
tered the poor house. For that reason
he persistently returned to Vienna, no
matter how often the police pelled

him.

Two mew cases of “white slavery,
that of John B. Harles, 30, of Phila-
delphia, who landed here on the
schoonor Theoline last Friday, after
an escape from the Florida Keys, and
that of John O'Brien, of Reed
street, still in involuntar) servitude
and unable to escape, came to light
yesterday.

A system of luring able-bodicd - Bos-
ton men to go south by offering them
tempting wages and of holMing them
in slavery on the Florida K while
compelling them to work for &
week, surrounded by armed guards
who force them to sleep on boards in
the open air and place them in chain
gangs when they attempt to escape,
has been revealéd by letters from
three Boston men who' have appealed
to relatives and friends for help.

The latest victim whose sufferings |

on one of the Florida Keys has now
come to light is John O’Brien, who
left this city about Dec. 20. 4

George  O’Brien, his brother, says:
“My poor brother’s letters called his
plight ‘slavery.” He said he would es-
cape if he could, but there seemed no
chance.

“The climate, he said," was full of
fever and broke down the health of
the men.

“The atmosphere was alive with in-
sects. His eyes ‘hecame sore and he
was soon almost blind.

“His last letter said that he was to
be sent to the hospital for treatment.

“One passage in his second letter
reads: ‘1f you are sick from fever or
exhaustion, they will make you work,
for they have mo doctors, they say,
for such things.

“ “They open the letters you get and
take out whatever is of value in
them.

« “There is no chance of escape, and
those who make the attempt are- sent
to Miami and put into the chaim
gang.” ”’

under ptomiise of §5 a day offered by
a New York bureau of employment.

News of
the disaster was brought to this port
today by the Leyland Line steamer
Bostonian from Manchester. The Brit-
ish. King was bound - for 'Antwerp
from New York: The vessel went down
at about six a. m. on Sunday morn-
ing in lat. 41.40 mnorth, long. 60.11
west. The disaster was caused by bar-
rels of oil and other wreckage which
had been lost from the vessel in a vio-
lent storm and which furious waves
threw back against the hull until an
aperture was made through which the
water entered. The Bostomian had on
board on]y seventeen of the survivors.
The eleven-others known to have es-
eaped were picked up by the German
tank ¢teamer Manheim from Hamburg
for New York. The survivors on the
Bostonian say that there is little
doubt that the twenty-seven missing
persons perished.

BY-PRODUCTS OF DAIRYING.

Within recent years there has been
great development in the economical
uses of the by-products of dairying.
Ten years wago there were emormous
quantities of skim milk and butter-
milk from the cpeameries, and of whey
from cheese factories which were ab-
solutely wasted, or sold at a next to
nothing figure for feeding pigs, ete.
At farm\ dairies these by-products are
generally used to advantage in feed-
ing animals but at the factories, es-
pecially at the seasons of the greatest
milk supply, this most desirable
method of utilization is largely im-
practicable..© In many places new
branches have lately been added to
the industry, which makes sugar of
milk, and some othew commercial pro-
ducts from whey, and .utilize skim
milk ‘in various ways. The aloumen of
the latter is extracted for use with
food and other products. The casein
is desiccated and prepared as a bak-
ing supply and substitute for eggs,
asthe basis of an enamel paint, as a
substitute for glue in paper = sizing,
and it is also solidified so as to make
excellent buttons, combs, brush backs,
handles, electrical insulators, and
similar articles.

BLACK NOSES ON GUERNSEYS.

Black moses on ‘Guernsey cattle are
not a sign of impurity, says W. H.
Caldwell, secretary of the Guermsey
Cattle Club. It is but the cropping
out of the characteristics of the little
Black Brittany blood whieh was con-
tributed to the foundation stock. The
ideal colored nostril in & Guernsey is
a buff or cream color. The scale of
points gives but one point in a hun-
dred in females and two and two-
thirds 4jn a hundred in males in favor
of the buff nose. The proportion of
black moses  varies somewhat. Some
strain of animals seem to throw more
ghan others. In my own herd out of
twenty-two calves last year omly ome
was black-nosed, and he was vealed.
1 would not head a full blood herd
with a black-nosed bull, but he wok d
do good work in agrade herd. 1 con-
‘with a black-nosed bull calf worth
just a little more then veal prices. On
the other hand, while I would prefer a
bufi-nosed female, and consider her a
somewhat higher market value, I
would not throw aside a good cow be-
cause she had a black nose. I would
be careful to breed her to a bufi-nosed
bull and one whose parents were
strong in this respect. The ideal Guern
sey nose is buff.

SRR RSO
GEESE IN THE SPRING.

Of course, sprin;: is not the season
to purchase breeding birds.  All suc-
cessful goose-raisers recommend early
autumn because geese take a good
while to become accustomed to mew
quarters. But where a would-be owner
has not means to rear goslings, a
feasible plan is to arrange for young
birds, the goslings first hatched by
some reputable breeder. In contracting
for such, the purchaser should imsist
that the first few to come out of the
eggs be marked for him. They are
generally most robust and active,
hence most valuable.

When they have learned to be seli-
supporting they may be taken to their
new home. Where geese are already
kept sittings of eggs, preferably all
from ome source, may be purchased
and put under geese, and the eggs of
the common stock hatched in an in-
cubator or under hens of turkeys. In
these cases the eggs must be sprinkled
to supply the moisture the goose car-
ried with her when she returns from
the water. A hen will cover five to
eight eggs, according to her size. If
more than these be put under her,
they are likely to hatch poorly or
slowly, because of bemg insufficiently
warmed.

BANTAMS ARE USEFUL.

Where one has only a small yard,
bantams will be found very useful.
They are sprightly little fellows which
bear confinement, and a dozen hens
may be kept continuously in a yard
not more than ten feet square.

They are very small feeders, and
that number of hens will keep in good
healthy condition with only the scraps
from the table.

Their eggs are almost as large a8
some of the leghorns’, and they will
lay about a‘hundred & year.

Of course they are too small . for
table fowls, but they certainly make
themselves useful in furnishing fresh
egys  for Those who haveno yards
large enough for other breeds.

There are several good kinds, but
the most popular are the black-breast-
ed games, which are both handsome
and profitable.

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l LIGHT XS. HEAVY TEAMS,

Enterpris ng farmers realize that
ohe-half of the success of farming is
' attributable to good teams to do the
' ploughing, cultivating and marketing
the crop. Farm teams should weigh
not less than 3,000 to 3,400 pounds,
and be of the short-leg, round-barrel
type, with heavy bome and blocky con-
formation. Such animals possess rug-
ged comstitutions and great endurance
and are easi,y kept in good condition.
A farmer with a light team can haul
but forty to fifty bushels af grain to
market, while his neighbor with the
heavy team can haul seventy to eigh
ty bushels. So much of the work on
the larm requires heavy draught teams
that farmers make a mistake in try
ing to cultivate their farms with light
teams. A pair of draught mares will
perform more work on the farm and
raise colts, if intelligently cared for,
than a light team—the colts being
clear profit, and doubling the income
from the farm in a few years. In this
period of shortage of horses in  the
country, farmers should arrange to
breed their best mares, and, with a
little extra feed and care, they will do
the amount of work and also raise a

good colt.—National Rural. o

How Men’s Heads Have Grown

How man’s headpiece was built up
from a fishy beginning; how his face
happens to be under his cramium,
what he has gained and lost in his
top works during the last few million
years—these are the profound ques
fions that may be more easily an
swered when the scientists of the mus
eum of Natural History have studied
anew collection of skull models. The
work of making a model collection
which will show the development of
skulls from fhe lowest forms to the
highest has been in progress for the
last eighteen months, says the New
York Tribume. The reptiles have just
"been reached in the ascending scale
of being. -

It is the motto of science to work
slowly but surely; thevefore, the more
startling results are held in abeyance,
and it would be taking a liberty to
prudict the announcement that Shake-
speare’s brow was rounded by the
mnd-’nosing habit of the ]umpw_v, or
that the Czar of Russia owes his in-
constant mentality to the playful sal
amander. No savant could be so per-
sonal, anyway.

One might ask why the skull was
chosen for study instead of the brain.
The answer for one thing is that no
brain exists without itsenevlope, and
by measuring the cavities it is easy
to know the exact content of grav
matter. Moreover, the cranial bones
involve the larger structure of the en-
tire head. As for the question whether
skull or brain came first, it is like the
riddle of dhicken and egg.

Mawy of the lower forms being em
bryonic and almost microscopic, it
would be mext to impossible for the
scientists to make a thorough com-
parative study of the skulls in their
natural state. So by an intricate pro-
cess there are made wax models
many thousand times larger than the
original. A skull no bigger than a
pinhead becomes a structure a foot
long and a half as wide by this pro-
cess, so that it may be examined in
all its parts at leieure. If this seems
a miracle, it can be beaten by the in-
stance of a rotifer that is enlarged
from invisibility to 343,000,000 times
its size. 1

How the brain and skull developed
has always been a deep study with
scientific men. In the last century
Goethe supported the theory of pure-
ly vertebral growth, but the late re-
search shows the skull to be of com-
posite derivation. It has arisen in
part from a modification of anterior
vertebrae, but the lower bones, and
particularly the lower jaw, have a dif-
ferent origin. Many face bones are not
performed in cartilage, but are laid
down as membranes, and others owe
their origin to a modification of the
anterior gills, In the higher animals

these are replaced by membrane bones
and the derivatives of gills appear
only in embryonic stages. A person
complimented on beautiful ears, there-
fore, may reflect what exceHent gi
he or she used to have in fishy days.
It is well to remember that the
mouth of man™and his fellows is
cidentally in the vicinity of his hes
The mouth wused to be much lower
down, even in the stomach, and pos-
sibly it worked its way up in order to
be nearer headquarters of intelligence.
The eyes, nose and ears no doubt felt
if would be better to accompany the
th to a commanding situation. If
the' eyes were in the knees, for ex-
ample, a bow-legged man would be
cross-eyes also and if they were in the
tips of his toes he wouldn’t see at all.

Animals’ Play Is Exercise.

The relaxed rhythmical movements
80 common amon 1imals at play, the
gamboling of lambs, the play of kittens
and many simil inimal activities, are
imitated by man in the primitive
dances which form so large a part in
the social and religious life of all abo-
riginal peoples. These motions of leap-
ing, swinging, swaying and twisting of
the body have, all of them, a most inti-
mate and powerful influence upon the
body’s activities, organic and muscu-
lar. Rolling is a form of exercise
which is a favorite with many animals
and is especlally practiced for the pur-
pose of relieving fatigue. Rolling is
peculiarly enjoyable and grateful to
the animal because it provides not only
relief for the tensed musgles, the de-
pleted organs and the slow moving cir-
culation, but because as the animal
rolls the firm pressure of the ground
upon his body constitutes a most ef-
fective and agreeable massage.

Hearses After Night.

No
doubt there are hearses that are com-
pelled by the exige es of funeral ar-
rangements to come home at unseason-
able hours, but when forced to an in-
fringement of the unwritten law they
proceed through quiet streets where
they will be least likely to wound the
sensibilities of the superstitious.

“Dew FPonds.”

Among the m singular archaeolog-
ical remains found in Great Britain are
the ancient “dew ponds,” the construc-
tion of which is ribed to people of
the Neolithic . - The purpose of
these ponds was to furnish drinking
water for cattle. An exposed position,
where springs were absent, was se-
lected, and a broad, hollowed surface
was formed and covered over with
straw or some other nonconducting
material. Above was spread a thick
layer of clay strewn with stones. Dur-
ing the night the cold surface of the
clay caused an abundance of moisture
to condense from the lower layers of
the air. Some of, these ancient dew
ponds are still in working order.

There can be no doubt that temper-
ance sentiment is steadily advancing
in all parts of our country. The peo-
ple are becoming convinced that the
common use of intoxioating-drinks is
a source of endless trouble and imjury
to a]l classes of society, not only to
those who indulge in such drinks, but
to a much larger number of persons
who innocently suffer from the cruelty
and crimes of drinking men. As this
sentiment becomes stronger - and more
deeply rooted in the public mind it
naturally gives rise to reformatory
measures which find their way into
the laws of our land and bring about
very ‘benelicial results. Prince Edward
Island has already: by legislative
enactment  established prohibition in
that progressive province, and the
measure of success and prosperity
that has followed in the wake of this
movetient has been exceedingly en-
couraging. New Brumswick is at pres
ent putting forth efforts to prevent li-
censed liquor dealers from sending
their dangerdhs .wares into counties
which by the adoption of the Scott
Act have proclaimed their desire to
prohibit' intoxicating beverages from
their previnots, These are steps in the
right direction, and we think the time
has come when similar measures
should be adopted in Nova Scotia. We
have for the most part a sober popu-
lation who desire to promote the-peace
and comfort of our homes and to
throw around the rising generation
influences adapted to secure the moral
and social welfare of our children.
These are the true friends of our coun-
try and their wishes and efforts should
be_ respectfully considered. - The tem
perance laws we already possess
should be impartially and vigorou:ly
carried into effect by those who have
been appointed to perform this work.
and all our citizons should cordially
support the officers of the law in the
discharge of their duty. There is alsc
room for improvement in our temper
ance legislation, and we hope ou
provinez will not be behind any othe'
section of the Dominion of Canada ir
the manifestation of sobriety and
purity in every = department of cw
civil and social affairs.
