Legislative Protection in Nova Scotia
For Sheep Owners.

The plan announced by the Depart-
ment of Agriculture of Nova Scotia to
help those who wish to buy ewe lambs
to add to their flocks is a practical
one. Of course it involves the invest-
ment of money, but so does the ex-
ploiting of any other enterprise. Pro-
bably the argument which will most
frequently be advanced against any
measures to increase the sheep breed-
ing interest of Nova Scotia will be the
lack of protection against dogs, a mat-
ter which cannot be minimized, but in
regard to which the province has bet-
ter legal protection than is ordinarily
understood. So far as destroying

Conservation of Ewe Lambs

How to increase the numbers of
sheep in Nova Scotia is a matter al-
ways of great interest, but of almost
paramount interest now. It can only
be done by conserving the ewe lambs
for breeding purposes instead of al-
lowing them to go to the butchers’
hands. This has jeen done to a larg-
er extent during the past two year
than formerly, but needs to beé exténd-
ed if the province is to reap the full
benefit from the present high prices
for sheep and lamb products. It is
with a view to bringing about this
condition that the Department of Ag-
riculture has arranged with its county
representative, Dr, Hugh McPherson,

dogs that worry sheep is ned,
no other province of Canada has as
drastic legislation as Nova Scotia.
“The Sheep Protéction Act” (See chap-
ter 61 R. S. 1900 and ammendments in
chapter 63 of the Acts of 1908) pro-
vides that any person may kill any
dog which he sees pursuing, worry-
ing or wounding any sheep or lambs
or straying on a sheep farm, or even
at large at any hour of the day or
night without @ collar bearing the
name of the owner of the dog. Only
a partial exception to this drastic law
exists in the case of the dogs owned
by the adjoining neighbor.

Efforts were made. last winter to
assess taxes on dogs and to set aside
the fund created by-this tax for the
purpose of indemnifying owners of
sheep killed by dogs, the owners of
which were not known. The act did
not pass mainly because it received
very little endorsement from the farm-
ers of the province. . None the lesgs the
sentiment in favor of the Act was 80
strong as to lead one to say that farm-
ers could easily have thé Act passed
at the next session of the Legislature

argument so long as it gave him a
chance to take a erack at anything in
his own town, “I believe it would be
better if the small shops were done
way with and we bought all our goods
in big shops in the large centres, What
good do the merchants do for a town
anyway”

“It is no use pointing things out to
you, Gloomy,” said his friend Civic
Pride, “but as I have a few minutes to
spare I do not mind spending them in
drawing your attention to a few
things.”

“The first point is the credit which
the home town merchants furnish. If
everyone paid cash to their local mer-
chants the same way as they do when
they buy their goods away from home,
the home town merchant would be able
to sell as cheaply, if not more so, than
his ecompetitor in the big city who has
to pay expressage.

“But the same people that send cash
away with their orders have got to
have credit for much of their pur-

chases' at home. In a great many

eases people get credit for a month,
paying always at the end of the month;
in some cases it is at the end of the
week, and in some others it may be
many months before the merchant
gets his ‘money.

“Now, for a great many people this
is an inestimable boon. The merchant
is financing them for months at a
time. And it costs money to finance
people.

“In the next place the shop of the
local merchant is a storehouse for the
whole community. If there were no
shops in the town cargying large
stocks of goods all the time, the peo-
ple there would have to buy large

quantities of goods at a time and store

them in their houses. That means
that every person in the town would
have a large part of his earnings tied
up all the time in food and clothing,
ete. X

“Next to its provision of credit and

a storehouse, the local shop does its
biggest service in providing a place
to which one can go when something
must be bought in a hurry.

“Then, Gloomy, I would ecall your
attention to the faect that you would
have a job on your hands selling your
garden products if there were no local
shops to do it for you. As it is now,
youn take your vegetables fo the town
merchants. He buys them from you,
giving you cash. You have your money
in your pocket with no further worry
to you. Then he has to display those
vegetables, pay elerks to sell them, and
grant credit often to customers.

“There is anotler way of looking at
this matter, Gloomy. Is it fair and is
it good business for you to sell your
vegetables to the lecal merchantg for
cash and then take that cash and send
it away to buy goods? The principle
we need to adopt is that of live and
let live. We should buy everything we
can from our own local merchants for
what makes them prosperous must
make us so also.

“No, Gloomy, it would be a bad day
for you and for me, and for anyone
elsewhere if it should ever coine about
that the merchants would have to move
away from the small towns, They are
Just .as necessary as the sproducer.
There has got to be a distributor be-
tween the producer and the consumer.
And the best distributor is the mer-
chant who best knows the needs of his
own commnnﬂy. That Is why news-
papers, magazines and great heads of
great manufacturing enterprises all
over the country are mow combining
in a mighty buy-at-home campaign.

“Swing in line, Gloomy, and buy at
home.”
