McKay for whom
after considerable effort we sudeeeded in getting a compassion­
ate pension from the Imperial Government. The old lady did 
not live long to be a burden to the country,and her only re­
maining daughter - herself ill - appealed to me to assist her^ 
in making the arrangements for her Mother's internent the cost 
of which she liquidated.

On December the I7th an ex-service man out of employment
Afterappealed to me for assistance to bury one of hie children, 

much vain effort to get one of the various philanthropic Socletie 
to do it,he was about to hand the body over to the city for 
pauper burial,when,through the intercession of Mrs Hair and Mrs 
Hodge of our Women * s Auxiliary,the Montreal soldier's Wives 
League were induced to look after the case.

Your letter to hand ,also the tischarge papers of the 

late Gunner Boss,thanking you for the same.
It is just as I expected,a good recompense ^or a man 

who fought and lost his eye,and partly his reason,also a brother 
for a decrepitable government who could not even mark his grave 
so that anyone passing could know he was a soldier.

The man in question was nothing to me ;nc relation :but 
still I went about four days paying car fare and my time without 
any recompense to myself, 
would not even mark his grave, 
dier and a man.
I hope I will never have to ask the Last Post Fund or any other 
Post belonging to the Army for favours.

Well you may have on the head of your stationery "LEST 
WE FORGET" but there are a good many of us will never forget. 
You can take this letter before your Executive if you wish.
If I had went to you in the first place you might have managed 
better,you would get paid for your trouble. I did all I could
gratis,and you would not have given the deceased the burial he

Bear sir,

I received the Discharge Document of the late Gunner 

Ross today,which I am compelled to return herewith,as I find 
it impossible under the circumstances to do anything in this 
matter.

I today verified your assertion that there was in the 
vicinity of #290.00 in the Bank to the credit of the deceased 
at demise.

I understand from the lady who accompanied you last 
evening that she received $18.00 which was due her,and which 
would leave $272.00.

There is no balance at the credit of deceased now 
from which the cost of a stone can be liquidated.

In making application to the Pension Department for 
balance of any amount due the Estate to apply to funeral costs, 
it is necessary that I should certify that "There were insuf­
ficient funds to meet the cost of interment of deceased" and 
on the face of my having ascertained that there was $272.00 
I cannot do that, 
for me to bring the case before my Executive,as $272.00 should 
have been ample to cover the cost of Funeral,Burial and Marking . 
of the grave.

I am also quite sure it would be useless

If you had come to me in the first instance,I might 
have been able to give you some advisory assistance,but I re­
gret at this stage I am quite helpless to do so.

Dear sir Arthur,
At the last Council Meeting of this society you intimated 

your intention of going to the west coast this Autumn,and that on that oc­
casion you Tsould be pleased to use your influence to effect a satisfactory 
condition of things for the proper provincial administration of Last Post 
Fund work in the Province of Saskatchewan.

As you are on the eve of your departure,I thought it ad­
visable to let you have the enclosed copy of my last letter to the Hon. 
Secretary of L.P.F. in Saskatchewan - Mr F.J. Rowan of the Provincial Com­
mand, ■G.W.V. A. - which is self-explanatory,and shows,that despite your own 
very comprehensible appeal to the good judgement and influence of Colonel 
McAra. under date of March IOth last,there is apparently still no real and 
effective intention of cooperation and compliance with the rules of this 
Society,by those in whose hands the Saskatchewan provincial, administration 
of Last Post Fund is at present ; for the letter,of which copy I send you 
herewith,is still unacknowledged.

I understand that when Colonel MgAra was in Ottawa during 
the past Summer,he had an interview with Mr Scaramell (of Ottawa) in which 
he stated that they were not using any monies sent them by us,for cases 
which occur in the city of Regina,which statement is not entirely confirmed 
by the (very incomplete ) forms which have been returned to us,as two of 
the six,appear to be cases of men who died and were buried in the city of 
Regina. Furthermore,the disposition of the monies sent to them to date,are 
by no means made clear.

To summarise and endeavour to dispose of this long-drawn- 
out and unsatisfactory condition of affairs,which apparently is due to im­
posing too great a labour on the present Honorary Executive,and which I am 
convinced will not improve under the administration of the present personal, 
I would respectfully submit Sir,that at the next. Council Meeting a definite
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scheme of re—organization for that province should be considered, and 
perhaps if that were intimated 1 en passant' to them,by you,it may at 
least have the effect of impressing them with the fact that we and 
and not they,must decide the policy of Last Post Fund and all that 
is done under its incorporated name;which we are doing in the other 
provinces with great success.

In the event, of your meeting any of our representatives 
in the other provinces west of here,(a list of which I enclose) I am 
very pleased to advise you that the most cordial and close cooperation 
obtains between them and Headquarters,while the work they are doing 
is far reaching and encouraging. If there is one point on which 
a word of inspiration and encouragement- may be given them by our 
President,it is on the subject of assiduity in marking all those graves 
wherever they have made interments,with our standard rranite Markers 
LBST WE FORGET. ' '
