The first case,that of Brodeurwas a transfer from temporary
ground authorised at the last meeting,the second was that of a
Russian who fought with our forces in the Great War,and with
whose people we are endeavouring to get in touch to advise them
of his demise,the next two — Higgins and McCabe ~ were inter-
ments in our Plots by speeisl request of the relatives who agree

t0 re—imburse to the amount of our outlay. The fifth,, that of

~Ireland- was a soldier of the Royal Csnadian Artillery at the
Citadel Quebec,whe in I9I0 was confined to the Protestant Hos-
pital for the Insene,and for whose burial the authorities at
that institution appesled to us;the gixth,=Dorais—died in the
Hotel Dieu,and application for our services was made by a Sise-
ter of Charity to save him from the Inspector of Anatomy. The
gseventh,-Woodlands— dropped dead at the Salvation Army Hostel,
and leaves g little daughier a total crphen,her Mother having
pre—~deceagsed the Father. The eighth cese,-CGreen- was that of
a comparatively young man,wh o was to have appeared for medical

examination before a Board the day of his death,and who leaves

a widow with six young children at Brownsgburg P.Q. totally un-
provided for. The last case—Dallas— aliag Sheik Abdullah, Mo-
hammed Esmail,was a Hindu whoee case was reported to us after
the body had reached the Inspector of Anatomy,by the same Sister
of Charity who reported the Dorais case. Congiderable trouble
was ineurred in recovering the body,and an interesting story
surrounds the case and services of this man,in which Mr Ritchie
Bell of the Sailor's Institute cooperated with us. Local loham-—
medang attended the obsequiesand solicited christian cooperation
at the burial. Correspondence has been addressed to cstensible
relatives and the local press of Bombay India,from whence deceased

hailed,and he was buried in the Protestant Sailor's Plot.

DOMINION BY-LAWS 2 SUPPLEMENTARY HULES

I beg to report that the Dominion By-Laws enacted at
the Specisl Ceneral lMeeting of November 7th last were offieci-
ally approved and promulgated by the Secretary of state of
¢anada,to become effective from January 2nd of this year,and
copies of same will be mailed to all members a2s sccn as they
come from the press. The Special Committee 2ppointed to
draft the Supplementary Rules have also reported to the Presi-%{%
dent,and the latter'e senction is awaited for their promulga-
tion.

PAPINEAU AVENUE CEMETERY

As a2 resnlt of representations made through our Bresi-
dent to General Armstrong,I have much pleasure in reporting
that through the courtesy of the latier gentleman,and under the
supervigion of Major Irwin of the Royal Canadisn Engineers,some
very valuable and effective work has been done in this old land-
mark. Many of the rapidly disappearing inscriptiond on the
heasdstones have been re-cut,and a general Chart of all the grave
now apparent has been prepared for future reference,while an
attempt is also being made to obtain a complete copy of the
Registers dating from I8I4 to I8€9.

EXTRANEOUS CASES

I regret to report on November 2nd last the death of
the dependsant Mother of the late ex—Cunner H.S. lcKay for whom
after congidersble effort we sudceeded in getting a compassion-
ate pengion from the Imperial Government. The 0ld lady did
not live long to be a burden to the country,and her only re-
meingng daughter — hergelf i1l - appealed to me to assist her
in making the arrangements fopr her Mother's interment the cost
of which she liquidated.

On December the I7th an ex—service men out of employmentd
appealed to me for assistance to bury one of his children. After
mueh vain effort to get one of the various philanthropic Societie
%0 do it,he was sbout to hand the body over %o the city for
pauper burial,when,through the intercessicn of Mrs Hair and Mrs
Hodge of our Women's Auxiliary,the Montreal Soldier's Wives

Mr O'Connor aprlied to me to have the Fund place a
Marker or headstone on the grave of the late Gunner Ross,
who at death our services were not requisioned for,owing to
the fact that he had a Bamk aceount more than sufficient to
meet the cost of both interment and marking.

After however declining our assistance,and finding that
the Undertaker's account and grave had eaten up $272.00 (thwro!
inexperience in handling such matters) he came to us to place
a headstone o®» Marker on the grave.-

My commmication to him indicates the attitude I +ook
towards the matter,in which I felt I was Justified having of-
fered our gssistance at the time of Ross! death .

In reversing my action,the Executive meeting felt that
Ross' grave should not remain wmarked through the lavisgh ex—
penditure or inexperience of My 0'Connor.

Dear Sir,

Your letter to hand ,also the discharge papers of the
late Gunner Ross,thanking you for the same.

It is Jjust as I expected,a good recompense for a man
who fought and lost his eye,and partly his reason, also a brother
for a decrepitable government who could not even mark his grave
so that anyone passing could know he was a soldier.

The man in question was nothing to me;nc relation:but
atill I went about four days paying car fare and my time without
any recompense to myself. Yot the Army that ruined the man

would not even mark his grave. I did it because I was a sol-
dier 2and a man. I thank God I have a grave and a stone and

I hope I will never have to ask the Lagt Post Fund or any other
Post belonging *o the Army for favours.

Well you may have on the head of your stationery "LEST
WE FORGET" but there are a good many of us will never forget.
You can take this letter before vour Executive if you wish.

If I had went to you in the first place you might have managed
better,vou wounld get paid for your trouble. I did 211 I eould

gratis,and you would not have given the deceased the burial he
got. I shall now approach some influential people who I am
told will refer this matter to Lord Byng of Vimy,

I received the Discharge Document of the late Gunner
Rogss today,which I am campelled to return herewith,as I find

it impossible under the circumstances to do anything in this
matter.

I today verified your assertion that there was in the

vieinity of $290.00 in the Bank to0 the credit of the deceased

at demise.

I undergtand from the lady who accompanied you last
evening that she received $I8,00 which was due her,and which
would leave $272.00.

There is no balance at the eredit of deceased now
from which the cost of a stone can be liquidated.

In meking application to the Pension Depariment for
balance of any smount dve the Estate to apply %o funeral costs,

it is necessary that I should ecertify that "There were insuf-
ficient funds to meet the cost of interment of deceased" and

on the face of my having ascertained that there was $272.00

I eannot do that. I am also quite sure it would be useless
for me to bring the case before my Executive,as $272.00 should

have been ample to cover the cost of Fumeral,Burial and Marking .
of the grave.

If you h2d come to me in the first instance,I might
have been able to give you some advisory assistance,but I re-
gret at this stage I am quite helpless to do sO.

Phere is a little 'God's Acre' at @hambly P.Q. adjacent to
and Porming part of the old Fort grounds,used in generations past as the
regting place of the aboriginal Indisn warriors,soldiers of old France,
new France,Freneh Canada,British Canada,and the United States of America,
in short,it is one of the most historic and sacred spots in the Dominion,
for those who rest there are they who struggled for supremacy of this great
country since its discovery. Phat little spot was allowed to fall
into absolute decay and disregard to such an extent that it was on the
brink of passing into %o%al oblivion,when in I9I8 we gtarted to arouse
public opinion with regard to its restitution and latterly suceeded in

getting the Federal Historic Sites Commission to put it in decent shape.

One of the last remsining graves of which there was any trace
was that of General Thomas of the American Army of occupation who died and

wags buried there on the 2nd of June I776. Aout two $ears ago repre-
sentatives of an American Society of Women called the Daughters of the
Americen Revolution,visited the spot coming from Plattsburg N.Y. with the
intention of msking arrangements for the erection of a permanent Memorial
on the spot. The necessary permission has been granted as a result of

an interchange of official correspcndence between the two Govermments, as
well as with His Excellency the GCovernor—General and the final arrangements
for the placing of a large Boulder and Bronze Memorial Plate,are now under
way by the Saranac Chapter of the D.A.R. at Plattsburg to take place at

Chembly on June 2nd next,and at which,I understand from them permission is
being obtained for the 26th U.S. Infantry to participate.
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Having been consulted by these ladies in regard to procedure from
the beginning,they have tendered me a very cordial invitation to be
present to participate in their ceremony and also to suggest the name
of an outstanding Canadian to address them. In the latter con-
nection,I took the liberty to say that it would afford me much pleasure
to approach you Sir as our Pregident on the subject,and I am in receipt
of a commmication from them heartily endorsing the suggestion amnd in-
timating that should the reque st appeal to you an official invitation
will be sent forward.

May I therefore express the hope that on this occagion it may
be possible and agresble to you Sir to represent the feelings of

Canadian respect in paying tribute to the memory of a noted American
General whose mortal remains were left on our =oil.

Dear Sir Arthur,

At the 1last Council Meeting of this Society you intimated
your intention of going to the west coast this Autumn,and that on that oc-
casion you would be pleased to use your influence to effect a satisfactory
condition of things for the proper provinecial administration of Last Post
Fund work in the Province of Saskatchewan,

As you are on the eve of vour departure,I thought it ad-
vigable to let you have the enclosed copy of my last letter to the Hon.
Secretary of L.P.F, in Saskatchewsn — Mr P.J. Rowan of the Provineial Com-
mand,&.W.V,A, — which is self-explanatory,and shows,that despite your own
very camprehensible appeal to the good Jjudgement and influence of Colonel
McAra under date of Mareh I0th last,there is apparently still no real and
effective intention of cooperation and compliance with the rules of this
Society,by those in whose hands the Saskatchewan provineial administration
of Lagt Post Fund is at present; for the letter,of which copy I send you
herewith,is still unacknowledged.

I understand that when Colonel MezAra was in Ottawa during
the past Summer,he had an interview with Mr Scammell (of Ottawa) in which
he stated that they were not using any monies sent them by us,for cases
which occur in the city of Regina,which statement is not entirely confirmed
by the (very incomplete) forme which have been returned toc us,as two of
the six,appear to be cages of men who died and were buried in the city of
Regina. Furthermore,the disposition of the monies sent to them to date,are
by no means made clear. :

To sumarise and endeavour to dispose of this long-drawn-—
out and unsatisfactory condition of affairs,which appvarently is dve to im-
posing too great a labour on the present Honorary Execubtive,and which I am
convinced will not improve under the administration »f the present personel,

I would respectfully submit Sir,that at the next Goumeil Meeting a definite
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scheme of re—crganization for that province should be congidered,and
perhaps 1f that were intimated 'en passant' to them,by you,it may at
least have the effect of impressing them with the fact that we and
and not they,must decide the policy of Last Post Fund and all that
is done under its incorporated name;which we are doing in the other
provinces with great success.

In the event of your meeting any of our representatives
in the other provinces west of here,(a list of which I enclose) I am
very pleased to advise you that the most cordial and close cooperation
obtains between them and Headquarters,while the work they are doing
is far reaching and encouraging. If there is one point on which
2 word of inspiration and encouragement may be given them by our
Pregsident,it is on the subject of assiduity in marking all those graves
wherever they have made interments,with our standsra gramite Markers,
LEST WE FORGET.

I trust you may have occasion to meet Colonel Montizambert
in Vancouver,who will I am sure,give you an excellent report of their
Branch work.

] I am attaching herewith copy of
a letter I have sent to MeAra.

Will you help me to straighten

out the trouble at Regina, if there is any. Last
Post Fund is an institution with a Domion Charter
and rules and regulations which have been approved
by the Government. We must transact our business

in a regular way and there are certain returns
called for which we must make to Ottawa. Ve cannot
complete these unless we have complete returns from
all the branches. I nmay say that all branches
throughout Canada promptly comply with the regulations
except Saskatchewan, and every meeting our Secretary
reports either no returns or incomplete returns from
that branch.

I am satisfied the existing
Organization is a good one and is doing good work.,
I may say, for Jour information, that Headquarters
Branch here has nothing whatever to do with the
amount of money each province gets from the Dominion
grant.
