protection. When five men
ln a tory are killed In a year the
operatives begin to ask why these accl-
dents are hlqpning and how they can
be prevented;
among the & number of farmers thev
do not realize that they have need to co-
operate for tection.

Sixteen fa accidents, two likely to
result in death, 8 serious injuries and
32 gevere ones—a total of 135 accidents—
were reported from Minnesota's agricul-
tural districts during the past 20 months,
82 of them, including four fatalities, in
the last eight months. The reports for
the first twelve months were especially
incomplete, but there i®» reason to belleve
tkat the records even for the last elght
months are not a complete toll of the
acceidents. The figures given must be
considered as iHustrations rather than
statistics.

Tmlng the Sensitiveness of Taste,

In tests of the sensititveness of
taste, Dr. Glotzbach, a German,
found that a lolutlon of. oooom w
cent. in water is the weakest that
:‘on;no can gouct. ;in d:huﬁon’ to

egree sulphuric ldﬂ iydrogen
sulphide could be stl xqmmud.
Cupric sulphate coul h tasted when
forming only 0.00007 per cent. of the
solutién. Common salt could be trae-
ed in proportion as small as 0.015, and
even less was necessary of calcium
sulphate, ferric chleride and’ ferrons
sulphate.

With 0.12 per cent. of sugar, water
was distinctly sweet. the sweetness
being still perceptable in a solution
of half of this strergth. Sodium ni-
trate, potassium nitrate and. calcium
nitrate affected the taste about the
same as cane sugar, and the same
proved to be true of sodium nitrite,
magnesium sulphate and sodium sul-
phate. .

“China’s Curse” down to compara-
tively low figures,

The one source of opium supply which
has not suffered thru the reform meas-
ures is that which comes into the coung
try by smuggling. Of course, there are
no figures concerning it, but judging
by ‘seizures, the only possible criterion,
smuggling has increased in something &
more than a direct ratio to the curtail-
ment of legitimate import. - More strik-
ing still has been the increase in the
attempts to smuggle opium from Hong-
kong to America, seVeral seizures of
1910 being of the value of from $30,000
to $40,000, while the total aggregated
many hundreds of thousands. As ‘the
opium which is seized s estimated to
be but from one to ten per cent, of that
which ‘gets thru safely, some idea of
what is going on in this line on the Pa-
cific Coast of Amerlca alone may be
gathered.
