Agccording to the recommsndations,
osteopatns, chiropractors and ochers
who treat without drugs, who were
praeticing in Optario prior to June 30,
1913, are allowed  six months
from January 1, 1918, with-
c¢ut being ° subject to prosecution.
After July 1 no person would bes per-
mitted to practice medicine without
license from the college of physicians
and surgeons except osteopaths hold-
ing a -certificate from cone of the col-
leges: recognized by the American
Osteopathic Association. These may
continue by securing a special license
from the minister of education.

Suggests Physical Therapy.

The report calls for the setting up
of an Iinstitute of physical therapy,
the securing of a staff having special
training, and provides fcr a compulsory
course for.students in‘ physical therapy
which will really qualify them. It re-
cuires the installing of modern ecuip-~
ment to permit of proper. instruction.

In regard to the education of opto-
metrists, the report. proposes that
courses be supplied by the faculty of
medicine and after successfully pass-
ing that the student be given a certifi-
cate as-an optometrist. Those who
were practicing before June 30, 1913,
can secure a certificate by passing a
special examination.

Registry for Nurses.

A provincial registry for nurses, in-
cluding their qualifications, is sug-
gested, and only those who have
qualified in a nursing hospital con-
ducted by a public- hospital would be
known as-a graduate or trained nurse.
It is considered essential in the re-
port that a medica]l director should be
appointed for the Province of On-
tario.

Mr. Justice Modgins contends that as
a special branch osteopathy is fast
taking a wvaluable place, and -he advo-
cates action by the. government that
would encourage training of students.

Regarding .chiropractors, the com-
missioner states. “I canont bring. my-
self to accept as part of our recog-
nized medical profession a system
which denies the need of diagnosis,
refers 95 per cent. of diseases to cre
or the same cause and turns its back
upon all modern medical and =cientific
methods as unworthy! to be even dis-
cussed.” He says further :that the
policy of not recognizing anything
good in the new cults on the part of
the medical practitioners is not a good
one,

Heavy Penalties Provided.

Heavy penalties are recommended
in the cases of persons practising re-
ligious tenets upon anyv person suf-
fering from religious disease.

Some Have Coai Enough,
and All Have a Certain

Amount.

Dr. G. J. Steele, chairman of the
board of education, received a ietter

{from C. A. Magrath, fuel controller,

in answer to one sent by Dr. Steele
asking if the schools were to -be in-
cludéd in the closing order.

‘The letter states that it is not ab-
solutely necessary under the order to
close the schools, but asks that the
spirit and intention of the law be ob-
served, and suggests that the schools
be closed. Dr. Steele therefore an-
nounces that all schools in- Toranto
will be closed on Monday.

It seems to be the opinion of most
of the trustees of the board and also
of a number of the principals that it
would not be wise to cloze the schools
now and open them again at the end
of the year, as it is harder for the
children to work in the warm wea-
ther and considerable trouble - would
be experienced in making new ar-
rangements for examinatinns.

No School. Right Out.

“Every school has-a certain amount
of coal; no school is right out,” said
Wm. Kerr, superintendent of supplies,
yesterday. “Of course, some of them
have only a small amount, but there
is enough to get along with for a
short time. We have lots of ‘coal on
order, but the trouble is getting it to
the schools. It took two weeks from
the time we located three cars of coal
in the yards at Mimico until delivery
was made to the schools in the north
end.” ’

Owing to the weather turning mild
only two schools had to close yes-
terday on account of the cold. These
were Rosedale and Cottingham
schools, and one class returned to
work in Cottingham in the afternoon.
Mr. Kerr stated that they had been
used to getting the best coal obtain-
able, but as this had come across the
border no more could be obtained and
an inferior grade has had to be used.

“I think we have done remarkably
well,” A. D. Waste, assistant in the
building department, stated. “Under
the present circumstances no one
could have done better. We don't
want to close the schools now. _As
we have the coal it might as wall be
used. If we close the schools now
the coal saved will be of no use in.the
warmer weather.” .

Of 2189 United States Soldiers on Board 1912 Survivors Have Beeﬁ
Accounted for---Transport Was Convoyed by British Warships
and Manned by British Crew. .~

ASHINGTON, "Feb. 6. — The
W Cunard liner Tuscania, carry-
ing 2179 American soldiers,
has been torpedoed and sunk off the
Irish coast, and at .a late hour to
night 1912 officers and ‘men had been
accounted for in a despatch to the
state department from London.

News of the first great disaster in
the war to America’y armed  forces
came in a brief despatch to the war
department,

It did not mention the possibility, of
further survivors, but hope wau built
here fapon the fact that all of those
rescued Were landed at two . widely
separated Irish. ports, and indications
were ‘that relief vessels were at hand
quickly. St : 3

The war department ‘announced
that because of the fact that ‘here
was no distinctive unit it would be
impossible to say definitely who was
on the steamer until complete reports
had been received from the other
'side, The. soldiers aboard the Tus-
cania ‘belonged to no -distinctive mili-
tary ‘units from any state, and were

parts of the country being forwarded
to join the forces in France.

The department issued this state-
ment:

‘“The war department has been
officially advised that the steam-
ship Tuscania was torpedoed and
sunk and that survivors number-
ing 1,100, as far as could be as-
certained, were ded at Bun-
crana‘and . Larne in Ireland. There
was a total of 2,179 United States
troops on this vessel. No names °
of persons lost have been reported
to. the war department, .and no
names of survivors were reported.
Additional particulars ‘are promis-
ed ag soon as received.”

It was announced that the Tuscania
was manned by British sailors, with
a- British naval guard, and was con-
voyed. by British warships.

The ° troops, composed chiefly of
detachinents of Michigan and Wiscon-
sin National Guardsmen, were travel-
ing on the Tuscania, a Beitish:vessel,
under couvoy of Bri‘ish warships.

The report states that during last
December several units of Canadian
railway troops were-employed in - the
northern sector of the British front.

Units were also engaged on
the light railway lines, which were
built immediately subsequent to the
Cambrai offensive. During these oper-
ations they' were subjectéd to  un-
usually heavy shelling, and several
encampments had to be abandoned.

Altho prior to Jan. 1 of the present
year there were more than 200,000
Americar troops in France, according
to the statenient made by Secretary of
War Baker, the Tuscania was the first
transport to bz tompedoed on the voy-
age from an American port to France.
Several American transports, however;
dilave been torpedoed on the return
journey after having debarkad troops.

When the Tuscania was first put
into service her appointments for first
‘cabin passengers, of whom she could
carry 350, were sumptuous. It is
probable, however, in view of the exi-
gencies of the situation that the
steamer had been stripped of most of
her luxurious fittings in order to take
as great a number of troops as pos-
sible on each voyage.

Petrograd, Feb. 6.—“The economic con-
dition of Russia is grave, very grave,”’
M. Shliapnikoff, the commissioner of
labor, declared to the Agsociated Press
correspondent today.

“We are now going thru the transi-
tion period from war to ,'’ con-
tirued the commissioner, ‘“This is a
most difficult.period in better organized
countries and is particularly difficult in
Russia. The difficulty is aggravated by
the fact that neither the emperor's nor
Kerensky's governments regulated the
industries.” :

Asked to what extent unemployment
pr(:’iaﬂed in Russia, the commiesioner re-
plied:

““Of course unemployment is consider-
able, but it is difficult to give the num-
ber of the unemployed. The army de-
mobilization is fucreasing their number,
but only temporarily, as most of the sol-
diers are returning to the villages, where
they will take up the h

“In a worse plight are the unemployed
among the educated, tens of thousands
of them, mostly officials, bank clerks and
others.

“If this
matter was sufficiently -looked into
the hoarders would vanish and the
situation would be considerably re~
lieved.”

- It will be just as well, thereto}e,
for those who are hoping for some
relief as a reward of their patience,
to know that no reward but that of
virtue’s own is likely to be received.
It is only the driving need of the
situation that 'has dictated the clos-
ing down order, and all that can be
expecfed from the measure is that
matters will be no worse than at
present.

Neither oleo
nor animal fats nor. cotton seed oil
are necessary.

‘We can conserveé animal fats, ob-
tain the elemental substitutes from
British colonies, bring them here free
from entry into the zone of subma-
rine activities and organize a highly
‘profitable industry in our midst, pro-
vide a “successor” to butter,- not a
“substitute,” and by the increased con-
sumption of pasteurized milk -attend-
ant upon increased production for ex-
port, available and open to easy cul-
tivation, promate the interests of the
chief opposing dairying interests.

Washington, Feb. b5.—(Special )—Al-
tho the raf F] have seemingly
yielded to the administration’s belief
that -it-is impracticable to put a lim-
itation upon government control of the
roads, there is every indication that
congress itself will fix the time at
which thé roads are to be returned to
their owners. 'The sentiment in both
house and senate committees seems to
favor such a limitation. Some of the
leaders on both sides have expressed
the belief that in the absence of such
limitation the roads might be made the
football of politics near election time,
Moreover, if government control under
the present status continues indefinite-
ly, the time is apt to be reached when
the stockholders will not want the pro-
perty thrust back upon them. Under
an indefinite tenure there would not
be the same incentive to maintain the
property, bu:‘,) on the contrary, politics
would crop in)and undermine good busi-
ness management.

_When the debate takes place in con-
gress, the issue will be drawn sharply
between - those who favor government
ownerslfip and those who oppose it
The latter; apparently in'the majority,
realize that the roads will be pluylng'
into the hands of the advocates of gov-
ernment ownership if there ig no lim-
itation upon the length of government
management.

Vice-Chairman Stevens of the shipping
board, who is to go to London, will sit
with the chartering conference as the
‘American representative, assisting on the
other side in recommendations regard-
ing the distribution of ships from a gen-
eral pool to be formed, Actual allocation
of ships in the pool will be in the hands
of the control committee. : y

“‘Creation of the committee,” said Mr.
Hurley tonight, .*is one of the practical
results of the inter-allied war council re-
ceéntly held at Paris.

“If the maximum efficiency can be ob-
tained from every ship available; if car-
goes can be loaded and unloaded without
delay, and ships can be moved promptly,
it will be equivalent'to the ‘addition of
consgiderable new tonnage.”

An “attack of piles” is jinflammation
of the pile Attacks recur at varying in-
tervals in persons who have dilated veins
in the lower alimentary orifice—piles are
dilated veins, just as varicose veins in
the legs are, and so-called varicocele,
Each and all of these conditions are cur-
able when once established only by sur-
gery.  Each and all may exist without
causing any trouble. whatever. In fact,
the great jority of persons who have
varjcose veins, hemorrhoids or varicocele

remain unconscious of the fact and re-

quire no treatment,

Surgicdl treatment may require a gen-
éral anesthetic and four or five days off
the feet, in a case of external piles, "It
is not a painful experience—the after-
care under modern methods is not pain-
ful, patients generally say. In cases of
internal hemorrhoids, the treatment may
be given under local anesthesia, in the
physician’'s office, without mte‘rrupuoq
of the patient’'s business activity; in oneé
or several sittings, depending upon the
number of hemorrhoids present. Some-
times portions of the dilated pile tumors
must be removed; more often the piles
may be obliterated by a solution injected
direetly into each pile. (The word tumor
here means just swelling; in fact, that is
the medical significance of tumor; we are
not referring to a srowth),

The relief of piles is another matter,
First, the general hygiene must be so
ordered as to avoid the well-known
causative factors as fay as possible, Phy-
sics must be strictly let alone, The
bowel action must be controlled by diet
and by habit. ’

The toilet of the region is highly im-
portant. - Absolute cleanliness must be
maintained if “attacks’’ of piles (inflam.
mation of the piles) are to be avoided,
Tepid or cold water, never .warm. Boric
acid and talcum powder if necessary to
avoid chafing or skin irritation exter-
nally,

Instead of the belladonna
ointment, in an attack of several days’
duration, 4 mixture of one part of fluid
extract of belladonna and five parts. of
glycerin may besapplied with the moist
heat of a large compress,

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS,

Growing Plants Purify Air.

Is it injurious to the health of small
children to keep growing plants in the
house? We live in a five-room cottage
and have two children, aged 21% and 1
year, and keep quite a few plants. A
friend told me I should not keep them
in the same house, as they consumed the
air. (Mrs. J, C. M.)

ANSWER,—Growing plants are health-
ful in two ways. First, they absorb
carbon dioxide given off by the lungs of
persons in the houseé, and give off pure
oxygen to the air. ‘Second, the evapor-
ation of moisture from the foliage and
from the porous flower-pots.is one of the
best ways to prevent the harmful drying
out of air artificially warmed® You can’t
have too many plants or too many chijl-
dren in the house.

Financial Statement,

The total in receipts and funds
lying in the banks in London and
Canada, as reported by the treasurer,
Brigadier-General Mason, amounted
to $2,412,749, comprising $310,783 ly-
ing in British banks, $371,028 lying in
Canadian banks, and $1,730,972 made
up of various receipts dturing the
year.

The .disbursements and expendi-
tures made during the year have only
been given up to the end of October
of 1917, because of the delay experi-
enced in completing the accounts from
the Paris and Boulogne offices of ‘the
association. -These amount altogether
to $1,868,364, made up of $1,367,164 in
contributions and remittances from
Canada, and $501,200.44 from- other
parts of the World. . The association
handled a fund of $474,995 for prison-
ers of war, and othér large sums for
the Duchess of Connaught, Princess
Patricia’s, Paris and ‘King's hospitals.

Mr. Pitts complained bitterly that
the Toronto Railway had to provide
the $600,000 yearly for a “dead horse,”
and Sir William retorted that debts
had to be paid. ’

“We cannot mix up the reports of
subsidiaries with that of the Toronto
Railway,” he remarked.

Questioned about the $8,000,000 ad-

vances to subsidiary companies, the

president said: *“It includes. $1,600,000
of short term notes which the com-
pany guarantees for the Toronto
Power Company.”

Interest on Advances.

A number of shareholders exhibited
curiosity as to whether the Toronto
Railway reéceived any return for the
moneys advanced. Manager Fleming
interposed the statement that the sub-
sidiaries - paid interest on all- such
funds.

Sir Willlam explained, however, that
the power company paid the interest
on the $1,500,000 notes itself, the To-
ronto Railway receiving no interest.
“It is not an advance, only a guar-
antee,” he explained.

Hon. Frederic Nicholls said: ‘“We
acquired the Toronto Power and Elec-
trical Development Companies because
they . furnished us with power, also
because they would be a tangible as-
set for us when our Toronto franchisé
expires. All the %900,000 earned by
the Power Co. last year inures to the
advantage of this company, which en-
tirely owns the Power Co., If we laid
all our cards on the  table, %wevér,
the shareholders would ’ critidize us
more than for anything ‘el§e we might
do. It is not wise to.wash any dirty
linen in public.” e ;

George H. Smithers, ‘& Montreal di-
reetor, said thag in his' opinion the
particulars of subsidiarieés should not
be published, and  sending the infor-

‘|mation to sharcholders womlid be

equivalent to publication.
