SHOOTS MAN WHO ANNOYS
"HUSBAND HAD Akim o R

' Ingersoll Woman Fires Three

$hots at David McGee, an Ex-
Convict, and Instantly Kills
Him—Was Trylag to Enter Her
Home and Ignored Warnings.

Woodstock, July 18.—(Special.)—In an

undertaker’s room at Ingersoll lie the’

remains of Dave McGee, son ¢ M.
and Mrs. John McGeg of Toronto, for-
merly wvesidents of thig city. At police
peadquarters Mrs. EmelineKyle, wife
of Robert Kyle, an Ingersol] mechanic,
is in custody charged with his murder.
She admits the killing, stating that she
fred three revolver shots at him for

peif-protection. The tragedy oceurred
at her home on Whiting-street, the first
shot being. fired while McGee was at
the back door of hes home. The fatal
shots were discharged, however, while
he was on the sidewalk some distance
from the house, and this makes the
erime serious for Mrs, Kyle. Death wasg
jrstantaneous. The accused, interview-
ed by The World, said that McGee per
sisted in calling at her home and an-
poying her- Fimally he became obnoxi
ous and was ordered away, He refused
to go, and thetragedy was the resuit.

According to the evidence to be sub-
mitted at the Iinquest: McGee was
pround the Kyle home frequently dur-
ing the past three weeks, since he ar-
rived in town from Toronto. He re-
fused to heed the warnings not to re-
turn, and as a consequénce Mrs. Kyle
had kept her house locked up the last
three days. McGee, it appears, had been
drinking and had threatened to smash
the furniture if nof allowed admissicn.

This morning Robert Kyle left his
home as usual at 7 o’clock to go to the
condensing factory, where he is em-
pioyed, two blocks distantt He had
only commenced work when a boy raa
into the factory and cried: ‘There is
trouble at your house. Go home at
once.” What had occurred is here re-
iated in Kyle’'s own words.

Kyle’s Story.

“I ran over to the house and saw sev-
eral people gathered, 1 asked what was
the matter and they said: ‘Look here, a
man has been shot’ I ran out of the
house and saw McGee lying on the
walk, dead. I asked how it happened
and wag told that McGee tried to enter
the house as soon as my wife opened
the back door to begin her washing.
She told him not to come in and tmme-
d@iztely ran to another room for a revol-
ver, As she came back McGee was in
the back door. She firedq and missad.
McGee ran out and started down the
sidewalk a way. He then began to re-
turn and my wife ordered him to stop.
He refused, and she fired two more
shots, all that were in the revolver: She

idid it solely to defend herself from

him.

“I got her the revolver myself aj fow
days ago from the superintendent in
our factory, that my wife might be abile
to protect herself. McGee had been
drinldnf a great deal and we all feareg
him. It had been my wish to have him
locked up.”

The husband calmly related his story,
holding thruout that the shooting was
Justified.

While Kyle wag returning home on
the summons of the boy his wife was
rushing to police headquarters, a mile
distant, to give herself up.

Going into Chief Wright's office, she
exclaimed: “You'll find a man dead at
my house. I ghot him. I'm sorry, but
I had to do it, He wouldn’t leave me
alone, 80 there was nothing else for me
to.do. I was afraid of him, and he
warited to come into my house. I give
myself up to you.” ;

Mrs. Kyle was taken into custody,
while the chief and Coroner Neff
drove out to the scene. They
viewed the remains. One bullet had
struck the temple just above the eye,
while the other penetrated the shoulder,
Death was only the matter of a mo-
ment, McGee dropping a few feet dis-
tant from where he stood when shot.

The jury, with James Stirlon as foie-

man, convened in the council chamber
at noon, and arranged for ‘the postmor-
tem examination.

Mrs. Kyle is about 35 years old, She
was married several years ago and 7t
far as friends are aware she has always
gotten on well with her husband, Both
are respected.

Hot? Yes, But It Has Been Worse
92" Is Not So Bad for a July Day

Windsor Was Warmest Place in
Ontario With 94—When it
Once Nearly Touched 100—How
Toronte Feels the «Wave.”

Just by way of a little variation, the
weather to-day will be fine and warm,
Yesterday it was just warm and fine.
This morning we enter upon the third
day of our July thaw, and by this
evening it will be time to stick a fork
in ourselves to see if we are done,

The weather man was in a particu-
larly cheerful and accommodating mood
when The World had a chat with hing
last night, He always seems fine dur-
ing torrid weather and intemsely cold
spells, The fact that the temperature
reached as high as 92 degrees and stay-
ed there undecided whether to go up
or down for two or three hours yes-
terday afternoon seemed to make him
fee] flattered. He affirms that 92 was
the highest temperature of the day, but
if he had said 100 everybody would
have believe him, for it seemed to be
the hottest day in remembrance.

The temperature has never been 100
degrees in Canada yet, but it came
mighty near it fifty-one years ago, On
Aug. 24, 1854, the mercury soared to
99.02, but there is nobody handy who
recollects it. The present is, however,
exceptionally warm. weather, even at a
registration of 92 degrees. It doesn’t
happen every year. Looking back thru
the weatherman’s cook book, however,
it is discovered that July 18 last year
was warmer than yesterday, for it was
93 degrees then. In 1903 and 1902 there
was a temperature of 91 on July 8. In
1901 we had a sizzler on June 27, with
97, and it was the same on Sept. 12, 1898,
For six years before that the mercury
kept out of the 90's, but in 1902, on
July 28, it registered 93, Other high
temperatures shown are July 16, 1837,
97 degrees; July 1, 1872, 96 degrees; July
13 1868, 93 degrees; Aug. 8, 1864, 94 de~
grees; July 6, 1862, 95 degrees; July 17,
1866, 96 degrees,

Hot All Over Ontario.

We are not the only people getting
a little thinner, Windsor singed a bit
at 94 yesterday and was the warmest
place in Canada. All over Ontario it
was hot, They had it at 90 in Ottawa,
In the Eastern States and all along
the Atlantic coast the warm weather
was very busy. It was 98 in Philadel-
phia,and Washington had 96, New York
96, Boston 94, Chicago 94 and these are
some of the place Toronto people went
to to spend their holidays. As wusual,
Northwest Canada has something to dis-
tinguish eitself. In Winnipeg the peo-
ple were comfortably awaiting another
tornado with the temperature at 78. In
Calgary it was only 74, It's ordinary
summer weather in the territories,

City Stood It Well.

Toronto seemed to stand the warm

day pretty well. The heat cfftused no

fatalities, but it played many people:

out before evening. Unless they really
had to, folks didn’t work too hard, The
street cars were liberally puroplzed,
particularly in the evening, when the
cool breeze which had been in hiding
somewhere all day was discovered. The
patients in the hospitals felt the high
temperature very much on Monday
night and all day Tuesday. The doc-
tors do not report an unusual amount
of sickness, but if the crowds keep up
around the ice cream foundries and the
wet goods emporiums there will soon
be plenty for the medical men to do,

There is a brisk demand for jce cream
and the people have to eat it quick to
get it solid. The ice cream soda i®
taking up considerable of the lunch
money, and the rest of it is spent on
a ticket to the island., Meat orders in

the restaurants continue fairly brisk, !

but not so frequent and will die off
in a day or so if the weather doesn’t
let up.
All Have to Cool Off.

Around home the wash-day has been
successively postponed for two days.
Canned lobster and cold ham have
taken the place of the prime hot juicy,
and mother is the only one who takes
warm tea. If the weather keeps the
same way the women folks are going
across the lake to-morrow and the boys
can shift for themselves when they
come home from work.

The doorstep was the most popular
part of the house last night, and every-
ody was out getting better acquainted
with the neighbors. The lawn sprinkler
was worked to the limit, for it cooled

the outside door, which they unlocked,
and thus secured entrance into the
Yard.

New York, July 18—An area of op-
pressive heat that brings to mind the
record breaking summer of 1901 has
seitled down over the Eastérmn and New
!England States, already numbering
| hundreds among its victims and caus-
ing indescribable suffering in this and
other cities.

From all points tonight came the

story of the hottest day of the summar,
with frequent prostrations and not a
few deaths. Philadelphia reported a
maximum temperature of 98.43, the
highest figure officially noted, In this
city the weather bureau’s high mark
. was 96; while in Boston, where the
faun’s rays are wont to be tempered by
an east wind, a temperature off 94 was
recorded. The official thermometers did
not, however, indicate the temperature
in which the ordinary mortal moved,
| street thermometers frequently indicat-
/ mg a temperature of 100 or higher.
' Tonight no relief was in sight, and
' the roll of fatalities must necessarily be
increased by mamny who, having thus
far withstood the seasonable ordeal,
are 8o weakened as to leave them sus-
| eeptible to the heat of to-meonrow. To-
iday all records for the summer were
broken in  point of high temperature,
but, mercifully, the humidity was cor-
respondingly less, But for this the total
prostrations and deaths must have
been doubled.

In New York the suffering was in-
tense, especially in thg crowded tene-
ment districts, where scarcely a breatn
of air relieved the stifling atmosphere.
Thousands flocked to the beaches. It

A few ice wagon driv-
ers stopped work, but deliveries con-
tinued.

8t. Petersburg, July 18.—Evidence cf
the government’s consternation over in-
terior conditions is found to-day in its
abrupt recession from the position it
assumed in respect of the All-Russian
zemstvo congress. It practically was
decided this morning to let the zemst-
voists meet in Moscow without sevious
molestation, altho it is undersidod
semi-officially that the governor-gener-
al of that city was instructed privately
to make a prolonged show of resisting
the popular will and to deal out the
concession grudgingly.

Developments this morning and late
last night betray the weakness of the
bureaucrats in another way. Attempts
were made yesterday to trammel M.
‘Witte, chief peace plenipotentiary, with
limitations devised by the grand ducal
party, which would prevent the states-
man from obtaining a cessation of hos-
tilities in the far east save on terms
impossibly advantageous to Russia.
The manoeuvre had double object of
forcing the popular attitude back to a
war basis, if possible, and of injuring
the famous diplomat in the eyes of the
public.

Shortly after giving utterance to his
statement, M. Witte, it is reported on
credible authority, criticized bitterly in
private the heads of the factions who
bad sought to place hi n a false po-
sition.

only would be able to continue the war,
lbut could say to the peace advocates
, thruout the empire that the idol of the
. people was unable to obtain terms ac-
ceptable to Russia. He forced inter-
views with several of the opposing
chieftains and told them in plain words
-:hey must keep their hands off his pol-
cy.

It is asserted confidently M. Witte
gave that warning to men 1in high
places, and even that he did not stop
short of the emperor himself. In his
i public interview, M. Witte said blandly
he was the servant of the czar, and
would obey orders; privately, he vir-
tually told Emperor Nicholas there
must be no imperial interference with
his purpose, since he was to be held
chiefly responsible for the outcome of
the Washington conference.

AIOEHLONDON THOROFARE
- GOSTLY PLINS PROPOSED

Royal Commission of 1903 Has Com-
pleted its Report- -Recommends
Two Broad Avenues.

London, July 18.—The roya] commis-
sion appointed in February, 1903, to in-
quire into the means of locomotion and
transport in London has issueq its re-
port. It declares that everybody knows
that the existing means are seriously
defective, It adds that improvement

is imperatively necessary in the intei-
ests of public health and convenience,
for the prompt transaction of business,
and to render decent housing possible.
The narrowness of the streets lies at
the root of the problem: of surface loco-
motion. The commissioners recommend
the widening of many important thoro-
fares, and what is one of the most
striking points of their whole report is
the construction of two great avenues,
one running east and west, four and
three-quarters miles long, and the other
running north and south, four and a
quarter miles long. Each avenue would
be 140 feet wide, with four tramway
tracks on the sturface and four electric
rafilway tracks underground., The com-
missioners apparently regard this some-
what as the counsel of perfection, at
any rate for the present, for the esti-
mated cost is from £25,000,000 to £30,-
000,000. Nevertheless, they strongly urge
this plan if it is found to be financially
Practicable.

In dealing with tramways the report
remarks that the existing tramway
mileage is quite insufficient and is con-
spicuously inferior to that of American,
European and provincial English cities,
It recommends a large extension and
the linking of various systems. More
railways also are needed, and they
should be, if necessary, alded by the
local authorities. Shallow subways are
regarded as preferable to deep laid
tubes, altho the former in some cases
are admitted to be impracticable, The
opinfon is expressed that motor omni-
buses will never take the piace of
tramways,

y As can be seen, the construction of
the two avenues and the carrying out of
the commission’s other, recommenda~

New England Feels Labor Scarcity —
Canadians : Coming Home —Many
~ Go to England.

Fall River, Mass,, July 18.—The scar-
city of operatives for cotton mills is
greater and more general than at any
previous time in twenty years. In Fall
River there have been complaints from
this cause since the strike ended six
months ago, but in the neighboring
city of New Bedford, where there was

no strike, and thruout the Blackstone
and Pawtucket valleys in Rhode Island
similar complaints are made,

As many as fifty agents have been
here from different parts of the country
in the past two or three months offer-
ing inducements for workers to leave
and go to places where looms and
spindles are idle, and whence othar
operatives have wandered.

The. Canadian farms have been caH-
ing to many of the New England opera-
tives who came from them originally,
and the emigration there has been ex-
tensive in the past twelve months, The
tide will not set this way again until
fall at least. Thruout the west and
south farming has become more profit-
able, and the tide of operatives ig lead-
ing from the mills to mother earth. The
high prices for all farm products give
the farm workers just as good a chance

for a living as many of the mills can |
offer,

|ot the new university convocation hall

was finally decided at a megting yes-
terday morning between the trustes of
the university and some of the alumni
of Toronto. Afterwards the following
statement was handed out by the bur-
sar:

The trustees of the University of "Y'o-

ronto held a meeting this morning and
met a committee of the Toronto Alum-
ni Association, when the architect pro-
duced the plans of the proposed con-
vocation hall. After hearing what he
trustees had to say, the committee ap-
peared to be satisfied that the hest
thing was being done that could Le
done, The trustees have ordered the
work to be proceeded with.

The site chosen is the southeast cor-
ner of the lawn. The building will be in
the form of a circle 160 feet in ia-
meter and more than half of this will
lie inside the space now occupied by the
lawn of the provincial observatory,
which is to be removed. After the

of the new hall it is very doubtful :f
one hundred feet of the lagvn will ke
cut off at this corner.

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A SCANDALOUS PENSION LAW,

Why should the people of Canada Pe
asked to confer the benefits of a pen-
8ion system on retired cabinet ministers
who hold seats in the Dominion pat-
liament? A seat in eithér the sendte
or the housa of commons has to-day a
cash value of $2500 a year. Is this cum
not sufficient for the ordinary wants of
& fetired cabimet minister? If it is not
it is as much as the Canadian public is
willing to concede, and it is all that the
Oanadian taxpayer is prepared to bear.

To pension an ex-minister who is al-
ready drawing $2500 from the national
trsasury with an additional $3500 a year
i# to outrage every argument that wus
used to justify the introduction of the
pension system in Canada, 8ix thou-
sand dollars a year is mofe than 2
pension. It ig only $1000 less than the
salary received by a member of tne
cabinet in active service, and it s out
of all proportion to the country’s in-
debtedness to retired cabinet officials.

The country has practical ag wel] ¢8
sentimental reasons for protecting retir-
ed ministers against want. This is a
simple measure of justice due ministers
who have given faithful public service
in the past. It ig also encouragement
to present and future ministers to dis-
play their independence at critica] mo-
ments in the country’s affairs. On these
grounds the public might be expected
to approve a pension system which
would provide retired ministers with
an income sufficient to maintain a de-
cent livelihood in the hour of old age or
mmisfortune. A pension of $1500 or $2000
would be adequate fon this purpose. A
pension of $3500 is for this country a
most generous cecognition of minis-
terial services rendered, There the
country's beneficence should most as-
suredly stop. If the beneficlary is draw-
ing further on the national treausry,
whether as a member of parliament or
in any other capacity, the amount of

UNITED THEY STAND.

If any doubt éxisted as to the ex-
istence of an understanding between
Premier Balfour and Mr. Chamberlain
it should be removed by the result of
the meeting of the Unionist party yes-
terday. The premier evidently found
it necessary to make a personal appeal
to his supporters to be more punctual
in fulfilling their duty and more regu-
lar and constant in their attendance
in the house of commons so that de-
feat of the government on a snap vote
might be rendered impossible. Confer-
ences of this character are not very
frequent, and are only resorted to when
the ordinary means of securing the
safety of thé ministry have proved
insufficient. The spur thus given to
the Unionist members will probably
enable the government to maintain its
position and to meet another, and the
last, session of this, in many:respects,
remarkable parliament.

During last year a difference of opin-
ion undoubtedly developed between Mr.
Chamberlain and the premier, not so
muoch over the fiscal reform program,
as {n connection with the party tactics.
Evidence was not wanting that Mr.
Chamberlain had made considerable
headway, not only with the Unionist
members, but even more in the rank
and file of the party. The Conservative
associations had pronounced by a large
majority in his favor, and he was in
& hurry to secure an appeal to the
country in order that the strength of
his following might be disclosed, and
the party more definitely committed to
fiscal reform. In this attempt he, how-
ever, failed. The premier, while evi-
dently in sympathy with the move-
ment, was not prepared to adopt so
heroic a step, which, in the light of
the results of the by-elections, would
have resulted, not only in the loss &¢f
office, but in the disruption of the
party. He, therefore, decided to hang
on, and Mr, Chamberlain somewhat
grumblingly accepted the decision,

It was at this stage that rumors of
disagreement began to be bruited, and
these were intensified when' Mr. Bal-
four declined to refuse official recog-
nition to Lord Hugh Cecll, nis free
trade cousin, as the government can-
didate for Greenwick. On the other
hand Mr. Chamberlain actively Bup-
ported the fiscal reform candidate, and
the opposition press were loud in their
prophecies that this was the beginning
of the end, and that Mr. Chamberlain
and his scheme Were thenceforth to be
numbered among, the lost causes.

There is not a discouraging note in
the confidential crop reports to various
concerns coming in from Canala's
great wheat area. The invariable bul-
Jetin is “Crops looking fine,” with
sometimes an added remark about the
progress of the grain,

The Canadian Northern are wezkly

eiving bulletins from along their
ines, and other firms, notably the
banks, are being advised of the situa-
tion thru their agents in the North-
west. In most of the districts no rain
has been reported, and the weather is
fine and very warm. In fact, the wheat
yieid will surpass that expected a week
or so ago. - 1

Around McCreary and that district
he grain had begun to head out at last
'\aulleun' and the farmers expectel to
double their last year's crops. The hay
crop in this section is also very heavy.

Around Dauphin, there have been
a couple of fine rains, and if there is
no hail or frost the crop will be ex-
¢eptionally large.  In the Grandiiew
district the oat crop is excellent, the
barley prospects are good, and the
wheat, at time of writing, was just be-
ginning to head out in large quantities.

The wet weather in the Emerson dis-
trict has had a rather retarding 2ffect
on the crops there, but it will cause
no diminution in the output of zrain
from that section.,

There have been light showers all
thruout the Brandon area, and the
crops will be some Weeks behind, but
it is very doubtful if the amount will
in any measure be,décréased. In this
district the wheat wa$ last week from
85 to 40 inches high,

Around Wawanesa the wheat has
reached the short-blade stage, and in
the Souris section, the grain, with ro
rain to trouble it, has progressed won-
derfully. Barring rust orf accident cf
any kind, the grain which, last we:zk,
was in the short blade, will be beiter
than in any previous year. There are

Much attention has recently been Ci-
rected in Canada by members of the
senate, the house of commions, bankars
and many leading business men thru-
out the country, and by some publica~
tions devoted to the discussion cf
financial and eéconomic questions, to
the necessity of endeavoring to make

great injury they are doing themselves
in sending their lite insurance pre-
miums out of the country,

Life insurance companies, home and

ot the community, and the money thus
accumulated represents what may be
called the best and most permanent
class of funds. These great accumula-
tions must be invested and reinvested
to meet the obligation ot death claims,
endowments ‘and annuities, .

The location of the home or head of-
fice of the company detérmines the
place where all tnis vast capital is con-
trolled, and in the natural order of
things represents the section wherein
it will bé used—cost, convenience und
other influences directing quite proper-
ly where the money shail chiefly be 1i-
vested. While the money is ultimatsly
returned, to a greater or less extant,
still the power tor good which its uge
represents is lodged far away from the
source from which it was drawn; an
uhnatural, unwise and unnecessary
conditjon. .

The control of large sums of money
gives any community a great advant-
age, and it very often happens that
tne control may A be exércised very
much to the disadvantage or even (o
the undoing of the persons who are
providing the funds.

Lack of Judgment.

There is nothing: more apparent than
the lack of judgment shown by to
many of the Canadian public in send-
ing their life insurance premiums out-
side the boundaries of their own coun-
try. Very little of the great hoard
thereby created filters back for invast-
ment in any class of securities which
will directly benefit the community
from which it has been drawn.

In recent years a profitable invest-
ment of the money has been found Ly
large American companies in financing
enterprises of various kinds thru the
medium of great trust companies, and
we Canadians can now. witness the
spectacle of the savings of all classes
of our people, which have been sent in
an unending stream across our bord srs,
floating all kinds o6f financial schemes
in_the big cities of thé United ‘Stacss.

Further, insurance placed with tne
greéat foreign competitors of our Cana-
dian life companies, therefore, meaus
additional capital for the benefit of for-
eign institutions: and used away f‘rom
Canadian sympathy and control, an4
strengthening  the power of our com-
mercial rivals and the prestige and
strength of foreign communities.

The remedy. which naturally s g2sts
itselt is to keep the moaney. at home,
and many thinking people are now do-
ing this, and thereby retaining in our
midst' the financial power : représeatsd

premiums. s

It would appear that not much haz
beén done by any of the Canadian com-
panies, except by one of the youngsr
ones, to openly combat and ‘overcome
the idea that &l that is good in life
insurance must nécessarily come from
the United States or some othér coun-
try, tho why such a bélief should have
taken root is difficult to understand,
except on the hypothesis that sons <ol-
low in the footsteps of their fathsrs,
and insure in outside companies Ye-
cause their fathers or grandfathers had
small choicé in the matter,

Insurance is one of the exact gci-
ences, and when conducted by the sane
class of competent and capable busi-
ness men that are responsible for .ne
affairs of our banks and our trust
companies, must be successful.

If the subject be divested of the tech-
nicalities and the complexities and
mystery in which it is too often
shrouded, and perhaps designedly, by
many of the life insurance companies,
any man of even less thun average 1.-
telligence will appreciate to the fullest
éxtent the personal advantage derived
by him in securing his policies “rom
Canadian companies, not because for-
eign companies are unworthy of confi-
dence, but for many easily understood
and.very definite reasons.

Canadisns Longer Lived.

People, on the average, are longer-
lived on this northern part of the ~on-
tinent, and a person who is insured in
a company composed chiefly of Cana-
dian policyholders is very likely 1o
share in a much more favorable mor-
tality experience, which means lowar
net premiums or larger profits.

kinds of Canadian financial companies
will compare favorably with the ex-
penses of similar foreign institutions.

A better rate of interest should ..1s0
be earned by the Canadian compani;es,
for Canada, for some years to come, is
likely to offer the best field for prodt-
able investments of ap¥ country. Al-
tho foreign companies may make a
practice in future of utilizing some of
their funds here in such a manner as
would be of benefit to Canadians, the
home companies will still be in a bét-
ter position to make safer and more
profitable investments on account of
their more intimate knowledge of the
local conditions.

It may also be pointed out that Can-
adian companies pay a smaller tax 'n
this country than. do any of the foreign
companies operating in Canada on
their total premium incomes. The df-
ference is so great that the foreign
companies must earn well up to 1 per
cent. more interest on their total assoia
to offset the greater taxation to which
they are subjected.

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THE WHEAT QUESTION., =
The price makers at Chicago have
for some days undertaken to scale down
the price of wheat for the incoming
crop. Futures have declined 7 cents a
bushel since a week ago, and the work
of progressing to a basis for the crop
is still proceeding. The incentive, of
course, in lowering the prices is the
expectation of a large erop this year.
Last year the wheat crop in the States
was but a little over 500,000,000 bushels,
and not much in excess of the needs
of the home market. This year crop
estimates place the yield anywhere be-
tween 600,000,000 and 700,000,000 bushels.
With such an output as the latter it
of course becomes necessary to find an
outside market, and this can only be
done by meeting the Liverpool prices.
The Canadian crop will be subject to
the same process, and there does not
appear any possibility for last year's
prices repeating themselves. It would
be foolish, however, to imagine that
the price of wheat is going to be un-
ugnally low. The day for 65¢c and 70¢
wheat-is not immediately present. The
engimous production of gold has rais-
ed “the value of all commodities, and
wheat prices will consequently be high-
er than they were a few years ago. It
is. not unlikely that the first rush of
the new crop will depress the markets,
but farmers are financially well able
to hold back the crop, and this will
serve as a later stimulus to prices af-
ter the Initial effects have been felt.

ONTARIO HOG PRICES GOOD.

There have been some changes in
the hog market this month; the price
now patd in Toronto, $6.25 per 100 Ibs.
for “selects,” is still a higher figure
than the large packers in the United
States are offering. In Buffalo the
price for some choice pigs has reached
$6.10, and in Chicago the bulk of the
hogs at the end of last week were go-
ing at $5.50 per 100 lbs. Since the first
of March many heavy hogs have been
marketed at Chicago; the packers have
large quantities of lard on hand, but
are not over-burdened with bacon and
hams. The English ports are now clos-
ed against Irish store pigs. The effect
;f-’thé “embargo” was that in May,
1904, the number of Irish pigs which
crossed the channel was 251,078, while
in May last the amount was 165,000,
showing a decrease of 85,178. The Iri*H

With milk as a starter, pigs soon
learn to eat slops made of mill feed.

The beds or sheds for young pigs

should always 'be arranged so the pigs
can have the full benefit of the sun’s
rays. .
There is not much danger of hogs
eating too much . salt if mixed with
ashes if the quantity of ashes is in ex-
cess.

EXPORT TRADE DISCOURAGING.

Chicago Drovers’ Journal: That Am-
erican exporters are operating in the
face of adverse conditions becomes evi-
| dent from our reports of foreign r'rade
to-day. Best cattle are quoted as sejl-
ing in London at 12% cents, or the low-
est figure there during the last eix
weeks. This is all the more significant
of the disastrous condition of trade to
exporters, as -all thru fhat time they
have been eomplaining pretty constant-
ly of the prices abroad, that have en-
tailed sgrious losses.

The top price abroad to-day stands
134 cents lower than one year ago, and
the lower grades of export cattle at
974 cents stand 2% cents below the bot-
tom price quoted-at this time last year,
This remarkable reduction from last
year’s price for the plainer cattle way
be due to a somewhat poorer class of
cattle in foreign markets, as the range
between top and bottom classes is ex-
ceptionally wide at this time, but the
average price of Amgrican cattle abroad
undoubtedly stands nearly 2 cents low-
er than at this tirme last Year, while
most export cattle are being bought
here with ni40 cents per hundredweight
of prices paid here one year ago.

If farmers would do more feeding and
fitting cattle for market in winter they
would be enabled to keep their help ail
the year round and would not be com-
pelled to scurry about every spring for
men, as many have to do to-day, Be-

are grown in abundarnceon nearly every
farm, especially in Ontario. What ;s
the farmer to do. with these if he does
not feed them to live stock? By engag-
inmg men by the year and util-
izing their time in winter in
converting this , rough feed into
finished beef products, the farmer
seérves the twofold purpose of finding
an excellent market for his coarze
grains, ete., and securing steady help
to work his land.

Poultry Suggestions.

It is not advisable to buy eggs which
are over five days old when shipped.
Every egg should be carefully dated
when taken from the pest in order to
avoid error on this point. While good
hatches have been secured from eggs
that were three weeks old when placed
in the incubator, as a rule they cannot
be expected to hatch well after they
are ten days old.

There is some doubt as to the ad-

visability of setting small egegs. While
it is possible that they may be as fer-
tile and produce as many chicks as
larger eggs, it is probable that vullets
from the former will have a tendency
to lay small eggs. For this reason if
for no other shippers should avoid
sending out small eggs, since they are-’
I’kely to injure the reputation of the
breed in the locality where they are
sent.

A hen to which incubator chicks are
given should be free from lice and in
a4 nest where other hens cannot dis-
turb her. In the evening two or three
chicks at least thirty-six hours old may
be placed under her from behind, care
being taken not to excite her lest she
Step on them. At least one chick of
each color should be given her, %or the
hens are apt to kill chickens of an-
other breed, color or size than those
they have alréady adopted. The fol-
lowing morning she may be expected
to mother as many as are given her,

In order to have a good early matur-
ing pullet it is necessary that she get
a good start. The first few weeks care
is responsible to a great extent for the
Succese or faflure eight months Mter.
Chicks should be carefully protected
from storms and sudden changes of
weather, since these together with the
low vitality of the mother are respon-
§:ble for- more deaths than improper
food. Poultrymen differ considerably
as to when the chick should have its
first food: Good results have been ke-
cured when the chicks have peen per-
mitted to pick a little sand or fine grit
from a clean board when about thirty-
six hours old, and when forty-eight
hours old to eat bread crumbs moistan-
