Here,. shops have been closed and 
all business is suspended. Large par­
ties of auxiliaries bearing rifles apd 
revolvers are peut roll hag the town and 
the people are apprehensive that the 
auxiliaries -will take vengeance.

Announced in Commons.
London, Novi 59.—Despatches relat­

ing to the killing of 16 auxiliary police 
cadets near Kilmichael were read in 
the house of commons by Sir Hamar 
Greenwood, chief secretary for Ire­
land, during tfie course of the, Irish 
debate today.

The party which spnbuShed the ca­
rets, consisted of from 80 to 100 men, 
all dressed in khaki and wearing steel 
trench helmets. They, fired from both 
sides of thç road on the lorries, In 
which the cadetç, were patrolling, and 
also directed an enfilading fire straight 
down.

By force of arms some of the men 
had been disarmed* and brutally mur­
dered; their bodies were rifled of all 
money and valuables, and, even cloth­
ing was taken from tlie corpses.

W. F. Tye Expresses Opinion 
TRat Project Would Not 

Prove Profitable.

Distinguished Orator is Con­
fined to Bted *With Incur­

able Disease.

Likely Now to Ratify 

T reaty.

Opinion that the proposed Hydro 
radiais could not be made profitable 
and were not demanded by present 
cond'lions, was given by W. F. Tyr, 
a fcymer engineer of the C.P.R., who 
testified at yesterday's session in Os- 
rood e Hall of the Hydro Radiais Com­
mission. The witness admitted, un­
der pressure, however, the possible 
desirabll'ty of increased Inter-urban 
transportation service and advocated 
to meet this need the electrifying of 
the Grand Trunk System and sub­
stantial' additions to the present num­
ber ,of trains operated.

Mr. Tye based his argument upon 
the fact of the C.P.R.'s bare ab lity to 
pay a dividend upon a -capitalization 
of $60,000 per mile. The proposed 
radiais, he stated, would be called 
upon to earn a dividend upon an 
actual construction cdst of $240,000 
per milé, a> feat which the C.P.R., even 
with the income from its steamships 
and (Other corporate interests, could 
riot accomplish.

During his cross-examination in the 
afternoon session by I. F. Hellmuth, 
K.C., Mr. Tye .enlarged upon the inci­
dental competition to which the 
radiais would be subjected with the 
development of the provincial good 
roads program. He concurred also in 
the argument of Mr. Hellmuth to the 
effect that the radiais would only pro­
vide competition for the Grand Trunk, 
now-a government owned system.

The shipping of freight by motor 
truck was greatly on the increase in 
the United States, Mr: Tye testified. 
Manufacturing firms were inclined to 
favor it both for its spéed and because ■ 
it rendered unnecessary' elaborate pre- 
cautions against rough • handling. When 
It was considered that the average 
freight train spent' two-thirds of its 
time on s dings.and that a Newmarket 
concern had been able to dispense en­
tirely with packing which formerly re­
quired three men, the extent of these 
economies would be apparent.

Fàvors Fleets of Truoks.
“The thing to do in Ontario where 

you have not -sufficient rail service," 
he declared, "is to secure good roads 
and put into operation fleets of trucks. 
Thfey will- do> tljié' vyork which thisf 
Hydto radial proposes to do for a frac­
tion''of tni^ cost and with greater con­
venience. The goods will be 'for­
warded direct from producer to con­
sume# and intermediary handling will 
be eliminated."

Of the five big powers which signed 
the peace treaty—Great Britain, 
France, Italy, Belgium and Japan— 
three must ratify the pact to make it 
effective. Attention was called by 
the foreign office to the fact that 
none of these has as yet ratified the 
treaty, and that it appeared unlikely 
that any "three of them would do so 

mow, nor was there expectation that 
Turkey herself would effect ratifica­
tion in the present circumstances.

Revision of the Turkish treaty 
with a view to stopping the spread of 
Bolshevism in the orient, with French 
negotiations with the Turkish Na­
tionalists, sA as to enable Cilicia to 
be evacuated, are given by the 
Temps, in a long editorial on the 
-near east problem today, as the obvi­
ously necessary courses growing out 
of the present s'tuatlon. The news­
paper cites official figures to show the 
need either of Greece continuing her 
Turkish campaign or the allies bring- 
in gaiboujt peace in Asia Minor.

Those who have been fearing a 
financial panic" in-the United States,

W. P. G. Harding, governor of the 
United States Federal Reserve Board. 
Mr. Harding reminds us that a panic 
breaks when a country seems to be 
enjoying the greatest prosperity. It 
is the sudden, unexpected shock 
caused by the failure of some big 
bank or similar Institution that drives 
the nation into a hysterical stampede. 
The panic of '78, for example, 
precipitated by the failure of Jay 
Cooke & Co., the financial agents of 

I the United States government during 
the Civil War. and the promoters of 
the Northern Pacific. Eventually Jay 
Cooke paid all his creditors a hun­
dred cents' on the dollar, tout the 
failure-of his firm started 
the banks, a congestion of credits, 
and a hysterical state of mind, thru- 
out the country that caused ithe heart 
of business to stand still, and brought 
upon many millions of people the 
greatest misery. Unexpectedly and) 
without notice, these panics have oc­
curred in the United States about 
every twenty years, with a periodi­
city that begot something like finan­
cial superstition. But it is the ex­
pected that never happens, and altho 
there was a financial depression in 
1913, there was no panic as in 1893 
and 1873.

There is today a commercial de­
pression in the United States, but 
that is the very reason why (there 
cannot be a ’’panic.” 
establishment of the federal 
banking system makes it impossible 
to drive solvent firms Into bank­
ruptcy. A bank, confronted with a 
run, can rediscount its liquid assets 
and get the money it needs from the 
government bank wlthoyt a moment's 
delay. lit can safely discount the paper 
of merchants and manufacturers, be­
cause It has no difficulty in redis­
counting prime commercial paper. No 
one can any longer corner money or 
create a currency famine. The cur­
rency of the country, tho large in 
volume, is on a parity with gold. No 
matter what apparent glut of goods 
there may be in the market, 
hundred and five million people have 
to be fed, clothed, housed and have 
the «ordinary comforts and conven­
iences of life.

EARLSCOURT Rev. Eli Middleton, superannuated min­
ister, formerly-pastor of Hope Methodist 
Church, Is confined to his home, 60 Ste­
phenson avenue, thru illness.The new Eariacourt fireball, Corner of 

Ascot and Earlscourt avenues, is 
rapidly approaching completion and will, 
it is expected, be occupied In about four 
weeks. Built on the bungalow type, it is 
attractive in appearance and is fitted in 
a thoroly up-to-date manner.

Main features are fine airy dormitories 
for the men and separate sleeping rooms 
for the captain and lieutenant upstairs, 
and a comfortable sitting room on the 
main floor. A feature of .the building is 
the well shaded verandah, giving the 
structure a home-like appearance.

The old fire station adjoining 
established in February, 1913, with Cap­
tain H. Hamilton in charge. The equip­
ment was an apparatus and 600 feet of 
two and a half Inch hose, a larger quan­
tity could not be carried at that time, 
owing to the condition of the roads 
around Earlscourt.

Men, 
however, who have been in active touch 
witn the developments of the case and 
who knew the missing millionaire inti­
mately, told - he World some time ago 
that the bonds which had uisappeared, or 
were unaccounted for, totaled much more 
than $100,000, prooably as milch as $150,- 
000. When they were told today that 
$105,Ovu worth of bonds were (covered 
they were unanimous in stating that 
many of them were missing yet.

Two charges were laid against Small’s 
former secretary when he was arraigned 
in Colonel Denison's court this morning. 
The first charge laid by Crown Attorney 
Corley was that of theft of the bonds. 
The second was conspiring to kidnap his 
former employer. Ambrose J. Small. No 
counsel appeared for him in court. Mr. 
Corley, when the charge was read, simply 
stated that Doughty’s counsel had asked 
that the case be remanded- without plea 
or election until next Monday, it Is under­
stood that 1. F. Hellrnutli, K.C., will de­
fend the prisoner when he comes to trial. 
According to authorities on criminal court 
procedure, Doughty’s counsel will ask

Small's Bond Holdings.
Mr. Small told business associates that 

he had nearly $250,01)0 Invested l/i Victory 
Bonds, and It was his intention .to add 
anof&er $100,000 to his holding»/ He took 
put this amount tn the last loan, making 
the purchase in London where: he owned 
a 'theatre. He paid cash for the bonds, 
using about $80,000 which he' fiad on de­
posit in a Toronto bank and the rest from 
another account. Thus It wad believed 
he held $350,000 in Victory Bonds, all 
Coupon bearjrig. Shortly before December 
t, he made application to the federal 
treasurer to have the last $100,000 pur­
chase exchanged for registered bonds and 
sent the securities to the finance depart­
ment.

Of the other bonds, he gave Mrs. Small 
$100,000, leaving tlpO.OOO to be accounted 
for. They were thought to be in Mr. 
Small’s safety deposit vault.

Access to Deposit Box.
The police say Doughty or Small only 

had access to the box. There were two 
keys for the box. One remained in pos­
session of the bank, the other held by 
the depositor. To open the box it was 
necessary to use both keys, first the bank 
key which turns the lock half way, ana 
then the depositor’s key which completes 
the unlocking.

According to a statement made last 
June b/ Dr. G. B. Connolly, of the Capita' 
Trust Co., the trustee of the'Wmbrose 
Small estate, Doughty visited the deposit 
vault twice on the day of Mr. Small’s dis­
appearance, once at 9.40 a.m.. and again 
at 2.55 p.m.

ity. The great demand for oil sent the
