New York, Oct. 6.—A peculiar germ 
found in small abscesses in the tonsils 
and adenoids of victims of infantile par­
alysis when injected into lower animals, 
according to Dr. E. C. Rosenow of the 
Mayo Foundation at Rochester, Minn., 
before the New York Academy of Medi­
cine. He said that experiments had 
been conducted by himself and other 
physicians on rabbits, guinea pigs, mon­
keys, cats and dogs. Marked improve­
ment was shown in cases of infantile 
paralysis following the removal of the 
tonsils and adenoids.

Dr. Rosenow said, however, that he 
did not advocate the removal of tonsils 
in persons afflicted with infantile par­
alysis as a means to recovery. The 
number of experiments had been too 
small to prove anything of value to 
medical science in this particular connec­
tion, but what he considered of import­
ance was the fact that now for the first 
time, the disease could be treated path­
ologically on a much wider plane than 
has heretofore been possible.

COAL and WOODTHE GIRLS AND BOYS
Recent experiences of the Children’s 

Aid Society of this city reveal the fact 
that parents cannot be too careful of 
the company their children keep. This 
is especially true of young girls. It is 
amazing how large a number of girls 
of fourteen and fifteen arc permitted to 
go about in the evenings unattended, and 
free to make dangerous acquaintances 
at a critical period in their lives. Noth­
ing can take the place of parental au­
thority and care in such cases, and it is 
most unfortunate that in so many cases 
this is lacking. Young girls, ignorant 
JDf life and its temptations, go out to 
learn lessons of evil, and to grow old 
before their time. If the lid were lifted 
there is a smug self-complacency in this 
jcity which would be shattered as by a 
cyclone. The press cannot deal openly 
with conditions, but there are records 
available for any who care to know. Par­
ents who permit their young daughters 
to go about unattended at night, and 
without knowledge of their movements, 
are sliming against their own flesh and 
blood, and against the welfare of the 
community. Temptation lurks not alone 
In the shadows, but Is there in the glare 
pf the lights on the open street. «

And then the boys—the boys in gangs 
—under no supervision, and with only 
the inclinations of the strongest mind in 
the group to direct their activities. Here 
also parents fail, and the community 
fails to provide places for recreation and 
the right expression of boy life.

Too many boys and girls are permit­
ted to leave school before they realize 
the value and the benefit of education. 
When they leave there is no connecting 
link with a well-informed and well- 
trained young manhood snd womanhood. 
The community suffers because of what 
they fail to become as producing factors 
—perhaps because of what they do be­
come in after years as enemies of the 
public welfare.

When will parents and the commun­
ity as a whole become awake to a sense 
of. their responsibility?

A BROADER FAITH
The war is breaking down religious 

prejudice in a remarkable way. Rev. R. 
J. Campbell, after working amonp the 
wounded and dying in France, bears this 
testimony ;

“It was impossible to be thrown day 
after day into the company of chaplains 
and Christian workers of all denomina­
tions without feeling that our common 
Christianity is indeed a real and most 
blessed fact for which to be profoundly 
thankful. In presence of such a cata­
clysm as the war, how comparatively 
trivial our disagreements appear.”

The following from an English paper 
gives us the impression made upon a 
Catholic clergyman by the devotion of 
men of all creeds to the cause of righte­
ousness in this war:

“Father Nicholas, chaplain to the King 
of Serbia and Professor of Theology at 
the University of Belgrade, drew a 
crowded congregation at Bloomsbury last 
Sunday morning. The Mayor and Cor­
poration of Holbom attended in state, 
and Anglican" and Nonconformist, Ro­
man Catholic and Greek church, united 
together to express their hatred of the 
wrong done to Serbia and their admira­
tion of the heroic self-sacrifice. 
Phillips said it was the nearest 
proach to a reunion of Christendom he 
had seen. Father Nicholas said that he 
had been challenged for going to a Bap­
tist church, but the New Testament said 
where two or three were gathered to­
gether in Christ’s name there He Him­
self is present, and he was not afraid of 
going where his Master went.”

Father Nicholas made some further 
remarks which are of special interest. He 
said he believed: “The English are to be 
the Pan-Humanists, the reconcilers of 
the divisions of the world.

V THE COMMUNITY SPIRIT 

The times has very often urged the 
development of the community spirit in 
St. John, to the end that needed reforms 
and improvements might be brought 
about, and welfare-work given its right­
ful pRtee in'the life of the people. As a 
result of persistent efforts on the part 
of those who possess this spirit a good 
deal of progress has been made during 
the past ten years. We have adopted 
town planning. The board of health has 
been given, enlarged powers in regard 
to housing conditions. There is a free 
dispensary, and a hospital for advanced 
cases of tuberculosis has been provided. 
We have a Children’s Protection Act, a 
Children’s Aid Society and Home. There 
Is a Playgrounds Association, and super­
vised play is recognized as a necessity. 
We have made some progress in provid­
ing permanent streets. Our assessment 
law is about to be made more efficient. 
In many directions progress is observ­
able; but much yet remains to be done. 
The community spirit will find a way, 
If that spirit can be developed as it 
Should be. What is that spirit? The 
question is so well answered by an article 
in the American Lumberman that we 
gladly quote it in full, and commend It 
to the thoughtful attention of the peo­
ple of St. John. The article follows:

“We wonder how many persons rea­
lise the meaning of the term ‘Commun­
ity Spirit.’ Most of ns know the mean­
ing of co-operation, at least so far as 
,lt is exemplified in domestic life and, it 

, may be, in business life. But how many 
of us realize the meaning and signifi­
cance of the spirit that seeks the good 
of the whole community at the cost of 
eelf-denial and self-sacrifice of the indi- 
"vlduals that compose It?

“Do we consider every public project 
,in the narrow sense only of its effect 
upon us Individually—its effect upon 
our pocketbooks? If a better school 
means more taxes, more expense to us, 
do we oppose It on that ground only? 
If a public perk or playground means 
!» cash contribution from us do we op­
pose R because of that fact or the fact 
ithat we have no children and do not care 
to use the recreation places ourselves? 
Are we unwilling to contribute to the 
cost of paving any streets but those In 
front of our property? Do we object to 
permanent road building unless the roads 
pass our farms?

A paper by Dr. W. A. Ly- 
nott of the federal bureau of mines con­
tained statistics to show that every 
worker in the United States loses an av­
erage of nine days’ work a year through 
occupational diseases that could be pre­
vented with proper machinery and sani­
tation.

The last week has not been without 
the usual heavy budget of price changes, 
all in an upward direction. Among the 
many lines on which prices have ad­
vanced are white lead in oil, stoves, 
heaters, furnaces, clay and rock picks, 
mattocks, pipe fittings, scythe snaths, 
hammers, wrenches, sledges, crow bars, 
screen wire cloth, black sheets, tinned 
wire, cotton rope, sash cord, alarm clocks, 
cheap watches.

A Model of Cleanliness
Inside the building is a model of 

cleanliness. The schoolroom is planned 
exactly as the kindergarten rooms of 
other city schools, and the walls are 
festooned with exhibits of plasticine 
modelling, wearing and drawing. But 
an added feature is the row of leather 
boot-tops fastened to wooden slabs.

“No, they are not to teach boot-mak­
ing,” was the explanation, “but so many 
of our children are not as mentally effi­
cient as the average, and that is how we 
teach them to lace their shoes. It is al­
most impossible to teach them with 
words.”

This room also boasts a good piano, 
the gift of a “kiddies’ friend.”

Each morning there is a tooth brush 
drill, and in a cabinet on the wall hangs 
each labelled tooth brush. Cabinets in 
the bathrooms have hooks for each 
child’s labeled towel, and more cabinets 
in the bedrooms contain the nightgowns. 
So shiny and speckless are the floors ev­
erywhere that one would suggest the 
children requisition the government for 
rubber heels for such as are unsteady on 
their ‘T>ins.”

An interesting note of the Children’s 
Aid building is that the only dark, dull 
rooms in it are those used by the staff.

SHOT BY WOUNDED GERMAN

Canadian Officer Says Fog’s Gratitude 
for Aid Was a Bullet.

Miss Harriet D. Hallock of Jamaica, 
N.Y., a member of the faculty of the 
Normal and City Training School for 
Teachers of Jamaica, who returned re­
cently from Canada, related to some 
friends recently what a Canadian offi­
cer had told her.

“This officer," said Miss Hallock, 
“said the following personal experience 
was typical of German battlefield prac­
tices. Here are the officers words as 
nearly as I can recollect them:

“ ‘Citizens do not always know the 
causes which lead to the killing of woun­
ded soldiers. Another soldier and I 
were assisting a wounded man of my 
company from the field. We happened 
to pass two wounded Germans.

“1 “Wasser! Gott in Himmel, was- 
ser!” they both cried. Common hu­
manity demanded that we respond. We 
set our comrades on the ground and gave 
the wounded men a swig apiece from onr 
canteens. Then, their thanks sounding 
in our ears, we hurried to our comrade 
to bear him to the rear. Two shots 
sounded from the immediate rear and 
the soldier with me dropped dead, shot 
in the back. What would you have 
done? I returned and bayonetted the 
Germans whose gratitude took the form 
of murder.

The following" letter from Serg,. A. H. 
Weldon to Fred Newbdry, 117 Main 
street, tells him of the gallant conduct 
of his brother, Pte. Thomas Newbury, 
who recently made the supreme sacrifice 
by giving up his life on the field of hon­
or. , Judging from the letter Pte. New­
bury was doing his duty nobly and was 
in the thick of the fight. His name will 
be written on the hero page of the war’s 
history in golden letters as one who did 
not fail when his country needed him. 
The letter follows:

France, Sept 19, 1916.
Dear Mr. Newbury: Just a few lines 

in all this rush to tell you the few par­
ticulars I can of huw your brother was 
killed. We all made an attack at dawn 
and he was in my platoon. We advanc­
ed under cover of our own artillery. 
Tom was well in the lead and his exam­
ple helped to encourage any of our new 
men who might feel a bit shaky. We 
were almost to the other trench when 
a German machine gun opened up and 
poor Tom was shot right through the 
heart. He did not suffer at all but was 
killed instantly, which was a mercy, in 
one way, as most of our poor chaps suf­
