Washington. May 11—The sinking of 

the steamer Lusitania, and the situa­
tion resulting from that act, continued, 
today, to hold the undivided attention 
of official. Washington. Chief interest 
centred in the White House where it 
was expected President ‘Wilson would 
give to his advisors some Indication of 
what course the United States will pur­
sue. Today’s cabinet meeting is the first 
to be held since! the Lusitania disaster.

President Wilson returned early to­
day from Philadelphia. One of his ad­
visors said the presidents chief aim 
would be humanity first no matter how 
vigorous the course adopted.

Speculation as to what / would he that 
policy of the United 6thtes still con­
tinued today. President Wilson has for 
the last three days, been giving constant 
attention to the matter, realizing that 
the American people wish a speedy in­

dication as to what action will be taken. 
Messages continued to reach the White 
House today, expressing confidence in 
the president’s ability to handle the 
situation.

Secretary of State Bryan and other 
officials of the state department today 
awaited receipt of the ’German govern­
ment’s note expressing the deepest sym­
pathy at ■ the loss of American lives in 
the Lusitania disaster, but placing re­
sponsibility upon the British 
ment’s “plan of starving 
population of Germany.”

Unofficial advices said that the „ 
munication had been cabled to the Ger­
man embassy here. Secretary Bryan had 
already received a communication from 
Count Bernstorff, the German ambassa­
dor, but this, he said he regarded as an 
expression of regret on behalf of the 
ambassador himself.

Rome, May 11 Austria is reported to have accepted at the eleventh hour all the demands made by 
Italy, thus averting war between the two countries, at least for the present. It is known that an impor­
tant message arrived from Vienna late last tight, and was immediately taken to Foreign Minister Son- 
tino by the secretary of Prince Von Bnelow, the Geman ambassador, who has served as intermediary in 
the Austro-Italian negotiations.

After the call of the German attache, a report was circulated that Austria had accepted all of It­
aly’s demands. This was semi-offlcially confirmed from German diplomatic circles, it being said that 
“Austria has made concessions of a most important character.”
UNCONFIRMED REPORTS

Paris, May 11—It is bring persistently rumored in Paris that Germany and 
Austria-Hungary have already declared or are about to declare war on Italy 
in anticipation of such action on her part direct. This report, however, has re­
ceived no confirmation.

Another rumor Is that the Italian government has signed an agrément with 
the allies, Great Britain, France and Russia, to take part in tile war not later 
than May 26. This rumor also is without confirmation.

Ottawa Reports Mismanagement 
in Matter of Equipment For 2nd
Contingent t.f.

Ottawa, May 11—There is trouble 
over army supplies. It is said that the 
Second Canadian Overseas Division Is 
not properly equipped. After the First 
Division was equipped at Valcartier, the 
business of the purchasing war supplies 
was transferred from the minister of 
militia to a sub-committee of the cabinet 
of which Sir George E. Foster, Hon. 
Thomas White and Hon. A. E. Kemp 
were the most prominent members.

The committee prepared a patronage 
list, abandoned the plan of calling for 
supplies by open tender and competition, 
cancelled business arrangements with 
contractors who had obtained orders un­
der the open tender and competitive sys­
tem, and placed orders with people who 
were without experience in the business 
of fabricating army supplies.

Requisitions were blocked in council, 
and such a condition developed that a 
war supply purchase board was appoint­
ed a fortnight ago. This Consists of 
Hon. A. E; Kemp, who was a member 
of the sub-committee; Mr. Lapointe, of 
Montreal, and Mr. Galt, of Winnipeg. 
This board has been holding two-hour 
sessions twice a week, and is said to 
have done practically nothing.

During the last six months, while the 
force has been drilling in Canada, its 
training has been seriously interfered 
with by the absence of essential supplies. 
There have been enough rifles and uni­
forms found for the infantry, but for the 
engineering, the army service and the 
medical units there has been shortage.

It is said that, so soon as Sir Robert 
Borden returns after his fishing trip, the 
complaints which have come from corps 
all over the country will again be 
brought to his attention and he will be 
urged to compel speedy action on the 
part of those to whom has been assigned 
the duty of providing equipment for the 
division.

In the meantime engineers and hospital 
units have been despatched from Canada 
to Europe without the equipment which 
they require to perform properly their 
duties in the field.

Ottawa, May 11—The recent acquisi­
tion of the National Transcontinental 
Railway by the government Is not like­
ly to be only temporary. It has been 
suggested that when the war is over and 
the financial atmosphere is cleared this 
line may pass back into the hands of the 
Grand Trunk. Little doubt exists Here 
that the ownership and operation of the 
line will be permanent.

United States, because, in the opinion of 
Argentina, victory gives no rights. On 
an immensely greater scale that is true 
of this world’s war. The victory of 
neither side will establish the very right, 
nor will it command the respect of the 
world unless it accords with the world 
conscience. Otherwise ten nations and 
multiples of millions of men will have 
shed illimitable blood in vain.

In the very first dqys of the war the 
official spokesman of Germany admitted 
that the war was based on wrong. If 
there is such a thing as a world con­
science, and if there is any sanction to 
world opinion, Germany should not be 
left in doubt that no settlement of the 
war would be acceptable without the 
righting of that wrong. It would be left 
to Germany to reply that she did not 

■what others thought of her con­
duct, and that she would proceed re­
gardless of condemnation at the bar of 
the world. No nation ever has done such 
a thing as to flout world opinion, be­
cause never before has a world opinion 
■been possible under modern conditions 
of forming and communicating opinion. 
In private life nothing is more pitiable 
than a man or woman declasse. A man 
without a country, a country without in­
ternational relations, is something which 
never has existed in fact. Germany is 
said to appreciate that she could not 
defy the world in arms, and to be in­
triguing against other nations joining 
the Allies. But she cannot prevent the 
world joining the Allies in sympathy on 
grounds of morality and world interest 
in order that the lives of millions should 
not be wasted as well as lost.

It is true that Germany has nothing 
to fear from the world in arms outside 
of Europe. This country in particular is 
pledged to a firm neutrality, according 
to that international law which Ger­
many’s spokesman says has been torn 
up and demands it shall be rewritten for 
Germany’s profit and in Germany’s 
sense. It is a better and safer proposi­
tion to maintain and enforce existing 
law upon its breakers. The first step 
toward an international law which shall 
enforce peace is to punjsh those who 
break it. There is no sword behind in­
ternational law. The question is two­
fold: First, whether Germany has the 
courage of its declared intention to out­
rage world opinion in preference for its 

idea of right and judgment in its 
own cause; and, secondly, whether, if 
so, the world will abide that insult to 
its conscience and its intelligence. The

London, May 10, 10.30 p. ill.—The
House of Commons this evening passed 
the second reading of Chancellor of the 
Exchequer Lloyd George’s bill to amend 
the Defense of thé Realm Act. The hilt 
originally was designed to place a heavy 
surtax on wines, spirits and beer, but 
under pressure from the Irish party its 
provisions were amended to giving the 
government control of the sale of liquor 
in areas where munitions of war arc be­
ing made.

Under the bill a central committee wil! 
be set up for Scotland and England, il 
will act on the recommendations of loca 
committees of employers and workmen 
in the districts affected.

Mr. Lloyd George has promised to ap­
point a committee to inquire into the 
charges of drunkenness among workmen, 
and ail parties, including the Laborites, 
have expressed their satisfaction with 
the bill.

The government will absolutely con­
trol the sale of liquor in selected dis­
tricts, including that dispensed in clubs 
and grocery stores.

* ample. It must be an example not merely of peace, because it will 
not fight, but because peace is a healing and elevating influence of 
the world, and strife is not.

“There is such a thing as a man being too proud to fight. There 
is such a thing as being so right that it does not need to convince 
others by force that it is right.”

The president made no direct reference to the Lusitania tragedy, but the 
audience did not hesitate to read the application of his statement. The presi- j 
dent pointed out the true goal of right American citizenship to be loyalty, not 
to the country of one’s birth, but to the land of one’s adoption.

Captain Tells of Sinking of Lusitania
. ! London, May 10—The Canard Line steamship Lusitania, which was sunk

pedo; according to the testimony of Captain Turner, of the steamer, given to­
day at the coroner’s inquest at Kinsale. But this deadly missile found a vi­
tal spot, and sent the liner to the bottom in less than twenty minutes, carry­
ing with her over a thousand souls.

&e Lusitania was Elbert Hubbard, the 
founder of the famous Roycrofters of 
Hast Aurora, New York, editor and pub­
lisher of the Philistine, noted author 
and lecturer, and one of the most widely 
known men in the United States. Mr- 
Hubbard has been a very hostile critic 
at the German Kaiser and of Prussian 
'militarism. In the last issue of the

The people of Canada have been as 

generous in their aid for the sick and 
wounded as they have been prompt in 

; sending soldiers for the lighting ranks. 
Last autumn Colonel Hodgetts, chief 
commissioner of the Canadian Red 
Cross, arrived in London and establish­
ed himself in offices in Cockspur street. 
A steady stream of gifts for the sick 

; and wounded has since poured into this 
country, including a complete hospital 
at Tapdow, a coach for the Princess 
Christian Hospital Train, motor ambul­
ances for the front, gifts of money to the 
British Red Cross of about £15,000, and 
many thousands of packages of comforts 
and clothing, the work of love of Cana­
dian women. Large numbers of Cana­
dian doctors and 
brought over, end Canadian women In 
Britain have been organized for service- 
From the wife of the ex-Governor-Gen- 
eral to the bride of the private in the 
“Princess Patricia’s,” waiting in London 
for news of her man at the front, they 
have enrolled themselves for practical 
work among the victims of the war.

The Canadian Red Cross Society has 
one special distinction. While a volun­
tary organization, it is at the same time 
a regular part of the machinery of the 
state. It is incorporated by act of par­
liament, officially recognized, and is re­
quired to report its work regularly to 
the dominion minister of militia, the 
head of the Canadian War Depart o it. 
Immediately the war broke out tlu so­
ciety got to work. Churches and socie­
ties of all kinds at once responded to 
its appeal; newspapers opened their col-1 
umns to it; groups of workers in all 
parts began making and collecting com­
forts. Housewives in Ontario made 
pams; British Columbian farmers gave 
the pick of their apples ; Winnipeg and 
Halifax, Toronto and Vancouver had 
their friendly rivalry about which should 
do most. Before the end of the year, 
nearly three-quarters of a million articles 
of clothing, etc., had been collected and 
dispatched to England, besides medical 
supplies. When the First Canadian Con­
tingent reached Plymouth in October, 
there were 1,700 packages from the Red 
Cross in the holds of the ships. The 
society raised in money up to the end 
of the year $279,291 (£56,000).
The Cliveden Hospital .

The recently opened hospital at 
Cliveden, the Duchess of Connaught’s 
Canadian Red Cross Hospital, has 108 
beds, and buildings are now being plan­
ned there for a further 600. Last aut­
umn Mr. and Mrs. Waldorf Astor off­
ered Colonel Hodgetts the use of Tap- 
low Lodgÿ and the grounds around, and 
when the offer was accepted Mr. Astor 
undertook sweeping structural altera­
tions and additions to make the place 
suitable. Then the Canadian Red Cross 
arranged the equipment. An ideal hos­

pital, complete in every detail, from a 
laboratory for pathological investigation 
to a baseball field, is today in full work­
ing order, under Canadian doctors, and 
with Canadian nurses 'and orderlies, 
while its storerooms are stocked with 
Canadian dainties, the gifts of the wo- 
men of the dominion.

A full account of the Cliveden Hos­
pital appeared in The Times of March 
80! and it need only be said here that it 
owes very ranch to Mr. Astor, who gave 
much personal thought and care to the 
work of putting it in order before he 
handed it over to the Red Cross. It is 
also fortunate in having as its director 
Colonel Charles R. GoreU, an Ottawa 
physician now of the Canadian Medical 
Service. Colonel GoreU is a bom organ­
izer, who recognizes that successful hos­
pital administration is largely a matter 
of attention to detail, and who is equally 
interested in seeing that the men in the 
ward farthest from the kitchen have 
their dinner hot and in the work of the 
operating and pathological research 
rooms.

A noth* branch of the work of the 
Canadian Red Cross can be seen at 
Cockspur street, where the Canadian wo­
men in England, under the lead of Lady 
Drummond, have established an Inform­
ation Department. When any sick or 
wounded Canadian soldiers arrives in 
England, a local visitor is notified. It 
is her business to keep in touch with 
him, and to let the London office know 
how he is. The London office keeps 
the friends of the man, wherever they 
are, informed. It is difficult to over­
estimate the usefulness of such work as 
this, in allaying the anxiety of distant 
friends, and in seeing to the after-care 
of the injured man. It is typical of Can­
adian thoroughness.
