GERMAN LOSSES
ARE FRIGHTFUL

Meadows Near Ostend Heaped
With Their Dead

DEFENCE OF, ANTWERP

Report Says Ememy is Placing
Fortress Artillery and Evidently
Preparing Line of Retreat From
Ostend- Dixmude Lines

London, Oct. 26—“The position on the
coast is stationary this morning,” says
a Daily Mail despatch from Flushing,
Netherlands, under date of Sunday.
“There is less firing, and it is more to
the southward. There is no alternation
of the situation at Ostend.

“The German losses are frightful
there. Meadows near Ostend are heap-
ed with the dead. The wounded are
now installed in private houses in
Bruges,wheré large wooden sheds are be-
ing rushed up to receive additional in-
jured. Thirty-seven farm wagons, con-
taining a convulsive mass of wounded,
dying and dead, passed in one hour near
Middlekerke.

“The Germans have been working at

new entrenchments between Mer and
Wenduyne to protect the road to Bruges.

Belgian Flag Above Esschen

Amsterdam, Oct. 26—According ’ to
the newspaper “Handelsblad,” the Bel-
gian flag is now flying above Esschen,
twenty miles north of Antwerp. All
the German soldiers have been with-
drawn.

London, Oct. 26—The correspondent
of the Times at Rotterdam sends the
following:—“It is clear that the Ger-
mans are putting Antwerp in a state for
defence. In most of the important forts
the Belgian guns have been replaced
with fortress artillery of the latest type.

“The bridge between Antwerp and
Pays De Waes has been repaired. Evi-
dently the Germans are preparing a line
of retreat from the Ostend-Dixmude
lines.

“The authorities have ordered the
railways to cease the free conveyance of
refugees from Holland to Antwerp. Only
a small garrison is at present in Ant-
werp, probably not more than 8,000
men.”

Lieut. General Von Rinhardt Killed
In Belgium — Decorations For

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GERMAN PLOT

A Conspiracy Against The Liberties of Europe

(By Arthur Conan Doyle)

1t will be a fascinating task for the
historian of the immediate future to
work out the various strands of evid-
ence which seem to be ihdependent and
yet when followed up converge upon
the central purpose of a prearranged
war for the late summer of 1914—a war
in which Germany should be the prime
mover and instigator and Austria the
dupe and catspaw.

Of course, there are some great facts
patent to all the world. There is the
sudden rapid acceleration of German
preparations for the last two years, the
great increase of the army with the col-
ors and the spetial emergency tax which
was to bring in fifty millions of money.
Looking back, we can see very clearly
that these things were the run before
the jump. Germany at the moment of
declaring war had accumulated by pro-
cesses extending over years all the mon-
ey which by borrowing or taxation she
could raise, and she cannot really expect
the rest of the world to believe that it
was a. mere coincidence that a ecrisis
came along at that particular and fa-
vorable moment. All the evidence tends
to show that the long planned outbreak
—the “letting-go” as it was called in
Germany—was carefully prepared for
that particular date and that the Bos-
nian assassinations had nothing what-
ever to do with the matter. A pretext
could very easily be found, as Bernhar-
di remarks, and if the Crown Prince of
Austria were still alive and well we
should none the less have found our-
selves at death-grips with the Kaiser
over the Belgian infraction.

Ample Evidence of the Plot

There are a number of small indica-
tions which will have to be investigat-
ed and collected by the inquiring chron-
icler. There is, for example, the recep-
tion of guns for a merchant cruiser in
a South American port which must have
been sent off not later than July 10,
three weeks before the crisis developed.
There is the document of this same date
July 10, found upon a German officer
which is said to have censured him for
not having answered some mobilization
form on ‘that day. Then there is the
abnormal quantity of grain ordered in
Canada and America in May; and fi-
nally there is the receipt of mobilization
warnings by Austrian reservists in
South Africa, advising them that they
should return at a date' which must
place their issue from Vienna in the
first week of July. All these small inci-
dents show the absurdity of the Ger-
man contention that at a moment of
profound peace some sort of surprise
was sprung upon them. There was, in-
deed, 4 surprise infended, but they were
to be the surprisers—though, indeed, [
think their machinations were too clum-
sy to succeed. They had retained the
immorality but lost the ability for that
sudden tiger pounce which Frederick, in
a moment of profound peace, made upon
Silesia.

European Suspicions

- 1 fancy that every chancellery in Eu-
rope- suspected that something -was in
the wind. It was surely not a mere co-
incidence that the grand fieet lay ready
for action at Spithead and that the First
Army Corps was practising some very
useful mobilization exercises at Alder-
shot. After all, our British Administra-
tion is not so simple-minded as it some-
times seems. Indeed, that very simpli-
city may at times be its most deadly
mask. At one time of my life I was
much bruised in spirit over the ease
with which foreigners were shown over
our arsenals and yards. Happening to
meet the head of the Naval Intelligence
Department, I confided my trouble to
him. It was at a public panquet;” where
conversation was restricted, but he turn-
ed his head towards me, and his left
eyvelid flickered for an instant. Since
then I have mever needed any reassur-
ance upon the subject.

But there is another matter which
will insist on coming back inio one’s
thoughts when one reviews the events
which preceded the war. I was in Can-
ada in June, and the country was much
disturbed by the fact that a shipload of
Hindoos had arrived at Vancouver, and
had endeavored to land in the face of
the anti-Asiatic immigration laws. It
struck me at the time as a most extra-
ordinary incident, for these Indians
were not the usual Bengalee pedlars, but
were Sikhs of a proud and martial race.
What could be their object in endeavor-
ing to land in Canada, when the clim-
ate of that country would make it im-
possible for them to settle in it? It was
a most unnatural incident, and yet a
most painful one, for the British gov-
ernment was placed in the terrible dil-
emma of either supporting Canada
against India or India against Canada.
Could anything be better calculated to
start an agitation in one country or the
other? The thing was inexplicable at
the time, but now one would wish to
know who paid for that ship and en-
gineered the whole undertaking. I be-

lieve it was one more move on Germ-
any’s world-wide board.

A Tour of Hospitality.

In connection with the date at which
the long-expected German war was to
break out, it is of interest now to re-
member some of the conversations to
which I listened three years ago, when
1 was a competitor ingthe Anglo-German
motor competition, called the Prince
Henry Tour. It was a very singular ex-
perience, and was itself not without
some politicad meaning, since it could
hardly have been chance that a German
gunboat should appear at Agadir at the
very instant when the head of the Ger-
many navy was making himself agree-
able (and he can be exceedingly agree-
able) to a number of Britons, and a
genial international atmosphere was be-
ing created Ly the nature of the contest,
which sent the whole fleet of seventy -or
eighty cars on a tour of hospitality
through both countries. T refuse to be-
lieve that it was chance, and it was a
remarkable example of the detail to
which the Germans can descend. By the
rules of the competition a German of-
ficer had to be present in each British
car and a British officer in each German
one during the whole three weeks, so
as to check the marks of the driver. Tt
was certainly an interesting situation,
since every car had it foreign body
within it, which had to be assimilated
somehow with the alternative of con-
stant discomfort. Personally we were
fortunate having a Rittmeister of Bres-
lau Cuirassiers, with whom we were able
to form quite a friendship. Good luck
to you, Count Carmer, and bad luck to
vour regiment! Tyon, also little Cap-
tain Turck, fregatten-captain am dienst,
the best of luck and ill betide your
cruiser! We found pleasant friends
among the Germans, though all were not
equally fortunate, and I do not think
that the net result helped much towards
an international entente.

A Glance into the Future

However, the point of my reminiscence
is that on this tour I, being at that
time a champion of Anglo-German
friendship, heard continual discussions,
chiefly on the side of British officers, sev-
eral of whom were experts on German
matters, as to when the impending war
would be forced upon us. The date
given was always 1914 or 1915. When
1 asked why this particular year the
answer was that the German prepara-
tions would be ready by then, and es-
pecially the widening of the Kiel Canal,
by which the newer and larger battle-
ships would be able to pass from the
Baltic to the North Sea. It says some-
thing for the foresight of these officers
that this widening was actually finish-
ed on June 24 of this year, and within
six weeks the whole of Furope was at
war. I am bound to admit~that they
saw deeper into the future than I did,
and formed a truer estimate of our real
relations with our fellow-voyagers.
“Surely you feel more friendly to them
now,” said I at the end to one disting-
uished officer. “All I want with them
now is to fight them,” said he. We have
all been forced to come round te his
point of view. f

The Real Cause of the War.

Yes, it was a deep, deep plot, a plot
against the liberties of Europe, extend-
ing over several years, planned out to
the smallest detail in the days of peace,
developed by hordes of spies, prepared
for by every conceivable precaution, and
finally sprung upon us on a pretext
which was no more the real cause of
war than any other excuse would have
been which would serve their turn by
having some superficial plausibility. The
real cause of war was a universal na-
tional insanity infecting the whole Ger-
man race, but derived originally from g
Prussian caste who inoculated the others
with their megalomania.

This insanity was ovased upon the
universal supposition that the Germans
were the Lord’s chosen people, that, in

cultured people, the best settlers, the
best warriors”—the best everything.
Having got that idea thoroughly infused
into their very blood, the next step was
clear- If they were infinitely the best
people living amidst such tribes as “the
barbarous Russians, the fickle French,
the beastly Servians and Belgians,” to
quote one of their recent papers, then
why should they not have all the best
things in the world? If they were really
the most powerful, who could gainsay
them - They need not do it all at once,
but two great national efforts would
give them the whole of unredeemed Ger-
many, both shores of the Rhine down
to the sea, the German cantons of
Switzerland, and, in conjunction with
Austria, the long road that leads to Sa-
lonica. All local causes and smaller de-
tails sink into nothing compared with
this huge national ambition which was
the real driving force at the back of this
formidable project. .
A Turning Point in History,

And it was a very formidable pro-
Jject. If such things could be settled by

nem—
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figures and time-tables = without
any reference to the spirit and soul of
the nations, it might very well have
succeeded. . I think that we are not in-
dulging too far in national complacency
if we say that without the British army
—that negligible factor—it would for the
time at least have succeeded. Had the
Germans accomplished their purpose of
getting round’ the left wing of the
French it is difficult to see how a de-
bacle could have been avoided, and it
was our little army which stoed in the
pass’ and held® it until that danger was
past. It is|certain .now. that the huge
sweep of ttze German right had never
been allowed for, that the French troops
in that quarter were second-line troops,
and that it was our great' honor and good
fortune to have dammed that raging
torrent and stopped the rush which
must have swept everything. before it
until it went roaring into Paris. And
vet how many things nright' have pre-
vented out presence at the right place
at the right time, and how near we were
to-a glorious annihilation upon that
dreadful day when the artillery of five
Germany army .corps—eight hundred
and thirty guns in all—were concentrat-
ed upon Smith-Dorrien’s exhausted men.
The success or failure of the great con-
spiracy hung upon the over-matched
British .covering batteries upon that one
critical afternoon. It was the turning-
point of the history of the world.

During that long pilgrimage, he ga-
thered 3,000,000 names for his petition
to President Wilson for the release of
his father; who is now serving, a life
term in the penitentiary at Waupun,
Wis.” Young Deitz has just presented
this enormous petition to the president,
and has thus brought again before the
public that tragic story of the Wiscon-
sin outlaw persecuted by the lumber
trust, which won nation-wide sympathy
for the Deitz family four years ago.

Deitz held the title to some very valu-
able timber land in northern Wisconsin,
coveted by a company. He knew from
past experience that, as a poor man, he
vl_nad absolutely no chance of obtaining
Jjustice in court, in the case filed against
him by the all-powerful trust. He chose
to trust to his gun and for seven years
he fought off the gunmen of the com-
pany.

Then one day Sheriff Madden of Hay-
ward county, Wis., succeeded in the
great feat of ambushing Deitz’s young
son and daughter, and seriously wound-
ing them. both. In a piteched battle a
fgw. days later, Deitz was captured after
killing a deputy. It is for this imurder
that he is now in the penitentiary. The
sheriff who wounded the innocent son
and daughter was néver punished.

- This is the story that Leslie Deitz
has been telling on his long pilgrimage
across the country. He started two years
ago. He first traveled westward, and
picked up an odd job here and there as
'he went to earn his living. Suffering and
hardship were part of his daily routine,

He says that he has the signatures of
twenty-nine governors to his petition,
and a great number of personal letters
to the president from senators and rep-
1x-eserntatives, asking for old Deitz’s re-
ease.

THE HOUSING PROBLEM.

To the Editor Evening Times and Star:

Sir—I saw, in the Times, the other
day, a “Housing Scheme® by Mr. Like-
ly. Houses of six rooms, including bath
and toilet at $1,500, to be paid for at the
rate of $15 a month. This is the best

that has appeared as yet, because it
brings it nearer to the working man.
Even $15 a month would be too much
for some of our laboring men to pay,
while they are working at $1.75 a day,
and not always sure of a full week at
that. It is the workers who build up
the city, but some people appear to have
entirely lost sight of that fact. e

In an immense new country like Can-
ana every working man should have a
building lot free, given to him by the
city, county, or province, with a clause,
to prevent him from selling it. “The
land belongs to the people,” but it is
rapidly passing into the hands of a few
of them, mostly land sharks.

FEven in overcrowded England, a poor
man can rent a quarter or an eighth of
an acre 10t from the city just outside
the city limits, to grow vegetables for
his family. It would be easy to do so0
here, where there are thousands of
miles of land awaiting cultivation. The
common land that was a feature of our
forefathers iri England is rapidly disap-
pearing there. Do we not remember in
our school days, reading in Macanlay’s
“Lays of Ancient Rome,” of 2,000 years
ago, how Horatius kept the Bridge; and
his reward. They gave him of the “com-
mon land” that by the river lay; as
much as two stout oxen could plough on
a summer’s day. The land that be-

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MORE MEN, MORE MEN.
“It's a long, long way to Tipperary.”
We are now close to the end of the

third wonth of the war. The German
armies are still in France and Belgium.
They have not been driven back to the
first line of defence in their own coun-
try. They are holding their position
with degged tenacity. The winter sea-
son is approaching. How long will it
he before they are compelled to retire
into Germany, and how long a time will
elapse afterward before the allied troops
have driven them back step by step to
Berlin?

There is, however, one great source of
satisfaction. The Germans expected to
repeat the achievements of 1870, and
they have utterly failed to do so. In the
war of that year France was conquered
in the first three months, although peace
was not declared for several months
later. In the present war Germany ad-
vanced to the neighborhood of Paris,
but was then eompelled to retire, and has
ever since been gradually losing ground.
What could not be accomplished on that
first march to Paris will not be atcom-
plished in late fall or winter weather.

But the German armies must be driv-
en out of France and out of Belgium. In
order that this may be accomplished re-
inforcements must be sent to the allied
armies, Kitchener has another army in
the making in England, and one report
on Saturday said that France had an-
other half million men, chiefly reserv-
ists, ready to go to the front. Germany,
however, is still able to fill up the gaps
in her ranks, even if she cannot greatly
increase the number of men in the field.

Why should there be any delay in
Canada in recruiting more men and giv-
ing them as much drill as possible at
home hefore they are sent across the At-
lantic? Why does not the word go
forth to recruit and drill men in large
numbers in every centre large and small
throughout Canada This business up-
on which we have entered will not be
closed up in a few months. The experi-
ence of the last three months should
teach us that lesson. More men must be
sent to the aid of Sir John French, and
Canada should contribute at least 100,-
000. Why should there be any delay in
preparation? If this country could
equip and send 82,500 men to Salisbury
Plain within ‘less than three months af-
ter the outbreak of the war, she can get
as many more or twice as many more in
training at home within a very few
weeks. Public sentiment should be given
such expression as would make it clear
to the government that the country is
behind it in pursuing with the utmost
vigor the policy of preparing to place at
least 100,000 Canadians, well drilled and
armed and equipped, at the service of
the Mother Country in this crisis.

THE WAR NEWS.

It is quite easy to believe that the
fighting now in progress in northern
France and western Belgium is the
most sanguinary of the whole war. The
Germans realize that if they fail now to
break through the allied lines they must
ere long retreat, and abandon all hope
of resuming the march to Paris. It is
reassuring to read that although the
Germans threw themselves in masses
against the allies, and appeared to have
an inexhaustible supply of men, the al-
lies also had at their disposal fresh
troops and: successfully repulsed the at-
tacks which were delivered again and
again in a desperate effort to break
through. It is also very pleasing to read
that the transport arrangements of the
allies are working well, and that the
men at the front are well fed and well
supplied with ammunition, while the
ambulance service enables them to at-
tend quickly to the wounded and have
them transported to the hospitals. All
this is of the greatest importance, and in
this respect the allies appear to have the
advantage over the enemy, whose medi-
cal corps and stores are reported to be
inadequate, -with poor accommodation
also for taking care of wounded sol-
diers.

The losses on both sides have been
very heavy during the last three or four
days; but tha® of the Germans was very
much greater, because they advanced to
the attack in solid formation and their
men were literally mowed down by the
artillery of the allies.

Another German submarine has been
destroyed off the Dutch coast. The ves-
sels of the British bombarding fleet
along the Belgian shore have rendered
the greatest assistance to the army and
inflicted heavy loss upon the Germans.

In Poland the Russians, after driving
back the Germans who were advancing
upon Warsaw, are hurrying up rein-
forcements to pursue the advantage
gained, and heavy fighting is still in
progress. The Austrian armies appear
to have got & new lease of life and the
task of the Russians continues to be one
of great magnitude, but they are gaining
ground.

We are told that the German military
authorities are still confident of ulti-
mate victory, and that in Berlin some
gentlemen of a statistical turn are pre-
paring an estimate of what England will
be asked to pay when her power on land
and sea has been utterly broken, Mean-
+ime, however, German exploits at sea
are not such us to indicate that their
fleet is in any hurry to come to grips
with that of Britain ‘n the North Sea.

THE CANTEEN

The members of the Women’s Chris-
tian Temperance Union in Canada have
protested against the open canteen for
the Canadian troops at the front. That
they are not altogether without  some
Jjustification appears in an appeal from
Lord Kitchener which has just been is-
sued; urging strict sobriety on the part
of all soldiers, and urging the public to
refrain from treating soldiers and to as-

sist them in every way to avoid tempta-

tion. There are a great many fathers
the enlistment of their sons, but who
would be extremely sorry to have those
sons subjected to the temptation of
drink.

La Bassee, which forms a promontory near Lille, is a very im-
portant point, covering railroads which the Germans seem determined
to capture at whatever cost, but the Allies’ resistance hitherto has
been too stubhorn.

Both sides have suffered terribly. The Black Watch and Royal
| Irish regiments have been in the thickest of the fighting, and the
| British casualty list ik very great, although much smaller than that
| of the Germans, who encountered them in solid formation.

There has not been a minute’s respite in the conflict since Friday
morning, except during the darkest hours of the night, but even then
the artillery of both armies kept up a continuous duel.

The battle continues its course with unabated violence near the
Belgian coast, and the Germans have been able to force themselves
across the Yser, which is a sluggish, shallow river, where the Allies
opposed them with a strong defence along every foot of the ground.

Of the battles on the centre and lef t wing the German report does not
speak, but the French declare they are maintaining their positions in the Argonne
and on the heights of the Meuse, and have destroyed three more German bat-
teries. From unofficial sources it is learned that the French have made som?
advance in the mountains along the Alsace border.

In Poland a very heavy battle is now in progress between the fortresses of

Ivangorod and Radom, wherq the Germans and Austrians, who were defeated
in their first attempt to cross the Vistula before the former city, have made a
stand against the Russians, who have followed in the hope of destroying them.
| In London is announced the sinking of a German submarine oft
| the Dutch coast by the British destroyer Badger,
‘ London, Oct. 25—The Sunday Observer prints a despatch sent
by a correspondent in the department of Pas De Calais, France, say-
ing that through the cutting of the dykes in the low country south-
cast of Dixmude a large German force has been flooded out.

Some estimates place the German losses there at five thousand
drowned, besides thirty thousand killed and wounded. This may
give some hint, the despatch adds, as to what is meant when it is de-
¢clared that the fighting in this region is the most desperate of the
entire war thus far. .

ROOMS TO LET

. TUBERCULOSIS

(By H. J. Philiips)

Ostend, Belgium, Oct. 7—(by Mes-
senger to London)—I have just con-
ducted a masterly retreat to Ostend. I
was practically on Antwerp’s five-yard
line when the Germans were/ within
striking distance of the goal. From the
stories 1 heard among the refugees, with
whom I traveled to Ostend, there is
nothing more terrifying, nothing more
horrible, than a Zeppelin attack upon a
sleeping city. Babies blown to atoms
while they slept at their mother’s side,
little children’s faces torn off and they
live in awful agony, blasted roofs fall-
ing and crushing or smothering whole
families—those are only a few of the
revolting results that follow night at-
tacks from above.

That’s what Antwerp suffered while
besieged. And from what I can learn
not a soldier was killed by the air fleets.
Non-combatants alone fell. Half-starv-
ed and terrorized men, women and chil-
dren were the victims. The nearest ap-
proach to the military who were killed
were two civil guards—acknowledged
non-combatants—who were buried un-
der a falling house.

Belgium Paying an Awful Toll

I was perhaps twenty-five or thirty
miles from Antwerp when I came upon
the fleeing bands of refugees from that
city. Always in this country refugees
are the same. Merchant or peasant, they
come slowly along the road in quaini
and dilapidated carts drawn by horses
one would swear were resurrected from
the soap factories for the occasion.

With two boy scouts, separated from
family and friends, I had met along the
road—all of us on bicyciles—we came
upon this odd parade. We turned about
and kept abreast of the leader of the
procession, a simple thing as the carts
ambled along at only two or three miles
an hour. Alongside the horse drawing
the first cart trudged a thin ,stoop-
shouldered and middle-aged school mas-
ter. In the vehicle were his wife and
aged mother. One of the family was
missing.

Their little daughter who had come
to them late in life was killed by a
bomb as'she slept on the second floor
of their little cottage. The schoolmaster
and his wife in another room escaped
with merely splinter bruises. They buri-

ed her as best they could wrapped in
blankets and rugs, in their own flower
garden!

From this calm and silent scholar I
learned, not without dificulty, as he
spoke reluctantly, of the horrors the
people of Antwerp went through. The
Black Hole of Calcutta may still pro-
duce a gasp whenever mentioned, but
for pure ferocity the siege of Antwerp
rivals anything the Hindoos or Mongo-
lians ever exhibited.

I cannot repeat all 1 have heard. It
is too terrible. Peculiarly every one in
our caravan had suffered a bereavement.
Half of my money I divided among the
poor wretches, .

Before even a fortified town can be
bombarded, the rules of war provide for
twenty four hours’ notice hefore the
commencement of actual bombardment.
But they are not carrying on this war
according to Hoyle.

From¥the schoolmaster I learned this
much:

“Piloted by a German who knew the
city well, a huge airship had for its
objective the Palais du Roi, where the
Queen of Belgium, the little princes and
princess Marie Jose lay sleeping. The
raid proved a complete and utter failure
so far as trapping the royal family was
concerned. However, seven innocent per-
sons were killed and some twenty others
wounded.

Girls’ Faces Torn Off

“The bombs which were to have kill-
ed the queen and her family and to have
shattered the bourse fell into an adjoin-
ing street, wrecked a house and injured
two women. That destined for the de-
struction of the banque struck the attic
of a house near by, killing a servant as
she slept, and injuring two others. An-
other—and the most successful bomb—
struck a private house inhabited by poor
people, murdered a woman and horribly
mutilated three girls, killed two civil
guards and seriously injured another.

“Nearby to my place a woman tot-
tered out, crying: ‘Doctor, doctor!” Be-
neath the ruins of the house two civil
guards were dead. Within the house
pitiful screams came from three girls
who 'had been roused from sleep by re-
ceiving dreadful wounds on the face and
body. One gipl had half her face blown
away; the two others were seriously
wounded on the face.

“The Zeppelin at the time of this ap-
palling incident was almost stationary
in the sky, some seven hundred feet up.
A panic at once ensued, and thousands
of people took refuge in their cellars,
while others dashed out into the streets
in' their night:attire.

‘“Time after.time the earth trembled
as the terrib)e%mbs fell, causing dev-
astation every . Truly it was »
night of térroi§:for the populace through
the hours of tension did not know from
one moment to another that they might
aot be blown to atoms.

“Ten bombs struck ten different
streets. One which fell in the Rue des
Navets made a hole six feet six inches
in: diameter .and = twenty-two -inches
deep. It probably was filled with shot,
for all the houses in the vicinity were
riddled by bullets,, all the doors and
windows being broken and the ceiling
having fallen in. .

“It was calculated that about 900
houses were more or less damaged and

One was killed and
the other two :nortally wounded, while
another passerby had his leg blown off.
What a2 Bomb Looks Like

“All the bombs, which created a ter-
rific explosion, were found to have been
in a steel cover one and a half inches
thick and about a foot in diameter. The
Zeppelin was, of course, fired upon from
the forts with guns and rifles, but hav-
ing launched its deadly missiles it mov-
ed off into the darkness.

“A subsequent examination of the pro-
Jjectiles thrown showed that they had a
double covering, the two covers being
joined together by mushroom-shaped
rivets, which act the part of bullets, and
must cause horrible injuries, as the two
covers or envelopes are torn to frag-
ments by the explosive.”
