STEEL TRUST 1S RAPPED

Washington, April 11—Labor conditions
in plants of the United States Steel Cor-
poration were denounced-as “A brutal
system of industrial slavery” in the sen-
ate labor and education committee’s® re-
port on the vroposed eight-hour law. for
government contract labor, submitted to-
day.

“This govermment is bound, in its own
defence, for its citizenship, its life, to in-
terpose between the strong and the.weak,”
the report declares. ‘‘No man can meet
the obligations and discharge the duties
of citizenship in a free government who is
broken in spirit and weakened in body
through such industrial peonage. And be-
ore he has reached the prime of life
under -such conditions, eodden in mind
and broken in health, he is cast off as a
useless hulk—a burden and a curse in
society ‘and a 'menace to the government:
It is just as much the govermment’s duty
to protect citizens from our outrageous
treatment as from the burglar and the
highway man.”

The report, made by Senator Borah, of
Idaho, chairman. of the committee, said
the proposed law would mean better
work, better citizens, and was constitu-
tional.

The qual-
ity of high-grade beasts has been choice,
and .from 87 to 7.40 has been thoiught rea-
sonable. Lower. grades have been exces-
gively high.

The market value of hogs has reached
new high levels since a week ago. The
supply has been very low. On Thursday
as high as $8.10 was given for them, fed
and watered, and just yesterday one dealer
gave $8.10 f.o'b.  In sympathy, dressed
hogs have moved up to $10.75.

The Easter market in eggs was immense.
but has relaxed. It will vecover, though,
ds eggs are one of the cheapesf commodi~
ties. - Butter has been scarce and prices
firm.

Potatoes have goneup to $2. Ontario’s
ave scarce, and the market is strong for
Delawares, both here and in the states.

Grain merchants have been doing a fair
business in Western Canada grain for
foreign delivery. The demand from Liver-
pool will continue strong, as hard wheat
is not available elsewhere. Ontario mil-
lers are holding their flour, as Australia is
underselling them in Liverpool. The
steady demand for millfeed, oats and corn
has increased the selling price, and mil-
lers are buying wheat in order- to sell the
offal.

Local supplies of seed’ fall short of de-
mand, Ontario’s supply is large, but of
poor quality. Importations are heavy at
high cost.
