way &/ Power Company. Those on the 
famed waters of Hampton Roads were 
chartered as the Norfolk & Portsmouth 
Traction Company.

These two interests, it is learned, were 
consolidated at a meeting in the Gould 
offices, No. 165 Broadway, this week, in­
to one big system. The capitalization of 
the merger was fixed at $20,000,000. The 
corporate name adopted is the Richmond 
Railway & Power Company, with great 
riparian rights on the James and Rappa­
hannock rivers. Before long, it is an­
nounced, trolley lines will be in operation 
between Richmond and the coast cities at 
the mouth of the James by way of Peters­
burg.

The capital stock is - divided into two 
hundred thousand shares of a par value of 
$100, of which $8,000,000 is preferred stock 
and $12,000.000 common stock.

At the recent joint meeting of the Loy­
alist Society and the city Canadian (Bubs 
in celebration of the anniversary of the 
landing of the Loyalists here, the follow­
ing valuable and (interesting paper was 
read by D. Russell Jack:—

In a few words I shall endeavor to give 
you some idea of the conditions, which ex­
isted at the mouth of the river St. John 
as the Loyalists found them upon their 
arrival in May, 1783, as well as of some 
of their trials and hardships which they 

obliged to face.
The distinguished speaker from our sis­

ter city by. the sea, who ie to address you, 
will doubtless treat fully of the ethics of 

■the case. I shall therefore confine my re­
marks largely to a narration of such facts 
as I have been able to gather, from the 
various sources of information available, 
concerning the landing of the Loyalists.

It is a bright sunny morning, the 10th 
of May, 1783. All about the mouth of 
the river St. John, shrubs, stunted trees, 
marsh land and at low tide wide expanses 
of mud flats, with here and there a fish 
weir, greet the vision. Amid the dark 
foliage of the evergreen, a narrow patch 
of clearing at wide intervals marks the 
location of the lonely settler. At the head 
of the harbor the little settlement of 
White and Simonds is to he seen. On 
the point opposite Navy Island are visi­
ble the remains of Fort Frederick which 
had been abandoned by the British in 
1788; the- buildings of which as well as 
the tiny vessel which James Simonds was 
then building; were burned by the rebels

the advertisement -t shows, Mr. Godfrey 
Was in business for himself, selling not 
only dry goods, but fcrtfcenea and liquors, 
as many merchants did In those days.

It may be observed that the “Ready 
Made Smith” referred to was a brotbefr- 
in-law of General Williams, of Sussex, the 
hero of-Kars. Also it may be noted that 
the photograph of Mr. Godfrey, which 
is here reproduced, was made by. Bowron 
& Cox, whose salqn was at No. 16 King 
street.

Mr. Godfrey gave up business in St. 
John to take up ship-building in Quaco. 
Later he removed Apr, Dorchester. That 
was fully eighty yews , ago* and there his 
soil, E. V. Godfrey, ro well known in this 
city, and who is himself nearly eighty 
years old, was born.

Having made this brief note of the 
career of Robert Godfrey, we may turn 
to the Courier of August 2nd, 1823, and 
gather some interesting facts from its 
columns. One paragraph says:—

“The annual meeting of the children 
belonging to the several schools in the 
city will take place in Trinity church, 
on Wednesday next, and a sermon on 
the occasion preached by the Rev. J. 
Somerville, president of the College at, 
Fredericton. The amount of the collec­
tion on that day will be appropriated to 
the maintenance of the African school, so 
called, which has hitherto been support­
ed by the munificence of the late Lieu­
tenant-Governor; but must in future de­
pend for its support and continuance up­
on the liberality of those who may be 
friendly to such a necessary and useful 
institution/

Another very interesting item reads:—
“Messrs. Wheeler and Simonds, who 

were appointed to wait on Their Excel­
lencies Lord Dalhousie and Sir James 
Kempt, by the Association formed in this 
province, to promote the object of a can­
al from the Gulf' of St. Lawrence to the 
Bay of Fundy, returned, yesterday from 
Halifax, and we are happy to learn that 
their reception was gracious, the magni­
tude and utility of the object of their mis­

Scbtiatapjde industry, and the 
same would apply to that of New Bruns­
wick, because of the markets of Europe, 
and the fact that every year deliveries 
are more promptly made. He shipped 
fruit from Berwick on? December 8th last 
year, and it was on sale in Bristol, Eng­
land, on the 15th. It went from Halifax 
oh the Royal Edward. Mr. Ohute believes 
the only limit to the expansion of the in­
dustry in the Annapolis valley is the cap­
acity of the people for»enterprise in.fruit 
raising.

In connection with the growth of the 
fruit-raising industry in Ontario some in­
teresting news comes from Norfolk coun­
ty. The Toronto World says that Mr. 
William Davidson, the pioneer prospector 
of Porcupine, who made a fortune in 
mining, is now interested in orchards. It 
says:—

“While he is enthusiastic about Porcu­
pine, still he is at the moment more in­
terested in fruit lands in Norfolk County, 
where, with J. M. Godfrey, and others, 
lie has an apple orchard of 400 acres. 
Bill’s trees will start to bear within six 
years, and then continue to bear for 100 
years more. An apple mine is a real 
gold mine in Bill’s opinion. It is interest­
ing to note that several Toronto people 
have bought big blocks of land in Nor­
folk. One Toronto syndicate owns 600 
acres .and another 400. The apple business 
will be good before many years have 
gone.”

Another issue of the World has the 
following additional information :—

“An English syndicate has been pur­
chasing farms in Norfolk county for fruit 
growing purposes. Farms so far secured, 
with acreage and prices, .are:—Campbell 
Farm, 250 acres, $15,000; W. F. Olds, 100, 
$10,500; Eat. N. Steinhoff, 60, $6,000; A. 
Ironside, 67, $6,000; F. Anderson, 50, $5,- 
500; J. S. Shoff, 50, $3,000. The Gold 
Club has been given an option, good until 
June 1, for the purchase of the property 
they occupy. It is proposed to cultivate 
the properties and dividç them into small 
holdings, to be disposed of to British set­
tlers.”

and .thrown over the ship's side.

The women ‘and children who had been 
got into the boats as soon as the fire had 
broken out, had been keeping as close to 
the ship as they dared, but now they were 
ordered further off, for there was some 
powder left which in spite of all efforts 
could not be reached. The water about 
was fairly swarming with sharks, which ! 
seemed to be waiting for the inevitable , 
ending of the tragedy. When the cxplos-1 ; 
ion came, however, the ship still floated, ! 
and only two men were injured. They j 
soon recovered. For nine days the crippled j 
ship staggered over the waters, afld at last j. 
they landed in Port Louis In the Mauri-1 
tius amid a perfect ovation from the in-1 
habitants.

On Feb. 23, 1865, Bandmaster Jones was 
promoted corporal, winning his sergeant’s 
stripes July 6. 1869, which shows that pro­
motion was slow in those days. In 1871 he1 
made a second trip to India, but was in- ] 
valided home in 1875. Soon after that he ; 
was promoted to the position of bandmas- j 
ter to the 1st Warwickshire militia, the 
name of which was afterwards changed to( 
the 3rd Batallion Royal Warwickshire 
Regiment. This position he held till he 
came to this country in 1888.

Came to Canada
Upon coming to Canada he went to Sca- 

forth (Ont.), where he held the position 
of bandmaster to the 33rd Regiment till ! 
he came to St. John, March 23, 1889.. | 
From the time he came to this city he was 1 
bandmaster of the 62nd, ahd caretaker of 
the drill hall. Owing to his sight becoming 
bad he resigned both offices on Jan. 5th, j 
1910. He therefore served the flag for 
fifty-seven years and nine months to a 
day.

Since coming here Bandmaster Jones’ 
painstaking work had recommended him to 
to the notice of his superior officers and ■ 
many flattering recommendations were re­
ceived by him from time to time. The 62ud 
Band also held his merits in high esteem 
and on Christmas day, 1905, presented to 
him a gold watch, besides many other, 
tokens of appreciation.

It may be interesting to note that the 
54th Regiment of Foot was raised in 1755. 
They fought in the war of the American 
revolution with distinction. The regiment 

present at the battle of Brooklyn in 
1776. Major John Andre, who was execut­
ed by the Americans in the autumn of 1780, 
was a captain of this regiment, and Major 
General of the forces under Sir Henry 
Clinton. On Dec. 24, 1802, while stationed 
at Gibraltar, the men of the 54th saved the 
Duke of Kent, the father of the late Queen 
Victoria, from being murdered by the 
troops who had mutinied, tor this service 
His Royal Higness presented to the regi­
ment a magnificent piece of silver plate, 
suitably inscribed.

The demand for large quantities of wood 
for fuel brought about the evolution of 
the wood boat, a species of craft very 
numerous on our river, even in my own 
boyhood's day, but now almost unknown. 
Built with a great breadth of beam, and 
with blunt bow, these boats carried huge 
cargoes, of cordwood, stowed in the hold 
and piled high upon the deck, and did 
thriving trade, until the advent of the 
coal stove, which practically forced them 
out of business.

They and/ their crews formed the sub­
ject of ma»y a jest. One of these which 
I heard when a boy, is no doubt familiar 
to many in this audience. It has been 
cracked at the expense of many a Yankee 
tourist. The conundrum was, why does 
the woodboat resemble Noah’s Ark. Of 
course our American cousin gave it up, 
and was then informed that the boats 
were built to go for wood, while Noah's 
Ark was built of Gopher wood.

for the second year, and one-tMrd for the 
third year, after their arrival. In ' some 
instances, this generous assistance was 
continued for an even longer period.

The first care of the Loyalists was to 
provide shelter. After landing they lived 
in tents, for which temporary sheds of 
boards were substituted as quickly as prac- 
ticaole, followed by dwellings of a more 
substantial character. Most of the early 
dwellings were built of logs, and* the first 
framed building erected was for a place 
of worship, and was twenty-eight by thir­
ty-six feet in size. It was also used for 
meetings qf the common council and the 

,courts until the year 1798.
Paul Bedell, to whom I shall make fur­

ther reference, made the survey of the 
town eite, and this was completed_ and 
hears date December 17 
were 1454 lots, which were granted to 1277 
Loyalists. Parr town, on the eastern side, 
of the harbor, was bounded by Sheffield 
street on the south, and Union street on 
the north, the cross streets running 
through from water to water. All south 
of Sheffield street was reserved fqr mili­
tary purposes, and all to the north of 
Union street was the property of Sitoonds, 
White and Hazen. Trading in lots soon 
commenced, and the prices demanded do 
not appear to have been exorbitant,. The 
lot on the corner of King and Prince Wil­
liam streets, on which a portion of the 
Bank of Montreal now stands, was offered 
to Thacher Sears, an ancestor of our res­
pected postmaster, for a Spanish doubloon 
and a gallon of old Jamaica rum. Here 
the famous old Coffee House was built.

The first Newspaper
On December 18, just seven months af­

ter the first contingent of Loyalists land­
ed, a weekly paper was issued at Parr 
town by William Lewis and John Ryan, 
Loyalists, called the Royal St. John s Gaz­
ette and Nova Scotia Intelligencer. It was 
a three-column paper, and was but 8x13

Parr town, after John Parr, the Governor 
of Nova Scotia, which province then in­
cluded the territory now known as New 
Brunswick. This band of emigrants were 
those who refused to take part against 
Great Britain, in the War of the Rebel­
lion, as they always styled it. Hence they

First River Steamer
The first steamer on the river was the 

General Smyth, which reached Fredericton 
on its initial trip on May 21, 1816.

The ordinary mode of travelling was on 
horseback, and when a lady went to mar­
ket or to church, she usually rode behind 
her husband on a pillion.

Permit me to pay a passing tribute to 
the memory of .Paul Bedell, a Loyalist 
and a civil engineer, who laid out the 
town of Parr. Our city, as it stands to­
day, with its two fine squares, its old 
grave-yard, its market square, its broad 
streets extending from water to water, 
and particularly King street at the upper 
cove and Main, or as it is now called 
Broad street, at the lower cove, all form 
a lasting monument to the perspicacity of 
this man.

Even Prince William street, which we 
consider rather a narrow street, is sixty- 
six feet wide, and will compare favorably 
with the streets of any American city of 

early a date. It is true that many 
of our streets are most precipitous, and I 
think that I might safely say that mil­
lions of dollars have been spent upon 
them. Princess street, long known as 
Rocky Hill, was cut down abgut 1824. 
King street was originally its equal in 
steepness, but has been cut down at the 
top, and built up at the bottom, three or 
possibly four times.

In the early days, there were practical­
ly no roads for nearly one-third o£ a cen­
tury after the arrival of the Loyalists. 
Mere bridle paths were the only means 
of communication through the otherwise 
trackless forests. Water communication 

therefore retied upon almost entirely, 
considerable loads were to be
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In the year 1784. Nebenuah Beckwith, 
a pre-Loyalist or “old inhabitant,” as they 

usually termed, established the first 
scow or tow boat on the river, between 
St. John and Fredericton. In 1786 the 
schooner Four Sisters began to make re­
gular trips between the two places, leav­
ing St. John every Tuesday, wind and 
weather permitting. The service was tri­
weekly, that is, they tried to reaeh Fred­
ericton one week, and tried to get back 
in the following week. After the Beck­
with scow, there followed a style of boat 
called a market-boat. These resembled 
the boats used in the whale fishery, sharp 
at both ends, but much longer than the 
whale boat. They were sloop-rigged and 
a cuddy forward, in which a couple of 
men might find shelter! Dozens of these 
boats were to be seen ifi the Market 
slip during the summer, and nearly all 
the produce that was consumed in this 
city was carried in them.
