The Managers of the Magdalene Asylum, or Industrial House of Refuge
for Females, in submitting this their Annual Report to its friends and to BE
8\ the public generally, have much reason to express their gratitude to God i
for the success which has been vouchsafed to the Institution from its com- '
mencement, and which has especially marked its operations during the past
jear.
} In the early part of the summer of 1853, two or three friends of the
Redeemer being deeply moved with the case of the numerous female out-
casts who nightly wander our streets in hopeless wretchedness, crowding
our Police Court and Prison, corrupting and bteing corrupted, determiuned
in the strength of God to provide a refuge for them, not only to rescue the
early victim of the destreyer, but to reclaim the more obdurate and hopeless ]
of that unhapgy class. 14
During the first year comparatively little was accomplished, but sufficient

was done to satisfy the friends of the humane enterprise that it was capable

of doing much good. For some months only {wo individuals were under

the shade of the Asylum, but at the end of the year nineteen had been
artakers of its benefits, upwards of a fourth of whom were happily re-
tored to their friends or to respectable places in society.

hristians of all denominations, the Managers of the Institution have per-
overed hopefully in the werk of the Lord, and they believe that from
nany hearts, broken and healed again, a testimony is now given that their
abor has not been in vain,

The number received into the Asylum since its commencement appears
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by the Return of the Matron to be three hundred and thirty-six, of which
number from a fourth to a third perhaps have been rescued and restored to
society, If there be joy in heaven over one sinner that repenteth, how
much reason have all its friends for gratitude and joy that so many have
been rescued from the paths of vice—so many have been brought unca
the benign influence of Churistian sympathy and truth, and that some poor
wanderers have been gathered into the fold of the great and good shepherd,
who gave his life for the sheep, and whoge blood cleanseth from all sin.
To those who have always lived amidst the blessings of Christian society

and the endearments of a happy home, it is perhaps impossible adequately

to comprehend or realise the wretchedness and misery from which many of
those victims of the great destroyer have been rescued. “The heart
knoweth its ewn bitterness, and a stranger intermeddleth mot with ils joy,'
but the judgment of the great day and the records of eternity will bring
all to light, when we hope many a down-trodden out-cast—washed in the
blood of the Lamb, and clothed in immortal beauty—will celebrate the
praises of God, her Saviour, who, through the instrumentality of this
Society, has been led to holiness, to happiness and heaven.

The previous Reports of the Institution give ample evidence of the
gratitude which swells many a heart in view of the deliverance which has
been extended to them by the Asylum. Like the widow’s mite which exceed.
ed in the estimation of Jesus the rich gifts of the opulent, some poor girls
now settled in their peaceful homes, have during the year given out of thair
wages tokens of their love towards the Institution and its friends, while
fathers and motheis and other relatives have evinced their deepest gratitude
for the restoration of those whom they had regarded as lost.

A letter received by Mr, Johnson, the City Missionary, during the present
month, (July), from one of three sisters (rescued through his instrumental:
ity) now in a respectable family under Christian influence and professing
the Christian hope, expresses the gratitude and joy which she feels for her
great deliverance. One of the Directresses also received a letter recently
from ona of the inmates who had been restored to her husband, a respect
able man in comfortable circumstances, some months ago, expressing her
gratitude for the benefits conferred upon her through the agency of the

Tnstitution, and inviting any of the ladies who might visit the locality t §

call upon her and see how changed and happy are now her circumstance
An amiable young girl led astray by the arts of the seducer and driven by
distress and shame from her home was received into the refuge with he
child and provided with a respectable place as a wet nurse. With the
deepest feelings of %{,atitude <he said  Oh what a blessing that there is such
a refuge as this! Without i. what would I have done "

One of the most pleasing features in connection with the operations d
the past year,is the amount of confidence manifested by families of the
highest respectability in the character of inmates who have been recom
mended to them as domestic servants by the Managers of the Institution,
and another is the number that have gone out in that capacity and who
have given satisfaction to their employers. The statistics for the year are
as follows:

Some who ara incapacitated for domestic service are allowed to remain
in the Institution. One who was formerly regarded as hopeless, and who
has been sheltered and taught for five years, desires still to remain, and is
reformed, industrious and useful,

Among the various instrumentalities employed to gather in those lost
ones into the Refuge, the periodical visitation to the female prisoners in
jail by two of our number, is one of the most important, Few persons
perhaps are aware that, on an average, from 80 to 100 women, the
majority of the most abandoned character, are throughout the year, crowd.-
ed within its walls, generally withcut employment, aud without the means
of classification,  The consequences are obvious and inevitable, Their
corfinement instead of being reformatory is corrupting, The moral virus
is only intensified, while crime and misery abound. The remedy for this
mighty evil is separation, employment, and instruction. These the Asylum
provides for all who can be induced to come within its walls, but it is to be
hoped that Government will secure those essertial means of. reformation
generally throughout all the prisons of the Province.

Itis gratifying to record that the prisoners generally, not only listen
attentively to the counsels and warnings given them from the word of
God, but that they look earnestly for the return of the day of visitation,
and receive with apparent gratitude the religious tracts provided for them,
On each occasion the recalling of the memories of the past, and pointing
to the hope still set before them in the gospel, often awaken erotions long
buried amidst scenes of revelry and sin, which lead to the tearful exclama-
tion or secret desire—¢ what shall I do to be saved,” and then to avail
themselves of the Refuge which they are told is provided for them.

They who express such a desire are waited upon by the matron of the
Institution on the day of their release, and conveyed to the Refuge, as the
monsters who trade in female dishonor and suffering, are too frequently in
waiting to lead the poor homeless outcast again into the paths of the
destroyer.

While much is done by visiting the Jail in releasing those victims from
the snares of the destroyer, the committee would gratefully record the kind
and efficient aid they have uniformly received from the city Missionaries,
Messrs, Johnston and Omrod, as well as the services rendered by the

* There were 07 received, but some were received twice,
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various Clergymen and Christian frionds who visit the Institution for the
purpose of giviug religious instruction to the inmates. The seed thus sown
it is hoped is biinging forth its blessed fruit, and, altheugh lay buried, may
yet bring forth more abundantly.

To all the subscribers and friends of the Society whoso Iiberality has
enabled the Managers hitherto to meet all the demands made upon them,
they beg to express their sincere gratitude, While grateful for the past aid

rovided for the Institution, the Managers earnestly appeal to Christians of

all denominations to enable them to continue and extend the good work in

which they are engaged.
The funds in the Treasurer's hands are about exhausted, while the

number of the applicants for relief increases, and the prospect of the
Society's usefulness is extended. Aid may be given by donations of pro
visions, clothing, provender for cuie, as well as by money. Essentid
service may also be rendered by providing work for the inmates. Under
the able management of the Matron, Mrs. Munro, some of the fines
specimens of needle work have been produced. All kinds of sewing, the wash.
ing and dressing of clothes, and any other work suitable for women will be
thankfully received and carefully executed, at reasonable prices.

The Managers have much pleasure in communicating that the interests
of the Institution have been greatly promoted by the removal to larger

remises, in a healthy situation, a short distance from the city, a litil
north of the first toll gate on Yonge Street. With ample accommodation
within the new building, and a large plot of ground, (three acres,) which
is being cultivated by the aid of the inmates, there has been a marke
change for the better, both as to health and discipline, and it is believel
that it will also prove of pecuniary advantage to the Society. The ground
and premises however are only rtented for a short period, but it is to be
hoped that means will ere long be provided to erect a suitable building
on ground belonging to the Society, which has now arrived at that stage
demanding a permanent location among the benevolent institutions of the
city.
It cannot fail to interest every Christian to learn of the success which
has attended recent remarkable efforts in London, England, to rescu
fallen wowmen, An officer in the British Navy, moved with Christia
compassion towards that class, suggested their being athered together al
the midnight hour to a festival prepared for them. Notices wero handed
round by Christian agency on the streets to all they met. Two hundrel
and fifty attended the first meeting, and several Ministers were there with
other Christians, who addressed them affectionately as to their life and it
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end, warning and encouraging them to returr. from their sinful course
into the paths of virtue, life and peace. The assembly broke up at 3 a.m.
after a quiet and affecting meeting. Mauny were received into the Reform-
atories as the fruit of this effort, and many more have been rescued since by
similar means,

In concluding their Report, the managers of the Institution deem it im-
portant to vefer to the fruitful sources of the eyil which they seek to re-
move. First perhaps among these is the want of early religious training,
and wholesome parental discipline in families, From the statistics of the
Homes of the Rescue Society of London, (England,) of 367 cases of fallen
women; 265 had lost one or both parents; 216 were of the ages from
fifteen to twenty, and 291 were domestic servants, 1t appears therefore
that the young orphan, driven by necessity into the position of a domestic
servant, becomes peculiarly a prey to the seducer, and surely then the case
of such demands the peculiar care and sympathy of Christians.

Another cause of the prevalence of this social evil is the false estimate
too generally set upon character. The erring female is at once crushed by
public sentiment, while the notorious seducer and profligate is received into
respectable society, ever. perhaps although boasting of his crimes.

Were mothers and daughters to frown the well known seducer or the
licentious from their presence ; and were the heads of respectable families
peremptorily to exclude him from their society, until he repented of his
crimes, the number of fallen women would be greatly diminished.

An eminent Minister of the present day thas alludes to such a case in a
recent sermon.  *“ All is cheerless to the eye, and her ear catches the
“sounds ¢f sighing and mourning, wails and laments; and far down at the
“horizon of the vision, the murky cloud for a mement lifts, and she sees
“the very bottora of infamy, the ghastliness of death, the last spasin of
“horrible departure, the awful thunder of final doom. All this the tremD-
“ling betrayed creature sees through the open door of the future ; and with
“a voice that might move the dead, she turas and clasps his knees in awtul
“agony, “ Leave me not !|—Oh spare me—save me-——cast me not away !”
“Poor thing, she is dealing with a demon! Spare her? Save her? The
“polished scoundrel betrayed her to abandon her, and walks the street to
“boast his hellish deed ! It becomes him as a reputation! Surely society
“will crush him., They will smite the wolf and seek out the bleeding
“lamb. Oh my soul! believe it not! what sight is that? the drooping
“yictim is worse used than the infernal destroyer! He is fondled, courted,
“passed from honor to honor! and she is crushed and mangled under the
“’nfuriate tramp of public indignation! On her mangled corpse they
“stand to put the laurels on her murderer’s brow! When I see such
" t}ilings as these I thank God that there is a Judgment, and that there isa
“ ell !"

To these causes which people the regions of the dead with that unhappy
class may be added the instrumentality too generally employed to ensnare
the victims to their ruin—Jntemperance.—It is a sad truth that a very
large proportion of fallen women are drunkards, and that this fatal habit

forms one of the chief barriers in the way of their return to the paths of
virtue.
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Yot amidst all these difficulties and discouragemens, clicered by the
success which has so far, attended the operations of the Institution, and ani.
mated by the hope which the truth of Ged inspires, that such labours are never
found to be in vain, and believing also that ¢ the Gospel is the power of
God unto Salvation to every one that believeth,” however fallen and de-
praved, the managers are encouraged to go forward in the discharge of the
arduous duties before them, relying as Leretofore upon the support, the
sympathy and prayers of their Christian friends, and trusting in the over.
ruling Providence and blessing of Ged.
