The Telegraph wants to have Mr. J.
W. Lawrence appointed governor of this
province, but the suggestion is one which
is not likely to commend itself to the
people who regulate such matters at Ott-

A meeting is being held today in
Montreal between Premier Abbot, Sir
John Thompson, Hon. Mr. Foster and a
number of prominent steamship men,
for the purpose of seeing what can be
done with a view to restoring the Atlan-
tic mail service to Canadian ports.
Present at the meeting representing St.
John are Mr. C. N. Skinner, M. P., Mr.
J. D. Hazen M. P. and Mr. W. H. Thorne.
Halifax is also represented, and the
whole subject of Canadian mail service
is being discussed in all its bearings-
The time seems to have arrived when
this matter should be settled definitely
one way or another. Instead of
having a fast 20 knot mail service which
was advertised for, and which was ex-
pected, Canada has now to be content
with none, the arrangements for the old
service being discontinued, and no new
arrang ts made for anoth In all
its contracts heretofore the government
seems to have been impressed with the
jdea that Halifax was the proper ter-
minus for 8 mail service. That might
be true in respect to a very fast’ seryice,
intended to compete with the New York

““Hines, such-as the White Star and the
Cunard, but it is not necessarily true of
a service such as we had recently, in
which the carriage of freight is
an important element. We under-
stand that our representatives
intend to insist thatSt. John shall be
recognized in the mail gervice, if 15 or
16  knot steamships are to
be subsidized by the Canadian gov-
ernment. A very fast service no- doubt
ought properly to go to the port farther-
est east in Nova Scotia, or in Cape Bre®
ton provided there was a bridge across
the Straits of Canso. Fast time being
the great point to be attained the object
would be to shorten the sea voyage as
much as possible, and to transfer the
passengers to trains by which they can
be forwarded on their journey at the
rate of 40 miles an honr. But with re-
spect to a service such as that
given by the Allan Lipe it is
quite different. The Allan Line declines
to go to Halifax because freight cannot
be carried from England to the upper
provinces and landed at that port on as
good terms as if landed at Portland,
Maine. In this respect 8t. John has an
enormous advantage over Halifax. The

~Jistance from Halifax to Montreal via.

the Intercolonial is 850 miles. The dis-
tance from 8t. John to Montreal via. the
Short Line is 481 miles, so that there is
a difference of 369 mlles, in the land jour-
ney. Now it is conceded that a ton of
freight cannot be bauled over a railway
under ordinary circumstances at aless
cost than 3-5 of a cent per ton per mile, so
that while a ton of freight bauled from
Halifax to Montreal would cost $5.10,
from St. John to Montreal the cost would
be only $2,88,a difference of $2.22 in
favor of this port. A mailsteamer carry-
ing 3,000 tons of freight from Liverpool
to Montreal on a through bill of lading
would save in land trapsit $6.660 by
landing her goods at St. Jobn instead of
Halifax. Onthe other hand where a
vessel, instead of calling at Halifax,
makes direct for this port the difference
in distance does not exceed 200 miles, or
about twelve hourssteaming. The high-
est estimate of expenditure for twelve
hours steaming on a vessel of the class
described would not exceed $1,000, 80
that atleast $5,500 would be saved each
trip of a steamship carrying 3,000 tons
freight by making St. John the terminus
instead of Halifax. It appears to us that
this argument in favor of St. John is un-
answerable, and that it ought to cause
the government to give a subsidy to
steamships running to this port and not
to Halifax. It is utterly absurd to expect
that Halifax with its 850 miles of haul-
age to Montreal can compete with Port~
land with only 300 miles of haulage. But
we are satisfied that St. John can com-
pete  successfully with Portland,
because the Short Line is a better road,
with easier grades than the Grand Trunk,
and we have here a greater variety of
freight to offer ocean steamships. Cer-
tainly a reasonable subsidy ought to
overcome any advantage that Portland
has over us in point of distance, but it
would seem that no subsidy is sufficient
to place Halifax in & position to compete
with Portland.

HIS OWN FOOL KILLER.

Reference has frequently been made
in the newspapers to the Bridgeport,
Conn., Suicide Club, which,it has general-
ly been.supposed, had no existence ex-
cept in the minds of enterprising para-
graphists. It transpires, however, that
seventeen years agosuch a club, with
twenty members, was actually formed,
one of whom, as might be
determined by lot, during
each year that has succeeded in accor-
dance with his pledge has terminated
his own life in such manner as best ac-
corded with his own fancy. Remarking
on this curious organization an Ameri-
can paper 8ays that aside from the moral
considerations, there is no special reason
why the man who desires to become his
own fool killer should not save that fun-
ctionary the trouble of undertaking the
job. But it is a peculiar condition of the
law which permits such irresponsible
beings to roam at large, instead of caring
for them in the proper asylums. The
example of those self-appointed fool
killers is one not likely to be imitated,
and for this reason the Bridgeport
Suicide Club is rather a humanitarian
institution than otherwise. While they
work out their own destruction, for
which the world is doubtless better
off, they leave the community in
which they moved the better
for their absence. Suicides, however, out-
gide of the ranks of this peculiar club,
are of daily occurence all over the world ;
moral, mental and physical suicides,
who with song and jest rush into the
whirlpool ot destruction, scorning the re-
strictions which their friends would cast
around them, and, unlike the members
of  the Bridgeport Suicide Club, are
followed by & train of others who
sooner or later will share their fate.
It is not necessary to specify the various
ways in which suicide is openly com-

awa. There does not seem to be any
good reason why Sir Leonard Tilley

40 yardsstart. The time announced is
5min. 2 2-5sec. Whetherthe track was
short, or the judges lost count isa
matter of conjecture, certainly the time
was a surprise.

Leo Morris, Shamrocks, (7 yards) won
the 220 yardsdash with Bain, Y.MC
A., (4% yards) second. Time 31 2-5 sec.

Hary Irvinea Y. M.C. A. kid, cap~
tured the sack race very cleverly.

In the boys race (220 yards) Steve
Payne, Y. M. C. A, ran through his
field on the first stretch and finished
with a long lead in 32 2-5 sec.

The half mile was a pie for Lawton,as
the scratch men, Vincent, O'Reilly and
Baxter, did not start. The Y. M.C A,
champion completed the distance from
the 8 yard mark in the good time of 2
minutes 20 2-5 seconds. Thornton, Y.
M. C. A., 15 yards, got second place.

The high jump Stewart Campbell, uni-
versity cleared five feet 1} inches, at
which point, Vincent and McNutt both
failed, This jump of Campbell’s, with
his one inch allowance, gave him first
place. McNutt with5 ft. 2 in., (2 inches
allowance) got second place. The high
jump was pephaps the best event of the
evening.

W. Price, Y. M. C. A., won the obstacle
race.

There were two trial heats in the
hurdle race. R.S. Johnson and C. Mc-
Nutt, Beavers, were first and second in
the first heat, while Lawton, Y. M. C.A,,
and Macrae, Beavers, gained places for
the final, in the second.

Johnson was unable to overcome his
handicap in the final heat, Lawton win-
ning in 19 4-5 seconds, Johnson second.

Baxter succeeded in winning the
quarter mile after & good deal of hard
work. The result was declared a dead
heat between Thornton and the Beaver's
mile runner, but in running off the tie
Thornton dropped out on the second lap.
The time of the dead heat was 1 minute
73-5 secs. Thornton had seven yards
on Baxter who was the scratch man.

It will be seen that of the regular
events, the Y. M. C. A’s and Beavers
each won three firats and four seconds,
and the Shamrocks and U. N. B. A. A
each one first. In addition the boys
race, sack race, and obstacle race were
all won by members of the Y. M.C. A.

EQUITY COURT.

Judge Palmer Delivers Judgment in-
the McFee Case.—Judge Palmer
Delivered.

In the Supreme Court in Equity:
Margaret McAfee, petitioner, and Wil-
liam McAfee, respondent.
Judgment of Palmer E. J., delivered
at St. John, November 13, A. D. 1891.
Thomas Bain the husband of the peti-
tioner died in October, 1859, geized of
the land in which dower is now claimed.
The petitioner remained in possession
from his death until the year 1870, and
this petition was brought in, September,
1891, The respondent McAfee is now
the owner in fee under a sale by the
Supreme Court in Equity in a suit for
the foreclosure and sale under a mort~
gage given by the deceased himself and
in which the petitioner did not join.
From the petition it appears that thirty
years have elapsed after the petition-
er's right to dower could have been en-
forced until she has taken proceedings to
endeavor to do 8o and the sole question
in the case is whether this court will en-
force such a claim after that length of
time. I do notthink that the fact that
the widow remained in possession with-
out enforcing her claim makes any dif-
ference. The mere fact of the widow
being in possession and not having her
dower assigned to her does not alter the
case. This has been decided in Upper
Canada in Leach vs Shaw 8 Grant 498,
but it would make no difference in this
case ifthe statute of limitations applied
to dower as twenty years would have
elapsed any way between the time she
ceased to occupy in 1870 and the time of
filing this petition. The main question
to be decided in this case, and I believe
it is the first time it has arisen in this
province, is whether our provincial stat-
ate of limitations C. 8., cap, 84, section 3,
applies to a widow’s right of dower. The
enactment is as follows :—“No person
shall make an entry, or bring an action
to recover any land but within twenty
years next after the time at which the
right to make such entry, or to bring
such action shall have first accrued.”
It cannot be disputed that if the right
of the widow to bring an action for dower
is an action to recover any land then at
law the right would be barred at the end
of twenty (20) years. There are two argu-
ments againstitapplying. The first is that
the statute itself is directed and only in-
cludes actions at law and does not apply
to suit in equity and ifthisis sutficient
reason that this Courtshould refrain from
dealing with the case at bar and give
any other remedy than the legal one then
that contention might prevail.

The law relating to equitable bars by
length of time from proceedings in the
court of equity was very,much discussed
in the case of Marquess of the Chalmon-
deley va Clinton in which Sir William
Grant gave a very clearly reasoned and
elaborate judgment and came to the
conclusion that a period of time extend-
ing over more than twenty years had
not barred the right of the Marquess.
The same case came before Sir. Thomas
Plummer, who succeeded Sir William
Grant, ever and he ina most masterly
judgment stated what he thought of the
unsoundness of the views of Sir William
Grant; since which time nearly every
equity lawyer of note including Lord
Eldon and Lord Redesdale have explicit-
ly adopted Sir Thomas Plummer’s view’s
and Lord Redesdale in Hobenden vs An-
nesly 2 Jacob & Walker 152 states the
law on the  subject to be
asfollows; — “T think the rule
has been laid down that every new right
of action that accrues to a party whatever
it may be, must be acted upon at the ut~
most within twenty years. In every case
of equitable title, not being the case ofa
trustee whose possession is consistent
¢with the title of the claimant it must
be pursued withintwenty years after the
title accrues. I think this rule would
apply to aclaim thatis entirely an equit-
able one and ought not tobe adopted in &
case in which a court of law and a court
of equity have concurrent jurisdiction
and in which the action in the court of
law was not barred. A claim for dower
is a legal claim although enforceable in
equity and therefore delays that might
deprive a suitor of the right to enforce
a more equitable claim would not effect
dower solong as the legal right to it ex-
ists, for it could be enforced by an action,
at law.

This reduces the'question whether the
action at law is taken away by the sec-
tion of the statute of limitations which I
have referred to and that depends upon
whether such an action is an action for
the recovery of any land and is within
the words of the section. “Land” by
the interpretation clause, cap. 118 sec. 14
when used in the statate shall include
lands, houses and hereditaments all
right thereto and incident therein.”
Therefore the section must be read “No
person shall bring an action to recover
any lands, houses, tenements and hered-
itaments or any right thereto
or incident therein.” This  re-
duces the question to whether
doweris a right in land or incident there-
to. My opinion is that dower is an in-
terest in land and therefore within the
meaning the definition in the interpre-
tation clause. Taking then the word
«land” to mean an interest and dower
is clearly an interest in land and
therefore in my opinion is that it would
not be a sound interpretation not tohold
that the right of a widow which occurs
upon the death of the husband to sue
out a writ of dower is a right of action
within the above section to recover
land. If this is good law and
the question came before me in a court
of lawI would have to have said that
this was entirely within the statute and
that the widow who had not brought her
action to establish her right to dower
and had allowed upwards of 30 years to
elapse after that right had first accrued
is barred by the statute and comes too
late. It appears {o me that this petitioner
in order to successfully assert her right
in a court of law must bave prosecuted
it within twenty years from the death
of her husband, and I further think that
where any statute has fixed the period
by which a claim, which is a purely
legal claim, if made ina court of law
would be barred that claim is by analogy
barred at the same time in a court of
equity.
1t follows this being my opinion I must
dismiss this petition, but inasmuch as
this is the first time the question has
arisen in this province since the passing
of the act of which the section in the
consolidated statutes which I have refer-
red to is a re-enactment, and having in
view that the right to dower was not
within the old statute of limitations of
Henry and James, I think I ought to
say nothing about the costs but that the
petition must be dismissed. D. Mullin
for petitioner and C. Doherty Q. C. for
respondent.
