A Fight to Keep out of the Syndiente—

all sides of it there are just as busy fac-
tories and foundries though not so large.
Throughout this factory, evidences of
order as well as of industry were appra-
ent, and each apartment had its rows of
intricate machines attended by deft
workers, in most instances girls.

The principle of cotton spinning is
based on the fact that the raw material
consists of fibres varying from § of an
inch to 1} inches in length. This
is passed through a machine, in which
it is cleaned, and the fibre made to run
in one direction. Thenitis rolled, and
the rolls transferred to another machine
where they are carded, and afterwards
attached to the spinning wheels, and
transformed into yarn and cotton thread.
The operations are full of interest and
the adaptation of means remarkable in
every degree.

Itis pleasing to note this local develop-
ment of the cotton industry, for, apart
from the products, it gives employment
to many people throughout the city, and
the wages are spent in St. Jobn. The
Parks cotton mills maintain 500 hands
at a-weekly expenditure in wages ‘of at
least $2,500,and it is to the interest of the
city to have them operated by a St.John
manufacturer, and employing 8t. John
people.

A syndicate - cannot buy cheaper,
nor can it produce cheaper, but if it
has the monopoly it can practically

fix its own prices. It is certainly true
that in Upper Canada labor can be se-
cured at acheaper rate than here, be-
cause the French are willing to work at
low wages. This is fully off.et, however,

by the superior intelligence of our em-
ployes, which enables them to do more

work and do it better.

“We are having a large output at pre-
sent. Both factories are running to their
fullest capacity, and it is difficult almost
to get employes. This proves conclusive-
ly that in St. John atleast work is mnot
scarce, and it should be sufficient evi-
dence that we have no very poor here.
What it is necessary to do is to build up
those industries which we have, for why
cannot St. John manufacture as cheaply
as Montreal or any other place, and why
should St.John manufacturers ask any
other city to do their business for them?”’
