The umnmmoement made at bast mght s
meeting of the City Counell to the effect
ﬂmt the city’s s four per wnt. debentures
pr \ble in twenty years had been sold‘at
one quarter of one per cent. | premium
comes as welcome news to the tax-
payers. It indicates that in spite’ of
several features which militated against
a good rate being secured, the city has
driven a good bargain. Chief among
these were the baneful influences on
the stock market of the Transvaal war,
and the equally injurious effect among
capitalists of the bridge sunits pending
against the city.

Guaymas, Mex., via Nogales,
Ariz., Nov, 8.—The Yaqui Indians have
killed Nettleton, an American, and car-
ried a German into captivity. They have
renewed hostilities in the lower Yaqui
valley, and the people in the river towns
in the wection are again on the defen-
sive,

A special courier arrived to-day with
intelligence of a fight between Nettleton
and Rossick, the German, and Indians
at Cajame Hacienda, near Bacon, last
‘Saturday night. .The two men wene
overseers of property. At the beginning
of the attack,shortlyvbefore daykreak,they |
made a brave defence, and used their
arms effectively, but the doons .of their
hut were battered snd in the hand-to-
hand battle which ¢nsued Nettleton was
shot and clubbed to death. Rossick, al-
thowgh wounded,. was spared. -After
taking all the provision in sight and
their prishner, the Indians withdrew 'to
the south side of the river.

The British infantry charged the Boers,
who were strongly entrenched on Globle
Eskloof hill, and drove them down on the
plain toward the Tugela river, when the
British cavalry, executing a fine flank
movement, charged the Boers, almost an-
nihilating them. The plain was strewn
with slain Boers.

Gentlemer:—We have been advised that
the guard rail to be placed upon the Rock
Bdy bridge must be placed  there at this
L£ompany’s expense, This causes us to give
ocosideration to the whole question of pol-
icy as to what should be done ‘in reference
to Rock Bay bridge.

We may say, without entering into the
~question- of ‘obligation on the part of the
worporation of the city of Victoria to pro-
ferly maintain  and keep in good state of
repair this amongst other bridges in the
¢ity forming portions of the travelled road-
ways of the city, that we are willing under
certaln” conditions’ to make a snbstantial
_<ontribution fowards defraying the ey pense
of putting Rock Bay hridge in condition to
last’ many years yet, ‘but to do this we
have certain views as to replacement of
‘matérial and further construction, that we
think, sabject to your engineer’s opinion,
slicild be carried out.

“To commence with, we understand that
there is the intention to fill in under the
bridge—allowing, of course, for navigation
—at the peint where the draw is—or it
may be that this requirement will not be
Insisted upon. - In that this intention of
filling <in has been decided upon—which
work will perhaps extend over a period of
three years—it becomes necessary to be
satisfied, copsidering this period of time,
ihit the plles and other sub-structure
sbould be sound and sufficiently durable.
To accomplish this we have the honor to
make the following suggesticns, which be-
Ing complied with (or with guch modifica-
tions as your engineer in eonsultation with
ug should be decided upon) would influ-
ence us to bear a proportion of the cost,
at the same time insisting that no portion
of the cost should be updHn us.

The detail in short would be that your
eorporation (a) replace all'(if any) piles and
caps that may be found in any way de-
fective, (b) put a new bent between ‘each
of the present hents.
