NAVAL BATTLE.

Mary Oanada’s Inland Sea Was

Sinee the days of Henry Hudson,
three hundred and four years ago,
the waters of the Bay and Strait that
bear his name have been navigated
by white men. . The. Great Company,
founded Fears after the discov-
ery of 'the <Bay, sent out its ships
laden with g6ods and brought them
home ladén with' furs, using only
this route, The. turous Radis-
son and his eompan _laid .the
foundation of this*“trade and estab-
lished the mile of the -company.
throughout mneb of this northern
region.
With trade thm mingled the stern
con n of war. The Hudson Bay
Co was holding this country
for England—this was before there
was & United -Kingdom—and several
times the French attempted to drive
the 'English: from it, and thereby
make Ruperf’s Land a part of New
France, of . which the capital was
Quebec on its heightis overlooking the
S8t. Lawrence.
This war on the waters and along
the shores of Hudson Bay toek place
during the reign of Willlam a.nd
Mary,
The leader of the French forces
sent to Hudson Bay was Iberville,
after whom is named one of the
counties of the Province of Quebec.
In 1694 he compelled Port Nelson—
Fort Nelson, it was then called—to
& bombardment. 3
Thtee %

.threo weeks. 'l‘wo years

English fleet recaptured the fort, at
the same time secdring a vast quan-,
tity of furs. Then both England and
Franee prepared for a conflict,~that,
it was expected, would finally settle
the question of supremacy in Hudson
Bay.

Zach country sent out a fleet, that
from England consisting of four of
the company’s ships—the Hampshire,
the Hudson Bay, the Dering, and
Owner’'s -Love. The English ships
entered the Strait' only forty hours
in advance of the ships of the
French, both fleets being much im-
peded by the ice. The French ships
really followed in the wake of the
English. -

Having entered the Bay, where
therswas more open water, Iberville,
in his ship Pelican, succeeded in
slipping by the English. ships un-
known to them, and reached the
mouth of the Nelson River, within
sight of the fort. The garrison was
greatly surprised, for it had been
hoped that the English fleet would
prevent the French ships from pass-
ing through the Strait. The appear-
ance of the Pelican showed that this
had not been done; but the English
fleet was hourly expected, and shots
were fired as a signal to the ap-
proaching vessels.

Iberville also anxiously awaited
the coming of his own vessels, and
80 two days were passed in a state
of suspense by both the garrison at
Fort Nelson and the crew of the
Pelican. On the morning of the
third day, which was September 5,
1697, three ships were distinctly visi-
ble, and so confident was Iberville
that they were his that he hoisted
anchor and sailed away to join them.
As he drew near he learned, to his
surprise and, perhaps, somewhat: to
his dismay, that the ships were the
English fleet, now reduced to three
ships; for the fourth, the Owner’s
Love, had become separated from her
companions when they were in the
mfe-neld and was never more heard
of,

Iberville was mnot daunted by the
discovery. He decided to attack, and
made straight for the three ships of
the enemy. It was a case of three
against one, but Iberville’s one was
much superior to its opponents, for
the Pelican was manned by about
two hundred and ' fifty sailors and
marines, and the vessel carried forty-
four pieces of cannon.

The battle began at once. Iber-
ville first tried to run. down and
board the Hampshire. Falling in
this, he turned to the Dering and the
Hudson Bay, pouring into each a
damaging broadside; the English re-
plying with a musket fire into the
Pelican’s crew and a broadside of
grape-shot which wrought havoc with
the enemy’s sails.

The Hudson Bay then tried to run
in front of the Pelican and give her
a constant hull fire, besides taking
the wind from her sails, Iberville
saw the intended movement. He
veered around and by a fine piece of
seamanship came so near the Hamp-
shire that the crew saw that board-
ing was intended, but a terrific
broadside of grape held the French
in check, for a time saving the
Hampshire. It was enly for a time,
for at the end of three and a half
hours of fighting the Hampshire be-
gan to sink with all sails set.

At this time there were ninety men
severely wounded on board the Peli-
can, forty having been struck by a
single broadside. Nothwithstanding
this, Iberville decided to push the
fight with the Dering, which was the
smallest ship, and had suffered se-
verely. The Dering seeing that she
was singled out for destruction,
crowded on sail and managed to
avoid an encounter. The Pelican be-
ing in no condition tg give chase re-
turned to the Hudson Bay, which
soon surrendered.

In the meantime, the Hampshire
had been steadily sinking, and short-
ly after the surrender of the Hudson
Bay, the Hampshire went down with
nearly all on poard; and thys was
¢oncluded what was, ig the apinion
of the best authgrities, beth French
and English, one of the flercest and
bloodiest naval battles of the war,

THE JOLLY BOYS' CLUB.

Quaint Social Organization Has Some
Outspoken Rules.

Palmer's Green, in the North ~f
London, boasts a club the rules and
records of which are as remarkable
as the convivial and unconventional
spirit which pervades its meetings.
It is known as the Royal Bowes Park
Whist and Horticultural Club and
Tobaceo Exchange, Limited, and was
started nineteen years ago by four
gentlemen, three of whom, the presi-
dent, treasurer, and secretary, have
taken part regularly in its meetings
every year since.

The members meet every Thursday
for card-playing from the end of
September to April, and an accurate
record i8 kept by the seeretary of
hands played, points scored, and
games and rubbers won. Taking an
average, it would appear that 21,600
hands have been played by each mem-
ber, 6,300 games (short whist), and
2,300 rubbers.

At the end of each season the one
who has scored the highest number
of rubbers gets a highly ornamental
cake, while he who has the lowest
score receives a spoon, or other suit-
able token. “We do not play for
money,” says the secretary, ‘‘and each
season sees us all :nxioua to_recom-
mence.”’

The candor of someé of the rules is
very amusing: They read: ‘‘Members
must not sneak the hostess’ matches,
spit on the carpet, leave later than
1 a.m., sneak one another’s pouches,
offer each other cigars that they can-
not smoke themselves, go home in-
toxieated, swear, or do anything un-
becoming & member of this honorable
club.”

Any member found guilty of break-
ing any of these rules is fined the sum
of $60 after the first offence. The
subscription 1s $26 per annum, or
less, and the qualifications for mem-
bership ‘“No_‘side,” regular attend-
ance, ability to supply good whisky
(pure malt), charming wife, smoker,
good whist player.

“Sandwiches, coffee, ale, or whis-
ky, and matches only are provided.
Cigars are welcome if funds run to
it, but are not expected. In ordex to
give each member a chanee, only two
sandwiches are to be taken at a time.
