Vivian Replies to Mr. Ryan.

GroucesTer Co., N. B., April 27th.
To the Editor of the Miramichi Advance.

S1r:—In the Advocate of the 25th inst.,
a letter appeared over the signature of an
honorable gentleman—or, at all events, of
one who pies a very h ble posi-
tion in our county—which shows that the
hon. gentl ’s temper was slightly ruffl-
ed by some remarks in my last anent
the demand for a change of line between
Caraquet and Inkerman parishes.
ly condone all the little faults of style, all
the little bitternesses, deflections in a
word, from that good taste which should
characterise the correspondence of gentle-
men, into which the ill temper of this
political fledgling has betrayed him and
assure him that I fully *‘ realized and un-
derstood the force and meaning of my
words” when I wrote the communication
he refersto. And, moreover, had we to
“‘manufacture” the ‘‘article” again like that
““gkilled mechanic!” of whom he writes,
being acquainted with all the circum-
stances of the case, we should shape it
with the same tools and turn out, perhaps,
not *“an inferior article,” but one just as
effective in disturbing the political repose
of the honorable introducer of this mea-
sure. Mr. Ryan speaks of misrepresenta.
tion, etc., but the gentleman altogether
misapprehends and misrepresents the drift
of our remarks when he nterprets it as
‘‘an unchristian and uncharitable attempt
to injure his ‘“ political character.” No-
thing was more foreign to our intention
when penning that letter. No honorable
gentleman’s *“political character” cail be
injured by the fact that he introduces a
Bill at the request of any number of his
constituents. He is their servant and as
such it may be his duty to accede to their
expressed desire. We have known mem-
bers to do so in obedience to the wish of
those they represented, altho’ personally
opposed to the measure introduced. No
one blames the hen. gentleman for per-
forming what was simply his daty in that
respect. Where the fault lies exactly we
are not prepared to say—gerhaps there is
a hidden hand—indeed we think so. But
of this we are certain that of the 2162 resi-
dents of the Parish of Inkerman mention-
ed in the last census, all, without excep-
tion, belong to the lower section, the only
part of the Parish inhabited, and that the
proposed change of line was asked for by
a handful of new settlers from Caraquet,
recently located on the ungranted lots at
the rear, without the knowledge or con-
sent of the inhabitants who, themselves
and their fathers before them, had borne
‘“‘the heat aud burthen of the day” in that
Parish. It is all very fine for the hon.
gentleman to say that the Bill in question
was advertised in the columns of the Advo-
cate for five weeks, but, he, who is so well
acquainted with the people of the lower
parishes, must know that practically as
far as they are concerned it might as well
have been advertised in the * Timbuctoo
Gazette,” if such a journal exists. Altho’
a subscriber to the Advocate, I confess that
the advertisement escaped my own atten-
tion and it was only when I perused the
reports of the Legislative proceedings that
I learned of the proposed change. In
matters such as this, involving as it doesa
radical change in the state of a parish, we
say again, as we said in our last, that the
parties interested should be heard from,
and we are further of opinion that no hon.
gentleman’s ‘‘ political character” would
suffer the least detriment by consulting
them. It may be quite true, as no doubt
it is, that the inhabitants of the lower part
of Inkerman would by mo ‘‘act of theirs
oppose what was honestly intended to be-
nefit their neighbors in the upper part”
but they fail, at least for the present, to
understand how these few newly arrived
immigrants to their territory are to be
benefited by being d to the already
too large parish of Caraquet and, moreover,
they feel that ‘their charity should
not be exercised at the expense of the
disintegration of their own small Parish.
Mr. Ryan refers toa letter received by
him at Fredericton. He may rest assured
Pthat, if its contents are as represented, it
was not from *“ Vivian” as that correspon-
dent is not in the habit of giving false
information. The matter was not misre-
presented at all. The case was simply
stated to the people. An Act, they were
told, had passed the lower branch of the
Legislature whereby it was proposed to
cut off a large section from the rear of their
Parish and they were asked whether they
were of opinion that it was advisable that
such a change should- be made withont
obtaining, from the neighbouring Parish
thus enlarged a guid pro quo and the res-
ponse was conveyed in a petition numer-
ously signed praying the Legislative
Council to stay the proceeding for the
time. The honorable gentleman, may, in
his turn, as the Hon. R. Young—‘be
amused”—we like to afford amusement
when we can, especially in these dull times
—when we tell him that it was the Hon.
the Presidert of the Executive, to whom
the people of Inkerman are indebted for
having been put upon the alert in this
matter. That Hon. gentleman during the
brief visit to Caraquet to which Mr. Ryan
refers, mentioned theaffair to some of the
leading men of Upper Pokemouche and, if
we wera not misinformed by the parties,
advised them to * strengthen his hands ”
against the Bill by a petition and in ac-
cordance with this friendly council the
petition was sent. This is the plain, un.
varnished statement of the affair aud all
‘P, G. Ryan’s’ talk about *‘ignorance”
snd ‘‘destroying the character of an in-
dividual by misrepresentation, calumny
and falsehood ” is so much bosh—or per-
haps we should more politely style it—
political fanfaronade. It were well for
the Hon. gentleman that his letter had ap-
peared over a nom de plume, asno one who
knew him would have for a moment sup-
posed him to be its author, but on the
other hand, it may be better for the general
public that his own name was affixed to
the document, as it is always well to see

The Pacific Rallway.

On Friday last, says the Toronto Qlobe,
Mr. Mackenzie explained to the House of
Commons, from a purely business point of
view, the position of the Pacific Railway
operations. He referred to - the original
obligation incurred with British Columbia,
and the sense of that obligation imposed
on the present Government, and to the
qualification to the contract®embodied in
the resolution that the work should be
limited by the resources of the country, as
répresented by the existing rate of tax-
ation. He described the care taken by the
new Administration to obtain an accurate
survey, and the hglshﬁon of 1874 under
which they hadsifiGe that time been acting,
His information as to the practical and en-
gineering features of the work was wholly
derived from the Chief Engineer’s reports,
while at the same time he would accept
the full responsibility for all political con-
siderations connected with the undertak-
ing. The Government had desired as far
as possible to earry British Columbia with
them, although they had been by the ac-
tion of Parliament baulked in their effort
to giveeffect to some of their intentions.
They had also endeavoured as early as
possible to reach the lands of the North-
west. Mr. Mackenzie pointed ont the na-
ture of the operations in whijch to this end
the Government had been engaged. He
justified the scheme for utilizing the in-
la.m} water “navigation, while keeping in
view as the ultimate object the attainifg,
of a through railroad from ocean to océan.
Contracts had been let with the assent of
Parliament for portions of the line between
Thunder Bay and Selkirk on Red River.
The cost of comstructing the line from
“Thunder Bay west to the furthest point
now under contract, and from Rat Portage
or Keewatin to Selkirk, on Red Raver, in-
cluding rails, buildings, right of way and
rolling stock, making 2284 miles in all,
would he $5,603,093, or about $24,521 per
mile. The intervening portion might cost
more, being more remobe, but it was not
expected to present any great difficulties’

‘a8 to curves or gradients. The length of

this lihk would be approximately 160
miles. The cost of the |Intercolonial, in-
cluding all appliances, was $48,000 per
mile, or nearly double the eost of the 228}
miles under contract. The surveys were
completed to Dean and Bute Inlet. They
wete being carried out to Burrard Inlet,
gnd {ill these were completed the location
f the terminus could not be finally deter-
mined. The character of the several
routes and suggested termini are found in -
Mr. Fleming's report. The ice would
incommode navigation in Dean or
Gardner Inlet. They knew? of little ice
in Bute Inlet, and in #Bufrard Inlet
there wasno ice at all. For the Asi-
atic trade the ocean currents would have
to be estimated. In the first instance the
railway could be completed to Yale and
the Fraser used for 150 miles to Burrard
Inlet. On the Fraser route the heaviest
grade would not be over 52 feet to the
mile, but excavations would be more ex-
tensive than on the more northern rontes,
where the gradients were 50 %0210 feet to
the mile. Various persons had responded
to the invitation to inspect the line of
route, while others had visited Ottawa and
the office in London; but the whole of the
profiles had not hltherto been ready for
inspection. As sson as this was done,
advertisements would be issued inviting
tenders in time for .the consideration of
Parli t. The character of the ¢onntry
in the prairie region was referred to, the
Premier pointing out the nature of some
of the heavier works in a region generally
favourable to railway construction. A
volume of complete information as to the
whole route had been compiled, and would
be placed at the disposal of intending con-
tractors. The lands in British Columbia
were, as a rule, of comparatively little
value, and the topographical features of
the country necessarily imposed a heavy
outlay. He urged the necessity of pru-
dence and caution in carrying out the
work, and d ted the ption of »
heavy burden of debt in the accomplish
ment of their objects.

A bitter personal feud has
existed between Callan and Sullivan
for some time, arising out of some dis-
closures in connection with the last
general election, and Callan is on bad |
terms with most of the home rule mem-
bers. Shortly after the attack in -
question Callan met Mitchell Henry in
the lobby andin the course of an alterca-
tion called him a “‘counter-jumper”’ and
a “whipper-snapper.” He subsequent.
ly attacked the correspondent of the
Dublin Freeman’s Journal for some
strictures made on him by the latter in
his published correspondence, and Cal-
lan wound up by calling the correspon-
dent “a drunken lisr,” and strik-
ing hlm The correspondent applied
in the police court for a summons, but
the case was dismissed on the ground
that the Parliament House .is a pnvate x
place. Amother scene oceurred in con-
sequence of Mr. A. M. Sullivan making
a bitter attack upon Dr. K ly during
the newspaper debate and mlmuatmg
that the editor of The Englishman was
a ‘““‘coward, a slave and a wretch.
Kenealy retaliated by calling Sullivan a
liar in the lobby, for which he was com-"
pelled by the ouss to make ubhc
apol The last member of

On Monda.y Mr Gladstone maved
one of his resolutions in the - British
Houge of Commons condemning the
policy of the Government in not tak-
ing a more active part in endorsing
the/policy of Russia towards Turkey.
The Rt. Hon. gentleman had prepar-
ed five resolutions, but as they threat-
ened to completely demoralise the
Liberal party, if moved, he abandoned
two of them. A press telegram sum-
marises the resolutions as declaring in
effect that England had just cause of
complaint on account of the conductof
the- Porte.. They refer to Lord
Derby's depatch of last September re.
lating to the Bulgarian massacres,
'and proceed to declare that until
there is a change of conduct and guar-
entees are given for better Govern-
ment the Porte has no moral or ma-
terial claim to the support of the
British Crown; “that, in the midst of
complications and with war actually
begun, the House earnestly desires
that the influence of England in the
Councils of Europe be employed for
the effectual development of liberty
and self-government in the disturbed
provinces; that the House farther
desires that the influence of England
be addressed to the promotion of har-
monious action among the European
Powers, with the view of exacting
such means of government from Tur-
key as dre necessary for the purposes
of humanity and justice, for effectual
defence against intrigue, and for the
security of the peace of the world.”

These resolutions appear unobjec-
tionable to the ordinary reader, no
doubt, and they certainly reflect the
deep “ religious and christian senti-
ment of Russia,” but the Statesmen
who, fortunately, are guiding the
political affairs of Great Britain in
the present crisis‘are not blinded by

Mr. Gladstone and which, if carried
to its legitimate conclusion, would
strike at the preservation of England’s
control of her great Indian Empire.
They see through the flimsy excuse of
a desire to secure * Christian protec-
tion” and “improved Turkish rule,”
with which Russia probably seeks to
cover her designs upon the Turkish
Capitalandare prepared to keep aneye
on the quarrel which has been forced
upon Turkey. Russia has asserted
that she has no desire to acquire Tur-
kish territory, but will be satisfied
when she has forced the Porte to in-
stitute reform. It is almost amusing
to find Russia in the role of a defend-
er of the oppressed, but while she
may be taken at her word, no one
can complain if Great'Britain allows
Turkey and Russia to fight it out, as
matters now stand between them.
She ought to interfere only when
Russia abandous her stated policy and
interferes with British interests at
Constantinople.

We are not surprised, therefore,
that Sir Harry Wolfe has moved an
amendment to Mr. Gladstone’s réeso-
lution. It is, in effect ““that the House
decline to entertain any resolution
which may embarrass the Govern-
ment in its maintenance of general
peace and the protection of British
interests, without indicating any al-
ternative line of policy.”

Sir Harry Wolfe is a staunch Con-
servative and supporter of the Gov-
ernment and the amendment moved
by him is said to have been prepared
by Sir Stafford Northcote. - The
Home Secretary, Mr. Cross, in the
course , of a reply to Mr. Gladstone’s
speech said ‘that gentleman darenot
tell the House or the country that he
was prepared to go to war against
Turkey as an ally of Russia, and yet
that was the point to which his policy
would tend. The very basis of the
Constantinople Conference was that
the independence and integrity of the
Ottoman Empire should be maintain-
ed, and it would have been a gross
breach of faith if it had been de-
clared, as Gladstone thinks it should
havebeen, that the decision ofthecon-
ference would be enforced by war. Sir
Stafford said “ Turkey’s reply to the
protocol was blind and foolish, but
she was now suffering for her folly.
There was nothing, however, to justi-
fy Russia in holding the protocol like
a pistol to her head, and acting in
contravention of the treaty of 1871.
The power responsible for breaking
the united action of Europe was Rus-
sia. Turkey, he said, was now en-
gaged in a death struggle. God alone
knew what might be the result, but
the whole efforts of the British Gov-
ernment must be directed to localise
the war, and preserve neutrality. If
the Czar would keep his word, pledg-
ed to Lord Loftus that he had no in-
tention to take Constantinople, but

only to obtain the amelioration ot the

wrogs

the anti-Turkish zeal that inspires

condition of Christians in Turkey»
there would be no question of inter-
ference with British interests.”

Tt is evident that the policy of the
British Ministry is the only safe one,
under the circumstances in which
England is placed, and that it will re-
sult in maintaining her in the posi-
tion which has long been hers—that
of the foremost nation of the world,
both in commerce and all else that
constitutes power, and commands re-

spect.
The New Post Office.

We hope the Government will lose
no time in fitting up the portion of
the Dominion Building at Chatham
which is intended to be used asa Post
Office. We took occasion, several
months ago, to give expression to the
public’s disapproval of the Govern-
ment’s tardiness in the matter and
are glad to know that the building is,
at last, to be used.

The Price of Bass.

We observe.that a statement of the
Inspector of Fisheries to the effect that
the bass caught in Napan and Black
Rivers are 8o worthless that ‘“they bring
only 2 cts. per lb., while fish in good
condition in winter readily bring on the
ice 10 and 12 cts.” is published in the
News. Our cotemporary may learn, by
making proper enquiry, that Bass bring
no more than from seven to eight cents
per lb. in the winter. In the Spring
they are not sold by the pound, but the
price’in Chatham is 25 cts., per fish,the
average weight being about four and a
half pounds. This would make the
price per pound more than five cents.
Bass can be shipped abroad in winter
in a naturally frozen state, and the ex-
pense of putting them into the markets
of the ¢ities of the United States is
therefore small, compared with what it
would be were the fish to be iced and
sent away. Bass bring no more in
Boston or New York city markets in
April or early in May, than they do in
January, February and March, and any
of our readers will readily understand
that while it might pay very well to
ship the fish without icing during the
frosty months it would be quite another
matter when to expense of icing is to
be added the increased cost of freight in
proporsion to the weight of the ice and
the heavier package necessary to hold
it.

It is to be regretted, for the sake of
the interests of both the people and the
Department, that its chief officer in the
Province is so unfortunate as not only
to be constantly misrepresenting facts,
such as those in reference to the relative
prices of bass in Winter and Spring,but
also incapable of ascertaining and taking
into account the cenditions which go to
explain what puazles himself and the
Department, and is yet so plain to the
people who suffer from their official
misconceptions. We hope, however,
for a better state of things, in this res-
pect, by and by. Such organized false-
hood and stupidity must, in time, die of
its innate rottenneas.

We know the names of owners of fifteen
such seines, and we presume many of
our local readers can count more than
that number. We ask, in all serious-
ness, whether high officials who act on
such false information are fit to deal
with theimportant mattersunder thecon-
trol of the Department at Ottawa. We
thought that after our exposure of the
Miramichi Hatching House frauds the
Miaister would not allow himself to be
hoodwinked any longer, but we have
to regret that we were apparently mis-
taken as to his disposition to protect the
public against the impositions they are
now forced to put vp with onder the

[baneful rule which is fast remndering

fishery administration in Northumber-
land worse than a farce. There is no
excuse whatever for the ignorance or
malice which has led to the official mis-
representations concerning the number
of gaspereaux seines on the Miramichi.

Provincial Riflo Association.

The Council of the Provincial Rifle As-
sociation met at Fredericton Junction on
Thuréday last. Ten members were pre-
sent, and Captain Perley, President, occu-
pied the chair. The Deputy Adjutant-
General, Captain Hazen, and some other
members of Council, including Lt. D. G.
Smith and Ensign Loggie, of Northumber-
land, were unavoidably absent.

THE FREDERICTON JUNCTION RANGE.

One of the principal objects in holding
the meeting of Council at Fredericton
Jungtion was to enable members of Coun-
cil to see theproposed Rangeat that place.
We are indebted to the Telegraph for the
following, in reference to the meeting and
its proceedings :

From a report made by Capt. Hazen, of
St. John, and Ensign Loggie, of Frederic-
ton, the range was shown to be distant
from the Junction by highway road half a
mile on a south-easterly course. It is
situated on a plat of high meadow land
from the 200 to the 1000 yards range, the
remainder from the 200 yards to the tar-
gets being partly fallow ground and partly
light and sandy ; the soil could be easily
cleared of very light scrub and at a sniall
cost. The range. from the 260 yards to the
600 yards is perfectly level ; the rest to a
1000 yards is on a gradual incline, thelat-
ter distance beu;g not more than 20 feet

higher than the targets. The ground at
the line of butts is available for trenches,
and free from the water lodging in them.
They did not consider it necessary to erect
mounds behind the targets as the balls
penetrate a forest. Lumber can be pro-
cured within a quarter of a mile. Suffi-
cient accommodation could be procured by
titors at the Juncti A p
ing the Repert was a plan of the Range,
showing the roads leading to it and the
grounds surrounding, which had been pre-
pared by Ensign Loggie.
THE SUSSEX RANGE.

Colonel Beer wrote in regard to several
places in and near Sussex, that had
been examined by him. He had found
none more suitable than that heretofore
used, except the old one used in 1867 and
the following year, and the only advan-
tages that range has over the Stockton
range are the directior or line of fire, and
its nearness to the railway, together with
shade trees. It is a question whether this
range is as safe as the Stockton range, as
the back ground is not as high. Mr.
Stockton offers his range on the same terms
as héretofore, except that he will charge
an extra $10 if the 1,000 yards range is
used. Should it be desired to alter the
construction of the butts he will make no
extra charge, and if butts are built behind
targets to receive the bullets, he will leave
the matter in the hands of the Association,
providing always that shounld the Associa-
tion give up the use of the range at the
expiration of the lease, that all ditches,
trenches or butts shall be filled in or level-
led. The range cannot be open at all times
for practice, but upon notification of
matches, authorized by the Provincial As-
sociation, being held, permission will be
granted to parties having a permit from
the President, upon a notice being given
of a day. An estimate of the cost of
changing from the hill butt to the trench,
and also for building new butts ortrenches
on a new range, was given in the report.
THE PRESIDENT'S REPORT ON FREDERICTON

AS A SUITABLE PLACE.

A report prepared by the President was
next read, with reference to the City of
Fredericton. In the selection of a locality
for a permanent range, he held that they
should be guided by five essentials, as fol-
lows :—Facility of tmnnport telegraphic
service ; ; centrality ; the
range—all of which he explnmed and com-
pared the three ranges presented.

Sussex, forty-four miles to the eastward
of St. John, is served by five trains from
the westward and four from the east, daily,
benefitting those living between Moncton
and 8t. John. East and north apd west
of these points the service does not exceed
two trains a day. The transportation ser-
vice to and from Sussex may, therefore,
be deemed good ; telegraphic service good
and accommodation sufficient.

The transportation to Fredericton Junc-
tion and the telegraphic facilities were
spoken of as good, but there was not suffi-
cient accommodation.

Fredericton; next to St. John, possesses
the greatest amount of facility for trans-
port. The range is in many respects an
admirable one.

As regards centrality the localities stand
in the following order, with regard to con-
venience for the following named, Active
Militia found within a certain radius:

Fredericton, first
Fredericton Junction, necond
Sussex, third

An adjournment of nearly two' hours

NO PERMANENT RANGE DECIDED ON.

When the Council met after dinner, re-
marks were made in explanation by the
presiding officer ; then Major Parks, Col.
Beer and Captain Cropley spoke, the lat-
ter showing that Fredericton was a most
desirable place. Then Lieut. Ewing, sec
onded by Lient.-Col. Marsh moved the
following resolution :

That, lacking the necessary information

the adoption of any particular range as a
permanent one.

Col. Marsh stated that there was no in-
formation as to the'expense of the range at
Fredericton Junction, and he was not cer-
tain about that at Fredericton. This was
his reason for seconding the resolution.

The resolution passed.

THE COMPETITION THIS YEAR,

In regard to the rauge for this year, Lt.
Ewing said a resolution had‘been passed
at the last anuual meeting of the Associa-
tion that Sussex be the place selected.
The President did not remember baving
put such a resolution, but Col. Beer and
Major Parks thought there had been a dis-
cussion in regard to that subject. Before
closing his remarks, Major Parks believed
that a good permanent range could be had
at St. John and wanted it to be taken into
consideration. To settle all dispute he
moved that Sussex be adopted for this
year’s competition.

Qr.-Master Lipsett said it had been the
endeavor to bring out young shots, and he
said they had been unfavorable to Sussex
on account of contrary,winds, and he
wished this to be favorably considered.
He desired them to understand thathe was
not wedded to Fredericton, but on account
of the reason above stated he wished to
have a change made,

Captain Cropley favored Fredericton, ad-
vaucing the same argument that he had
done in the di ion on a per
range in regard to favorable winds and
other advantages, and he was supported’
again by Qr.-Master Lipsett.

Colonel Beer favored Sussex for the rea--
son that everything was on hand.

Colonel Marsh could not support the
motion for Sussex range, as he had heard
complaints from York County men; but as
he was not bound to support Fredericton
as a site for a range, he would favor some
place near St. John.

Major Parks, referring to what Quarter-
Master Lipsett had said about young
shots, said that there were plenty in other
counties besides York, whose interests
were to be considered as well.

Major Staples spoke against Sussex on
account of its winds.

An amendment was moved by Colonel
Marsh, seconded by Capt. Cropley, that
the competition take place at Fredericton.
The amendment was carried.

CHURCH AND STATE.

LoxpoN, May 5.—In the Chamber of
Deputies, at Versailles, on Thursday,
Minister Simon, replying to Leblond’s in-
terpellation relative to Ultramontane in-
trigues, said neither the Gover nor
any political party could be held answer-
able for the attacks on foreign govern-
i ments in the newspapers. The petitions
for the re-establishment of temporal power
were the work of a feeble minority. The
Government had put a stop to these peti-
tions and would not toleratc any attack on
Catholicism, which it sincerely respected,
asnd which now enjoyed unprecedented
liberty. All parties must respect the law,
and the Government would protect the
clergy "while they confined themselves to
their spiritual duties, but would deal firmn-
ly with them if they encroached on the
cival power. The Government has hither-
to pursued a conciliatory policy, but desir-
ed peace in France and Europe, and would
henceforth act with resolution.
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STMILAR SENTIMENTS FROM ACUSTRIA AND
HUNGARY,

A letter from Pesth says that the Hun-
garian and Austrisan Governments will
make practically identical replies to the
interpellations introduced in their Parlia-
ments on Eastern affairs. The replies
will urge that Austro-Hungary will best
fulfil her European mission and consider
her own interests by doing all in her power
to ensure localization of war, and thereby
bring about a possibilty of sooner opening
the way to mediation.

VERSAILLES, May 6.—In the Chamber
of Deputies, yesterday, Gambetta said the
Clericalists sought tv induce France to
break with Italy.

Minister Simon indigasntly repudiated
the assertion that his speech of Thursday
was dictated by President McMahon.

A SMALL AFFAIR.

The apparent object of
the Turks was to ascertain the strength
and position of the batteries.

REPORTED BATTLE NEAR KARS.

The Russian official report of a battle
near Kars says:— -

General Melekoff, with the object of
supporting his cavalry, left camp on April
20th, accompanied by twelve blattalions,
fifteen pieces of artillery, and alarge force
of Cossacks. His cavalry reached Vizin-
koff on the evening of the 30th. After
two hours’ artillery engagement, eight

issued from the fortress of Kars and oc-
cupied a position protected by the fortifi-
cations. The Russian artillery fire dis-
mounted one of the Turkish guns. Gener-
al Melekoff, on the 1st of May, leaving a
body of cavalry at Vizinkoff, retarned
with the remainder of his forces to the
camp at Ziama. The Russian loss was one
killed and five wounded.. The Russians
took over one hundred Turks prisoners.
NO BATTLE AT K£RS.
CoxsranTiNorLe, May 3.—The Turkish
Official Journal states that no important
battle has been fought in Armenia. The
Russian Vanguard has only made an ap-
pearance at Batoum.
LoxpoN, May 4.—Reports are current
of a Tugkish defeat at Kars, and the capi-
tulation of a Turkish corps, but the
Turkish Minister of War is understood to
have contradicted the rumors.

BerLIN, May 5. — Intelligence from
Odessa states that Kars is completely sur-
rounded.

A Sample Case.

On Monday last Overseer Hogan of New-
castle made information before Police
Magistrate Niven, against Mr. Thomas
Vanstone of Chatham, for having and dis-
posing of Bass, illegally. in the Town of
Newcastle. Mr. Vanstone was ordered to
appear and answer to the charge, which
he did on Thursday last, offering to bring
evidence to prove that the fish were legal-
1y caught with set nets in Napan and ad.
mitting that he sold them in Newecastle.
The facts seem to be that Mr. Vanstone
bought the fish from a Napan fisherman
and took them to Newcastle and openly
offcred them for sale, as he had a right to
do. Allan Ritchie, Esq., purchased some
of the fish and the Overseer made the sei-

| zure after thcy were in Mr. Ritchie’s pos-
| session. The Police Magistrate of New-

castle is newly appointed to the office and,
we presume, he thought, at first, that the
Overseer was acting properly. The latter
asserted that Mr. Vanstone had noright to
sell the Bass within his district, whether
they were legally caught or not. €0 with-
out going into the latter part of the ques.
tion, Mr. Vanstone was to be fined. Be.
fore that was done, however, friends of
Mr. Vanstone interposed, and the Police
Magistrate, acting with a prudence for
which he deserves credit, was induced to
reconsider the legality of the proceedings,
when he learned, that Bass caught legally
at Napsn and Black Rivers could be
legally Bold' i the surrotnding towns.
This case affords an illustration of the
spirit that prompts those who are, un-
fortunately, at present, controlling fishery
administration on the Miramichi. Our
readers are sware of the stringent and un-

just prohibitions of bass and gaspereaux

town, tealises thie sdvantage of keeping a | fishing that were suddenly made this

Spring at the instigation of those who
are endeavoring to render the present
Minister’s rule obnoxious to the fishermen.
The Minister. however, realising, in part,
the injustice of the course he had been in-
duced to take, removed the prohibition of
bass-fishery with set nets. He caunsed

i those interested in catching the fish to be

promptly informed of the change, but itis
a significant fact that the officers here say
they were officially unacquainted with it
for two days after other individuals were
informed of it by the Commissioner of
Fisheries. We leave this oversight of
duty to be accounted for by the Inspector
at St. John, who, no doubt, had his in-
structions promptly. The man who sold
the fish that were seized by Overseer
Hogan knew that the Department had rc-
moved the prohibition and Mr. Vanstone
bought them in view of the same fact.
When Mr. Vanstonie went about openly in
Newecastle and re-sold them, he knew that
he was doing no wrong. The Overaeer,
however, saw a chance to carry out his
Inspector’s pet policy —to thwart the Min-
ister’s good intentions—so he resorted to
the quibble that the terms of the permis-
sion to catch given by the Minister, viz :
““for domestic use of inhabitants,” confined
the ‘‘use ” to the district in which the fish
were caught, and did not justify the sell-
ing, even in Chatbam. So he seized and
confiscated the fish Mr. Ritchie had bought
and paid for—doing a wrong which can be
explained only on the assumption of his
inability to comprehend his instructions;
and a desire to arrogate to himself, and ex-
ercise all the power with which our strin-
gent Fisheries Act clothes Overseers, who
are supposed to act, not as tyrants and
persecutors of their neighbors, hut as rea-
sonable men, disposed to do unto othersas
they would have othersdo unto them. It
is a fact that Napan fishermen dare not
bring bass into Chatham for two or three
days last week, hecause they were given to
understand that the Chatham Uverseer
waquld seize and confiscate their fish, even
in the face of the permission given to them,
but that gentleman denies having intimat-
ed any such intention on his part, and says
he construed the privileges allowed by the
Minister to include that of selling legally-
caught bass in the town. The misunder-
standing seems to have grown out of an
assertion made by the -Inspector, and
which has no foundation in fact. that the
privilege of catching bass in Napan was
restored on the ground ‘“that the people
were poor and needed the fish to keep their
families from want.”

In order to set the matter at rest, how-
ever, we publish the f:ll]zwing which ought
not to be considered at all ambiguouns :—

We Loped that after the Department
authorised us to publish the information
given in last issue in connection with the
bass tishery, the people would have been
allowed to enjoy the scant privileges af-
forded without such displays of petty
vindictiveness as that of which Overseer
Hogan has been guilty. Officers should
guard against allowing thémselves to ‘be
carried too far by what, even their best
friends cannot designate by any milder
term than zesl without discretion. The
performance of duty is always to be eom-
mended and the Apvance has often. en-
dorsed Oversecer Hogan for efforts in that
direction, but when men presume to con-
strue regulations that may not be clear
even to those qualified to pronounce upon
such matters, they should be careful that
they have, at least, reason on their side,
to say nothing of the respect which every
good citizen should entertain for the rights
and privileges of his neighbors. The man
who makes it his business to track his fel-
low-citizens about and note what they do
and then charge them with being law-
breakers—who because a stringent statute
protects him in seizing and confiscating his
neighbor’s property, «does 8o seize and con-
fiscate, when his neiglibor is doing no
wrong—may, in time render himself very
obnoxious in the community in which he
lives and it may, therefore, be well for the
Overseer referred to in this case to en-
deavor to make some reparation to Mr.
Ritchie and Mr. Vanstone for what he has
done against them, We have no doubt,
also, but that the people of the town in
which he lives will be just as well pleased
with him"and esteem him quite as highly
if he allows them to enjoy the privilege of
buying abass now and then—especially
when the Minister, who ought to have a
say in the matter, desires it to be sn. If
these considerations do not influence him
there are others which should do so, al-
though their importance is g nerally lost
sight of by over-zealous officérs until it is
too late. At all events, the dispagition of
several leading fishery officers towards the
fishermen as well as towards the Depart-
ment, is being sufficiently well understood
to put xome of our citizens on their guard
and beget a determination on their part to
protect themselves, while they are also
willing to assist in protecting their neigh-
bors. It is the business of the Depart-
ment, also, to look more closely into its
own immediate - interests, and although it
may not be too late, even now, for it todo
80, we fear its apathy will continue to
cause the same troubles in this county
ihat have rendered its past administration
80 oppressive and puzzling at times to the
people generally. The Department might,
at least, give its officers to understand
that they are not expected to use the
powers vested in them for the purpose of
annoying and causing loss to citizens who
are acting clearly within their rights, If
it does not do 80 the conscquences will be
unpleasant all round, for it is not to bz ex-
pected that people will always continue
to submit te having their rights interfered
with without positive and perhaps pretty
effective resistance on their part.
