Whatever the future
may hold in store, Lorj Kitchener has
already done enough to secure a fore-
most place in the ranks of his coun-
try's heroes.

The great thing that keeps the size
of American families ‘down is soctal
and pecuniary ambition, There are. a
few thrifty carpenters in the land—
farmers, miners, millworkers, and the .
like—who look upon children as a po-
tential source of income, and raise a
800d many because their keep costs
little, 'and their labor is valuable. 'We
don’t approve of bersons of that way
of thinking, Our American feeling iz
that" the parents should” work for the
children, but not the children for the
baremts, except in cases of  special
niecessity. Almost all of us want our
children to be bétter off than we are
ourselves. We would rather have two *
children and give them what we con-
sider special advantages of nuture and -
education, than have five and be un-
able to do for all of them what we
want done. We a,rg impatient of the
common lot. Unless our children can
rise above it, we think it a doubtful '
advantage to have secured them an
entry in this world. s
Now that is not ‘altogether a bad '
characteristic. It makes for progress
to a certain extent, but we carry it
too far. We are too prudent, too sel-
fish, for both ourselves and our off-
Bpring. It . 1s by no means the chil- "
dren who have the most “advantages”
that do best in the world, but those,
rather,” who are born with the best
brains and bodies, and are hardest
rodded by the spur of necessity. For
the sake%f pampering two children we -
forfeit the chance of drawing a great
prize ‘among the three others that we
might have and dom’t. ;
It is toe bad about us Amerieans.

Dossibilities that we may come to. a
better appreciation  of the pleasure
there is in raising good ' children as
compared with any other rival interest
that attracts us. We never will raise
large families for the good of the
country; never. The race may go
hamg, for all of us. But if more of us
can come to feel, what s true, that the
right kind of children pay enormously
in love, in entertainment, in all things
that make life desirable, we may come
to raise more of\ them.—Harpers
