Do you believe in a Christ whose bare
will thrown among material things, makes
them all plastic, as clay in the potter’s
hands, whose mouth rebukes the ‘mnonn
and they flee, rebukes death and ita looses
ita grasp, rebukes disease and there comes
health?

The following true incident, though a
trifle, has a suggestive meaning for many
readers. ;

Dr. McCosh, the hn-and President of
Princston College, New Jersey, presents in
the September number of Education some
thoughta on universities for Ameries. The
writer’s wide experience in connection with
the educational institations of Great Britain,
as well as those of the United States, de-
mands that whatever ho may say on this
subject should receive atténtion. He has
s word in favor of “‘small ¢plleges,” in re-
speet to which he remarks that * most of
these young colleges are serving a good
purpose. ;. They all do so, 8o far #s they
give solid and not superficial knowledge;
s0 far as they teach thoroughly the funda-
mental sod disciplinary branches of litera-
ature, science and philosophy, and ulso
impart religious instruction to give a high
tone to the mind. They draw a number of
young men from the vicinity who could
never be lured to distant and more expen-
rive places.”

Dr. McCosh holds that, while all the
colleges that impart real knowledge and
cultare should be retained, there: should
be universities for higher work. The uni-
versity is described as & number and vari-
ety of departments combined in & unity of
It should establish
courses for gradustes, in which the very
highest studies and investigations in the
several arts should be pursued.  Scholar-
ships and followships should be used to
encourage gradustes to engage in original
research, - Different degroes should be es
tablished for the various divisions of
studies. The degree in arts is the essential
sue, and ol students should be expeoted to
take it before entéring on any other depart
ment, a8 of law or medicine, New studies
are (o be admitted into: the curriculum of
the Arts degree, but a determined stand
should be made to retain in it such branches
as Greek, Logic, Bthics and Mental Science
Afer the degree’in Arts, others should be
open, not merely the professional, but also
degrees intended to encourage learning aud
culture, cultivate taste, and promote the
study of philosophy and social science.
The university should not be an independ-
ent creation, but should be built on the
basis of existing colleges. T'he college
should mot seek prematurely to be a uni-
versity ;. but yo( there are colleges that
may | ly nim 1o reach the higher

Some regarded all A 1 ao-
tion in the mattyr as an unjustifiable inter-
ference with the independence of the church.
It was finally decided, however, to appoint

A case like this brings up the whole
question of the relation of churches and
pastors to the Associations to which they
belong. Has the Association any jurisdic-
tion of any kind ?

We have always believed that the rela-
tionship of the ohurch to the Association
was similar to that of the individual to the
church. Each member of. the church is
independent, just as each church is inde:
pendent.  But the right of gach member
of the church to guide his own sctions and
to hold his own opinions does not forbid to
the chureh the power to investigate and to
discipline. Membership in a church im-
plies an agreement upon some basis of
union, tacitly understood, if not expreased.
A violation of this agreement must subject
the individual to the danger of exclusion.
Otherwise, while the church is held res
ponsible for thé fite and action of its mem-
bers, it has no power to purge itself from
reproach should any of its members aet
To forbid the right to ex-
nnder such cipenmstances, would

seandalously
clude,
be to leave the body af'the mercy of each
member of it, and subject it to the tyranny
of each individual

In a similar, if not in the saie, way the
Association to which a church belongs is
held responsible for the action and doctrine
of the church it continues to recognize as
a member, and must have the right to
withdraw such recognition when it sees fit,
or the individual church can tyrannize over
the body of which it forms a part. It can-
not complain if, when the agreement upon
which it became & member of the Associa~
tion is broken, the body refuses to continue
to recognize the church as a part of itself.
80, also, the pastor, holding a representa-
tive office, whm}n has & relation to the de-
nomination st large, as well as to the
church he serves, cannot complain if the
denomination refuse to be compromised by
his action, through continuing to recognize
him s one of their ministers, Otherwise,
our denomination would ‘be st the merey
of unworthy men, and we should Igse our
standmg with the people, and be ro of
our moral power. ;

Bat in order to take action there must
be investigation by the Association-in oase
of the church whose course is compromis-
ing it. The Association, then, has & right
to inquire into the life and dootrine of &
church, so far as this is needful to protect
herself and maintain the basis upon which
churches have united into associations. In
the case of u pastor, if the church he serves
will not take action*in the oi

nutu». The American university should
be developed after its own type, rather
than after some European model. The
faculty, semate, or council, and board of
trustees,are needed for the proper discharge
of the functions of a nniversity, The ex-
aminers sbould be distinot from the in.
struotors,

This is an outline of this distingwished
educationalist’s views on this important
sutject. The article fails to give entire
satisfaction, for the reason that it falls into
the obecurity that marks most of the dis-
ocussions on the university question. It
does not present a sufficiently clear dis.
tinotion betwéen the college and the uni-
vergity. If it is possible, by increasing the
ntmber of students, multiplying depart-
ments, and adding bu Iding to building, to
change a college into a university, then it
is possible to make a number of univer-
sities on this contipent in & short period

This appears o be the common idea.
to attain to ihe true university, there is not
needed enlargement on a certain grade, but
the establishment,of a higher gréde

number of its departnentsa:and the variety
of its studies, but by the nature and quality

of the study which it fosters. A _college
that gives instruction in a limited number
of subjects does not become a university by

multiplying its subjects; itsimply becomes
by this process a larger college. The re-
Jation that shall exist between the college
and the nniversity is still an unsolved
problem. The President of Harvard Col-
lege says that the university canmot be
built on the top of the college. But where,
then, shall it be built? If there could be
an agresment in respect to the proper ap
plication of the term university, it would
make y most of the di i
