Ottawa, Nov. 19—A delegation from
the Canadian Jewish Congress wailted
upon the Government this afternoon
to make representations with regard
to the very serious conditions of rela
tives and dependents in Roumania and
Poland of Roumanian and Polish Jews,
now residing in Canada. The delega
tion which was headed by Mr. Liyon
Cohen, of Montreal, and introduced by
8. W. Jacobs, M. P, also of Monptreal,
was received by Homn. C. J. Doherty,
Sir Henry Drayton, Hon. Martin Bur.
rell and General 8. C. Mewburn.

It was urged upon the Government
that these dependents and relatives of
Jows now in Canada were exposed to
persecution in Roumanin and Poland
and the request was made that the
Government give credentials to a com-
mittee which would consiet of three
men named by the Canadian Jewisk
Congress which would also meet their
expenses, to go to these countries and

seek out the relatives and d

in question. The delegation also ask
ed that when these relatives and de-
pendents were found, the Government
should, on being satisfied that they
meet the requirement of the Immigra-
tion Act grant permits which would
enable them to leave the countries in
which they at present are. It was re
quested that the countrtes where they
now are will not allow them to eml
grate without such & permit.

It was also requested that, subject to
the expenses belng met by the Cen.
gress, the Government should faciit-
tate the obtaining of tramsportation to
Canada of those who are found to be
suitable immigrants.

The members of the Government
promised to take the matter into thelr
sympathetic consideration. It was
pointed out that there are certain air
ficulties entering into the matter, but
it would be carefully looked into.

GOV'T SOON TO FORMULATE
NAVAL POLICY FOR CANADA

Admiral Jellicoe to be in Ottawa Next Week and Will Give
to the Government the Benefit of His Knowledge of
Naval Defence—Government Expected to Havea
Definite Plan to Lay Before Parliament in R@.lar

Session.

Ottawa, Ont., Nov. 19—Hon, O. C.
Ballantyne, the Minister of the Naval
Service, intimated in an interview
given today that the Government
would undertake in the very near
Jfuture to formulate a naval policy for
Canada, and might be prepared to sub-
mit ite proposals to Panliament at its
next session. He vouchsated the In-
formation in the course of a state-
ment in which he announced that Ad:
miral Viscount Jellicoe would arrive
in Ottawa on November 27Tth in the
course of his tour of the Empire, and
pointed out that the Admiral would
not recommend a permanent policy for
the Dominion, but would give the Gov-
ernment, in an advisory capacity, the
benefit of his experience and know-
ledge of naval defence.

Lord Jellicoe comes to Canada In
the course of a tour undertaken as a
result of an understanding reached by
representatives of the overseas Do-
minions at their meeting in bondnu}l
in August, 1918. A rentative scheme |
of naval defence of the Empire had |
been submitted to the Overseas Min- |
isters by the Admiralty in conformity
with a requesp made at the Imperial
War Conference in March, 1917.

The Overseas Ministers, after con-

gidering the Admiral's plan, subscribed | *

tc a memorandum suggesting, it was
stated ab the time, a permanent over-
seas naval policy on the basis of
navies to be built by and administered
by the Dominions on a system. which
would permit close co-operation with
the British navy. The memorandum
also sald: “TIt is thoroughly recognized
that the character of construction, ar-
mament and equipment and the meth-
ods and principles of training, admin-
jstration and organization should pro-
ceed upon the same lines in all the
mavies of the Empire. For the purposs
the Dominfons would welcome vigits
from a highly qualified representative
of the Admiralty who by reason of
his abllity and experience would be
thoroughly competent to advise the
paval authorities of the Dominions in
such matters.
