Birmingham, Ala., April 8—Without a
word of warning the little hamlet of
Hopewell, 40 miles north of this city, and
one mile from Hanceville, was swept away
early this morning by a cyc.one, which
cut a path of desolation a mile wide and
two miles long across a prosperous farm-
ing eection of Blount County. Twelve
persons were killed instantly, three or
four fatally and a score seriously injured.

The dead—Mr. and Mrs. Griffin,” James
Griffin, Henry McCoy and three children,
O. C. Oden, a prominent planter; Mrs.
Nora Oden, Hester Oden, Mise Thelma
Qden, Mrs. C. C. Oden.

The injured—A son and niece of Nathan
Griffin, Mrs. Henry McCoy and two chil-
dren, R. G. Quick, Dink Quick, family
of McCoy, seven persons; Mrs. Holsteine
Horton, Miss Inez Horton, Richard Grif-
fin.

It is beieved that several of the injur-
ed will die.

The storm travelled in a northeasterly
direction, wrecking everything in ite way.
There wae not the alightest intimation of
ite approach until the houses were being
torn to pieces. One of the first houees
struck was that of Nathan Griffin. The
house was demolished and Mr. Griffin
and his son James were killed. Mre.
Grifin was so badly injured that she
died later.

The home of ‘Henry McCoy received the
worst impact of the storm. His wife was
severely injured, two of his children are
still unconscious and may die, and he ard
his babe and two other children are dead.
The storm then struck the house of C. C.
Oden.. Mr. Oden was killed, as were his
three daughtters, aged 15, 11 and 9 years
regpectively. Mrs. Oden received injuries
from which she died later.

“The home of Mrs. Mary Wharton was
next attacked by the storm and it was
wrecked, but Mrs. Wharbon was not badly
injured. Then came the home of R. G.
Quick. It went to pieces and he and his
twa children were injured, but there were
no fatalities there.

Mr. Fitzpatrick’s Opinion Presented to the House of Com-
mans Yesterday—Minister of Railways Gives the Amount
of Public Money Spent on Canadian Railways—

House Adjourned Till Tuesday.

. Omawa, April 8—(Special)—1lhe house

of commons met for an hour today and
af terwards adjourned for the Easter holi-
days until Tuesday next.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier announced that the
governmen‘t intends to act upon the sug-
gestion made the other day and have a
commilttee of both sides confer as to the
amendments needed in the election act to
gocure greater purity in election contests.

The home rule resolution of Mr. Cos-
tigan passed its final stage and will be pre-
genited to the g\overnm-geme.ml for trans-
mission 10 the imperial authorities.

Mr. Davis (Saskaltchewan) and Mr. Scott
(West .Assmﬁlpia) secured some interesting
figures from bhe minister qf railways re-
garding the amount of public money spent
on Tailways since comfederation. !
The total cost of the imtencolomial (capi-
tal account) up to Feb. 23 last was $69,-
418275, and of the Prince dew‘abrd Island
gailway, $5,112,455.

respect to the memorial of New Bruns-
widk, asking that the representation in the
house of commons be not decreased, was
presented to parliament today. Mr. Fitz-
patrick cannot comcur in the views taken
by the New Brunswick government. To
say that only the four provinces of the
dominion was meant in the B. N. A. act
would be unnatural. All the partners of
the union would Tequire to be included
in taking into account the relation of the
popaulaltion of each province to that of the
wihole dominion and not its relation to the
aggregalte population of four provinces only
out of the seven provinces. The minister
herefore says that the construdtion of the
act suggested by New Brunswick is un-
admissable.

Replying to Mr. Wilmot, Mr. Prefon-
taine said that Mr. Miles McMonagle had
been dismissed from the position of keeper
of beacon lights and was succeeded by
Robert Fleming.

A _petition was presented to the house
today by Mr. Birkett. from Reuben Alex-
ander Zimmerman and Frederick Wanke,
of Seramton (Penn.), and Francis Joseph
Toeonand, of Philadelphia, asking for in-
corp-ration as The Canadian Telephone
and Telegraph Comipany.

The Dominion Marine Association pre-
sented its memorial to the government to-
day asking for the abolition of tolls amd
other restrictions on Canadian camals. The
government pmomised to congider the mat-
ter. = Messrs, Iaurier, Blair, Cartwright,
Paterson. Supheriand and Prefonitaine re-
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ceived the delegates.
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ERMS ASKED

FOR NEW BRUNSWICK.

Premier Tweedie, in an Able
Speech, Asks the House to Con-
cur in Resolutions of the Pro-
vincial Conference--Mr. Hazen
Moves Amendment--Attorney-
General’'s Telling Reply to Op-
position Leader.

Fredericton, N. B, April 8—In the
absence of the speaker,Mr. Allen took the
chair at 3 o’clock. The speaker announced
that the committee to prepare a bill in re-
ference to the secret ballot would be the
premier, the attorney general, Hon. Mr.
Hill and Mesers. Hazen, Loggie, Clarke
and Copp. .

The speaker called attention to rule 71
and stated that the -officials of the house
complained that a eufficient number of
bills were not printed. He thought there
should be at least 75 copies of each bill.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley said that he rose with
reluctance to correct the official report,
which was in general remarkable for its
accuracy. Indeed, it was eurpriging that
eo few mistakes were made. He was re-
presented as saying in his answer of yes-
terday that in the Higgins case for up-
wards of a month prior to the arrest he
had been advising with the police author-
ties. What he did say was that for about
a month for a period commenging prior
to the arrest he had been giving attention
to the cage. The error was a Very natural
one.

Bills Dealt With.

The house went into committee on bills
No. 4, 9 and 10, with Mr. McLatchey in
the ‘chair. Bill No. 4, Hon. Mr. Pugsley
explained had been sent to him by the
gecretary of the municipality of Kings
with the petition of the council. It was
to postpone the county valuation until
1908. It was thought the rew valuation if
made now,would be just about the same as
the old one and that the expense of mak-
ing it might be avoided. The bill was
agreed to.

Mr. Grimmer explained that bill No. 10
was to enable the councillors of the par-
ish of St. David to sell an alms house and
farm which was of no use, g0 that the
money might be applied to the support
of the poor. It was agreed to.

At the request of Mr. Copp progress
was reported on bil No. 9, for the in-
corporation of the Backus Electric Light
Company.

The Redjstribution Argument.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley said that in view of
the interest being taken in the subject
of redistribution the house would be gl_ad
to know that there was every prebability
that the case will be argued during the
present session of the Supreme Court.

His agent at Ottawa had teleg.raphed
him that he had seen the chief justice and
that on a joint appication on benalf of
the province and dominion to be made
between now and Tuesday next, a day
would be fixed for the argument of the
case. He had received a communication
from the attorney general of Nova Scotia
and he wae not without hope that in
view of the vast importance of this ques-
tion that province would join with New
Brunswick in this matter. He was glad
to see that in the legislature of Nova
Scotia yesterday a gentleman of high$
legal ability took tne same view of this
question as the government of New
Brunswick. :

Mr. Hazen gave notice of motion to sus-
pend rule 8 in respect to the bill relat-
ing to the St. John Horticultural Associ-
ation; also notice of motion for a de-
tailed statement in regard to the horse
importation of last year; Mr. Gla_mer
notice of inquiry in regard to the bridge
.. 3r. Jones introduced a bill

to amend the act incorporating Wood-
stock; Mr. Purdy a bill to incorporate
the Maritime OChristian Missionary So-
ciety.

The Hampton-St. Martins Railway.

Hon. Mr. Dunn presented the petition
of W. E. Skinner and othens representing
that the railway from Hampton to St.
Martins had not -been operated since
December last and aeking that'the com-
pany be called upon to.operate.

Mr. Smith introduced a bill to authorize
the municipality of Carleton to assess in
aid of the Woodstock hospital.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie laid on the table the
report of the auditor general for the past
year.

The house took recess until 7.30 p. m.

Evening Sessian.

In the evening replying to Mr. Hazea,
Hon. Mr. Dunn said steps were taken to
locate ‘a forest reservation and provincial
park upon the upper waters of the
Tobigue, but owing to strong representa-
tions againet this selection it was thought
well to coneider the euitability of other
localities and the government is. procuf-
ing information.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie submitted the return
of the bonded indebtedness of Northum-
berland and Newecastle; also return of the
school debentures and the assessed value
of the real and personal property cf New-
castle.

Hon. Mr. Labillois laid on the table
the annual report of the chief commission-
er of public works, for 1902.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie submitted the report
of the commission on the revision and
consolidation of the eatutes. He said it
had been suggested that this report be
printed but. it would cost a good deal and
he would like to have an expression of
opinion.

Mr. Hazen thought if the report gave
the 1easoms which caused the commis-
sioners to make changes it would be of
value to have it published. He thoughi it
almost impoassible during the present ses-
cion for the committee on.the work of
examining consolidation to devote that
time which the work demanded. He
thought it might be worth while to con-
sider doing it in recess, lefting the bill
lie for a year.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie said the committee
might express an opinion as to whether
the report should be printed. There wae
a great deal of weight in what the leader
of the opposition had said. Perhaps they
might agree to pass some portions of the
statutes and lev the others lie over. The
committee might discuss this tomorrow.
_Hon. Mr. Pugsley presented the peti-
tion of the Portland Rolling Mills Co. for
a bill to enable them to construct a siding
from their mills to the C. P. R.

Hon. Mr. Farris gave motice of motion
in favor of the bill to incorporate the
Macdonald Corner Public Hali Company;
aleo presented the petition of Robert E.
Gilchrist and othere that the bill might
pass. .

Quebec Conference Resolutions.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie then moved the re-
so.ution in regard to the Quebec confer-
ence:

$12,500,000 MAY BE
SPEAT ON LONDON DOCKS,

London, April 7.—The president of the
board of trade, Gerald Balfour, has infro-
duced a bill in the house of commons, es"
‘tablishing pont and dock authority for
TLondon. The bill follows the recommen-
dations of the royal commission in regard
to the acquisition of docks, and proposes
the expenditure of $12,500,000, for deepen-
ing the River Thames, and the qs@bl'sh-
ment of a board of control, consisting of
96 clected and 14 nominated members. Ship
owners, shippers and wharfingers will be
represented among the elected members,
and- the Liondon county council, the ad-
miralty and Trinity House (the ﬁghbhouse,
lightvessels, buoys and removal of danger-
ous wrecks department) will be represented
among the nominated members. The board
will be empowered to purchase docks and
wardhouses, and the London county coun-
cil will guarantee the interest on. the
money borrowed for this purpose.

HARPOONED WHALE TOWS
STEAMER TEN MILES

St. John’s, Nfid., April 8.—The whaling
steamer Puma had an exciting experience
Friday when she harpooned an immense
sulphur bottom whale, off Placentia. The
projectile struck the fish in a non-vital
part, about 15 feet from the tail, causing
{he wounded monster to start off at a
high gait out of the bay, ploughing the
water and towing the ship behind at &
10-knot clip, although her engines
kept going full speed astern.

The whale ran as far as Burin light, 10
miles away, then turned at right angles
and crossed the bay to Cape St. Mary's,
45 miles more. Alfter that it turned in-
ward again and ran 25 miles toward Red
island, where its energy being exhausted,
it lay on the surfuce and was killed with
a second shot.

In the earlier hours it kept up the 10-
knot speed, but later it gradually dropped
to three knots, though the propeller was
reversed at full speed at the time. The
ship was fast to the whale for 26 hours,
with a block under the line and a man
armed with an axe standing by to cut the
line if there was danger of pulling the
ship under.

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THE NUMIDIAN AT
HALIFAK, LAST NIGHT,
IFTER STORMY PASSAGE

The Allan Liner Brought 922 Pas-
sengers, Mostly English and
Scotch.

Most of the Immigrants Are Bound to the
Canadian Northwest — Many Mechanics
Are Among the Lot---Only 200 of
Them for the United States.

Halifax, N. S., April 8—(Special)—The
Allan liner Numidian, Captain Main, ar-
rived tonight at 9 o’clock ‘from Liverpool
and Moville with the weekly mails, 48
saloon, 137 eecond-cabin and 737 eteerage
passengers. ;

The steamer sailed from Liverpool on
March 26th and from Moville at 1.15 p.m.
on the 27th.

Her first day’s run from Moville was
183 miles. Wind was from west, north-
west and heavy eeas prevailed. On the
29th it was blowing a etrong gale and only
145 milec was covered, and on the next
day it became worse, the ship pitching
and rolling and the engines racing badly.
This day only 55 miles were made. On the
3let the weather had moderated and 214
miles were logged. Her runs from then to
port were: 160, 175, 215, 260, 256, 290, 217
and 280. The steamer came the southerly
course, crossing the extereme southern
edge of the Banks. Several icebergs were
sighted some distance from the ship.

Of the passengers landed here about 200
are bound for United States points and
the remdinder to Western Canada, ‘Winni-
peg and the Territories. They are mostly
Scotch and English, with a eprinkling of
foreigners. A large proportion of them are
young men and are mechanics,but the ma-
jority are going to take up farming.

The Numidian has about 200 tons of
cargo to land here and will proceed to
St. John in the morning.

TRIED TO BURN
CHIEF OF POLICE'S HOUSE,

Dastardly Attempt in Digby to De-
stroy Scett Act Inspector Bowles'
Residence.

Digby, April 7—The residence of the
chief of police and Scott Act Inspector
Bowles narrowly escaped destruction by
fire a few nights ago. A quantity of in-
flammable material had been saturated
with kerosene oil and placed on the ground
close to the rear end of the house. Owing
to the wet state of the shingles, the fire
burned itse¥ out unobserved, only scorch-
ing the side of the building. .

The house has been viewed by scores of
people and considerable excitement = pre-
vails among the residents in that locality.
If the fire had gained headway during the
southwest gale which prevailed at the
time, all the houses in the end of the
town would have been destroyed. There
have been no arrests made yet.

The Company lssues Notice That No More Passages Can Be
Engaged on Their Boats Till May--Canadian Official
Statement in British Press Says That All the Im-
migrants That Come Here Gan Be
Taken Care Of.

Montreal, April 8—(Special)—A - gpecial
London cable to the Star says: “The Al-
lan Steamship Company have issued a
notice to the effeat that no more saloon
passages on their line can be secured be-
fore May, no secoad class until May 14,
and no steerage tickets uutil May 7, and
then only a few. The demand for trans-
portation this spring is unprecedentedly

rge.

“The members of the Canada Club and

COUPLING HOME BULE WITH LAND
BILL WOULD LIKELY MEAN ITS DEFEAT,

Such is the Opinion of John*Redmond--Irish Leader Savs the
‘People Ought to Give the Measure a Trial Notwithstand-
ing Its Defects--No Doubt About the Cordiality
of King Edward’s Irish Reception.

TLondon, April 8.—John Redmond, the
Irish leader, made an impontant speech
at Dublin tonight in which he welcomed
the Irish land bill in spite of its great de-
fects, as the first measure proposed by an
English minister having the avowed ob-
ject of carrying into effect the policy of
Parnell -and the land league.

He said he did not wish to forestall the
decision of the coming national convention
at Dublin. The latter’s acceptance of the
bill would mean its amendment> and its
certain passage into law. The rejection of
the bill by the convention would mean
#hat both Chief Secretary Wyndham and
his bill would disappear. He knew what
he was saying when he said that at this
moment the positions of the government
of Mr. Wyndham and of the land bill
were all weak positions. He deprecated
any miixng up of the questions of land

and home rule.

He believed that the sebtlement of the
land question would remove the most for-
midable obstacle on the road to home rule,
but the suggestion made by some Liberals
that the Irish land bill should be accom-
panied by a measure of home rule was
dangerous and the suggestion was likely
to wreck the bill. He considered that Ire-
land ought to be prepared to give Mr.
Wyndham’s atitempt to deal with the ques-
tion a fair trial.

After outlining the desirable amendments
to the land bill, Mr. Redmond expressed
sunprise that there should be any uncer-
tainty regarding the reception that Ire-
land would give to King Edward on his
coming visit. He was convinced that the
king was friendly to Ireland, and, except
that the Nationalists by their

Redistribution Word from Ottawa.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie said the government
had a further communication from the
government at Ottawa, with regardito the

redistribution bill. He had a letter today,!

which sugested that an immediate refer-
ence might be made to the supreme court,
mow sitting, and which would sit next
week. The attorney-general was now en-
deavoring to have the case ready, so that
it might be argued before the adjourn-
ment of the eourt.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley, in reply to Mr.
[Hazen, said the number of criminal prose-
cutions he had personally conducted in
the courts during the year was three, but
tthat he had given his personal attention
to nearly every criminal case in the prov-
ince—from 75 to 100. In almost every case
the papers had passed through his hands,
Bnd the counsel who were to conduct them
in court had received instructions. In the
Higgine case, for upwards of a month
prior to the arrest, he had been advising
mwith the police authorities, attending the
inquest and giving his attention to it gen-
erally. He looked upon the actual attend-
mnce in court at the trial as the least im-
portant of the duties of the attorney-
general.

The Restigouche & Western.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie, in reply to Mr.
[Hazen, said the only order-in-council pass-
ed in regard to the Restigouche & West-
ern railway was the following: The com-
mittee of the executive council have had
under consideration the memorial of the
Restigouche & Western Railway Company,
end the recommendation of members of
the legislative assembly that aid be given
to the road beyond that already author-
ized. The committee of council recognize
tthe great importance of the railway which
the company is building, and the bene-
ficial effect which it will have on the de-
welopment of the northern section of the
province, and while the committee of
council are unable to recommend the

' granting of assistance, in the mode and to

ithe extent asked for by the company, they
recommend that the legislature be asked
to consider the question of granting such
further reasonable assistance as may meet
with the- approval of the legislature, such
as will be likely to secure the resumption
of the work of construction of the line,

- and ite completion at an early date; pro-

wvided that it ehall be a condition of the
granting of any additional aid which the
legislature may authorize that the bridges
upon the line shall be of steel, with abut-
ments and piers of masonry. :

When Mr. Hazen’s notice of motion in
regard to the transactions of the govern-
ment with the banks came up, Hon. Mr.
Tweedie said the information would be

furnished without an address.

The Ballot,

' Mr. Copp continued his remarks on the
imotion relating to the election law. He
took issue with the Sun’s statement that
he was opposed to a secret ballot. Any
remarks that he or the member for Char-
Jotte had made could not convey such an
impression. He was willing to go on re-
cord as being in favor of the most secret
ballot known, to prevent coercion and
bribery at the polls, and he thought the

that it was in favor of placing political |

morality on a high basis. '

He hoped the committee would recom-
mend a measure providing eecrecy, and
making it possible for voterd to cast their
ballots irrespective of any influence.

Mr. McLlatchy said the provincial law,
amended 8o as to make the polling booth
private, would be better than the dominion
law, inaemuch as an eléctor could take
every desired precaution to have his bal-
lot properly made out before going to the
polls. He wanted to see bribery and cor-
ruption effectually stamped out in New
Brunswick, ane he hoped the committee
would bring in & measure that would have
that effect.

Mr. Grimmer said he wiched to go en
record as being in favor of something
that will lead to greater purity at the
polls.

Mr. Osman said he did not eee that the
dominiony ballot would improve matters,
but he was in favor of any measure that
had for its object the elevation of public
morals, and would therefore vote for the
resolution as amended by Mr. Hill.

Mr, Tweeddale believed that if it be
possible to enact a law giving us pure
elections, it is the duty of the house to do
80; sbut he did not think it wise to enact
lawayunless there ig a reasonable certainty
that they will be strictly enforced. Other-
wise disrespect for all laws will be cre-
ated. He wished to go on record s
favoring purity in elections, and punish-
ment of bribery.

Mr. Smith agreed something should be
done to improve ithe election law.

Mr. Ryan said the people of Atbert had
said that the present ballot was good
enough for them., When a man can make
his own ballot surely it is secret enough,
still if a committee of the house could de-
vise @ more secret ballot than the pres-
ent one, he was with them,

Mr. Hazen,

Mr. Hazen said he did not impeach the
sincerity of the gentlemen who moved the
amendment, but regretted he did mot
make it a separate motion and let the
secret ballot resolution rest on its own
merits. The question of the secret bal-
lot was’ quite distinet from the question
of bribery- The present ballot is in mno
sense a secretl one. There could be no
improvement until the law provided
that no one should be admitted to the
room except the voter and the agent.
While the present dominion law is not
perfedt, it has this advantage, that if
the returning officer does his duty, mo
one can tell how a man votes. In al-
most every country in the world the Aus-
tralian ballot system has been adopted.
It seemed to him that when we find all
other countries adopting 'this system, we
might very well follow their example.
With regard to the amendment he de-
sired to say that he would be happy to
accept it and he trusted that the result
of the deliberations of the committee
would be the framing of a aw that would
have the effect of stopping bribery, cor-
ruption and igtimidation.

Mr. Pugsley's Predicamer.t.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley thought it a hopeful
sign. that there was such a strong ex-
pression of feeling in favor of so amend-
ing the law as to secure purity of elec-
tions. We ought not to adopt a ballot
simply because it has been adopted im
other countries, neither should we be car-
ried away by  the sentimental desires
follow the exampie of any other province.
The adoption of the Australian ballot had
not prevented the most disgraceful brib-
ery in other countries and he imstanced
the state of Delaware. He thought our
present ballot system might be so im-
proved as 'to afford entire secrecy and
freedom from intimidation or bribery.
He would change the law so fthat no one

but the returning officer, the clerk and

one representative of each candidate
should be admitted into the poling
booth. He would prevent persons from
hanging about the door to.intercept fthe
voters and he would have a private room
in the polling booth in which the voter
might obtain his ballot and where official
ballots would be placed on the same kind
of paper for both sets of candidates so
that they could not be distinguished. He
believed that if this was done entime se-
crecy would be secured.

He was going to vote heartily for the
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resolution and amendment but without
committing himself to the Australian
ballot. He wished to refute the idea that
the present election law is as bad as had
been made out by the member for Char-

lotte. It contained the most stringent
provisions against bribery. The difficulty
was that there was mo provision made
for carrying out the law and he thought
it wou'd be the duty of the legislature to
provide machinery for enforcing any law
that was passed. He thought the leader
of the opposition took an exaggerated
view of the amount of undue influence ex-
ercised on voters. The great evil against
which they should endeavor to put down,
was bribery. He felt quite sure that the
result) -of the labors of the committee
would he to place on the statute book a
law that would be creditable to the legis-
lature and satisfadtory to the people.

Mr, Fleming said they should have a
ballot system that must be secret. He
agreed with the attorney general that
the present system might be amended
and improved so as to secure greater se-
crecy.

The resolution, as amended, was then
adopted without division.

Mr. Barnes introduced a bill to incor-
porate the Beersville Railway Company.

Hon. Mr. T'weedie said that Professor
Robertson had been in communication
with him and it had been arranged that
he shou’d address ithe members of the
legislature in regard to agriculture and
the Sloyd schook system.

An Important Water-power Bill,

On motion of Hon. Mr. Tiweedie it was
resolved that the house go into supply
on committee of ways and means on Tues-
day next. :

On motion of Hon. Mr. Tweedie the
publi¢ accounts and the auditor-general’s
report were referred to the committee of
public accounts.

On motion of Hon. Mr. Tweedie, Geo.
W. Allen was made chairman of com-
mittee of supply and ways and means.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie moved the house into
committee on a bill to authorize the leas-
ing and development of the water power
at Grand Faells, Mr. Copp in twe chair.
The premier said the great aim of capital-
ists at the present time is to cbtain water
power for developing their electricity.
Some years ago a company obtained a
charter for utilizing the water power of
Grand Falls. One of the incorporators
was *Sir Wm. VanHorne. Unfortunately
they did not carry out their agreement.
Two years ago their charter was extended
on condition that they would spend $100,-
000 prior to March 3 last. Their charter
'has now elapsed and it is thought desir-
able that the government should have the
power to lease this power at Grand talls
to any company that should require it.
He thought, jndeed, that all the important
water powers in the province should be
under the control of the government. The
province of Quebec was deriving a large
revenue from its water powers and ours
should be looked after. The bill enacted
that when any person afforded evidence
to the government of their financial ability”
to develop this water power and made a
deposit with the receiver-general of not

less than $50,000, they mwht receive in- |.

comporation by letters patent and in case
they made default in the conditions im-
posed, their deposit would be forfeited.
When any company desired incorporation
for utilizing our powers they should give
evidence of their bona fides. Heretofore
‘we have been too much disposed to give
away our franchises to persons who had
no money behind them.

Mr. Hazen—Has the company incompor-
ated before abandoned all idea of going
on? . Two years ago we extended the term
of their charter and he understood ‘they
were not satisfied with the conditions and
went to Ottawa, where they obtained an
act without any limitations. If the com-
pany rely on this there may be a conflict
of authority.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie said the company had
not set up any claim so far under theixr!
dominion franchise, They say they are
not ready to go on. If there is a con-

tqQ| flict of authority with the dominion we

will be prepared to meet it. Sometimes
it looks at Ottawa as if the - ministers
thought the provinces had no right which
the dominion was bound to respect. Now,
whatever the dominion government might
please to do at Grand Falls, wg are ready
to fight them and he though( the prov-
ince would come out on top.

Taking Over All Water-powerg.

Mr. Hazen said it seemed to him the
government ought to carefully consider the
taking over of all the water powers in
the province. They are becoming of price-
less value. The Grand Falls water power
is one of the greatest in America. He
thought the province should derive a rev-
enue from its water powers and that the
lbill should be guarded so that the govern-
ment might impose a rental. He thought
also that the government had taken the

proper position as regards the company
going to Ottawa and he entirely agreed
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twith the premier that the federal parlia-
ment had no.right .to give up our fran-
chise. In reference to the other . water
powers in the province some questions
might arise as to the rights of riparian
proprietors.

For instance, the Grand Falls at Nepis-
guit was held By a company of anglers,
who had made large expenditures there
and who might object to their fishing
being interfered with. It would be neces-
sary to give these persons proper com-
pensation and also to guard the fisheries
against injuries. He asked if the govern-
ment proposed to impose a rental to be
paid by parties obtaining water power.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie, thought the sugges-
tion a good ome; while he thought that
private interests should be protected they
should not be allowed to override publc
interests. He would take care that the
rights of all should be safeguarded.

Hon. Mr. Hill said that the disadvan-
ftages of grantipg ineorporation by letters
patent were overcome in the present in-
stance by the more important consider-
ation that all our great resources should
belong to the people of the province. The
water forming the Grand Falls comes from
many water sheds to which no man has
contributed and was it not equitable that
owners of land on either side of the river
should claim that which nature produced?
The government should not part in fee
simple with the natural resources of .-e
country. They are wealth producers and
should in all cases be leased so as to swell
the revenues of the province. He was
therefore glad to vote for the bill.

Mr. Tweeddale said it was evident that
the company whose charter. had recently
expired had not sought corporation in
good faith. What is expected in the leas-
ing of public franchises is the development
of industries, thereby enhancing the value
of private property. He would not like
t0 see t00 many restrtctions placed on the
bill as they would have a tendency to dis-
courage enterprise. It would be time
enough to enforce the payment of an an-
mual rent to the provincial treasury when
industries had been developed and wealt
put in circulation. e

The people of Vietoria county, especially
of Grand Falls, were anxious for the de-
velopment of the water power and he
knew they would heartily endorse the ac-
tion of the government and approve of the
bill now before the house.

The bill was then read section by sec-
tion and after all its sections were -agreed
to, progress was reported.

Mr. Hazen presented the petition of the
§St. John Horticultural Association in favor
of a bill ameuding the act relating to the
association.

The house adjourned at 9.30 o’clock.

WOODSTOCK CITY COUNCIL

Many Matters of Importance Dealt
With at Yesterday’s
Session.

Woodstock Band Asks for a Grant---Discus-
sion Over Smallpox Bills~-Two Days of
Sport Proposed for This Summer---Miss
Ross, Matron of the Hospital, Resigns.

Woodstock, ‘Apri! 7.—The monthly
meeting of the town council was held
last evening, Mayor Belyea and all the
councillors were present but Coun.Burtt,
who is confined to the house by sick-
ness. The debit bank balance was shown
by the treasurer to be $9,000. This fact
called forth a discussion, in which it was
shown that a large amount was due im
taxes, and strenuous efforts wil} be made
to collect the same.

Dr. E. 8. Kirkpatrick addressed the
council on behalf of the band, showing
that since ? organization, less than a
year ago, th® band had expended $380,
and was now $40 in debt. It was a band
so efficient that he doubted if there was
a better band in the province. Their
leader, R. 8. Dixon, had 14 years service
in the imperial army bands, and was
most efficient. The matter was referred
to the finance committee, and a grant of
$100 yearly will likely be given.

The" resignation of H. W. McClary as
driver of the town team, was mccepted
and John Henry Bagley was appointed in
his place.

The plans for the remodeled town build-
ing were presented end weferred to the
fire and town hall committee.

The secretary of the local board of
health requested the original (bills con-
tracted for smalpox, for presentation to
the Provincial Board of Health, in or-
der that the payment of $1,350 be made
by the government to the town. The
town clerk did not care to have the or-
iginal bills leave his possession, and the
council, as well, thought it risky, so the
matter was held over to allow communi-
cation with the secretary of the county
board,I. B. Curtis, for a way out of the
difficulty.

The Union Telephone Company, who are
about to start a mnew service in towm,
wished permission to attach its wires to
the town poles, and the request wes re-
ferred to a special commission.

J- B. Ganter was appointed engineer at
the pumping station for one year.

A movement is on foot by the citizens
of Woodstock to hold a two days’ celebra-
tion, including horse races, parades and
sports of all kinds, to excel anything ever
before held in the town, about the 12th
and 13th August.

At the Jast meeting of the hospital
executive, the matron, Miss Annie Ross,
who has so efficiently served in that ca-
pacity for a year, tendered her resignation
to take effect 1st June.

DREYFUS MAY €0
TO DEVIL'S ISLAKD AGAIN,

Lively Debate in French Senate In-
dicates That the Famous :Case
Will Be Reopened.

Paris, April 7—It seems that the debate

in the chamber of deputies yesterday and
today, which resulted, by a vote of 281 to
228 in the invalidation of the election of
the Natlionalist deputy, Syveton, is likely
to lead to the re-opening of the Dreyfus
case, and perhaps to the rehabilation of
the former prisoner of Devil’s Island.
M. Jaures’ speech in the chamber today
constantly lashed the Nationalists to the
highest pitch of fury, the chamber re-
sounding with cries of ‘“I'raitor,” “Liar,”
“Go to Berlin,” and other shouts, drown-
ing the speaker’s voice.

At the conclusion of M. Jaures’ epeech,
War Minister Andre announced that the
government was ready to open an ad-
ministrative inquiry and aid in the widest
investigation of the truth regarding the
Dreyfut case. He declared that the honor
of the army was not involved, but that
the conecience of the country was greatly
disquieted by the appearance of extenu-
ating circumstances in the judgment on a
crime of the nature of which Dreyfus wae
accused.

Finally an order of the day declaring
confidence in the government and the
determination of the chamber not to al-
low the Dreyfus case to pass from the
judicial domain, was adopted by a vote of
250 to 75.

Work to Be Done by the

The Old and the New Contrasted —Sketch of the Extensive

Intercolonial Near Gilbert's

Island—Will House the Largest of Engines.

Were you ever in the round house?’—
that dim vaulted, soot-smelling building
where the weary, travel-soiled locomotives
come to receive all manners of attention
at the hands of men who wear overals
and carry oil cans and bundles of waste.

Did you ever ramble in and see the
engines for all the world like so many
race horees, being rubbed down and pet-
ted and made much of? Did you ever
fool around the men while they worked
and ask foolish questions of them and be
given certain answers about engine ma-
chinery that you couldn’t understand, and
then walk away with grave countenance
and an air of superior wisdom as if you
comprehended all they said, and wouldn’t
be above enlightening them on the fine
points of engine construction if they ﬁok
the trouble to preface the request With
nicely modulated please?

Like a Living Being.

Somehow or other a locomotive, espec-
ially when you see it in the round house,
seems synonymous with a living, hreuth-
ing body. You can’t help comparing it
and a human being. Fach needs food and
water, and each is liable to jump the
straight and narrow track and wind up
heaven only knows how. Kach is per-
haps prone to go a bit fast, and make
more or less of a noise in the world, ac-
cording to capability, and each must needs
occasionaly repair to home, hotel or hos-
pital tired, dirty or in need of repairs.

To the locomotive the round house rep-
resents the whole three places and, per-
haps, a good deal more. There it is shown
to a room to become clean and refreshed,
cools down, its hard panting lapses into
easy breathing, the palpitations give way
to composure, its honest toiling body is
rid of the sweat, the grime, the grist of
the road and it sinks into delicious siesta.

Then if it becomes disabled, if a bone in
its anatomy snaps, or is sprained, why
there are those in the.round house, or in
the neighborhood who will give profes-
sional service, and others who will nurse
it back to customary strength.

Yes, a round house i¢ an important fac-
tor in a locomotive’s life and, by the way,
all I. IC. R. locomotives with any eense of
personal icomfort, ought to travel 150
miles an hour, these days, out of sheer
exhilaration, if for mo other reason, for
know ye, all true and tried locomotives,
you're going to have a new home in St.
John and its going to be a good one, as
far ahead of the old one as you are ahead
of the stage coach.

The Present Round House.

The present round house dates back to
the building of the I. C. R., and in ite
day thas done good service, but now ite
accommodation is inadequate for the re-
quirements of the road, motably in this
that it is too emall to permit of the I.
C. R.s latest type of engine, entering and
being cleaned.

Anyone claiming citizenship has surely
6een our locomotive hotel, that black cit-
cdlar domed building down by Gilbert’s
Lane. Somebody’s there both night and
day, there being two ehifts, for the iron
guests keep coming and leaving at all
hours in the twentyfour.

All classes happen along, the ehunter,
the freight, the express. The high, broad
doors mwing open and the engine rolls
majestically in and onto the turntable.
Hieigh-ho—presto—whati a change from
outside!

A lofty, vaulted place and eimilar in
shape but a good deal larger than a
circus ring. There’s a Tow of windows,
streaked and smudged; smoke glooms and
wavers, an engine is gently sighing over
there to the right and a man whom you
can’t see is busy shovelling—if asked
y:;x’d be inclined to say he was shoveliing
ashes.

The New Round .‘Home.

So much for the old round house which,
by the way, will soon disappear for ever,
for the prospects indicate that it will
eventually be torn down to give more
yard room. About three-quarters of a
mile farther down the track there’s a
stretch of level land which people call
Gilbert’s marsh, and a smal., disolated aill
known as Gilbert’s dsland. It is believed
water once surrounded it, but such has
long since receded, thereby enabling us
to provide a running mate for the re-
versible falls, an island surrounded by
land. However, like the works inside of a
watch it has nothing to do with the
case.

Recently, the government purchased 40
acres of this land, contractors commenced
to figure and calculate; improvement, en-
térprise, advancement brooded over the
community and presently it became
known that a mew round house was going
to go up. There’s activity, grim and
great, going on down there now, it's been
progressing for more than a month.

The site chosen is on land between the
track and the mareh creek, just a short
distance this side of the One Mile House.
Over at the island, a stone crusher is
cashing and phit-phulling, - and down
where the ground is being prepared you
behold tons of crushed rock, pyramids
of sand, unpainted ehanties, stacks of
piles, mechanics in shirt sleeves, and no-
body loafing.

The new round house will cost $72,000,
besides minor buildings such as machine
snop, store house flushing tank, coaling
plant and repair yard. The term round
house applies in a somewhat paradoxical
way to the building under construction,
for it is going to be crescent ehaped.

Messrs, Flood and Bates have the con-
tract and expect to finish it by July.

The building will be without the tower
that adorns the veteran of ’59, further up
the track, but what it may lack in a pic-
turesque sense, it will make up in effec-
tiveness.

Semi-circular in Shape.

The building will be semi-circle with a
Tadius of 171 feet, have I8 etalls, 85 feet
deep by. nine feet. This means sufficient
room for tne largest locomotive on the
road. The turn table will be of improv-
ed pattern and the flooring will be of con-
crete—I12 feet of it. The basement wall i3
to be of brick and the height will be 23
feet from the base of the rail to the sum-
mit of the brick work. The engine pits
are to be on pilings and each pit will
drain into a mud baein, a notable improve-
ment on the old style of pits, where all
matter had to be shovelled out in the best
manner possible.

The roof will be of the ordinary gravel

typ_e and equipped with smoke jacks,
which will carry of the smoke of the
locomotives ard cause the atmosphere of
the round hrase to be clear and clean.
. The eyster i heating to be installed
is known as ihe hot blast system and will
Jprove greatly sdpenior to iwe stham
method employed in the old round
house. The heating is an important mat-
ter to consider, for not only is there the
comfort of the employes in winter to be
thought -about, but in that season the
locomotives come in caked with ice aad
choked with snow, eo that immediate and
effective melting becomes necessary. The
heat will come through pipes laid on the
ground from the machine shop, which
will adjoin the round house on its south-
ern side.

Just now gPound is being prepared . for
the reception of 3,500 yards of concrete,
in the making of which a large number of
men are employed, the total number of
workmen on stone crusher in concrete
making, carpenter work and in other de-
partments being 80. The Marsh creek has
been bridged and, as the work progresses
on the round house, a trolley track will
run to the repair yard for the purpose of
carrying machinery to be used in repair-

ST, STEPHEN.

St. Stephen, April 7—{Special)—McKen-
gie King, deputy minister of labor, has
scored another triumph in the settlement
of the strike at’the cotton mill which has
been on over three weeks excepting that
a week ago last Monday, the mill started
up with about 30 weavers out of 300 on
strike. Since then a few more have gone
batk making in all- about 50 at work.

Last week Mr. King communicated with
the strikers and after receiving the strik-
ers’ side of the question offered to come
here and try to arrange matters. He ar-
rived with his secretary Monday nignt and
held a conference with a committee of the
strikers.

This forenoon a committee from both
sides met in the office of the combpany
and with Mr. King examined the books
of the mill, which proved to the strikers
that their Smaller wages since January
first was caused by the poorer quality yarn
used and the days in March worked there
was an increase on account of the better
yarn used. This, with a promise from the
company that no discrimination would be
made against any of the strikers, was sub-
mitted to a mass meéting of the striking
weavers, who were addressed by Mr. King
ahd a unanimous vote was given ‘to return
to work at once.

‘Thus ends this strike, which could have
been  avoided by a little tact and as your
torrespondent stated over two weeks ago,
i ‘a diplomatic mediator had met both
sides he wonld find the strikers and man-
‘ager was. not. so far apart as was imag-
ined. In the meantime $1,000 a day has
been taken out of eirculation on .account
of the strike and naturally - the business
men as_well no doubt as the employes are
justly pleased that the government have
a man in the right place for such ai-
fairs as Mr. King has proved ‘himself to
be. Nearly 100 of the best weavers have
gone to different places in the Sthtes and
it is to be hoped all will' ceturn and as-
sume their former positions.

Calais is somewhat agitated over the
question of the Washington County rail-
road passing into the possession of another
company. 3

The county of Washington previous to
the building of the road. became respon-
sible for the interest on $500,000 and took
bonds of the road as'security. [During the
late session of the Maine ‘legislature, leg-
islation was secured for the sale of the
road by the present company and on Mon-
day of this week President Whitridge, of
the railroad company, met the Washington
county officials and legislative representa-
tives at Machias and made four proposi-
tions for the purchase of the bonds held
by the county.

Mr. Whitridge wepresenfed the majority
of the stockholders in New York and on
their behalf offered first to pay Washing-
ton county $50,000 for their $500,000 pre-
ferred stock; second, in event of the rail-
road company availing itself of the pro-
visions of the late act passed by the.legis-
lature, he would pay an additional $50,000,
and if any railroad operating in Maine
avails itself of said act then he would pay
a total of $150,000.

The above propositions must be aceept-
ed by the voters of the county on or be-
fore May 15 of this year, otherwise the
proposition would be withdrawn and 2
foreclosure be the result.

It is understood that the original cost
of the road was $200,000 but since then a
further amount has been added to the lia-
bilities and an offer has been received of
$1,500,000, presumably from the Maine Cen-
tral, who owns the connecting road. from
Washington County Junction to Bangor
and thence westward. :

The people of Calais, who are respomsible
for a large slice of the loss which must be
shouldered if said propositions are aceept-
ed, are somewhat indiznant over the turn
of affairs, as this is the second time they
have met with a loss on a rdilroad deal.
What the outeome will be must be known
in a short time as on the 15th of tiis

month Mr. Whitridge must know whether

The fathers of confederdtion “had. lofty
views with regard to' the future of the
dominion and they fully believed that it
would become great and powerful. Their
views in this respect have been’ more than
realized but in their zeal for .the “inter-
asts of -the' dominion ‘theyiis¥em “to have
forgotten to deal prudently and wisely
with the interests of the geparate prov-
inces. :

No man in 1867 could have reasonably
anticipated that the dominion would be-
come as great in' 1903 as it has done.

No man could have foreseen that the
Northwest would become so important &
factor or coumld have dreamed of the de-
velopmeént of the Yukon. Duarifig the 36
years that have elapsed - since then
the greatest advances have been
made in all 'lines’ of + Humdn €u-
deavor. New powers “ of nature
have been made subservignt to the tses
of man. The only people that seem to
have stood still are the people of the
separate , provinces, because there - had
been no provision made in the' act of
union for their proper development.

Revenue More Than Four Times Greater. -
In the first year of confederation the
revenue of the dominion was $12,000,000,
now it'is upwards of - £50,000,000, yet the
provinces are practically receiving the
eame subsidy that was granted to them

by the British North America act. That |

is not right. Allowance should be made
for our development.

It is true that some say that the prov-
inces should be taught economy, but it ®
impossible to properly Jook after the in-
terests of the province and to practice
such eeconomy at the same time. When
Mr. Blair and Mr. Fielding, who were
members of the Quebec conference of 1886,
became cabinet ministers at Ottawa, I
felt it was an opportune time to ask them
to carry out their own policy. Having got
into power, I felt that they ehould have
the opportunity of doing that justice to
the provinces which they had demanded.
If that is inconsistency on my part, I in-
tend to be inconsistent and will continue
to be incone'stent umntil they carry out
their pledges.

I drew attention to these. matters last
year and our action has been the means
of stirring up the other provinces. The
leader of the Quebec government asked
that a conference be held 'in that city.
This was done and every province was
represented.

People of Dominion Make Demand.

It is, therefore; not the people of New
Brunswick alone who are making this de-
mand, but the people of the whole do-
minion. The people of all ,Canada are
included in this movement and they
are simply asking the dominioa ~govern<
ment that their own mofey &hall be divid-
ed in a different way.

More Need for Larger Subsidy.

The time has come when the provinces
cannot get along with the amount that
answered our needs 36 years ago. Every-
one knows that living is much more ex-
pensive than it was at the time of con-
federation and that the demands made
upon the funds of the province are much
greater. The people are not satisfied with
the roads and bridges that would have
gerved their purpose 36 years ago. The
province cannot stand still while come
munities are advancing.- We have to pro-
gress as the individual progresses. There
were ‘no tourist associationg. in old times
to ‘claim money fromt thel, ‘government.
The agricultural demands were much less
at the time of confederation than they

lm‘e at present, yet these demands gre‘
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| thos¢’ men who are acting as agricultural
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rightly made by the representatives of
the people and we know that agriculture
has imade immense advances under the
increised expenditure and with the assist-
ance that the government has been able
to give.

Coirtd Do Much Good.

New
Brunswick is a difficalt country to pros-
pect because it is 8o heavily wooded, ‘yet
T believe that our mines are of great value
and, if we could afford it, it would Tay
4o have the province divided into districts
and thotroughly explored.

Now if our financial comdition does not
permit us to expend as much money 8
we should on this work, so necessary fer
the future of the province, is it. not right
that we should ask the dominion govern-
ment to grant us an increased amount and
a fair share of our owm money If we
had “this $130,000 which is claimed for New
Brunawick under the Quebec fesolittion,
it would materially assist us in many-lines..

New demands are constantly ibeing made
upon (18, Recently we were asked to give
a subsidy to a steamer running from Sf.
John to the south shore of Nova Scotia.
We have given $3,000 because weé. felf it

ways stand by the commercial metropolis
of our own province, just as we must stand
by the capital of the province. Our roads
and bridges require more assistance. Our
educational system needs more momney.
Calls come from the teachers for a higher
scale of remuneration, and I am fully in
accord with their views.. I do mot think
that our teachers are getting as much
money as they deserve. Unfortunately un-
der our present financial condition, we can-
not afford to pay them more, but if we
had this increased subsidy and our ghare
of the fishery award, we could do it.

To'Advarce Our Province.

There has been some discussion as to
whether it would be necessary to amend
the British North America act in order
to grant these demdnds.

In addition to the $130,000 claimed un-
der these resolutions, we ask for a read-
justment of the terms of the British North
‘Americd act so that our 80 cents a head
subsidy; instead of stopping when our pop-
ulation reaches 400,000, will continue until
it reaches 2,500,000.

There is another matter which was dis-
cussed at the conference, the expense of
administer'ng criminal Jaw. It wil hardiy
‘be beliéved that in the province of Que-
‘bec the administration of criminal justice
cost nearly $300,000. It is claimed that the
domiinion should contribute to this and
the demand is made for a sum not exceed-
ing 20 cents a head of the population of
the province to pay for admihistering the
crimiral taw. If this demand is granted,
it ‘would give us an additional $60,000 &
year to divide between the province and
.the munmicipalities and relieve the latter
from the expenses to which they are mow
put for ‘criminal justice.

I now leave the matter in your hands.
Whatever may be said by the opposition
press against us, whatever motives may be
charged or whatever slanders may be ut-
tered, I do say that this government is
actuated only by the desire to advance
the best interests of the province. We
have only had ore motive and that is to
make otir province one of the most influ~
ential provinees in Canada.

the prémier had said so little about

‘the terms of the resolution adopt-
ed by the Quebec conference beyond inti-
mating that the increased amount demand-
ed by the government was $130,000. He
expected he woould point out whether the
financial! arrangement was fair to this
province as. compared with the increases
_demanded by Ontario and Quebee.

He said that in 1888 Mr. Bweedie took
a different stand from now and he now
was advocating what he then denounced
as not being in New Brunswick’s interests.
The cohference of 1887 passed 17 resolu-
tions. 'The insincerity of these resolutions
had been shown by the fact that no steps
had ever been taken to have them carried
into effect and why is it today that 18 of
the resolutions are ignored and ‘the de-
mands ‘made that the 17th, in reference
to the financial arrangement, should be-
come the law of the country. The reason
was found in the fact that our financial
position is worse than it was in 1888. The
administration of affa‘rs has been conduct-
ed in such an extravagany manner that re-
lief must be obtained from some source or
the expenses cut down, or many of the
burdens ithrown upon the municipalities.
He said that this was so, though  the
tevenue of ‘the provinces had Jargely an-,
creased. He admitted thab it was reason-
able to expect that as a province grows
the government must spend more money
in the public services, but the controllable
expenditures have largely increased sinde 4
1900. He claimed, too, that ithe roads
were not as well maintained as they were
15 or.20 years ago. Mr. Blair had reduced
the controllable expenditures by $7,000. a
year, but for the past years they averaged
nearly $10,000 a year more than the period
1884 ito 1888 under Mr. Blair.

STOCKS.

The recent drop in Dominion Steel bit
more people in the lawer provinces than
is generally supposed. From Winnipeg
east, as it mow appears, small investors
attempted to make money by buying these
stocks, expecting a rise.

Al
were seeking something for nothing.

It is a fact that the recent slump of the
Dominion stocks meant a loss to small in-
vestors of more than $2,000,000. Many of
these men, thus bitten, would vesent the
statement that they ‘had better play faro
or rou'ette than the slock market. Pro-
viding the game be fair and the player be
intelligent an investment at the gaming
table is more likely to prove a winner
than a purchase of speculative stocks on
a margin. In gambling it is understood
from the outset that the player stands to
iose, ‘The percentage is “in flavor of the

house.” +The player may win oc-
casionally, but most of those who
play at the same time, or dur-

ing the same week, Jose extensively
and so “the house” pdys its rent and en-
ables the owmer to go to Europe and lose
pait of his gains at Monte Carlo.

The chances that the ordinary ecitizen
buying stocks on a margin will lose are
increased greatly because of the fact that
he is an absolute outsider. He is one of
many who are footing the bills. He is
paying for ebeam yachts and palaces nhich
he never wuses but of which he frequently
reads. These yachts and palaces are paid
for by the money he and others like him
contribute to the men who contro! the
market.

Today a man may be impressed with
the idea that a certain stock is going up
and he amay buy. At the same moment
the men controlling that stock may de-
press its price for purnposes of their own,
and the small investor loses.

It really is worse than roulette. Some-
times tthe proprietor of a gaming establish-
ment is not saftisfied with his receipts and
inslalls a roulette wihee!' which may so be
controlled that the percentage against the
game is increased immensely. That game
1s known to the man in the street
The man who speculates is
always in the position of his feliow who
risks his dollars in a gambling house where
the game is “brace.”

There is no honest way of getting money
except by earning it. The stock market
s rouletite with a “brace” wheel. This
fadt is now a matter of bitter knowledge
to the men in the Maritime Provinces
who ‘““took a flyer in, Dominion Steel.”

A QUESTION FOR THE
. SUPREME COURT,

Hom., Mr. Fitzpatrick, the Minister of
Justice, having considered the memorial of
the New Brunswick government asking
that our representation in the panliament
of Canada be not decreased, is of the opin-
ion that the position taken by this pmov-
ince is not tenable. He holds that to say
that only the four original provinces of
the Dominion were considered in the Brit-
ish North America Act would be
natural.

It is a question for the Supreme Court.
Redistribution bill will pass, but
our provinctal ministers have raised cer-
tain law points which must be passed upon
by the highest legal tr bural, notwithstand-
ing any conclusion the Minister of Justice
may have arived at. Iit is to be remem-
bered that very able lawyers regard the
position taken by Premier Twecdie and
Attorney-General Pugsley as a sound one,
and it is to be hoped that the Supreme
Court will uplwld the New Bruuswick
ministers.

THE DOOM OF THE GERRYMANDER.

Mr. J. 8. Willison, who formerly was

chief editorial writer of the Toronto Globe,
and who now is directing the Toronto
News, writes as follows:—

The terms of the Redistribution Bill are
particularly satisfactory. Sir  Wilirid
Laurier had every opportunity, every
temptation and perhaps some measure of
excuse to play a partisan game. He has
chosen to play fair.

The worst thing about it was
that the official heads of the Conserva-
tive party felt that they could afford to
be open in breaking the rule of fair fight-
ing and the principle of majority rule. The

made a party creed, and a gredt parfy ac-
cepted the doctrine, The Redistribution
Act of 1892 betrayed no disposition to give
up the advantages gained by such unfair-
ness ten years before. What is worse, the
Oonservative party has shown no satisfac-
tory sign of penitence since then. In 1899
it fought bitterly against the remarkably
fair measHre introduced by the Liberals.
Its journals have awaited the details of the
present bill with undisguised trepidation,
it is true, but also with the air of be-
lieving that the Conservetive party has
vested rights in the present scandalously
unfair distribution.

The Liberal party has offered to play
fair at, every constituency. The Conserva-
tive press has ‘rdf-used to take advantage of
that concession. Let us do what we may.

ANALYZING SIR WILFRID

What ie it that makes Sir Wilfrid
Laurier the great man he is? Mr. Pelham
Edgar has attempted to answer that dii-
ficult question in_ the course of a Zong
review of Mr. J. 8. Wilison’s Life of the
Premier. In reading this review we get
Mr. Willison’s idea of the statesman as
Mr. Edgar sees it, together with the re-
viewer’s own estimate of the chief Cana-
dian. Mr. Edgar says in part:

Mr. Willison’s concluding chapter is an
efficient summary of Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s
intellectual and moral qualities. “Modera-
tion,” Mr. Willison holds, “is the keynote
of all his career, and the secret of all his
achievements.”” The term, as here em-
p.oyed, does not connotate the modera-
tion of timidity and compromise, but
rather that moderation, which is the
highost effect of courage, and opposes
iself irresistibly to the onsets of popular
passion. But to appreciate the secret of
Sir Wilfrid Lauri.er’s achievements we
must add to th's quality of moderation
other qualities which the book has re-
vealed, and which the concluding chapter
enumerates. We must add his eloquence,
his candor, his practical common-sence,
and h's effective grasp of salutary prin-
ciple. We must realize that there is fused
in his mind a potent compound of poetic
idealism and temperate wisdom. And
from all these qualities in combination
there emanates that eubtle and pervasive
charm which searches the human heart
and sways the mind more profoundly
than irresistible logic and crushing in-
tellectual force that lacks the element of
symbathy.

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PENNELL INQUEST
10 Bt THOROUGH,

District Attorney Will Probe the
Private Affairs of Mrs, Burdick’s
Friend.

Buffalo, April 7.—District Attorney
Coatsworthl this wajiternoon, made the

fo'lowing statement:

“My policy on the Pennell:inquesf will
be ito bring to light every scintilla of
evidence which will or may throw light
on the murder of Edwin i. Burdick. The
inquest will not be in reality to determine
how Arthur R. Pennell came to his death.
It is not of any great importance fto
know whether he committed suicide or
not. But it is of the utmost importance
to discover the murderer of E. L. Bur-
dick.”

District Attorney Coatsworth said this
afternoon that he had known of the al-
leged swindling operations of Arthur R.
Pennel! for a week.

I was informed,” he said in réply to a
question, ‘‘that Pennell had been induc-
ing chis wifes [family and tjriends in
Wayne to allow him to ‘invest’ their
money for them. I was also informed
that he gave them alleged fake mortgages
on property and kept up the interest pay-
ments in order to cover up the transac-
tions.”

He said Pennell’'s private affairs would
be taken up at the inquest.

Buffalo, N. Y., April 8—Justice Murphy
and District Attorney Coatsworth held a
conference this afterncon on the Pennell
inquest, which begins at the Morgue Fri-
day afternoon. The course of 'the public
inquiry, so far as it could be discussed be-
forehand, was settled. The inquests of
Penne!l and Mrs. Pennell are to be joint.
The last known statement of Pennell in
his own defense, in which he says a swoman
kilied Burdick at midnight, is to come out.

The inquest will probably last two days.

It was intimated today that in the event
that ithose intercsted in the Penne!l estate
are called upon at an official inquiry to
divulge any information as to Pennell’s
financial operations, an effént will be made
to show that the momey which he obtained
from this friends and relatives was in the
nature of legitimate loans. In other words
it may be assented that funds to the
amount of about $200,000 were advanced
to him without any security whatever. His
attorney, Wallace Thayer, admits ~ that
Pennell had mo security to give for such
loams, ithat he possessed no real estate and
had no bonds or stocks or montgages.

“Do you consider that he could borrow
$200,000 from friends and relatives without
giving secunity far in excess in value of
$200,000?” Mr. Thayer was asked.

“No; it is not likely, and that is ohe
reason why I believe Pennell was a de-
faulter,” was ithe reply.

Mr. Thayer says that he had mot yet
opened ithe sealed instructions left him
by the dead man. ;

“Pennell left written orders that they
should mot be opened until the insurance
money ‘was paid in,” said Mr. Thayer. “I
therefore do not know what my secret in-
structions -are.”

CIRLOS. LUNCHES
WITH KNG EDWARD,

Their Majesties Make Speeches and
Portugal's King Pledges Eternal
Friendship.

Lisbon, April 7.—King Carlos Munched
on board the Victoria & Albert and after-
ward King Edward proposed the health
of ithe King of Portugal. In his speech
he expressed his thanks for the affection-
ate and cordial welcome extended to him
and spoke in the warmest terms of the
friendship existing between the two ma-
tions, ““which shall continue to walk to-
gether in the paths of peace, progress and
civilization for many centuries. The
allied nations have both been great col-
onizing powers. I think we have shown
the world that our object is to establish
an efficient government in all our pos-
sessions. My country has but one wish,
to uphold the honor of the flag and main-
tain its colonies without encroaching on
the possessions of others.”

King Carlos replied with like warmth,

A delegation waited on him
some time ago and asked for repairs and
improvements. :

In the opinion of the officers of the de-
partment the etxending of the break-
water to Partridge Island would mean
an expeaditure of $100,000. The outlay of
$20,000 would do some very necessary e
pairs.

Mr. Brock, of Toronto, objected to ex-
penditures for St. John river and Mr. Gib-
son said that the local government paid
half of the work. '

A snag was struck at Campbellton
wharf. There was an item of $18,000 for
ithis wharf. Mr. Sutherland explained that
part of the wharf was located on private
property. The property belonged to asl-
gour Shives, who would not give it for
less than $15,000. .,.

Mr. Tarte said it was in'the public in-
tterest *to ‘take over the wharf, but- he
thought that $15,000 was high. He was
of opinion that it should 'be!expropﬁawd.
Jiis oﬂ‘m‘m made a mistake is not arrang-
ing with ‘the owner before making an ad-
dition to the wharf.

Mr. Sutherland said that all he knew
about, it was what Mr. Tante said.

WORK IN HANDLING 1800

* IMMIGRANTS TO MRRIE HERE

Rev. Mr. Barrs’ Party Due Any Day--C. P. R. Has Pians
Complete to Move the Great Party to the West--An
Interesting Time at Sand Point.

When Rev. Mr. Barr's party of British
smmigrants, destined for the porthwest,
reach here they will go direct from the
boat to the C. P. R. trains,’ and in the
course of four or five days will arrive at
Saskatoon, in which locality they will make
their homes. The party numbers 1,800 and
is coming on board the steamer Lake
Manitoba, which will likely arrive off the
irland Saturday. :

A representative of the C. P. R. pas-
senger deparbment will meet the steamer
at the island and, after the customary
medical examination of the passengers, he
will furnish each immigrant with a badge
which will indicate what train he will
take—whather first, second, third or fourth
class.

The steamer will dock at No. 3 berth.
The jmumigrants will travel in four trains,
each made up of baggage cars, two simp
tourist cars and colonist cars, along with
the caboose. -The bageage will be -sonted,
according to the initial letters of the
owners, while those who are traveling first
class will claim their belongings and check
the same through, and when all the bag-
gaze belonging to the passengers on the
first train is loaded the start will be made
from west St. John, the remaining three
trains following at two hour jntervals, or
perhaps less.

Tach train will be made up with the bag-
gnge cars ahead, then two colonists, omne
tourist, three colonists, one tourist, two
colonists and caboose.

The tourist cars are equipped with cook-

ing ranges and are intended for the ac-
commodation of women and children. The
position of the tourist cars is suahyas will
permit of the prompt distribution 'of tea,
coffee and hot water. Each car in the
train will be provided with an auxiliary
water tank and with each train a man
will be sent whose duty will be to sweep
out the cars and see that everything is
kept in a sfate of cleanliness while en
route.

It is expected that those of the party
who appreciate clean surroundings and
fresh air will materially assist in the
work. Anyone in the party needing mat-
tresses, pillows or berth cuntains can pro-
cure them here at cost price. It is ex-
pected that the party will purchase what-
ever food is required, and in this comnec-
ion the authorities will advise all station
restaurants and purveyous along the route
in adwvance.

The trip will take four or five days of
practically aninterrupted  traveling, the
Sa-katoon branch being on the Prince
Albert branch north of Regina.

In view of the size of the party and the
desire on the part of the C. P. R. auth-
orities to ensure, in handling the passen-
gers, the satisfaction of Rev. Mr. Barr
and other leaders, it has been found neces-
sary to prohibit indiscriminate public en-
trance to the immigration sheds at Sand
Point while the party is waiting to en-
4rain. Only those on business will be per-
mitted to enter, and the gencral public
are kindly requested to assist the railway
in refraining effort to gain admission.

town to town. With an eye to obtaining
all advertising possible, ‘the baggage car
has been tastefully lettered on both sides
and tells a story that it contains pictures
of the lower St. Lawrence summer resorts,
the homes of the moose, caribou, deer, sal-
mon, trout and bass in Quebec, New Bruns-
wick and Nova Scotia; pictures ilustrating
the route of Canada’s famous train, the
Maritime express, batween Montreal, Que-
bec, St. John, Halifax and the Sydneys;
pictures of Prince Edward Island, the gar-
den of the gulf, and the Bras d'Or lakes,
Cape Breton.”

“The first towns to be visited will be
on the Boston & Maine railway, com-
mencing at Portland, and then Dover,
iHaverhill, Lawrence, Malden, Medford,
Boston, Wcburn, Lowell, Nashua, Man-
chester, Laconia, Keene, Troy, North
Adams, Greenfield, Northampton, Holy-
oke and Springfield, in the order named.

A Curious Throng of People Watched
the Work of An Incubator in W,
H. Thorne & Co.’s Window Wed-
nesday. ‘

Chicks—tiny, staggering and flimsily
coated, with lemon-tinted fluff, bowed to
the great world Wednerddy, and incident-
ally a crowd of the curious stared and
wondered. P

1t was up in front of W. H. Thorne &
Co.’s window, where a modern incubator
showed how chickens can be brought info
the world as successfully by ~ artificial
means as by any other.

The incubator was known as Cypher’s
nonmoisture, self-ventilating, and its
effectiveness was realistically shown as ezg
after egg was “pipped,”.and a small—a
very small—morsel of chickenhood appear-
ed tremulously and, creeping forward,
dropped,into the nursery beneath.

The eggs were placed in the tray on St.
Patrick’s day, and yesterday the first were
hatched.

The seeret of the incubator’s success is
in the principle of diffusion to artificial in-
cubation together with honest value put
into every machine placed on gale, The
lieater is so arranged that the fresh air
gains moisture as it gains warmth, and
by the time it enters the egg chamber
its relative humidity is equal to that of
the outer air. Adjoining the incubator
was a roomy and well-equipped brooder,
and ocoupying a corner of the window
were several buff Plymouth Rocks, exem-
piyfying the merits of Cypher’s grit and
oyster shell treatment. One—an alert com-
bative looking cock, was a descendant of
a Cypher incubator-raised cock which sold
for $300—the largest price ever paid in
the United States for a member of the
poultry family.

The regular meeting of the presbytery of
St. John was held Tuesday in St. An-
drew’s church.

The augmentation commitiee recommend-

fMhere are 111 schools in ihe presbytery,
of which 108 have reported. The St. John
presbytery. has the largest mnumber of
sdhools and scholars in the maritime synod.
There is a slight decrease in those commit-
ting scriptures to memory, increase 1inf
those studying short catechism, large in-
crease in those studying junior catecdhism;
110 from the schools wunited with the
church; it cost $1,476 ‘to run the schools
last year, a larger sum than in any other
year; contributions to children’s day fund
were $53 less ‘than in 1901 and $379 less
than in 1900, but 14 more scholars con-
tributed.  Special efforts for the century
fund caused the falling off. 'Contributions
to schemes of the church. The amount
was $310 in excess of past year. The largest
school in the presbytery is Moncton with
30 officers and 410 scholars; the largest
union school at Riverside with 120 scholars.
The school raising the largest sum for all
purposes was Moncton, $237.84, with St.
David’s, this city, second 'with $287; St.
Paul’s. Fredericton, third with  $252.
Greenock contributed the largest amount
to church schemes, $115. The committee
recommended a united Presbyterian school
movement for the benefit of the schemes of
the church.

Rev. Dr. Fotheringham spoke for church
federation, and moved the following:—

“That the pre:bytery, having heard the
statement just made respecting c¢hurch fed-
eration, while not feeling in a position to
approve or disapprove of any plan of
church union until all the details are laid
before it, would place on record its hearty
approval of the spirit of fraternity wihich
seems to be growing up amongst the
churches and hope that it mly in due time
find expression in some practicable scheme
of co-operation.”

Judge Stevens thought federation would
never come until there was a general over-
flowing of the spirit and fusion between
all branches of the Christian church; it
could not be brought about through any
external operations.

Doctor Fotheringham’s motion carried.

SOLICITOR GENERAL BY ACCLAMATION:

The Conservatives Saw No Chance in a Contest and Let
the Election Go By Default--Mr. McKeown in a Brilliant
Speech Touches on Many Matters of
“Great Importance.

But very few citizens attended the mom-
ination proceedings Tuesday to nominate
a candidate for the house of assembly
for the city of St. John in the vacancy
caused by the appointment of 'the Hon.
Harrison A. MeKeown as solicitor gen-
eral.

At 12 o’dlock High Sheriff Ritchie an-
nounced that he had received but one
nomination, namely that of the Hon. H.
A. MecKeown, and asked if any other
nominations were to be put in. Receiving
no other mnomination, he declared the
poll closed and the Hon., H. A. Mc
Keown elected by acclamation. The nom-
ination papers- of the Hon. H. A, Mc
Keown were put in by A, B. Maclntyre,
who made the deposit on his behalf.

The Hon, H. A. McKeown made a brief
speech thanking the sheriff for his cour-
tesy, not only in the present election by
acclamation, but in the general election
of a few weeks ago. This, said Mr. Mec-
Keown, was the fifth time that he had
been moninated by his fellow electors
of the city of St. John, but the first time
that he had received an election by ac-
olamation, and he felt that it placed
upon him the greater obligation to do
justice not only to the party which he
had the honor to wepresent, but to the
whole constituency, whose representative
in a broader sense he felt himself to be.

The general election was so recent and
the issues maised by that campaign had
been so thoroughly discussed that he felt
that mothing had since transpired to Te-
quire any poditical discussion or explana-
tion on his part funther than that he felt
it was due tto himself to express to his
friends his heanty 'thanks for the gener-
ous support given him both in the general
election and in ithe momination and elec-
tion by acclamation on this occasion.

He did not lose sight of the fact that
the Liberal-Conservatives had made easier
his path by abstaining from opposition to
him at this time, and while he did mot
fear the result in wcase there had been
an election, yet he wished to express his
thanks to his friends, the enmemy, for
their course in not forcing upon the con-
stituency an- unnecessary election.

There has been, said Mr. McKeown, &
great deal of mewspaper comment recent-
ly to account for the Conservatives’ de-
feat in the recent general elections and
he felt that no one would desire to de-
prive that panty of any solace which it
could get from many reasons, imaginary
or othemvise, accounting for their defeat
not only in this constituency but through-
out the province of New Brunswick.

There had also been a great deal of
comment concerning the ballot used in
New Brunswick for provincial elections.

He need scarcely remind the electors that
the present government in the first” place,
was mnot primarily. responsible: fop - this
ballot as they had found it in use when
they assumed the responsibility of govern-

ment. While he felt that® the present s

ballot was a good one if propenly uged; '
he was pieased to seeshat. action had
been taken in the legislgture to remove
troubles which it was said had arisen
from the misuse of the ballot. -

Referring to the Loggie resolution, Mr.
McKeown said: “The government and its
supporters felt that the resolution did
not go far enough and as a consequence
an amendment had been introduced by
the Hon. Mr. Hill, seconded by A. B.
Copp, which voiced the desire of the ad-
minfstration mot only to prevent the
misuse of the ballot but to make it im-
possible by proper safeguard ito thwart
the will of the people as expressed by
their ballots. L )

e had no doubt that that amendment
would be carried in the house and tha't
as a result some action would follow in
the shape of a bill from the committee
intrusted with . the work, which would
make even more secuve the rights of the
people in this regard. i

He himself had mot a seat in the house
so far during the present session, and
therefore had mot been able to éxpress
his feelings in this matter. Some of the
jgentlemen opposed %o the government
in this constituency, had asked him for
an opportunity to express to him their
views of the advisability of a secret bal-
lot. (As a result he had communicateéd
with the premier in order that mo mis-
take might arise, as he believed that the
views expressed by the Hill amendment
to the Loggie resolution were the viewS
of the government.

He felt that he had been somewhat .
misrepresented in regard to what  had
taken place at that conference, for while
it might be that the views expressed by
him to that delegation had some influence
on the fact of his being returned by ac-
clamation, he could say without fear of
contradiction that no such idea was sug-
gested to him Yast evening by any mem-
ber of the delegation or during the con-
ference which he had had with them.

He appealed to J. E. Wilson, who was
present in ihe court room, and who had-
been a member of the delegation, .to:en-
dorse his statement in that regard- He -
Ll not beem influenced in making the
statement to the delegation by any fear
of opposition, nor had such a suggestion:.
been made or even hinted at by. any of
the gentlemen composing the delegation
or by any one on their behalf. i

In closing, the Hon. Mr. McKedwn
thanked the citizens for ‘this -fresh éx-
pression of their confidence in the' elec~
tion by acclamation. He felt that this
was the best answer to the sneers and
misrepresentations by which the opposi-
tion press had ' sought -to belittle’ and
misconstrue his action on the public be-
half. He felt .that. it was. necessary- for
the representative to keep ever in mind
that in spite of the political antagonism
which gathered round the party form -of
government, that here in this constituency -
we were. a united people. with .one end in
view, and that end. the public building
and material advancement and prosperity
of the city in nhich we dwell and in
wihose future our interests are so closely,
bound up. :

But what regrets those brothers and sisters must have had! Poor
Judas suffered such remorse after having delivered Jesus into the hands
of the Jews, though he did not expect any such issue as came, that he
went beside himself and insane with grief and self-reproach, went and
hanged himself.

Even keener must have heen the regret of these brothers. Their sor-
row, however, could not alter the facts that without a brothr’s sympathy
and companionship, Jesus passed through all his trials. In Gethsemane,
before the Sanhedrin and at Pilate’s judgment seat he endured alone,
no brother or sister near. On the cross suffering, no brother or sister spoke
kindly words and wiped away his sweat of agony and after death no
brother asked his body for burial. Reconciliation came, but too late to
be of -any service to Jesus in his trials—too late to save him from that
consuming heartbreaking sorrow his family’s alienation had brought him.

My brothers, you hearts are touched as you think of Jesus misun-
derstood by his own family, rejected by them, an outcast from home and
all alone:enduring. But did it ever occur to you that you were grieving
him.

He Never Sold Any Property, and
Always Bought for Cash-- His
Buildings Were Assessed at
$800,000 at the Time of His
Death,

Boston, April 5—(Special) —Worth $1,-
000,000 and 88 years old, Patrick MecAleer
died suddenly at his home, 264 Tremoni
stieet, yesterday.

Sixty-one years ago he came to Boston
from St. Jonn (N. B.), with $1,000 to his
credit. He had a marked fondness for
business, and until last Christmas time he
was daily in his office. Real estate was
his hobby. He always bought only what
he needed, never sold, and always paid
cash. When he died yesterday he did not
owe a bill.

He was born in St. John (N. B.) in
+1815. - There he learned the carpenter
trade. By an innate fondness for sobriety
and temperate living he accumulated $1.-
000 when 27 years old, and with this he
came to Boston to seek his fortune. He
always kept to his trade and taught it to
his son.

His first venture was to establish a car-
penter shop in Province street. He used
to do a great deal of alteration and re-
pair work. He bought the province street
property and gradually extended his real
estate investments until, at the last an-
nouncement, his property was asseseed at
$800,000, which would. easily bring more
than $1,000,000 if put on sale today.

The old Bellevue Hotel, the Richwood
Hotel, on Tremont etreet; two parcels of
land on the right and left of Hollis street,
near, the theatre property on Common
street, and his residence on Tremont
street, with his Province street property,
represented his holdings at his death.

His wealth was made from his real
estate rentals, although his trade was suffi-
ciently lucrative to keep him very com-
fortably. A son, John B, and four
daughters, survive him. The latter are
Anna g.‘., Mary E., Sarah J., and Helena
C.

of expenditure which he thought might
have been avoided or which he had him-
self voted against. The people connot have
public works and the money remain -in
the treasury. They could not build roads
and bridges with ‘out eome expenditure
{lnd he defied him to point out a single
item of expenditure that ought mot to
have been incurred. There is no doubt the
building of permanent bridges had in-
creased the bonded indebtedness, but the
people had approved of that policy. The
eader of the opposition had gone back to
1883. But since then we have built the
sglenduid departmental building, the
Woodstock bridge, the Fredericton bridge
and other magnificent structures all over
the province which we can point to with
pride and which will last for generation:.
It is a wise policy to build permanent
bridges for money will be saved by it in
the end.

Carrying Old Burdens.

Since 1883 debts have been incurred by
the subsidizing of railways, but this has
been done under an act pasced prior to
Mr. Blair coming into power and for
which he is not responsible. He simply
carried out the legisiation of his ‘pre-
decessors yet even if he had been respon-
sible for the policy the people have ap-
proved of it. They demanded railway
facilities and it was a wise policy to
grant them. If the province possessed the
means he would even go-further in rail-
way expenditures and build a line up the
St. John valley from St. John to Wood-
stock.

The leader. of the opposition is not doing
himself justice when he condemns these
expenditures. It should be told for the
credit of the government that they have
always been able to meet the interest on
their debis regularly and to give more
money for education, for roads and
bridges, for agriculture and for other
necessary services then were ever given
before and that without imposing any
direct taxation on the people.

The leader of the opposition had com-
plained that the administration of the
eriminal law for the five years ended in
1901 had cost $12,148. That was an aver-
age of only $2429 a year. He would ask
whether this was an excesaive amount to
pay for the administration of criminal law
in this province. In Nova Scotia the aver-
age cost for the same service was about
$6,000 a year, nearly three times as much
as we are paying.

Complaints had been made because the
attorney general had not attended to all
the criminal cases at the trials. If the
leader of the opposition should ever be-
come attorney géneral hne will . recoginze
the fact that he has large and important
duties to perform beyond the trial of
criminal cases. If he chose to go upon the
circuit he could add $10,000 a year to his
income because he would get all the im-
portant cases, but the result would be
that there would be no one in St. John
to attend to the business of attorney gen-
eral. He now had to pay a private secre-
tary $2,000 a year, half of whose time was
taken up in attending to the public busi-
ness and if he had to depend on his own
salary of $2,100 a year as attorney general
he would be in a very bad position.

Astonisned Him.

He had heard with astonishment the
statement made by the leader of the op-
position that the proposed readjuetment
was unfair to New Brunswick. Instead of
that being the case the larger provinces
had dealt most generously with this prov-
ince. New Brunswick would rcceive under
the new arrangement $1.34 per head of
population, while Ontario and Quebee
would receive less than $1. Surely in this
case there has been no injustice to New
Brunswick. With regard to the amount
for the support of the government and
legislatures, this province would receive
$180,000 a year, while Quebec and Oatario
with five and six times our poulation
would receive only $240,000 a year.

Surely tne principle contained in the
resolutions that the provinces should re-
ceive 80 cents per head on their actual
population in addition to this legislative
subsidy was a most just one. As the
population increases the demands upon the

L

revenue ingrease and the burdens imposed

on the goverenment are greater. The
original arrangement which limited the
subeidy of the larger provinces to thd
popula‘tion of 1861 was not a just one,
(Neither was the arrangement which pre+
vented the maritime provinces from res
ceiving any further subsidy after they
had reached a population of 400,000. Some
people thought it would be a long time
before our population reached that figure,
bt he felt convinced that it would be
reached and passed before very long.

Resolutions Should Be Supported.

The province was prosperous and its
young men, were di to remain in it.
The city of St. John which had become
the great winter port of (Canada is rapidly
growing and in 10 years its population
yvi]l be at least one-third greater than
it is now.

THE BREAKING UP
OF THE RELIGIOUS
ORDERS IN FRANCE,

Paris, April 4.—The prefect of police,
reporting on the service of notices to the
congregations to disband, say no disorder
occurred. Two orders, the Barnabites and
Oblats De Marie Immacule, declined to
give a written acknewledgement of the re-
ceipt of the motice. The superior of the
Passionists of the Anglo-American church
here formally stated that ‘the mother
thonse in T.ondon had ordered the memn-
bers ‘to leave Paris and that they svould
depart without resistance.

A representative of the Francaise who
visited the headquarters of all the orders
here quotes the Dominicans as sayingthey
will accept the law. Part of the members
of that order have already left France.
The other orders refused to disclose their
plans, saying they would take the 15 days
allowed them - to reach a decision. The
Francais says that some of the orders an-
ticipate receiving advices from Rome.

The action wof ‘the chamber of deputies,
requiring ‘the congregations to disband af-
feots 25 teaching orders, having 1,580
branches, with 15964 members, and 28
preaching orders, having 3,040 members. In
case the orders fail to disperse within the
time stated, they will be prosecuted by the
police in the local courts. Action in the

case of ordérs conducting hospitals is post=
poned.

Presidenth‘V‘. M. Jarvis, at the monthly
meeting of ‘the board of trade, hit a hard

blow at city aldermen and officials, who
accept and usee passes over the street
railway lines. He also had some sharp
remarks to make about the conduct of
some city affairs in general, and urged
that some new men come out in the civie
e.ections, soon to be held.

Mr. Jarvis presided at the meeting, and
those present were G. Fred. Fisher, F. A.
Dykeman, Thos. Dean, James Oborne, of
the C. P. R.; T. H. Estabrooks, J. A.
Seeds, W. H. Barnaby, Joseph Bullock,
James Manchester, J. Morris Robinson,
D. J. McLaughlin, W. H. Trueman, C. E.
L. Jarvie, C. M. Bostwick, L. P. D. Ti-
ley, M. Neilson, F. L. Potts.

A memorial had been sent to the do-
minion government, asking that the dredg-
ing at the entrance to the harbor be at
once proceeded with, and that the exten-
sion of the breakwater from Negro Point
to Partridge Island may remain in abey-
ance at least until such time as after the
dredging has been completed, the exten-
sion of the breakwater may be found to
be required. i

Information had been furnished the
Marconi Wireless Telegraph Company in
reference to the port of St. Jonn and its
vicinity.

Against City Assessment Changes.

The taxation committee have examined
the amendments to the assessment act
proposed by the city council, and consider
they would further complicate -the act,
and it has been decided to petition the
legislature that the changes do not become
law until the commission appointed by
the legislature has presented ite report.

The report told of the action taken in
opposition to the Fort Kent dam echeme,
also of the visit of a delegation to Ottawa
and their report on the Negro Head siren
and Lurcher light ship, which has been
before published. This delegation also
consulted with members of the govern-
ment regarding winter port business and
payment of Jockers at bonded warehouses.

A resolution for more satisfactory tele-
graphi¢ eervice between P. E. Island and
the mainiand had been sent to the govern-
ment,

The council had urged againet change in
the present system of paying of lockers at
bonded warehouses.

The council has decided to petition the
local legislature not to gramt any further
railway charters to local applicants, until
the opportuni(.y has been given for the
full consideration of the provisions of the
bill.

The council is awaiting the receipt of a
copy of a hill relating to insolvency, which
it is said will be brought before the dec-
minion parliament, before taking any ac-
tion. i

La Chambre de Commerce, Montreal,
has requested the board to pass a resolu-
tion in reference to the keeping of proper
books of account in all businesses, whether
of private individuals or stock companies,
and a resolution has been passed, staling
that the St. John Board of Trade,will be
prepared to give its support to any proper
legislation repdering this compuleory.

The city council of St. John, having de-
cided to submit to the legislature a bil
to increase the present payment of each
alderman to $200, the council has decided
to petition against the bill.

Mr. Jarvis 8peaks Pointedly.

The president said that he regretted
that the funeral of the late Dr. I. Allen
Jack, whoge death they all so deeply re-
gretted, had kept away severa. members
of the board; also, he said, the lamented
death of Franklin Stetson had caused sev-
eral members to be absent, as they were
attending a meeting of lumbermen in con-
nection with hig death.

The meeting was important, because it
was the first held eince the delegation sent
last month to Ottawa, and as chairman of
that delegation, he wished to eay that
not only had the delegates been most cor-
dially received, but that they had found
eyerywhere that St. Joan was being more
and more recognized as of growing im-
portance in connection with the transpor-
tation system of the dominion. They had
been able to point out that the tonnage
of steamers loaded during the winter
monthe at St. John had increased from
50,892 tons in 18956, when the winter ex-
port trade began, to 275,746 tons in 1901-
2, and to express their hope that this
winter would show a much larger tonnage,
while the cattie exporte would be nearly
double those of last year. And their
statements had been received by mims-
ters and others with an appreciation
which could not but be most gratifying to
all who had the welfare of the port at
heart. ;

It was important, too, because the coun-
cil had to report their action in connec-
tion with the proposed Winding Ledges
dam, designed, under the specious pretext
of some local advantages to a part of the
county of Madawaska, to seriously injure
the lumber trade of the lower St. John,
to divert the lumber business at the head
waters of the river to the State of Maine,
and to interfere with the ocean traffic
now being devellbed, since, if the effort
to legalize the dam succeeded, it must de-
prive the ocean steamers to a large ex-
tent, of the Ilumber shipments, which
cou.d now be utilized, with the grain from
the west, to make up the cargoes consist-
ing partly of cattle or package goods.

Oppased to City Bills.

And he regretted to have to say that it
wae important aleo, because the council
bad felt it their duty to oppose two buls

‘promoted by the common council of St.

John, which would, they believed, be de-
trimental to the interests of the citizens,
and now asked the support of the board,
and through the board, oi the press and
the citizens generally. :

The positign taken by the board on the
assessment question was well known. They
had urged upon the common council to
obtain f{ull information, which could be
used in framing a comprehensive measure,
which might take the place of the present
law, which was alike unfair, defective, in-
jurious and absurd. They had pointed out
that under the present law the poor man
was oppressed, and the capital, which
should be employed in local trade and in-
dusiries, Lepefilling all classes alike, was

—

driven from the place. In Ontario the
matter had been thoroughly considered,
and full information had been obtained,
which was available here. Acts of the
legisiature had been obtained here, author-
izing the common council to procure the
information required. The work was thus
simplified, and yet the common council
would do nothing but put forward patched
up amendments and crude theories, sup-
ported by assertions rather than argu-
ments, on the part of some of the alder-
men, which showed but too clearly the
utter ignorance of the first principles of
political economy involved. And the re-
sult was a proposed bill, which was &0
‘abeurd in its crudities, that the council
felt bound to oppose it, feeling that, while
it might profess to relieve a very few, it
would do so at the expense of the trade
and industries of the city, and of the
great middle class, those with incomes of
from $500 to $1,000, on whom the taxation
now pressed most heavily, and who, in
the public and not in any individual in-
terest, should be relieved.

But he regretted still more that another
bill was -being promoted by the common
_council, which provided that each alder-
man might legally take $200 annually from
the public funds. Each of them got $100
now and that was bad enough. Neither
sum nor a much larger one would pay for
the services of such men as the aldermen
ought to be. When men accepted the
position in a epirit of patriotism, like the
Roman senator of old, they should be re-
spected, and he believed there were such
men {o be found. When men took the
position and then walued themselves at
$100 or $200 apiece, it was just enough to
induce some individual with a taste for
public declamation and petty patronage
to seek the place. And such men must
too often be expected to wutiize the posi-
tion for all it was worth.

Street Raj way Pesses.

But the sore was deeper, he feared, than
the citizens realized. Recently, through
a bruised foot, he had been compelled to
use the street railway cars to a greater
extent than before. And he had been ap-
palled at the extent to which the pass
eystem over that railway was in vogue.
The pogr and the halt had to pay, while
the comfortable alderman, yes, and the
city officials, too, produced his book of
passes and traveled free. Kach year, he
was informed, the railway company sent
the common clerk a bdok of 100 passes in
a cover for each alderman, and each im-
portant city official. 'And when the 100
passes were exhausted and the book was

Nor wae this confined to the street rail-
way. DPagses were given also on the
Prince- Rupert by the”Dominion Atlantic
railway, and he knew'not what besides.
It was idle to say that these passes were
given with mo object in view., An official
of another transportation eystem had told
him that they had been offered and had
refused the street railway passes, because
they found that if they took them taey
were asked to carry not only the employes
of the street railway, but the female mem-
bers of one of ite offi¢fals, without charge,
besides. How could dh alderman be ex-
pected to exercise a fair judgment in some
question between the street railway and
the city, when he had in his pocket. one
of these five cent or dolar bribes?

From what he knew of the aldermen, he
believed that many of them did not rea-
lize the effects of this pernicious system.
And yet they should, for he understood
that Aldermen Bullock and Hilyard, and
George H. Waring, when an alderman,
and aleo Captain Taylor, the harbor mas-
ter, had had the manliness to refuse them,
and that the mayor, though entitled to
a pass in another capacity, put it to very
little, if any, use.

That Additional $100.

But they would see how these things
grew. The aldermen had first appropri-
ated their $100 apiece from the dog tax—
then it had been made ‘a fixed city charge.
Now they have claimed to make it $200,
and the majority took the street railway
passes, and he knew mot what other per-
quisites besides. And a:l along, the city
was running deeper and deeper into debt.
The very aldermen who proposed to vote
themselves $100 more apiece, proposed also
to increase the assessments in almost
every department, and to add 12 cenls
to the assessment ratio, making it $1.67,
as against $1.55 last y€ar, a higher ratio,
he believed, .taking into consideration the
wider surface of real estate, personal prop-
erty and income, over - which it was
spread, than any other city in Canada.

One alderman at last meeting thought
the members of the common coua-
cil would compare favorably with the
legislative members, but extreme loquacity
and determined obstinacy were not de-
sirable qualities in a city ruler. The North
End alderman might be loyal to friends,
but it should not be forgotten he tried
to give the library contract’ to a New
York architect. Mr, Jarvis taought, too,
the city was going to much into the real
estate business.

Where was all this to end? Were there
no men who would step forward and offer
themselves for the common council to
leaven the present lump? They had, he
believed, an excellent mayor, and some of
the aldermen were good men, too—if mis-
taken in the matter of raiway passes, at
leagt. But they wanted men who would
not talk to the galleries, as too many of
the present aldermen did, taking up the
time of the others, much more valuable,
apparently, than their own, in personal
explanations and recriminations and self-
advertising generally. They wanted men
who had the intelligence to realize that
all wisdom did not dwell with them, men
who would read and study the important
works bearing on municipal government
and municipal taxation, which were every-
where to be had, and then try to apply
the principles there shown to be sound.
No man could afford at the present day
to rely on his unaided intellect alone. Ile
must study, he must assimilate the wisdom
of others, and even then he would bu:
come the more to realize how very little,
at the best, he really knew. But he
wou.d then be able to approach such
questions intelligently at least; and beyond
all, he should be actuated by the spirit
of civic patriotism, which einks the bene-

When it came to giving their time
to delegations to Ottawa and Fredericton,
to attending 40 meetings of the council
and board in the year, and innumerable
meetings of committees besides, their
hands were more than full.

They represented generally the mercan-
tile community. They gave their services
freely and unpaid. Were thre not others,
either in the mercantile community or in
other positions, who would rouse them-
selves and come forward to bear their
part in the common council in the manage-
ment of the city’s affairs. There was
brief time enough.

The nominations for aldermen must, he
believed, be in by next.Tuesday, the 14th.
But perhape this was all the better. There
was yet time. Surely the citizens would
not allow so important a matter as this
election to pass almost unnoticed, and
look calmly while their taxes were increas-
ing, and the present aldermen, with, he
believed, two exceptions, voted to give
themselves each another $100 in return
for the part they had takem in buiiding
them up.
