NO TARIFF CHANGES.

Government organs have announced
that there is to be no change this year in
the tariff.

The government will listen to
no arguments; even though it can be
shown that certain changes would result
in material advantage to the country,
they will not listen to s discussion of
them. One of Sir John’s orgwns in
apologizing for the government's summary
way of dealing with the matter of
changes in the tariff, says:—“Even
though some incongruities may still exist
here and there it has been felt that the
general interests of trade would be better
promoted by permitting these to con-
tinue for a time than to open the door to
numerous changes in duties.” We have
“not the slightest doubt that Sir Charles’
interests and the interests of the Lon-
donderry mines will be promoted by not
making & change in the tariff on iron,
but just how the general interests of the
oountry are to be subserved by allowing
this “incongruity” to continue, we cznnot
determine.

Persons of & nervous constitution, and
In particular those subject to hysteria,
are most apt to fall into artificial slecp,
There is then produced in them a pecu-
liar neurosis, hypnotisin, having psychi-
cal and physical characters of its own—a
genuine direase presenting a diversity of
symptoms. Hence hypnotic phenomena
ought not to be called forth rashly nor
without the precautions suggested by
medical science. Women are specially
susceptible to hypnotic manipulation, par-
ticularly during the period between the
18th and the 30th year, when the mer-
vous system is in full activity. Young
men may be hypnotized, but it is very
diflicult to produce hypnotic eleep in old
wen or in children, Persons who in carly
life are subject to natural somnambulism
or sleep walking are later in life good
hypuotic subjects, just as they are also
likely to be victims of hysteria and other
nervous complaints,

Many are the processes employed for
producing hypnosis, One that is very
frequently used consists in fixing the gaze
upon some bright object placed a little
above the eyes and in front of the median
line of the forehead, so that visual fatigue
may ensue quickly, the eyeballs. being
dirceted upward and inward. This pro-
ceas, or others of a like kind, may he em-
ployed in the case of persons who have
pever before been hypnotized.  But after
awbhile, when the subject has, so to speak,
been educated. various more expeditions
methods may be employed. Thus a jet
of electric light or a violent blow struck
on & gong near the ear of the subject will
quickly induce sleep.  Again, in hypno-
tizable persons, the surface of the body
often presents special points, *‘hypnogenic
zones,” as they are called, analagous to
the “hysterogenic zones.™ Simple pres-
sure upon these produces hypnosis.
Even in the case of the most susceptible
individuals rarely does sleep appear when
they, for the first time, undergo the hyp-
notizing manipulations, however skilled
the operator may be. There is needed &
complete surrender of one's will and ab-
sence of all mental preoccupation, and
on the part of the company present abso-
lute silence. In most cases exhibitions
of hypnotization develop. at first, only
vague phenomena not easily classified,

EXTERMINATION OF THE BISON.
The report for the past year of the
Smithsonian Institution at Washington
furnishes a singular proof of the almost
complete extermination of the bison in
North America, It appears that althpugh
this animal has been practically extinct
since the great slaughter of the years
1881.83, it was not until 1886 that the
museum authorities noticed that their
collection of specimens was far from com-
plete, and ought to be filled up at once if
it was desired to retain memorials of the
fast-disappearing beast. Steps were at
ence taken to obtain a fresh series of
skins and skeletons, but the difficulty
with which they were procured showed
that the collectors were only just in time.
The great herds which within the present
century ranged over the plains from New
York State in the east to the Rocky
Mountains in the west had disappeared,
she ims of, perhaps, the most reckl,
slaughter ever perpetrated by man.

Only a few nights before that this
same woman had seen a wolf in her
back yard, and had gone out and
“shooed”” it away with her apron and
scolding, just as oneof our girls might
dotoacut.

CRAND LAKE COAL MINES.

This morning's market was a good one. | More Ahout the Early History of

| the Mines.

Canning Tells How and When
the Coal was Discovered.

Original Grants, Quality of the
Coal, More Enterprise Needed.

Shortly after the advent of the U. E Loy-
alists, Joseph Garrison, grandfather of' the
celebrated William Lloyd Garrison, discov-
ered bituminous coal outcropping on the
baok of s beautifal stream which loses its
tide in the immense volame of the Grand
Lake waters. Tte edge of this stream in
bold relief was discovered about seven miles
above the estuary of the stream. From this
circumstance the river was named Newcastle.
On the Grabam property the baok is nearly
perpendicular and the soft shale crumbles in-
o the stream below, and the visitor may yet
see & vein of coal presenting its square edge
about six feet above the water, overlooking
as it were rich alluvial flats. Oapt. Sypher,
of this city, owns the ground where that old
ihabitant, Garrison, first explored. The
Byphers, more than three quarters of a cen-
tury ago, obtained some 500 acres or more
of this valuable tract on the upper New-
castle. Maguificent pines and elms covered
the flats and an extensive valuable timber
crowned the upland. Giant oaks flourished
on the lowland near the mouth of the
stream.

This section was originally granted to tbe
Syphers and Yeomans. The Yeomans were
enterprising ship builders and mill owners
but within the memory of the writer they
raised coals of excellent quality beneath 5
feet of surfuce and within less than 2 miles
of deep water navigation. This coal as
known for mearly a century, and as recently
stated by Edward Jack, t» contain a large
proportionate quantity of tar or Bitumen
became very valuable to shipbuilders in St.
Joha. It was easier obtained than Bydney
coal and produced more heat than Liver-
pool or Scotch coal. Still the market has
of Iate years been somewhat depressed
partly from the rivalry of the Victoria mines
aod from the carelssness of the diggers who
should only take up 20 inches of the seam
whereas all that is black is sometimes 30
inches deep, even in those surface seams.
Some in Fredericton who can get good clean
Grand Lake coal, object to its running to-
gether or forming what some eall clinkers,
yet this is & proof of its strength and heat
compared with some other kinds of coal.
