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A SHOCKING TRAGEDY.

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1STATE OF TRADE IN CANADA.

As Reported by Dun & Co.’s Commercial 
Agency.

Toronto, July 11.—R. G. Dun & Co.’s1 
weekly statement of trade in Canada 
mays: The tenor of trade reports from 
Montreal would show that there is a 
pretty general quieting in wholesale 
business, such, however, as is only 
seasonable. There is no doubt that un­
favorable crop reports from Western 
Ontario are affecting orders from that 
section, but in the Ottawa Valley and 
the Province of Quebec, indications are 
promising.

DREADFUL DEED.

An Unwelcome Suitor Kills a Young 
Girl and Her Brother.

Watertown, N. Y., July 11.—One of 
the most shocking and cold-blooded 
murders ever committed in Northern 
New York occurred last night at 
Chapel Hill, west of Lowville, Lewis 
county, and 35 miles from this city. The 
victims of the Cowardly assassin are 
16-year-oId, pretty Minnie Ingersoll, 
who lived with her brother, Eugene 
Ingersoll, and Nicholas P. Strife, an 
old man from Indian River, who was a 
farm hand in Ingersoll’s employ. The 
murderer is John Hoch, aged 30 years, 
who was convicted of attempting to 
murder a young man in Denmark, Lew­
is county, several years ago, and who 
was sentenced to seven years at Au­
burn, but was pardoned after serving 
five years. Hoch met Miss Ingersoll 
this spring and became infatuated with 
her, but his attentions were not en­
couraged by the girl. On Wednesday 
morning he drove to Chapel Hill, but 
the girl’s brother, Eugene, ordered him 
away.

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two constituencies which they con­
tested by sweeping majorities. Even 
the seat held by the late Sir John 
Thompson, and for which his brother- 
in-law sought election, with the family 
prestige and influence at his back, went 
against the men in power. Mr. Ouimet 
and Sir Adolphe Caron championed the 
Conservative policy in one constituen- 
cy, and Sir Hibbert Tupper in the other. 
They pledged the Administration to 
an enforcement of the remedial order 
to the letter in the event of the Mani­
toba Legislature declining to alter 
its school law so as to re-establish 
separate schools. This pledge was made 
again and again by the Quebec Minis- 
ters in the months preceding the as­
sembling of Parliament, and the re­
medial order was sent to Manitoba. 
Not till it was returned from that Prov­
ince, with the almost unanimous re­
fusal of the Legislature to act upon it, 
did it dawn upon the majority of the 
Ottawa Cabinet that it had made a 
huge mistake, and that it could not 
lawfully enforce its demand.

It was an exhibition of flagrant in­
competency to delay action for five 
years, and then issue an order 
on Manitoba that could not be enforced 
by any law of the land. The remedial 
order, as the reply from the Manitoba 
Legislature points out, went beyond 
the British Privy Council judgment in 
its demand that a condition of affairs 
should be re-established in the North- 
west Province which no one having 
any knowledge of the Province Or its 
wants would for a moment counsel as 
wise. In thus going beyond the Brit­
ish Privy Council decision, and in ad­
opting an untenable attitude, the men 
in power at Ottawa rendered a refusal 
of their demands the only course open 
to a self-respecting people.

The Cabinet at Ottawa has not now 
honestly faced the situation, or it 
would acknowledge its foolish conduct, 
withdraw its ill-conceived remedial or­
der, and apologise to the Manitoba 
representatives for causing them so 
much trouble. Then it should accept 
Manitoba’s suggestion that before fur­
ther action is taken it should cause 
an independent investigation to be 
made into the question—it need not 
take a great deal of time—and when 
it is accomplished enter into friendly 
negotiations with the Province with 
the view of having justice done to ev­
ery section of the community. After 
its miserable attempt at bulldozing the 
Manitobans to assume an untenable 
attitude towards their educational sys­
tem, there appears to be no other way 
out of the difficulty, whether Parlia­
ment is called upon to deal with it 
six months hence or a year from now.

COLLAPSE POSTPONED.
The proceedings in the Dominion 

Parliament, last night, show that the 
collapse of the Bowell Ministry has 
been postponed.

In Quebec, the Oulmet-Caron ring 
will assert that they have had their 
way, and that they have the written 
pledge of every Minister that they will 
do the bidding of the Quebec members.

In Ontario, we will have the state­
ment that the Ouimet-Caron end of the 
patent combination has capitulated,and 
that Sir Mackenzie Bowell, in shirk­
ing the question for another six 
months, and putting the kickers off 
with promises which he knows that 
he cannot implement, has proved him- 
self to be a great statesman.

When all is said and done, however, 
the fact remains that the majority of 
the Ministry have dealt with the ques­
tion of the Manitoba schools, and with 
the rights of the minority, in a most 
unstatesmanlike manner.

How would British statesmen regard 
such shuffling and blundering? Sup­
pose Mr. Balfour, leader of the British 
House of Commons, and Mr. Chamber­
lain, to announce to the country that 
a given line of policy had been map­
ped out for the Government, and that 
it meant to abide by it, and to carry 
it out in the next session. Suppose 
that they were to go up and down 
England for months enunciating it, 
and at the same time attempted to 
carry two bye-elections by its aid. And 
then imagine Lord Salisbury permit­
ting that line of conduct to be pursued 
without a protest in any one of, his 
public addresses. After this, imagine 
Lord Salisbury going to Parliament 
and saying, by implication, that his 
colleagues had lied when they stated 
the Government policy, and that it 
was never intended to carry it out.

If such a state of affairs were pos­
sible in Great Britain, and the high- 
minded statesmen of that country 
were to tolerate it for a day, we would 
have an exact counterpart of what has 
taken place at Ottawa with regard to 
the precious remedial order.

This remedial order, it will be remem- 
bered, was issued as soon as the judg­
ment of the Privy Council was re­
ceived. The original intention was to 
hurry on the general elections, and to 
let each section of the country put its 
own construction upon the demand. 
By this means it was hoped that in 
Quebec the order would be held to 
mean the compelling of Manitoba to 
change her school law, while in Ontario 
It would be argued that it was only a 
recommendation.. The early holding 
of the general elections would also have 
enabled the men in power to avoid being 
exposed in the bye-elections.

This programme was proceeded with, 
* will be remembered, for a week or 
two. The voters’ lists were hurried 
as they never were before, and the 
printing of many of them was farmed 
out to favored printers in order that 
they might be completed in time for 
use last spring. But after a few weeks 
it was found that the feeling in the 
country was so strong against the Gov- 
ornment that high tax candidates 
everywhere urged delay. The Quebec 
contingent also became suspicions of 
the bona fides of the Administration, 
and clamored for another session in 
order to prove them. For nearly two 
months the internal dissension pro­
ceeded. Parliament was not called to­
gether tin a date never before reached 
except after a general election had been 
held. The discomfited Ministers feared 
to take the leap either way, so gloomy 
were the prospects. Finally another 
cession was resolved on, and the utter 
Incapacity and indecision of the men 
in power demonstrated. The bye-elec­
tions took place on the eve of the ses- 
sion. and as was expected, the Liber- 
als, with the assistance of Conservative 
Delievers in trade freedom, carried the

But if he 
might accept published interviews with 
the Minister of Public Works he could 
but incline to the belief that both the 
Minister of Public Works and the Post- 
master-General had no confidence in 
their pledges. He hoped the last had 
been seen of these misunderstandings. 
There was a grave lesson in what had 
been witnessed here during the past 
few days, and the lesson was that the 
gentlemen who sit together as states­
men—the Government of Canada—have 
so little confidence in each other that 
unless they were booked in writing one 
of their own colleagues would not take 
their word. There was one thing, 
however, that would bind the honor- 
able gentlemen together, and that was 
not a signature of his colleagues which 
was demanded by the Minister of Pub­
lic works, but the cement of office. Mr. 
Laurier then moved that the House

(Specially telegraphed by
Ottawa, July 11.—The railway com­

mittee sat last night and passed the 
Trans - Canadian Railway charter, 
which empowers G. E. Church, R. D. 
Martin, of London, England, and Sena­
tor Clemow, of Ottawa, to construct 
a railway from Quebec across the con­
tinent to the Pacific Ocean, in an al­
most straight line from Quebec to Lake 
Winnipeg, and thence via the Yellow 
Head Pass, with a branch from near 
Lake Winnipeg to Hudson Bay, and 
a spur from Quebec to Montreal. This 
last was struck out. The capital stock 
of the company was increased from 
$10,000,000 to $20,000,000.

A TIMELY DOSE.
The banking and commerce com­

mittee this morning passed the Forest­
ers’ Insurance Bill by 27 to 18. In the 
course of the discussion Mr. Cochrane 
(Conservative member for East North­
umberland) called out to Dr. Borden 
(Liberal): “What do you know about 
insurance?" to which Dr. Borden re­
plied: “I know as much about it as you 
know about skim milk,” the reference 
being to the charge that Cochrane 
some years ago delivere/l skimmed 
milk to a cheese factory with whom he 
had a contract. Cochrane fell into a 
rage and went up to Dr. Borden and 
shook his fist at him, and threatened 
to “kick him” for saying it, and called 
him names. Dr. Borden, who is a big 
Maritime member, merely laughed at 
Cochrane, who was in a state of great 
excitement.,

A “ MISUNDERSTANDING.”

Sir Charles Tupper thought the Op­
position were taking too much com­
fort out of what had only after all 
amounted to a little misunderstanding 
on the treasury benches. Undoubtedly 
there had been a misunderstanding, 
and it had tended to alleviate the dis­
appointment that had existed on the 
Opposition side of the House since the 
session opened. He took occasion to 
reiterate the statement already made 
by those who had preceded him from 
the Government benches, that the Gov­
ernment was committed absolutely to 
an important policy.

MCCARTHY HEARD FROM.
In rising to criticise the Government's 

policy, D’Alton McCarthy claimed he 
did so as a Conservative representing 
the feelings of a great number of gen­
tlemen on the outside of the House. 
(Conservative cries of "No!") "We shall 
see before the session is over whether 
my statement in that regard is correct 
or not. But we know at last where the 
Government stands and where the Gov­
ernment stand unitedly.” He could not 
really understand what all this trouble 
that had been witnessed on the treas­
ury benches during the past three or 
four days had been about. A very clear 
and definite statement had been made 
to the House on Monday last that the 
Government would call an early session 
for the purpose of implementing the 
remedial order by a bill which the Gov­
ernment would press to a conclusion. 
The House was now told that because 
the Government intimated that they 
would correspond with the Province of 
Manitoba a misunderstanding had fol­
lowed. The Province, which had in 
plain but firm language said they would 
not take the responsibility of carrying 
the remedial order into effect, was to 
be invited again to stultify itself and 
say it would carry out the order. That 
was a hopeless case. And what of the 
39 gentlemen from the Province of On­
tario who had told the Government that 
they were not prepared to Indorse or 
support the Government which will 
carry out the remedial order by a bill 
in Parliament? These gentlemen, it 
would appear, were now to give in to 
their leaders from Quebec. These gen­
tlemen, who had brought their pres­
sure to bear with such effect that the 
Government dare not introduce a reme­
dial bill this session, were now to take 
what was administered to them from 
the Province of Quebec. The great 
Conservative party, he contended, was 
to be pledged to the Interests of the 
minority to force upon the small Prov­
ince of Manitoba through the Federal 
powers a hateful school law.

CONSERVATIVE BOLTERS.
Mr. Dupont (Conservative) followed, 

denouncing the Government for failing 
to fulfill their pledges, and denouncing 
them as a pack of cowards.

Mr. Lachappelle defended the Gov­
ernment’s action, and stated that the 
bishops accepted the postponement.

Dr. Weldon, while continuing to sup­
port the Government, could not indorse 
its policy on the school question.

Messrs. Joncas and Jeanette (Conser­
vatives) had no faith in the Govern­
ment’s ability to secure remedial legis­
lation, and would vote against the Gov­
ernment for the course they had fol­
lowed with regard to the Manitoba 
schools.

Mr. Denison (Conservative), lest his 
silence should be misinterpreted, said 
he held himself free to oppose the Gov­
ernment’s policy.

Mr. McNeil (Conservative) made the 
same declaration.

Mr. Taylor (chief Government whip) 
dwelt on the fact that he was an 
Orangeman who indorsed the Govern­
ment’s remedial policy.

Mr. Angers 
adhered to the view that legislation 
should be introduced this session, and 
his resignation has been pressed and 
accepted. The divergence with Messrs. 
Ouimet and Caron was a matter of 
detail, and not of principle, and they 
had patriotically been able to see this, 
and have concluded that in the state- 
nient of Monday last remedial legisla­
tion was pledged and would be carried 
out in perfect good faith; they have 
accepted this and returned to Parlia­
ment with the rest of the Cabinet.

Mr. Caron read his statement. He 
said: “I believe my refusal to assist 
my colleagues on the lines laid down 
would retard remedial legislation, and 
I accept the pledge of the leader of 
the House.”

When Mr. Caron sat down there were 
cries of "Next!" and laughter from the 
Opposition.

Mr. Ouimet, who looked very sulky 
indeed, as if he had swallowed nasty 
medicine, spoke next. His statement 
was in French, to much the same effect.

In rising to congratulate the Gov­
ernment on the restoration of peace 
and order on the treasury benches and 
the return of the recalcitrant ones, 
Hon. Wilfrid Laurier said that the situ­
ation reminded him of the story told 
of the “cats coming back.” Today 
there was an exhibition of a small 
family of kittens coming back to the 
Premier.

THE PREMIER SPEAKS.
Premier Bowell expressed regret at 

the tone of the latter portion of Mr. 
Angers’ speech. He resented it. On 
all matters of grave importance there 
must be differences of opinion between 
thirteen or fourteen gentlemen. He 
denied Mr. Angers' insinuation that 
his course was influenced from outside. 
He had himself suggested the an-

petitions of the Roman Catholics, there 
was no pledge in the order that these 
were to be carried cut to the letter. 
He would not argue whether the Mani­
toba schools prior to 1890 were efficient 
or not. Mr. Bernier had answered that 
question very well some time ago. The 
minority were willing to have certifi­
cated teachers, a proper inspection, 
and that the public money should be 
expended under inspection. While the 
Government had placed within the 
power of Parliament the authority to 
go the full length of the demands, 
there was nothing in the remedial order 
to prevent them adopting a medium 
course provided it met with the ap- 
roval of the people demanding it. He 
took it that all the Catholics required 
was the right to have separate schools, 
to be relieved of taxation for public 
schools, to be enabled and to have 
power and authority to teach morals 
and religion as they understood it, 
and to have the full management of 
their schools, and that far the Govern­
ment of which he was the head was 
prepared to go, if Parliament would 
sustain them, if they did not get a fair 
measure of relief from Manitoba. The 
Premier then argued that Manitoba 
had held out promises of that kind. In 
support of this he quoted the clause 
in the answer of Manitoba promising 
to cheerfully furnish all information 
necessary for a full and deliberate in­
vestigation of the whole subject. He 
should object to a commission as ut­
terly useless,but he would approach the 
Legislature of Manitoba with the pro­
position, “Are you prepared to restore 
separate schools under such a system 
as to insure efficiency, with proper in­
spection and relief from taxation, for 
other schools?" He said that he was 
not defending the Government of Man­
itoba, which had so far refused to do 
anything in this direction.

Mr. Bernier—Do you expect them to 
do otherwise now?

Sir Mackenzie Bowell—I cannot say 
that I do, but I do not propose to 
put myself in the position to have the 
leaders of the Opposition or the Prov­
ince from which I come (where a large 
majority hold different views) to say 
to me and the Government, “You 
forced upon these people a system of 
education without first accepting their 
half-measure of promise of concilia- 
tion.” I do not express any confidence 
I do not hope, but I cannot say that 
it will be fulfilled. I wish to be able 
to say that we have exhausted every 
means before I am prepared to force 
upon them a system which may prove 
detrimental to the country, and to the 
peace and harmony of the Dominion. 
If it is done by the Dominion Parlia­
ment I fear that every obstacle will be 
thrown in the way, and law Suits 
will arise, and it will become a bone 
of contention for years to come, and 
instead of five years of litigation you 
will have a much longer period.

The Premier then read a letter from a 
person whom he described as a judge in 
Western Ontario, a Protestant, in order 
to show that Ontario was not opposed 
to his policy. After stating that every 
one had an admiration for the Govern­
ment, the judge went on to say: "We 
were never so proud of our party in 
determining not to interfere with Mani­
toba so long as there is a chance that 
she can be got to do what is right, and 
in determining to make her do so if she 
will not voluntarily do it herself. It is 
a statemanlike course.” The Premier 
added: “While he speaks for the Con- 
servative party he echoes the opinion 
of many Liberals in my Province.” Sir 
Mackenzie Bowell warned the extrem­
ists of both parties to consider the 
grave responsibilities that this Parlia­
ment took when it enacted a measure 
that it would be compelled in the future 
to put in force and fight the Provincial 
Government upon in order to enforce 
it and give it he slightest effect. He 
closed with the quotation from a 
favorite Methodist hymn: “While the 
lamp holds out to burn the vilest sin­
ner may return.”

In answer to some questions put by 
Mr. Bernier, the Premier stated that 
in the opinion of the Minister of Justice 
Parliament would not forfeit its juris­
diction by renewing communica­
tions with Manitoba. It would

He was not in favor of separ­
ate schools per se, but there was a 
premise made when Manitoba came in 
that separate schools should be main­
tained forever, and he felt bound—and 
he would take his party as far as he 
could—to carry out the promises. He 
hesitated to pass remedial legislation 
because he reflected upon the great 
danger to Provincial autonomy and to 
the peace of the Dominion. He quoted 
Mr. Tarte in proof of the opinion that 
it was impossible to coerce Manitoba, 
and in order to show that the Liberals 
were opposed to remedial legislation. 
Referring to Mr. O'Donohue's remark. 
Sir Mackenzie Bowel said: “If my 
Upper Canada colleagues retire from 
fear—a quality they do not possess— 
I shall try to fill their places with gen­
tlemen who hold my views. The hon- 
crable gentleman had said that if they 
submit to remedial legislation they 
would not be re-elected to Parliament. 
If that be the case, and probably it 
is. so much greater is the credit to be 
given them for taking their political 
lives in their hands.” He was sorry 
that Mr. Angers had no confidence in 
the pledges of the Government. These 
pledges would be carried out if life 
lasted and the Government were en- 
abled to do it by majorities in Parlia­
ment. Was it not better, however, to 
have these concessions made by Mani­
toba than by the Dominion, in order 
to have the religion of the parents 
taught to the children. He did not 
agree with the Manitoba Government 
that the remedial order required the 
re-establishment of separate schools as 
they existed prior to 1890. While the 
remedial order included the full meas­
ure of the demands contained in the

Rev. Dean Innes in the chair. Inspec­
tor Sanders’ report was laid before the 
board, showing ten cases of cruelty 
which had been reported and attended 
to by him during the month, some of 
the people reprimanded for cruelty to 
animals requiring much persuasion on 
the inspector’s part before they agreed 
to his suggestions. Many people were 
found to be cruel from want of thought 
and because they simply do as they 
see others doing; but when the inspec­
tor reasons with them on the subject 
he finds out that as a rule the same 
persons never require a second repri­
mand. This is particularly noticeable 
with those who bring chickens and ani­
mals to market with their feet tied to­
gether. As several complaints had 
been made of the exposed condition or 
the cavalry horses during the holding 
of the camp, the inspector investigated 
the matter, and found that out of 160 
horses only 40 were under cover, the 
owners of which provided the covering 
at their own expense, thus leaving 120 
herses exposed to all kinds of weather. 
The secretary was instructed to com­
municated with the Minister of Militia 
with a view to having this defect re­
medied before the assembling of the 
next camp. The case was reported 
of a man who wishing to stop a horse 
from coming into his field loaded his 
gun with peas, and so riddled the poor 
brute’s legs and hip that it required 
the services of a veterinary surgeon to 
extract the peas, many of which were 
embedded a half inch under the skin, 
and necessitated a considerable loss of 
blood before they could be cut out. The 
man had been summoned.

I humane literature have been received 
from England, and on recommenda­
tion of the board it was decided to pro­
cure a quantity to be distributed among 
the public schools when they again as­
semble.
