Socialism may be coming, but the de­
struction of the private ownership of 
property is not coming.

Edison Company, the D. U. R., the 
Murphy Power Company, the public 

|lighting commission and other com- 
'panies which dispense electric light 
and power are constantly on the look- 

•out for cheaper sources of electricity, 
it seems that these companies have 
been overlooking a good thing, or else 
there is something wrong with the 
plan to bring Niagara power to De­
troit."

A representative of another concern 
gave instance of the ease with which 
the service might be interrupted. 
"Limbs of trees, birds, and other 
minor causes are enougli to cause de­
lays and intermissions in the service 
and you cannot expect to run power 
over 200 miles without these trou­
bles," he said.
