The total is about 440.000.000 pieces 
of mail matter, and generally so well 
handled that, in the qase of the letters 
less than two million were returned to 
the dead letter office, 
the number of letters carried during the 
year is put at 38.103.000. and exceeds by 
nearly 12/000,000 any figure in the record. 
In a general way the numlier of letters 
handled by the post office has doubled in 
seven years, due in part, no doubt, to 
the reduction in th * rates on domestic 
letters from three to two cents, in pirt to 
the growth of population, hut chiefly, no 
doubt, to the increase in commerce, which 
the post office serves in many ways.
