Conversion of a Jewish Rabbi.

The subjoined account is condensed from the
autobiograpity of the Rev. Charles Freshman,
pubiished in Toronto in the year 1868. The
entirs book is full of interest.

Mr. Freshman was born in M cklosh, a town
pieasant!y situsted on the river Waag, in the
kiogdom of Hungary. He is now fifty years
old. His parents were strict adherents to the
Jawish religion. His paternal grand-father was
a Rabbi. No Jew is mow able certainly Lo say
to which of the tweive Tribes he belongs, but
the tradition in the Freshmaa family taught that
it descended from the tribe of Benjamin. His
early religious training was in a degree severe
—as he was not allowed to taste s drop of water
or a crumb of bread without first asking a bless-
iog upon it. He was not sllowed to break his
fast in the morning uutil he had finished the
preseribsd prayers, which we should think very
long. ~Neither was he permitted to sssociate
with Gentile boys. Jewish children were taught
to call Jesus Talo—that is the man who was
hanged. He spent the Sabbath with his grand-
mother who generslly cailed him Tana that is
4 sher, to which she afterwarde added a word

may have led to the formation of his de-
__agion to become a Rabbi—which he re-
(-)y pursued for many years. He completed
his studies in the ancient ecity of Prague—the
capital of Bohemis, and has for centuries been
cslebrated for its seats of learning. Studying
with the utmost vigour to the end of the
fifth year in Prague he received his di-
ploms, and other credentials of the high-
est class. He was now indeed s Rabbi—
and in his own estimstion one of no mesn im-
portance, for he tells us that he returned to his
native city * as proud as a young pescock the
ficst time it spreads out its eye-spangled tail to
the sun.”

Soon afierwards Dr. Freshman married. His
father-in-law waa rich, who with his wife were
earnest—pious, orthodox Jews. Uawilliog to
allow their beloved daughter to leave their town,
they encouraged her husband to go into busis
ness, for which bis father-in-law sdvanced bim
money. This however he soon lost. He then
otficiated oecasionaily as & Rabbi—in some smail
synagogues, until be obtained a larger cungre-
gation, amcng whom be became populsr. The
whole of Hungsty at that time was in & critical
and unsettled stete, to which the presence and
patriotic speeches of Kossuth not s little con-
tributed. Hence with many ethers Dr. Fresh-
man resolved to leave the country—snd to seek
civil, and religious liberty in America—to which
with his wife and five children, be was brought
in the good providencs of God in the month of
Jle, 18358,

Oa his arrival in Montresl he sought to obtain
a situstion as Rabbi. His most formidsble
difficuity seemed to be to learn, snd spesk the
Esglish language. De. Da Sols, the Rabbi of
the Portuguese Jows, to whom Dr. Freshmso
presented his testiwon sis, and credentials, gave
him a letter :n which he was strongly recommen-

Aas the devout mind is carried back through
the interesting records of the Old Testament it
perceives with joyful emotions vicions of the
culminating era of this fubiime s heme of man’s
recovery. In the death of Abel be sces the
sntagon’'sm between infidelity and this echeme
of redemption ; on Mount Moriah be fiist be-
bo'ds with Abrabam the bleed ng type of the
crucifird Jesus, and seven hundred years before
the grand event on the mount of prophesy
Isaiah, through a virta of momentous events,
beholds and portrsys him on whom was to be
laid tte sirs of the wiole buman fami'y. How
marvellous that men could not af once perceive
in the person and deels of him whom they
beard with admiring wonder, the thiioh, the
M_:ssiah, the Saviour who was to redeem lsrael !
It was impossible that repentance coukl be
purchased unless a Saviour were provided ; the
call upon every man to repent and forsake his
sins was'me sningless ucless a Throne of Mercy
were established to give hope and peace 1o the
broken, anguished spirit. . . . . Here
tollowed an exposition of what we might reve-
rently designate the philosophy of the gospel
salvation, repentance, and remission of sius,
by felicitous illustrations,and enfo:eed upon the
understanding with remarkable power. . . .
This gosjel was to be prociaimed first at Jeru-
siem. This command bad been conceived in
the counsels of eternity, and it received signifi-
cance from the utterance of proptesy. lsaiah
in the second cbap®-r of his sub ime prophesy
bad sung ; (Is, ii. 2-3). W bat more fitting place
than this—tbe scene of his miraculous birth,
bis beneficent life, his vicarious sacrifice ! This
repentance and remission of sins was to be
preached to all nations. And who cun contem-
plate the coudition of man in every age,
without assenting to the proposition that there
was and is a universal need of this teaching.
M:n bad exhibited the result of the exercise
of his natura! powers of inte lect in science, snd
the arts of government, ard the appreciation of
social order ; but this moral necessity was un-
met by any scheme of human devisirg. The pol-
luted soul was unc'eansed by any system of hu-
man purification. This gospel of Jesus Chris: was
as necesssry for civilized as for pagan nations.
1t must be preached first at Jerusalem. And bhow
sad a comment upon the universal r-pugnance
of the natural mao, that after the lapse of
eigh een hundred jesrs sofew comparatively
of 1those who compose civilized communities ac-
cept wiliingly the blessings which this gospel
prcffers.  And is it a worder that our mis-
sicnaries encounter such cpposition from the
pagans whom tbey seek to en!'ghtsn, when the
cross bas so few tropies in civilized lands com-
pared with the number who have had its glad
promises sounded in their ears.

It caonot require sny srguments to enforce
upon s Christisn congregation its duty to sid
in the propsgation of the gospel amongst the
ignorsnt millions of the globe. No one cen
contemplate the condition of the nations of the
earth, especially of the East, without being con-
vinced of the imperative duty of essisting the
Missionary enterprise. We caonot view with
indifference the mournful procession of these
millions bastening onward to the abodes of death.
Let us, then, with earnest seal, hasten to their
rescue. Let us with grateful emotion antedste
the day when the kingdoms of this world shall
become the kingdom of our Lord snd of His
Christ,

In concluson, touching ailusion was made to
the period which had iotervened since our
bonoured friend had p.esched his first sermon
in this city. Forty-two years had elspsed since
then, and nearly all who listened to bim had
passed away, but many had left affectionste
remembrances of their piety snd s:al in the
cause of Christ. It behuved us to strive to be
fullowers of these, who through faith and
patience now inherit the promises.

Rev. H. Cowperthwaite. Text : Jer. zxiil. 5.
« A Kiog shall reign and prosper.”
Among the many titles given to Christ is that
of King. A King by right of inberitence, and
by divine appointment. * Yet bave I set my
King upon my boly bill of Zion.” Ia Hesven
His regal coaracter snd autbority sre acknow-
ledged. In the world of woe, Devils fesr aud
tremble at the roysl name of Jesus. Only on
earth is bis kingsbip ignored or depied. When
Cbrist came down from heaven to earth and ap-
peared for a little time among bis subjects, they
refused to receive Him either into their homes
or bearts. They crucified the Lord of life and
glory. Powers of darkness doubtless thought
tbey had stripped bim of bis royal robes forever,
when they saw him silent and motionless in
death ; but it was not so. By dying be decked
bis bead with many crowns, sad to-dsy be sits
enthrored st God’s right band, * the King in
bis besuty,” waiting till his enemies become bis
footstool.
Io contemplating the kingship of Christ, we
notice,
1. His Kingdom. 1
2. His Reign.
Christ, the King, has of necessity a Kiogdoni
which is established on earth. It differs from
eartbly kingdoms in being purely spiritual in ite
pature. It does pot consist in meats snd drinke,
&:. The Kingdom of His grace. Intimately
connected with it, we have the kingdom of Pro-
videuce, and the kingdom of glory. Iis laws,
founded on the immutability of their Establish-
or are unchangeable and perfect. * The law of
thé Lord is perfect ” &ec. It is supported, not
by forced texation, but by free-will offerings.
The King will accept nothing bat the free-will
cfferings of bis subjects, * The Lord loveth o
cheerful giver.”
11. His Reign.
1. Mediatorial ip its nature—as our Kiog he
reigns not ss man slone or as God alone, but as
God and man, the mediator of the new Cove-
nant. Tske one instance ic His earthly history,
illustrations of this in the cise of Lazarus. As
man he mingles his tears with the weeping sis-
ters at Bethauy; ®s God be calls Lagarus forth
from the domsin of deatb. The same God man
rales on high to-day, es mean, be feels for us a
brother’s sympathy and love ; as God, be saves
us. Let us rejoice in such a King.

* He jnstly claims us for his own,
Who bought us with a price,” &e.

He re'gns in Righteoasness, earthly rulers often
are urjust and cruel. The sceptro of bis king-
dom a right sceptre, &c.

3. His reign prosperous in its results, The
voice of prophecy has become the voice of his-
tory. Tbe glorious result ¢f Messiah’s reign
seen in almost every lond. The beginning of
their triumphs was the day of small things, but
glorious bas been their increase. There has been
one continued and increasing stream of pros-
perious results—The annals of bis reign bave
yet to record one decisive victoryon the part of
his enemies, often to the wespons of the kiog’s
enemies turned sgsinst themselves. Luther
at the Diet of Worms, Bunyan in Bedford prison.
But, says one, “foes of Zicn are more nume-
rous and influential than those engaged on the
side of right.” To the eye of sense this ap-
pears to be the case, but to the eye of faith
more aze seen 1o be for us than egainet us,
All Heaven engeged on the side of right.

Tne bloodiess victories of Messiah’s reign
have been great snd glorious withia the last
buodred years. China, India, Africs have been
tarown open to His victoricus legions, and the
isles of the sea bave rejoiced in his salvation.

The future, as see. in the light of propbecy,
more glorious thaa the pest. * He sbell have
dominion from eea to ses, &2.” The time com-
ing when all shali be beneath His feet
—every false system of religion destroyed.

Conclusion.—Two duties. That of beecoming
personally identified with Christ’s kingdom.
That of labouring snd giving to extend it.

ST. MATTHEW'S CHURCH.

Rev. DR. RicHEY. Jext, Hebrews xii, 2,—
“ §ho, for the joy that/was set before him, en-
dured the cross.”

The preceding chspter presents s series of
most memoiable examples of the power of
faith, The prectical design of presenting this
list of Old Testament worthies is developed in
the opeuing of this chapter, in which the illus-
trious exemplars of faith, are represented as
bending from their celestial seats, and watching
with esger interest those who mow are engaged
in running the heavenly race. While this is in-
tended to operate upon Christians as a motive
to earnestness and fidelity, especisl attention is
directed to the Loid the Redeemer,—* Look-
ing unto Jesus, the Author and Finisher of our
faith, who, for the joy that was set before Him
endured the oross.”

1. Endured the cross. The great promin-
ence given in the gospel to the instrument of
torture and ignominy employed in connection
with the death of Jesus, would not be com-
mended by humen expediency, nor does it
sccord with worldly wisdom. But sll the doc-
trives of the Gospel are concentrated in this
symbol of the Saviour's bumilistion and suffer-
iog. Every circumstance connected with
Corist's desth was, by propbetic teaching, in-
vested with special siguificance. The mode of
the Redeemer’s death was in numerous paseages
specially indicated ; and the death selected for
the victim was one of deepest ignominy—an
accursed death—and aleo one of intensest suf-
fering. But, as tbe oid divines were scoustomed
to say, * The sufferings of His soul, were the
soul of His sufferings.” An expression of this
was given in the externsl aspects of nature on
that momentous oeasion, especially in the super-
natural darkness—a dark pressge of the doom
of the Jewish people, an impressive sign of the
sinfuloess of & world’s iniquity, and strongly
indicative of the suspensiou of divine consola-
tion endured by the suffering Saviour in that
swfal bour,—an appropriste drspery for that
scene of suffering and expiation of sin.

Then, the eXpiring exclamation, so mysterious
snd touching, “My God, my God, why hast
thou forsaken meP” was in itself a sufficient
ground on which to rest the doctrine of the
stopement. The venerable prescher, at some
length, eloguently vindicated the great gospel
teaching of the expiatory suffering and death of
the Lord Jesus, from the objections of sceptic.
ism, and showed that in no estisfactory manner
could His death be accounted for but on the
ground of His divine character, and His propi-
tistion for sio.

2. In what copsisted * the joy that was set
before Him?” Not merely His permanent ex-

high, but especislly His clear soticipation of the |
grand and glorious results of His stoning death.
His prayer, * Fatber I will tbat those whom
Thou hast given me, be with me where | am,
that they may bebold my glory.”

How
grest the satisfaction and joy of bebolding tbe
completion of the grest redeeming work, for the
sccomplisbment of which He bad come iato the
world. ln this joy He commissioned His spos-
tles, and bebeld them, uoder the baptism of the
Ho.y Gbost at the Pentecost, the imuu-(nu’ol
the conversion of multitudes—a glorious in-
sugurstion of the new economy—sod in the
fruits of that pentecostal baptism, 8 concentrated
representation of the sumerous pations of esrtb,
who were 80 800u (o receive the glad tidings.
The spirit of missions now spreading in every
part of the Chureh of God, recognised it tv be a
great part of Coristian duty to sid and pray for
the spread of Messiab’s kingdom.

1o the forenoon the services were condncted
by the Rév. J.bn Read, of Berwick, who gave
du interesting aod sppropriate discourse, found-
od on part of the first verse of the twelfth chap-
ter of Hebrews, “ S) great s crowd of witness-
es.” The preacher very jorcibly and Leautitully
showed that Christianity is not now s new ex-
periment—long ages sines it disclosed its glori-
ous truthb—tiuth from the skies—glory flashing
from the upper Leavens upon the consciences
sud bearts of men. Tbe first gospel messen-
gers felt their responsibility in beiog emtrusted
with the Gospel ; but to their great commistion
the Lord afforded signsl stiestation in the bappi-
ness and holiness of those given ss seals to the.r
mivistry. The triumpbs of divine grsce were
witneseed in the life-struggles and closing vieio-
ries of the ea:ly disciples. The apostle saw
therein the cloud cf witnesses still gatberirg aud
it was a motive of great power.

1. In the figurative language of the passage we
learn that the goepel recognises the brotherhood
of msn. From the christisn heart there rolls
out a tide of sympetby giviog its possessor to
feel that all the tribes and pations of earth are
ove family. The Gospel sfiorde manifest evi-
dence that it is designed for the world. Peter
was taught this in the vision upon the bousetop.
Paul learned the seme lesson in the vision of
tbe man of Maocedonis, snd so also John was
tsught in Patmos, when be saw the cloud like
the glorious reinbow by the varied hues of which
were represcnted sll pations—in the angel fly-
ing in the midst of heaven bhaving the everlast-
ing gospel to preach to every kingdom.

2. L is inspiring to dwell in thought upon the
cloud of witnesses, composed of the redeemed
of the seversl dispensstions of the Church of
God, frcm the beginniog down tbrough the
ages, and to remember that they have been
saved by embracing the same glorious trutbs of
salvation and that those truths from the be
beginning presented Christ Jesus the Saviour;
thet the glorious gospel of the witnesses now in
heaven is the same gospe. we bave—and wthich
is declared iu beathea and gospei lands 10-dey,
and the same faith by which the firet of that
cloud were saved, is the faith we need. This
gospel truth will outlive the eges. It bas rot
become effete, nor will it. At the very time
when wise men have pronounced the gospel un-
suited to the lowest conditione of humeniiy. the
Lord had then been giving testmony to the word
of his grace in the conversion of thousands of
the moet benighted of our race.

8. Ia the cloud of witnestes is seen the glory
of the Lord. Men celebrate the deeds and re-
nown of the illustrious and noble. But as we
gese upon this,cloud of witnesses we see especiel-
ly the glory of Christ, the imsge of our Master.
We should be incited to useful labour, to holy
service, and to seifdearying sacrifice for Christ
by the consideration that & noble Christian an-
cestry is ours, and that we areincompassed
about with so great a cloud of witnesses.

EVEKING SERVICE—REV. MR, COWPERTH-
WAITE'
Matt, xxiv. 45-46—** Who then is a faithful
and wise servant.”

Iotroduction. It was the custom in eastern
countries for a master when be wished to go
upon s long journey to leave one of bis servants
in charge of bis bousehold. This rervant was
vot only expected to watch for his return, but
al80 to act during his absence as would the mas-
ter bimself, bad be not left his house withbim in
charge. The Baviour seized upon this custom
to illustrate to his disciples some of the im-
portant ,principles of his goveroment. He was
sbout to leave the world snd go to that far
country whence he came, snd to leave his king-
dom in their charge.

The general design of the parable is to teach
that Christ bas lefi he interes's of bis chureh in
obarge of his people who in that day sball be re-
warded or cocdemped sceordir g as they are fai-
thful, or unfaithful 1o the trust reposed in them.
We learn from the text. 1. The cbaracter of the
Cbristian. Term servant indicates relation ex-
isting between Christ acd his disciples. Faitbtu!
and wise the cbaracter of disciple or servant.
The fuithful servent lives end acts with this idea
uppermost injhis mind. I am not my own but
another’s, and wha'ever I promise, whether gifts
snd graces of the mind or material property,
sll beloog to my Master, and to him I must ul-
timstely give sn account of my stewardship.
The true pricciple iavolved in Christian woik is
love for that work. His fidelity not to be de-
termioed by the amount of work performed, but
by bis devotedness to tbat work. Wise. His
wisdom maoifested in his giving his poriion of
mest to each in due season.

New mode of trying Election Petitions— Re-
trenchment in the National Ezpenditure—
Home Mission Work—Juvenile Missionary
Operations— Chapel Insurance— Proposed new
Chapel at Westminster— Recent Intelligence

Jrom Spain.

" The extent to which bribery and intimidation
bas been carried at the election of members of
Parliament has loag been felt to be an enormous
evil, as well as & great ecandal to our pational
character. In maoy boroughs & wealthy candi-
date, or an influential Janded proprietor was
pretty sure to win ; sod, except in cases of ua-
usually barcfaced corruption, there was not
mush cbacce of redress. The defested candi-
date and his minority of supporters, might peti-
tion against the return of Lis cppouent, but the
petition was heard before the Comuittee of the
House of Commons; and oo that Committee
members migh: be sitting guilty of the very
practices into which they bad ,to inquire, and
sbout which they had to adjudicate! The last
Par'iament, however, passed a most ureful act
which puts an end to this ancma'y. Hesceforth
election petitions sre to be tried in open court
befcre one or other of Her Majesty’s Judges,
and bis decision is firal. This vew mode of
dealing with these cares of poitica! d:liuquency
has been brought into cperation the last two cr
three weeks, in cons:quence of petitiocs, cn the
ground ot unlawful practices, agsinet several
members returned at tue late General E eciion.
The Judges presidirg at theee tria’s have given
a most unmistakable note of warnirg to those
who bave offered or taken bribes. Oue of them,
in reviemirg the proceedings at a particu'ar
el-ction, said, * We have heaid of heaps of peo-
ple who appear to bave no mcre conec'ence than
the beasts that perish—who go to a public boure,
begin the day by drink, take a holidey, and
then by the end of the day are in a s'ate of
drunkenness. These men sell themselves for a
few ¢hillinge, and vote against their conscience
uncer the influence of pereons, who are infinite

ly worse than themselves. Sueh pioceedings
are a disgrace (0 the who'e kingdom. I hope
be’ore this trial is over I shall be able to put wy
band upon some of them ; if so, deperd upon it
it will be o heavy Land.” Under this rigid scru-
tiny two members, one for No wich, and one for
Bewdley, a smsll borough in Worcesteishire,
bave been unteated. O-ber trials are on band.

The new Governmect is ehowing great readi-
ness to fufil its promise of retreachment in
the public expenditu.e. The Governor:hip of
G.eenwich Hospital, just vacant by the death
of Sir J. A. Gordon, is not to be filled up. The
office was worih £3.000 s year. At the Sheer-
ness Dockyard several offices are to be abolish-
ed as really unnecessary, effeciing a saving of
£1,450 a year. The various Government de-
partmen's, civil and military and navel are be-
ing overbauled with a view to a more economi-
cal management. Even smalli'ems of extrava-
gence ate not thought unwoithy of notice. A
circular bas been issued from Her Majesty's Sta-
ticnary board to the officials in the various de-
partments of Siate employment, calling atten-
tion to the wasteful practics of casting away qu ll
pens pefore they bave been recut. How far re-
trenchment will be carried in the heavier charges
in the pullic funds, remains to ba seen when
Government introduces those ficancisl quest’ons
before the Parliament.

The thirteenth Report of the Wesleyan Home
Mission snd Contirgent Fund has just been is-
sued, and contains some gratifyiog iutelligerce
of progress in this department of our work.
Among other records of successful labor, | may
especially meut.on the Bow Missicn in the East
of Loandon.

At the Conference of 1861 one of of our
ablest, and most devoted Ministers, the Rev.
Alexarnder McAulay gave himself to this work,
snd commenced with open air services; and, as
winter set in preaching in his own house. By
indefatigable exertions a school-chapel was built
during the following year at a cost of £1000, and
opened free of debt. Bo eminently did the bless-
ing of God rest on the undertaking that in the
spring of 1865 a noble chapel was opened free
of debt, the amount expeaded on it being £5 000,
The congregation on a SBundsy evening averages
between seven and eight hundred, and thers are
two huadred and filty members in Bociety. A
day School bas slso been erected, which has an
average attendsnce of 220 children. Out of this
enterprise a new Circuit has grown st B#tbnal
Green, with promise of still extendiog useful-
ness.

‘The Home Mission Fund has been greatly
belped by the juvenile associstions, formed in
various Circuits, chiefly in connection with Sab-
bath Sshools. This is becoming every year o
more important source of income amountitg
last year to upwards of £1 209, collected chisfly
in balfpennies weekly.

la e ietter in the Recorder, last week on the
* Fonds of Methcdism,” sttention was even
called to a subject which bas often beea mooted
in consideriog one fioancial economy; vis: the
desirableness of forming an aseocistion for in-
suring our chapels, the profits of which might
be sppropristed to the Coapel Fuand.

By this means probsbly £1 800 a yesr might
be saved. The Free Church ot Scotlend bas ad-
opted s scheme of Insurance of this kind. Now
that the qaestion bas sgain been raised it is to
be boped that something practical will come of
it. It certainly deserves the best and the most
prompt attention of our Msthodigt financiers.

A movement prcjected some years sgo to
erect a large chapel in conbection with our
Westminister Training College, but unavoidably
delayed has now been received. The existing
chapel will not beld 500 people, while accomo-
dation is required for at least 1,500,

Ontario Correspondence.

MR. EpiToR,—The arrival of your excellent
sheet just reminds me that I have not yet com-
gratulsted you on the arrival of acother year.
It may seem a litile out of place to do so now,
but, we sometimes say ** better late than never,”
hence, we wish you and your readers a bappy
new year.

I told you in my last, the snxiety which was
being felt respectiog the course being pursued by
the goveroment relstive to Victoria Collegs. The
matter has been decided, as some of us antici-
pated it would be, vis., adverse to the interests
of the College. Toe Hon. J. 8. Macdona'd and
bis party bave carried tbeir point by the sid of
“ the opposition,” and the result is, that no
matter how meny Students * the Sectarisa Col-
leges’ may turn out year after year, no matter
how accomplisbed these Students may be, no
matter to what standard of Educstion they
may have attained, yet, the government of Oa-
tario, refuses to render the least assistance to
the said institutions, while they support a mam-
moth University in the city of Toronto, which
has cost the country an ezormous sum of money,
and has already squandered a considerable part
of the endownment set appart for Superior Elu-
cation,’ sand this is the * patent goveroment’
forseotb a model of economy.

But while refusinpg to aid those who telp
thewsrives, and benefit the counuy by the Edu-
caticnsl facilities which for maay years they have
provided, the same government, can expend
thousands of dollars in the ficting up f a bail
room in the Governor's residence, snd then ex-
pend no less than $8,000 for stables for the
Horses of His Honor. We hope the countiy
wiil yet wake up. We have no wish to see our
Methodist pecple go as one body in politieal
matters, but it is scmewbat bumiliatiog to see
how that by reason of the manner in which our
people cast their votes, that men are put into
office, who will do all in their power against the
denomination to which we belong. It is not so
in respect 1o any other ccmmunity in the land.
For the most part, these move en masse bence,
we find, that not only are there more members
of other denominations in the House, but, that
even the sppointments made and the favors
conferred, are awarded to those who are not of
the Methudist Courch. Surely this ought not
80 to be. ‘The Methodiste are the mos: numer-
ous of all the Protestsnt denominations, why,
then, should they be so much ignored.’

The P:ioviacisl Parliament was prorogued
last Saturday A grest number of Bills bave
received the Governor’s signature, and of course,
have become law.: Some of these however,
are to make null certain Bills which were pase-
ed last session, Lut, which in the interim bave
been found to relate to measures over which the
Province has no control, Lence their repeal was
& matter of necessity.

We very much regret to state that one Bill
introduced by the Ministry wes calculated great-
ly to increase the facilities of intempersnce. Mr.
Wood the Finance Ministsr, the mover of the
Bill, protessed to labor ooly for the benefit of
the Provincial Exchequer, but it was too esi-
dent, that ceriaio clauses of his Bill weie in fa-
vor of the Licevs:d Victusliers Association. The
friends of tempersnce took the slarm, and s0on
fiooded the House with petitions sganst the
measure, and by the stiorg, bold pcsition assum-
ed by its opponents the objectionable festures of
the Bill were erastd, avd so the former law, con-
tioues in foree, forbidding all bars to be open. af-
ter 6 «'clock on Saturday nignt until 8 on Mon-
day mornings.

An Educational Bill has teen prepared, but,
in consequence of tbe importance of the mea-
sure, it wes deemed prudent to postpone it unt |
the next session, for such an important matter
should mot be placed among bas:y legisistion
about wh ch we hear a gooi ceal ia some qoar-
ters. The Hoa. J. S. Macdonsld continues to
be master of the situation. The oppo:ition st
times, were very strong,during the lats session ;
snd the Ministry barely escaped defeat in o few
instances ; but, the scene is nowclosed, the sup-
plies have been granted, acd the members have
returned to their Lomes.

You will bave seen in the journsls of the day,
various articles relating to Dr. Ryerson and the
resignation of bis cffice ss * Chief Superintendent
of Educa icn.’ Some of these journals, smongst
whom the Globe is the most conspicious, have
ivdulged themselves in the most abusive epi-
thets sgainst the worthy msn, who laboured
for bis country many yesrs befcre some of the
writers were born, or had set foot on tke soil o
Caoada.

o bluff within short musket range of the enemy’s
works. Whenever there was a discharge from
our batteries, the rebel sharpsbooters along their
lives would reply by s shower of mianie balls,
which cut the leaves over our heads, and oc-
casionally glenced down to the ground st our
fest. By order of the Brigade commander, to
prevent drawing the attention, snd perbsps the
fice of the enemy, the hymns were sung in alow
muffled voice, but loud enough to ** make melo-
dy in our hearts.” The meetiog wan led by ove
of the Csptains of the regiment. There was
something genuine and masly in the pisty of
the leader, which seemed to win the affection and
sttention of the soldiers. I was so much struck
with it that I could not forbear seeking bis ac-
quaintance ; and oa invitation, meeting bim the
next day, we walked over to the Calonel’s tenmt.

As the custom was, we were courteously of-
fered a drink from the‘ubigaitous bottle. As the
single glass passed round the circle, nearing me
every moment, I questioned in my own mind
what terms I should use in declining; but1 was
yet more interested to see what course my Chris-
tisn Coptain would take. When the Colonel
called upon him, he declined ; was invited again,
snd again declined ; and the third time did it
80 decidedly, and yet respectfully, as not to give
offense, nor to be further importuned.
