An Act to amend the Act respecting the Munici-
pal Institutions of Upper Canada, so far as
-elates to local improvements in Cities and
rowns.

W HEREAS it is desirable to amend the Act " respecting the Preamble.
Municipal Institutions of Upper Canada," passed in the twenty-

second year of Her Majesty's reign, and to provide for the effecting of
local improvements in Cities and Towns at the expense of the parties

5 interested therein; Therefore Her Majesty, &c., enacts as follows:

1. In addition to the purposes mentioned in the said Act, the Council City and Town
of every City and Town may respectively pass By-laws for the following Co3y-ls aoe
purposes: certain pur-

poses.
1. For providing the means of ascertainiug and determining what Aseertaining

(5.) Or partly by each of these methods, or partly. by each. of any two
or three of themi.'

3. For regulating the time or times and manner in which the asses-
ments to be levied under this Act are to bo paid, and for arranging the 10
terns on which parties assessed for local improvements may commute
for the payment of their proportionate shares of the cost thereof in
principal sums.

4. For effecting any such improvement as aforesaid with funds pro-
vided by parties desirous of having the same effected. 15

2. The whole of the debt and the obligations to be issued therefor
shall be made payable in twenty*years at furthest frorm the day on which
such By-law takes effect;

3. The By-law shall settle an equal special rate per annum, in addi-
tion to all other rates, to be levied in each year on the real property de- 40
scribed therein and. rateable thereunder for paying the debt and in-
terest.

4. Such special rate shall be sufficient, according to the value of such
real property, as ascertained and finally determined in virtue of this Act,
to discharge the debt and interest when respectively payable, irrespectiv 45



of any future increase in the value of such real property, and also'irres-
pective of any income from the temporary investment of the sinking
fund, or of any part thereof.

5. The By-lav shall recite: (1) The amount of the debt which such
5 By-law is intended to create, and, in some brief. and general terms, the

object for which it is to be created; (2) The total amount required by
this Act to be raised annually by special rate for paying the debt and in-
terest under the By-law; (3) The value of the whole of the real pro-
uerty rateable under the By-law as ascertained and finally determined as

(4.) The annual special rate in the pound or per foot frontage, or other-
wise, as the case may be, for paying the interest and creating an equal
yearly sinking fund for paying the principal of the debt, according to
this Act..

15 (5.) That the debt is created on the security of the special rate settled
by the By-law, and on that security only.
