Often are these words of Cowper on the
kps of Cliristians. ‘They express what ought
1o be caustantly the language of our hearts
—a coustant *‘reaching forth unto those
thiugs which are before.” It will be most
the desire of those whose walk is nearest.
The nearer thev are to him, the more they
see of his loveliness and glory, and the
sronger is the attraction to him. Those
who hate Christ turn their backs upon him,
and are constantly going faster and farther
from hiin. They who love but lttle are
distant towards him. _As Peter once did,
they follow ** afar ofl.”

But thuse who love Christ much, love to
walk with him.  How sweet and sacred was
the privilege of thuse disciples who walked
with Jesus on the way to Emmaus! lore-
ferring 1o it afterwards, they exclaimed,
*“ Did not our hearts burn within us, white
be talked with ns by the way, and while he
opened to us the Scriptures?”’ It 13 often
*o with disciples now. Christ walks with
them 1n the way of their piizrimage, and
comtorts them, and opens to therr under-
standings the more perfect knowledge of

s Word; and their hearts burn wulnn]
them with love and sweet consolation.— !

Fhey walk with him. T'hey do not merely
make a ceremonions call, and then goaway
Sitisticd, withiout tie expectation or desire

of sering him again: they walk with him
from day to day, and they are never wearied
by this walking; on the contrary, to walk
is to be refreshed.

There is a great difference between walk-
ing with Jesus, being constantly near to
catch the gracious words which fall from
his lips, and oaly occasionally greeting hi:n
as we unexpectedly meet with him.

ORDINATION SERVICES.
EXAMINATION OF CANDIDATES.
( Concluded )

Faeperick Epuunps was early blessed
with pious parents; but, for a considerable
period, he did not avail himeelf of the bless-
ings of salvation. At length, it pleased
God to convince him of sin. He lad felt
God's anger, and earnestly mght_ his par-
don. For along period, he continued to
rise early to pray, and to read God’s holy
word and Mr. Wesley’ssermons.  Atlength,
the answer came, and peace and joy took
the place of condemnation. In lis devo-
tional exercises, he was greatly aided by his
father and other religious friends. At the
time of his coaversion, he was a Sabbath-
school teacher, and was subsequently made
a Local Preacher, on the duties of which
office be entered with fear and trembling —
He had long felt an iatense anxiety to call
sinners to repeatance. It was his happy
privilege to be admitted ioto the Theologi-
cal Jostitution at Richmond ; and he took
that opportunity to express his gratitude
and deep obligations to those esteemed men
who conducted that establishment, for the
many advantages he had derived, and which
he hoped he should coutinue to improve.—
It was his earnest desire to devote himself
entirely to the service of God, in which he
wished to live and die. As to Methodism,
he loved its doctrines snd discipline. Dur-
ing the past year, he had frequently wept to
see the agitated state it wasin. But he firm-
ly believed, that it was of God, and that it
would staud. He desired to consecrate
himsel( afresh to it. He cousidered it as
the greatest honour upon earth, to be a Me-
thodist preacher. It would be his endeavour
to conserve Methodism, and to extend its
advaatages, God being his helper.

Jonn GxoxN had been faithfully taught
and trained in the good way of the Lord,
from his earliest years, and could not refer
to any period of his life in which the Spirit
of God did not work in him a strong sense
of the evil of sin, and of the excellency and
importance of religion. He bad been a
scholar of Kingswood, from the tine he was
eight years of age till he was fourteen, and
during a great portion of that period, he
had been sccustomed, with some others of
hig school-(ellows, to meet for conversation
on spiritual subjects, and for prayer. As
the time approached for his leaving school,
he felt less concerned about salvation than
had been his wont; but, in a few months
after, from the twofold conviction of his
duty to God and justice to his own soul, he
formally connected himself with the Metho-
dist Society, and began carnestly to seek for
full redemption. A considerable time, how-
ever, elapsed befure he attained what he
sought, partly through great lukewarmness
of spirit, and often through the frequent
commission of actual sin. It was not till
January, 1840, that he was enabled to eall
God his father. Previous to this time, he
bhad felt a call to preach the gospel, aud that
life would be to him of no pleasure if he
disobeyed that call. He became enganed
as a Local-preacher in cne of the Loudou
Circuits. Feeling conscious of his own
unfaithfulness to God, and under a deep
sense of the responsibility of the Christian
Ministry, he bud long anxiously deliberated
before he presented himself for the office of
the Ministry. In the year 18341, he was
accepted by the Conference, and was ap.
pointed to the Richmond brauch of the
Theological lastitation. "I'hat was the be-
gioning of his chief joys. The discipline
of the lustitution ; the wise instruction and
holy examples of 1ts authorities ; the soclety
of his brethren, the students, were among
his most pleasing recollections of the place.
T'he spiritual knowledge he obtained there
had continued togncrease, aud he earnestly
hoped that it would coutinue to grow and
mature while life lasted. He knew that he
did uot possess the standard of piety which
the gospel required.  God had been teach-
ing him, of late, that lle clawmed s whole
heart ; and he purposed that that offering
should not be demied.  He had no gher
aum than tobe a wise and laborious servaut

Joun W. GreEves was the son of reli-
gious pareats, who had passed from the
Church militant to the Church triumphant.
From his earliest years, he had been favour-
ed with the advantages of religious instruc-
tion and exhortation. Fver since he could
recollect, his parents’ prayers were offered
on his behalf. Tt was not until he was 13
years of age that he became the subject of
deep convictions. His conversion was a
subject of great joy both to himself and to
his laie pious (ather. He did not, however,
obtain adoption iinmediately ;—he had to
wrestle for that six months. Since that pe-
triod he had never left the Church of God,
ahd made shipwreck of the faith; and he
had now spent a period in the service of
God equal to that which he had spent in the
service of Satan. From reading different
passages of the Scriptures, he felt a great
desire (0 be the instrument in waraing sin-
ners to flee from the wrath to come. But
these feelings he suppressed, resting assur-
ed that if he was called to the great oftice
of the Christian Ministry it would be a call
from God, and so it was. When eighteen
years of age, his name was put on the plan
as a local preacher, and at-the end of two
years, he was presented, by the District
meeting, to Conference. He had since re-
sided at the Didsbury branch of the lustitu.
tion; and to the esteemed officers of that
branch he owed indeed a deep debt of gra-
titude. He had now been actively engaged
for four years in the duties of a Christian
Minister, and be thought them the happiest
years of his life. To Methodism he was
sincerely attached; and he conscientiously
believed that its doctrines and principles
were in accordance with God’s holy word.
He regarded it as one of the greatest inatru-
mensis for the conversion of the world. It
was his earnest and one desire, tolive toGod
and to Methodism.

T'he PresivenT said that he should next
call upon one who had been some time en-
gaged in the missionary field, in Western
Africa.

JounHarror had been, from his earliest
years convinced of the absolute necessity of
giving himself to God. le well remem-
bered, whea attending the Sabbath-school,
that the Spirit of the Lord operated on his
mind, giving him to see the necessity of per-
sonal religion, and an interest'in the blood
of Christ. He continued in this state from
thirteen years of age, till he arrived at
twenty, when it pleased God 1o pour out his
Spirit upon him, in rich effusions, one Sab-
bath evening, when he had been constrain-
ed to stay at the Prayer-meeung. e did
not abtain immediale consciousness of the
Divine fayour. He had read, in Mr, Wes.
ley’s Juurnal, an account of a young person,
who had been deeply convinced of sin, aud
the next day received a cousciousnsss of
the Divine favour. e was, a short time
after, couvinced of his remaining depravity,
and felt distinctly, on one occasion, while
on his bended knee, that the loveof God was
shed abroad 1n his heart.  Ife had wrestled
hard for this blessirg.  As regarded hus
calling to the Chnsuan mmstry, he felt
persuaded, even before his conversion, that
s mussion was to call sinners (o repent-
ance, lle never expressed these feehings to
any one, bemng sausiied, tnat, in due tune,
Providence would open a door for him.—
He had recewved great kindaess from his
then Superwtendant, the Rev. A, Wat.
wough.  tle laboured 1 the Circuit as a
Local-preacher, whence he was removed to
Western Africa.  He had often heard of
the unhealthy nature of 1he chmate ; but as
he had given hunself 10 Gud aud to his
church, he was satiatied that an Alanginy
haud would support bim.  Under the am-
pulse of those feelings, he left hus natve
land, aud laboured were for |3 wonths,
wheun us health entirely fuled. lle was
recalled, and placed on a home Circuit
and, during the last twelve moaths, God had
given lum imany tokens that be had not |-
boured in vara,  lle was convinced that
God had called Lhim to this work, aud he
prayed that he might be made wsirumental

sponded to by that congregation.  Let them
pray that these young men might be baptiz-
ed anew by the Holy Ghost, and that they

fcom above.

The 423tk hymn, beginning, * Let him
to whom we unow belong,” having been
sung, the Rev. Cornert CookE engaged in
prayer, and the assembly separated.
‘T'vespay, August 6. —The examination
of the Young Men was resumed this even-
ing, in the same chapel, which was again
very much crowded.

He was anxious that
the people should have another opportunity
to form a judgement respecting the qualifi-
cations those young men possessed for the
great work to which they were about to be
set apart;; he would, therefore, as on the
preceding evening, call upon them to state
what were the circumstances connected
with their conversion,—what was the pre-
sent state of their religious experience,—
and what were their views and feelings in
reference especially to the great work of the
Christian ministiry?  And, while the young
men spoke, he trusted their hearts would be
lifted up to the great Head of the Church,
to baptise them afresh with his Holy Spirit,
that they might be fully qualified for the
great work to which he trusted God had
calied them.

Joun Bramwert had been, from his
earliest years, under the icfluence of religi-
ous impressions and instructions. He could
not tell the exact period when he was con-
verted to God ;—the change seemed to have
gradually taken place in bun. Ile had no
doubt whateyer,; that he was called to the
Christian Ministry. > He bad, of himself,
tried to resist this call; but he found at last
that if he contiuued to resist the influence
of the Spirit, it would be at the peril of his
soul. It was his great privilege to spead
the three happiest years of his life at the
Didsbury 1nstitution, 10 the governor and
tutors of which he wade a suitable acknow-
ledgment. It was lus firm determination,
with God’s help, 10 devote his whole enee-
gres to the Wesleyan Munstry.  The late
agutation in the Conuexion had greatly dis-
turbed his peace, but he earnestly prayed
that everything would be over-ruled for the
prosperity of Methodisin, to which he was
ardemly attached. é

of our friends. From the number of claimants
uwpon this fund, although the annual subscripti
is large when compared with the limited resour-
ces of the ministers, it is inadequate to furnish
for them a suitable provision in their declining
years. The Jtroeee of the fund have therefore,

the case ot Supernume Missionaries, and

families of deccased Missionaries, to be sup-
sl‘e.memed b% an annual grant from the general
ssionary Fund, without which many of them
would be in circumstances of painful l{emtutlon
+_ It is contemplated by the Conference and Mis-

i Committee to establish, as soon as practi-

cable, a Conference, or Conferences, in the
Bnitish North American Weisleyan Districts, and
in all probability to place them ‘in & foderal rela-
tion to each other, and to the Wesleyan Confur-

.-egce in Canada West, thereby giving greater

~ fraedom of action to the Ministers and Societies
i the Provinces, and constituting a general con-
federation of Methodism which cannot fail by its
harmonious and uaited co-operation to give to
every branch of it increased power and efficiency.
As preliminary to such an organization, it is ne-
cossary that the whole financial economy of the
Wesleyan Connexion be introduced into each
District, and the way thus opened for the due
exercise of that influence by the lay-members of
the Church recognized by the general principles
ofithe boly, and so_effectively in operation in
Great Britain and Ireland, in Canada West, aud.
in the United States of America.

In view of these facts, the thought suggested
itself soon after my arrival in this District, thata
plan might be devised by which, without pecu-
niary inconvenience to any of our members, a
District Fund could be established which would
after a short period relieve the Missionary Com-
mittee from the item of expenditure above refer-
red to, and o enable themn the more widcly to
extend the circle of their evangelistic lahours over
the destitute_portions of the earth,—an object
which must commend itself to the judgnent and
best foelings of all who consistentiy pray for the
speedy universal triunph of the Redeemer’s
cause.

I apprehend that I need not stay to prove that
it is tﬁu duty of Wesleyans in the Missionary Dis-

tricts, as well as in the home work, to endcavour
to make pro#ision for those whose best encryics
have beengevoted tosow and cherish amnong them
the seed dF the kinglom. The duty will be ad-
mitted, and the question to be settled is, How
can it be accomplished? The subjoined plan
theoretically answers this guestion,and it remains
for our Church and Congregationsto give the
theory a practical realization.

The plan. it will be seen, is based upon the
principle of a joint-stock, or mutual benefit as-
sociation among the Minister, assisted by gene-
ral periodical contributions by the societies and
congrerations.  The averaze of the collections
and subscriptions required in the estimate made
are 80 low that they cannot be regarded as bur-
densome, or as necessarily intertering with other
ohjets of utility for which contributions are ask-
ed from time to time ;—while it-4gill be found on
examination that the estimated sums eannot fail
to constitute and sustain a tund. in all future time
competent to meet the claims as set forth in the
scale of appropriation. The onlv feature of the
plan which has occurred tome as presenting diihi-
culty in ity accomplishment is that which requires
8o large an amennt to be paild by the Ministers
respectively. and eepecially hy the seniar portion

of them, as arrears of subscription.  This T Lave [ Versis altained. L dae dilizence oy

mo‘doubt will be partially obviated by the liberal-
ity of our friends exceeding the average estimate
of circuit contributions and collections, and there-
by enabling the Fund to go into operation even
with a lower scale of arrearages payable by théir
Ministers. Iam the more encouraged to foster
this hope by the successful appeal made to the
classes in Halifax at the recent quarterly visita-
tion. The amount subscribed here is nearly
four times the estimated average stated in the
lan. 1 trust that this laudablc example will be
x)llowed up, generally, throughout the District.
Should the cﬁs subscriptions rcach the average
of six pence per member per annum this would
reduce the payment of ministerial arrears by one
balf. And why cannot this be accomplished ?
Let our Ministers and official Members enaace
pmm and energetically in 30 good a work,
and their united ¢fforts will, through the blessing
of God, be successful.
Many of our beloved people are, by the favour
of Divine Providence, in circumstances enabling

POt | them to assist this desirable object by special do-

nations, which will be thankfully received by the
Ministers and Stewards of the respective Cir-
cuits.

The feasibility of establishing this Fund has
been the subject of much consideration, which
has resulted in the firm conviction that it can
and will be accomplished. To doubt this were
to fix an unme tcg stigma upon the character of
Nova Scotian Wesleyans.

The grounds upon which this conviction rests
may be briefly stated thus,

1. There are in the home-work of the British
and Irish Conferences 1150 effoctive Mnisters,
and 220 Supernumeraries, being nearly i the
proportion of one to five. Some of these Su-
pernumeraries are brethren who have been em
ployed in the Mission field.

2. There are in the Wesleyan Misssion work
384 effective Ministers, and 10 Supernumeraries,
being one to thirty-eight. .

8. There are in the Canada Conference 115
effective Ministers, and 21 Supernumeraries,
being one to five.

4. The total number of effective Ministers thus
specified is 1649, and of Supernumeraries 251,
being about one to sz and a Aalf.

5. There are in the Nova Scotia District 28
effective Ministers, and this plan proposes to
make provision for five Supernumeraries, of the
senior class of claimants, being a larger propor-
tion than is found in any of the specified depart-
ments of thé connexion.

6. The total number of years spent in the iti-
nerant work by the Ministers of this District, in-
cluding those on trial, or recoomnended, is 387.
A niinisterial subscription, averaging one Pound
for each of those years, with the class subscrip-
tions amounting to one penny per quarter per
member, and the public collections at the low
average of five shillings from each congregation,
would produce with accumulation of interest, in
1856, the sum of £1635 8s. 11d., as a fund for
permanent investment ; the annual iaterest of
which, with the annual subscriptions and collec-
tions would place £258 6s. 10d. at the disposal of
the Directors for annual distribution, which would
more than meet fire maximum claims.

As it is not probable that all the Supernume-
rary claimants will have reached the higliest class
in the scale of appropriation, this sum wiil be ad-
equate to meet also the claims of widows.

7. Should the class subscriptions averame sir
pence per member yearly, the payment of'an en-
trance fece of Five Pounds by each Minister,
without requiring the above proposed arrears of
Ministerial subecriptions, would place annnally at
the dixposal of the Directors, after 1356, and pro-
bably at an earlier period, the sum of £291
19s. 7d, which woull enable them to heet
the ovdinary claims, and leave an annual
balance for permanent investment, or for appro-
priation for the maintenance of children, or to
meet eases of special necessity. g

& The average of the elass subseriptions and
public collections necessary to realize the amount
stated in either of the two preceding paragraphs,
is s0low that there can be nodifficulty in raising
it in any place where our means of wiace are en-
Joved by the people, while in many localities it
will be greatly exceeded.

9. The interést on the sums to bo invested for
accumulation is caleulated at six per cent. There
may be some loss resulting from necessary delay
in making investments, and there mav be claims
for one or more widows hefore 1856, But the
calculations being based throurhout upon the
present number of members and congregations,
these probable losses will be made up by aug-
mented income, arising from increase of mem-
bers and the eatrance fees of voung Ministers,
which are not included in the estimate.

Before closing this communication, Lbeg to of-
fer the following s1gwestions as to the best mode
of procedure on the respective Circuits,

1. Let the proposed plan be bronght immedi-
ately betore a meeting of the official membiers for
full consideration, and for the sucsestion of anv
alterations which mav seem desirable: and lot
such surzestions be Hrwarded to the Chairman
of the District to be laid before the next Distriet
Mectine, '

2 When the eomeurrven-e of the official mem-

sed to o -

tain the suhscriptions in the classes, and to make
the collections in every congregation.

3. Let a report be forwarded as carly as con-
venicnt from cach Cireuit to the Chairmuan of the
District, stating the amoufit which may be fairly
relied upon, and a('(‘omrpanied by a remittance of
the sum collected, which can be immediately safe-
ly invested at a productive rate of interest.

4. Let these remittances be nade with all

racticable regularity, so as to reach the
‘i‘rowurers by the last day of October, Jauvary,
and April, and in all cases let the balance In
band be brought to the District Meeting.

5. Let the wotk be entered upon in humble
dependence upon the Divine blessing, and with
fervent prayer for his gracious sanction of this
attempt to promote the interests of the Redeem-
er's Kingdom.

Having thus attempted the performance of the
task devolved upon me by the District Meeting,
I leave the matter in the hands of the Ministers
and Members of the Church, confidently antici-
pating their cordial, united, and successful co-op-
eration.

DRAFT OF CONSTITUTION.

1. That any Minister now in the District, or
who may be hereafter sent thereto, may become
associated with the Fund by paying thereinto the
amount exhibited in the scale hereto annexed,
graduated according to the number of years such
Minister may have been in our itinerant work.®

2. That each Minister employed under the di-
rection of the District Meeting, and each person
recommended by the District Meeting, and em-
ployed as a Candidate for our Ministry, shall pay
annually into the said Fund, at the District Meet-
ing the sum of One Pound, five shillings, cur-
rency.

8. That in addition to the annual payment re-
quired by the second article of this constitution,
an entrance fee of Five Pounds shall be paid by
each new member adinitted after the establish-
ment of the Fund.

4. That any Minister, on being removed from
the District, shall be at liberty to remain a mem-
ber of the Fund, by continuing to pay thereinto
annually the sum of Two Pounds, ten shillins,
or may cease to be a member, and in the latter
case shall be reimbursed the full sum be has paid
in.

5. That any Minister who shall withdraw or
be expelled from tKé Weslevan Church shall for-
feit the amount he has paidin and shall cease to
have any claims on the Fund ;—but the District
Meeting may return the amount paid in, to any

mon who, having been a Candidate for our

tinerant Ministry, shall not be decmed eligible
for admission into full connexjon.

6. That no Minister hecoming a Supernumer-
ary before he has travelled the full period of ten
vears, and {)aid the required subscriptions, shall
have any claim on the Fund.—That no widow
shall be a claimant unless her husband shall prior
to his decease have travelledthe full period of ten
years, and paid the required subseriptions.—But
the annual Meeting may repay to any such non-
claimant widow the full sum paid in'by her hus-
band, at the next AnnualMeeting after his de-
cease.

7. That the claim of any Minister's widow
shall cease on her remarriage.  That no widow
shall have any claim on the Fund the age of
whose hushand at the time of their marriace was
more than forty vears, unless she at the time of
their marriage was at least thirty five vears of
age. On the firt marriage of any Minister, a
member of this Fund, he shall pay into the Fund
the sum of One Pound for each year by which
hiz own acc shall excced that of his wife +—and
in cases of second marriage there shall be paid
the sum of Fice Pounds, in addition to the like
sum of One Pound per annum for the said dispa-
rity of age.

this in a3 great measure 1o the want of system in called the Kossuih, (1n honor of the Hungarian

Halifax. No attempt had been made in the city
geverally to provide for education, and introduce
a plan which could be adopted throughout the
country. Although several of the Schools are well
conducted und supporied by private benevolence
and the Legislative Grant in a respectable mau-
ner, yet the furaitare in all is very imperfect —
The waat of uniformity, both in the books used,
and in the method of teaching, is a bacrier to the
combination of Teachers ; and preveuts the imn-
provement of their Schiools and the advancement
of the profession. .

The Statistics furnished by the Commissioners
of the city were referred 10, from which it appear-
ed that lﬂout 2,500 children are now at School,
and if we estimate the population at 25,000, and
consider one fifth of that number should be at
Schaol, we have brought before us this startling
fact—that that there are 2,500 children in Hali-
fax whose education is entirely neglected. )

Mr. D. shewed that the vice which prevails
amongst these unfortunate children must act with
grest power upon those who are well taught,and
must destroy to a considerable extentthe pen-
efits of aducation upon them. The only remedy
equal to the necessities of this immense evil and
capable of providing an adequate supply to
meet this demand, Mr. D. conceived was to es-
tablislr 3 system of Assessment for the city, so
that all might cootribute their just proportion,
and that the Schools might be Freg 1o aLL.

By this means all would be benefitted. The
poor would receive a considerable boon ; the nmid-
dle classes would not pay more than they do now
in Fees; and the rich would be well repaid by
the improvement of sociely around thewm and the
increased value of Lheir property.

A Normal 8chool for the training of Teachers
was secomninended an the only effe-ctual ineans of
raising the character of teachers lpd of increas-
ing the number of those well gualified for their
work.

If a sufficient nuinber of schools were esta.
blished, there would be abundant employment
for all the Teachers at present engagzed in the
work, and a considerable addition would soun be

uired.

again invoking the sovereignty of the people, as
I do not admit that any one has a greater nght
to call himself a representative of the people than
1 bave.”

The allusion to 1804, in which year Napoleon was
ermwned Emperor of the French the Pope,
and became the military despot of France, is a
pleesant.way of carrying out the prinoi of a
revolution !
