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RESULT OF THE TEST

Le Roi Ore Proved to be Milling and
Concentrating.

A NEW ERA FOR ROSSLAND

Full Details of the Recent Experiment

at the O. E. Mill-Sixty-Five Per agr

Cent Of the Gold Saved—Concen-
trated Six Into One.

The results of the recent tests made of
the Le Roi ore at the O. K. mill were de-
finitely summed up by Captain Hall and
Dr. Willis E. Everette on Sunday morn-
ing, and the Teports forwarded to the Le
Roi company. Captain Hall, of eourse,
cannot give out these reports until they
have been passed upon by the company,
but he had no hesitation in saying to a
MiNer representative Monday morn-

ing: “We have now established the
fact that these ores will concentrate, and
in doing so we have inangurated a8 new
era of prosperity for Rossland.”

The result of the test may be sum-
marized as follows:

The general average fo the 10 tons
of crude ore used in the test was $16
per ton, as determined by the battery
sample. An average of the dump from
which this ore was taken is about $10
per ton, but while the men were shovel-
ling the ore into wagons Oaptain Hall
hag all large masses of waste picked out
and thrown to one side, with the conse-
quence that the ore shipped to the 0. K.
showed better values than expected.
From these 103 tons of ore there were
saved on the plates a trifle over five
ounces of gold, and in addition 3,604

ands of concentrates, net dry weight.

he concentrates averaged 1.08 ounces
gold, 2.92 ounces silver, and 234 per
cent. in copper. The tailings assayed
in all valaes. .

The gold saved on the plates was
made into & brick, which was found on
being tested to have a fineness of .646
and a value of $67.85, including silver.
Qaptain Hall has had this brick en-
graved as follows: “Le Roi Mining and
Smelting Company—Taken from the
plates of the O. K. mill, March 4,
1897." This brick was sent to the head
otfice of the company in Spokane, to-

The foregoing highly gratifying result
may be surpassed in subsequént tests,
although Captain Hall is too conservai-
tive to state this until the tests have
actually been made, as the O. K. mill in
some iinor details was not exactly
suitable for the Le Roi ores, the vanner
capacity not being quite sufficient for
one thing. It is now under considera-
tion to make a test. with 100 tons of ore
from the same dump, and if this is done
it is likely only five stamps will be used
in order to avoid overloading the van-
ners. Dr. Everette and Oaﬁtain Hall
have recommended that -such a test be
made. :

In discussing “the test just made Dr.
Everette said: “If these mill tests
should prove that the $8 and $10 waste
ores will concentrate and mill in pro-

rtion to the ten tons just milled, and

have every metallurgical and miner-
alogical reason to assure you that they
will actual'y do so, then a tangible com-
mercial value will be given to the enorm-
ous bodies of low grade silicious pyritic
ores of this camp.”’ .

Dr. Everette and Captain Hall both
declare that the mill gervice at the O.
K. was -excellent, Superintendent
Thomas Newman, and all his workmen
taking as deep. and intelligent an 1n-
terest in the tests as anyone concerned.

CaptainHall was perfectly at home In
the work of making these tests, as dur-
ing the whole of his active Jife he haus
had much to do with concentrators. His
experience with them began as far back
as 1848, in the celeb ated Cairnsmore
lead mines at Newton Stuart, Scotiand.
In this country Mfr. Hall’s immediate
experience before coming to Rossland,
was as general manager of the Alice

Briefly
this act which deals with expropriation,
does not itself confer much power, but
merely proviies the proceedure for car-
rying vut such power as may be given
by any special, private act incorporat-
ing a company. Ii the company is un-
able to buy land by agreement with the
owner. elaborate arbitration provisions
are provided including power'to take the
lands of absentee owners on paying the
value into the treasury, gubject to the
owner’s order. This act will be applied
to all private acts excepi railway
companies. :

New Order That All Meats be In-
spected and Cextified.

W asmmNnetoN, D. O, March 9.—The
Srst official order issued by Secretary
Wilson of the department of agriculture
made its appearance today. 1t concerns
the exportation of beef to foreign coun-

tries and provides that from and after
March 15, 1897, all beef offered for
transportation _ to European . Pports,
whether iresh, salted, canned, cornQd or
packed, being the meat of cattle killed
after the passage of the act under which
this order is made, shall be accom panied
by a certificate issned by an inspector of

. this department, showing that the cattle

from which it was produced’ were free
from disease and the meat sound an

“wholesome.

In order that it may be determined

whether all beef exported to European
ports has been inspected and found to

- be wholesome, it is further ordered that

the meat of all other Species of animals
exported to such ports, which tor any
reason does not bear the inspector’s
gtamps of this department, 8 all be
packed in barrels, cases or other packing
which - are legibly marked 'in such a
manner as to clearly indicate the species
of animal from which the meat was pro-
duced. Meat whicii is not 80 mark

and which is not accompanied by a cer-
tificate of inspection will be classed as
uninspected meat and will not be al-
lowed exporzation to European ports.

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FREE MILLING ORE

Le Roi’s Waste Dump Proved to Be
a Bonanza.

A SURPRISING DISCOVERY

The Low Grade Silicious Ore, When
Tested In the O. K. Mill, Left 76
Per Cént of Its Gold Values On the
Plates.

As readers of Tee MinEr are well
aware, arrangements were completed
some time ago for a mill test of ten tons
of low-grade Le Roi ore with a view to
determining whether such ore was sus-
ceptible of concentration. This test
was made Friday and it proved suc-
cesstul in every way. In the early part
of the evening we learnt enough of what
had been done to becox{xe satisfied of the
gsuccess of the experiment, but as

neither Captain Hall, the superintend-
ent of the Le Roi mine, nor anyone else
in authority would consent to an inter-
view, we wired our Spokane correspond-
ent to see Colonel Peyton, the managing
director of the Le Roi company, and get
a statement from him. His reply to
our message came at a late hour and
was as follows: : ;

“SpogANg, Wash., March 5.—Colonel
Pe: ton says the mill test was most satis-
factory and is a complete success in
every way. The ore was taken from the
waste dump and was supposed to con-
tain a value of $10 per ton. There was
gaved on the plates gold to the value of
$7.50 per ton. Colonel Peyton save this
solves the problem regarding sjlicious
ores.”

How the Test Was Made.

Several weeks ago, on the ocasion of
his last visit to the camp, Manager Rust,
of the Tacoma smelter, stated in an in-
terview published in Tur MiNER that he

had made a number of concentration
tests of the low grade silicious ores of
the Le Roi mine, and that he had be-
come satisfied the ore would concentrate
about seven tons into one. He also
stated that he had informed Oolonel
Peyton and other members of the Le
Roi directorate of his experiments and
advised them to get the use of the O,
K.’s 10-stamp mill for a day and run
through a carload of their ore for a test.

Shortly after this the directors ohthe
Le Roi company made an arrangement
with Joseph L. Warner, manager of the
0. K. mine, for the use of tne O. K.
mill and shipped down to the mill about
11 tons of ore from their waste dump.
This ore was supposed to average about
$10 per ton, but its exict assay value
was not known st that time, though we
presume it is known to the Le Roi
management now.
: Success of the Experiment.

The day before yesterday the O. K.
mill was cleaned up and yesterday the
above lot of Le Roi ore was run through.

Aiter it had all been crushed asample
was. taken. The ore was then put
tLrough the stamp mill jand ¢pncentra
tor and samples taken of the concen-
trates and tailings. * When these sam-
ples have all been assayed the Le Roi
management will know exactly what
sort of a propositi n they have to deal
with, but from the fact, as stated by
Col. Peyton, that gold to the value of
$7.50 per ton was saved on the plates,
they already know that the ore is nearly

as free milling as that of the O. K. itsell. |

This result surpasses all expectations.
It was hoped on all hands that it would
be found that the ore would concentrate
and thus enable freight and smelting
charges to be saved on six tons out of
seven. That it would prove to be prac-
tically free milling, we think, hardly en-
tered into anyone’s calculations.

What It All Means.

The results hinging on this experi-
ment with the low grade silicious ores
of the Le Roi mine are fraught with im-

portance to the camp. It solves the
problem, as Col. Peyton“says, as to the
future of the great bulk of our low grade
ore, for, as a rule, in this camp the large
bodies of low grade ore are highly silici-
ous and therefore subject to a heavy
smelting charge if reduced by fire. The
knowledge that these ores are to a large
extent free milling, means that all ores
running over $4 or $5 per ton will now
be treated right at the mines, and pos=-
gibly in time we shall be able to treat
ores as low as $2, as is now done at the
Treadwell mine in Alaska, and the Black
Hills in Dakota.

Rossland inside of two years will be |
the greatest gold mining camp on earth,
and it will rank among the big copper
producing camps of the world too.

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1S WITCH-HAZEL TWIG

r. 8. Warren Shows Wonderful
Tricks With It.

Claims to Have Located a Number of
Mines By Its Mystical
Power.

SPOKANE, Wash,, March 6.—|Special.}—R.
S. Warren, now known as the “Wizard,” be-
cause of his gift in discovering hidden ledges of
mineral with the aid of a witch-hazel twig, is in
the city from Fairview camp, where for the past
two months he has been in constant demand,
atilizing his power in locating and tracing min-
eral bodies for miners owning claims in that

camp. As a result of his work, Mr. Wafren has
acquired interests and located claims for himselfl
that he now values at $30,000, and all without
costing him a cent.
| Mr. Warren, who is stopping at the Holton
house, cemsented this morning to give THE
MINER correspondent a few simple tests of his
remarkable feats. In the center ot the room
was a stand containing a number -of samples of
ore that he brought down with him from Fair-
view camp G n? into an adjvining room he
icked up 4 small fork of a witch-hazel bough.

e gras each end of the furk tightly in his
hands, the bough pointing to the ceiling, and as
he faced toward the stand the bough quickly
pointed downward.

He repeated the operation several times as he
approached the ore samples. The moment he
passed the stagnd the witch-hazel, instead of

inting downward, in a forward sw showed
{ts atiraction to the ore by turning ckward
over his shoulder.

Mr. Warren explained that it was in this man-
ner that he was able to tell the exact width of a
blind ledge, for after passing the ledge the
bough would imvariably point backwards. He
said the bBough would indicate a distance of
three-fourths of 2 mile away. ~
» Mr. Warren then givea number of other tests.
He Held the bough ‘over a ‘carpel ‘where ‘it" re
mained stationery in his hands. showing, as he
explained, that t was no mineral even under
the building. He then threw a silver dime on
the floor, when immediately the bough pointed
downward. Holding the dime in his hand with
the bough he placed a silver dollar on the floor.
The metal being of equal character, the effect
was neutral, the twig remaining stationery.

still retaining the dime in his hand, a $20 gold
piece was thrown on the floor, whereupon the
twig was immediately attracted towards the
richer metal. Placing a guld ring on his finger,
the effect was the same as the test made of the
silver pieces.

The writer then undertook to make similar
tests with the twig, but it refused to repeat the
performance in his hands.

Mr Warren said the power lay within himself.
but what it was he could not explain, as it was

t a mystery to him as it was to those who
witnessed his tests. He has with him a

large number of testimonials from well-known
mining men of Fairview for whom he has
located minerals, in which they accredit Warren
with most wonderful success.

MORNING STAR MINE.

Machinery Will Be Ordered at Once—

The First Mile Down Red Mountain

Was Made at Railroad Speed.

He had expected to make the
run in from a minute and a half to two
minutes. .

EDpITorR MINER—Sir: The resolutions adopted
at the mass meeting yesterday will doubtless
have a good effect towards hindering the passage
of the new Companies act, but they fail to sug:
gest a remedy for and removal of the doubts
which many people entertain regardiug the non-
assessability of our numerous mining stocks. It
is useless to close our eyes to the fact that this
guestion has never yet been authoratively and
finally decided. No one in this camp would
think of questioning the legality of issuing fully
paid up shares in return for the conveyance of a
mineral claim, nor of contencing that the hold-
ers of shares were liable to assessment at the
suit of creditors or liquidators. But that is not
the difficulty. Many of the mining stocks are
floated elsewhere than in British Columbia. An

non-assessable, shall deemed so to be, any
statute rule or ordimance to the contra:y mnot-
withstanding.”

The theory under which shareholders may be
held liable to the creditors of a company to the
extent of the amount unpaid upon their shares,
is that creditors are presumed to rely upon this
unpaid amount when they are giving credit to
the company. It is notorious, however, that
creditors seldom or mever make any enquiry as
to how much (if any) of a cumpany’s capital
remains unpaid. ;

Now if a company announces to the world that
all of its shares are fully paid up, how can a
credit.r or anyone else jusily contend that he
was misled? "Reason and common Ssense are
against any such contention, and it is high time
that the law negatived it also.

Oply About Fifty Vessels Needed for
Present Requirements. e

Beruin, March 5.—In the reichstag
today, during the discussion on the navy
estimates, Vice-Admiral Von Hellmann,

secretary ol the navy, said that Ger-
many expected that in a serious con-
tingeney ber navy would prove efficiynt
not only for coast defenses, but in a fieht
on the high seas. He continued: *“‘We
will require 10 cruisers, ‘five dispatch
vessels, two gunboats, -five ‘ironclads,
two monitors, two floating batteries and
22 torpedo boats.” ”

tion of the German navy in 1873, and
detailed how Russia and France had
improved their fleets, adding that the
interests of Germany abroad reguirzd
consideration.

year, was over two per cent down in a
fortnight. Spanish and Tintos, which
are supposed. to represent accurately the
state of- the continental money markets,
fell to £61 and £2563{ respectively, while
Turkish and Greek securities have of
