poor Rebecca, who could not be
supposed altogether ignorant of
-title to such homeage, into a de-
graded class: to whom it could not
be honorably rendered. :

But the gentleness and candor of
Rebecca’s nature imputed no fault
to Ivanhoe for sharing in the uni-
versal prejudices of his age and
religion. On the contrary, the fair
Jewess, though sensible her pa-
tient now regarded her ss one of a
race Of reprobation, with whom it
was disgraceful to hold any beyond
the most necessary intercoarso,
ceased not to pay the some patient
aud devoted attention to his safety
and convalscende.

EXIT SANDFORD FLEMING.

Tre Toronto Globe is much
sought after just now, because
Sandford Fleming has been pour-
ing his tale of woes through its
columns. If he did not sorely feel

the giving wup of his posi-
_tion, especially when the giv-
ing up was mnot of his

own asking he should indeed be
less or more than man. Yet he
ought not to complain so hard, or
rather his quasi friends should not
take on so bitterly. Every man in
this world of ours has only a certain
time to play his part. To none is
there given an eternal lease. Ideas
and devices that may startle the
world to-day, to-morrow may pale
into insignificance before the in-
ventions or discoveries of another
brain, in one short night. In Flem-

‘ings “day” he may have been an en-

gineer without peer in Canada, but
at that time, as the most ignorant
of us know, the railroad it would
take $50,000 a mile to build, can be
done now for $15,000.

Within the last few years, rapid
strides have been made in all the
modern sciences. Twenty years
agoin electricity wonders had been
discovered, but since that time rev-
elations have been made that Mrs
Shipton never dreamt of in her
wildest moments. Since Robert
Fulton went down the Hudson in
his first steamboat, things almost
magical have been done by steam.
No doubt Fulton in his day was a
giant, but if he appeared upon the
scenes to-day with his clumsy old
engine, he would be a laughing
stock for everybody. In engineer-
ing, and especially in railroad build-
ing, the same changes, the same
strides onward in more easy
ways and better modes, are just
as manifest. -

That man is of little account who
does not revere tthe early lessons
he learns, but this very virtue
quite too often becomes a vice.
For as tempora mutantur nos
mutamur in lis, and what was in
the height of professional fashion
when we were boys, might be an
object of ridicule now. ~ Sandford
Fleming is fondly wedded to the
good old school of “engineering
which in its day could not be sur-
passed, but since that time the
great world of science has
forged ahead, and away behind,
obscure and forgotten, are the great
methods of twenty years ago. He
can perhaps be excused for having
looked with jealous eye upon im-
proved methods by his juniors,
and we can also find some little
palliation for his dogged ad-
herence to methods in which
a man of his great brains muyst have
lost faith. The time for boring
through mountains in Canada,
rather than to crooken the line by
running around it, has passed away
—chiefly with the retirement of
Sandford Fleming from the Chief
Engineership of the Canadian Paci-
fic Railroad. Mr Fleming was
offered a salary of $6000 a year as
Consulting Enzineer, and Chief
Engineer of the . C R., but he re-
fused and goes home to England.
The tfollowing is a portion of a let-
ter to his sub-engineers :— :

« Ag the head of the Engineering
Staff, to whom the Government has

looked for opinions and reports on all
questions; as the officer held responsi-
ble tor the direction of every operation,
and the orgavization of every detail
from the first exploration to the present
time, it is with peculiar regret that I
break my connection with the Pacific
Railway at this particular stage. I can-
not conceal from the meimnbers of the
staff that I would have preferred to
have remained with them to help for-
ward the more complete fruition of our
labors. But circumstances have exacted
that it shall be otherwise, and the time
has come when iy professional con-
nexion with the great undertaking into
which I have thrown my best energies,
must close.

I may with legitimate satisfaction look
back on the progress which has been
made. The vast territory in which our
investigations have been made is now
no longer a terra tncognita. Our la
bors have successfully pierced the for-
midable barriers imposed by nature,
and every problem of practicability has
been solved. Construction is being
proceeded with at different points,
within a range of nearly 2,000 miles.
and in a little more than another year
the completion of at least 600 miles of
the railway is assured. In -that shoit

A Charge of Forgery.

A St JoHN SHIP BROKER ARRESTED
ON A CHARGE oF FORGING A NOTE
FOR $3,200.

Rumors were afloat yesterday that a
forged note had been discovered in the
Bank ot New Bruhswick. The name of
the person who passed the note was not
at first stated, but subsequently it was
alleged that Mr Joh Melick was the
person charged; as he was seen in the
city during the day, the surprise was
the greater. The name charged as
having been forged to the note was that
of Mr Henry Melick, uncle of John.
The note had been discounted at the
bank in March last, when the president
the Hon. J.D. Lewin was in attendance
in the Senate in Ottawa. Mr Thomas
Gilbert, the vice president of the bank,
on the 2nd of March was acting as the
president, and it -is alleged that he had
accepted the note from John Melick in
payment of a certain other note
of the same amount. The alleged forged
note is in the words and figures follow-

ng:
St John, N. B., March 2, 1880.

$3,200.00.
Four months aftter date, for value
received, I promise to pay, myself or
order, thirty-two hundred dollars at the
bank of New Brunswick.
(Signed.)

JouN MELICK.

Mr Gilbert and Mr Henry Melick
made information at the police stdtion
yesterday atternoon. That of Mr Gil-
bert stated that ¢ the said note was
endorsed by the said John Melick, and
had also on it the endorsement of Henry
Melick, and the said John Melick said
at the time he so presented the note to
me that the name Henry Melick was
that of his uncle.”

The intormation of Mr Henry Melick
was joined to that of Mr Gilbert, and
was as follows:

That he is the uncle of the said John
Melick, and bhas been shown the said
endorsement spoken of by Thomas Gil-
bert, and the writing is not deponent’s
handwriting, and deponent: says such
endorsement is a forgery ot deponent’s
name.

Mr Gilbert further stated that, from
the above facts, he believed that John
Melick, on or about the 2nd of March
last, having in his possession a promis-
sory note on the back of which note
was then whitten a forged endorsement,
the name of Henry Melick, feloniously
offered the note with intent to defraud,
he well knowing that the endorsement
was forged.

A warrant was issued against John
Melick and placed in the hands of de-
tectives Weatherhead and McFadden,
who, learning that he had left town,
went in pursuit of him.

HALIFAX, July 8.

The schooner ¢ Ellen” of Herring

The fish is over nine fect
long and turns the scales at over 600
pounds.

The Land Agitation and Fenianism.

LonpoN, July 9.

A Dublin correspondent says there
can be no doubt Fenianism is engrafted
on the land agitation and imparts to it
its most effective organization and for-
midable character. It is impossible for
those who reside in the west not to feel
alarmed at the signs of danger which
arc plainly visible. There is no reason
to doubt many of the peasants have been
trained to move in military order and
understand how to act together as dis-
ciplined bodies, and that every oppor-
tunity is taken to collect arms.

EpiNBurGH, July 9.

A London correspondent had heard
that the Government has received in-
formation from Ireland that unless the
compensation for disturbancein Ireland
bill is passed, public tranquillity will be
endangerad, Itis said that a number
of peers are anxious to substitute for
the bill a measure extending the Ulster
tenant right system to the distressed
districts.

Russias Sad Condition.

St PETERSBURG, July 9.

The Golos raises its voice in view of
Chinese difficulty to point out the sad
condition of the country and how much
worse it will become in event of war,
demanding a draw upon its already ex-
hausted resources ang retarding the in-
troduction of reforms. The press has,
for several weeks been full of complaints
of the ravages by locutts, flies, beetles
and worms, hunger and poverty,among
the peasantry, and rapid increase in the
price of everything, increase of cattle
plague, large spread of disease, etc.

The Approaching Struggle Between
Russia and China.

Loxpox, July 9.

A despatch from St Petersburg states
the Russian Government has instructed
Prot. Nartenz to draw up a report upon
international rules regulating laws of
the blockade, for the guidance of the
commanders of Russian war vessels in
the event of a war with China. Should
a war break out, the Russian Govern-
ment will endeavor to maintain a very
strict blockade of Chinese ports, China
has a formidable army and the founda-
tion of a comparative efficient naval
force. Her army consists of two great
divisions, the first recrnited from im-
mediate subjects of the ruling dynasty,
the Tartars, and the second by the
Chinese and other subject races. - The
purely Chinese army is divided into a
multitude of corps widely distributed
over the empire. The navy consists
of eight ironclad (giunboats, built in
England in 1877 and 1879. ~They are
called Alpha, Beta, Gamma, Delta, Eta,
Epsilon, Zeta and Theta. They have
enﬁnes of °10 horse power. The navy
of Russia consists of two first-class iron-
clads, sixteen third-class ironclads with
three 35-ton guns each; nine second-
class ironclads, and two monitors. In
addition to this, Russia has a large fleet
of sailing vessels and wooden men-of-
war, and has recently increased this
branch of her service by the purchase of
a number of fast sailing vessels.

English Briefs.

Loxpon, Jaly 10.

The harvest prospects throughout
Prussia are very bad, and it is scarcely
possible that there will be more than
one-half of an average yield.

It is rumored that Lord Derby,
Liberal Conservative will lead the
Opposition to the Compensation for
Disturbance in Ireland Bill in House
of Lords.

Cable Briefs,

Lonpon, July 9.

The Irish Government has sent a
physician to the County of Mayo to
enquire into the natuve and extent of
the famine fever there and in the neigh-
boring counties, which is reported to be
spreading alarmingly fast.

At a meeting of the Irish members
the greatest dissatisfaction and disap-
pointment was expressed regarding the
conduct of the Government in the com-
pensation bill.

The Daily News regrets Lord Lans-
downe’s resjgnation, although it thinks
he acted under a mistaken apprehen-
sion of the character and scope of Mr
Forster’s measure.

The Telegraph says that the Marquis
of Landsowne was much preszed by his
colleagues to remain in the ministry.
The Post saysthat it is no secret that
some of the most important members
of the cabinet share the views of Mar-
quis Landsdowne, and there are others,
though not holding high offices, §who
have been striving and are still seeking
to induce the Government to withdraw
from the obnoxious position they 'have
taken-

The News says: The delay in bring-
ing forward the Indian financial state-
ment will attract remark. The impres-
sion exists that some large reform is
contemplatod by the Government re-
lating to the liabilities of India.
