England a Century Ago-

Now that we are on the verge of

In the year 1800 Lord Byron was 
ja lower foira bi y al Hat row, al. 
[though be lad already enj >yed hia 
| li'le and estates for two years; 
Wordsworth was a man of thirty, 
wbtse lately published ‘ Lyrical 
Ballad*,” were stigmatized by The 
Edinburg Review as “ a species of 
second-1ate ruraery rhymes;’’ and 
Wtlter Scott, with all hia fame and 
labours before him, bad just been 
appointed Sheriff of Selkirk, at a 
salary of ^300 a year,

The earth bad not long se’tled 
over all that was mortal of “ Bobbie ” 
Bums ; the acquittal of Warren 
Hastings was still a topic at the 
clubs; the “Iron Bake” was a 
colonel, fighting bisway to fame in 
India ; the horrors of the Irish Re­
bellion were almost forgotten[?] in 
the Union ; and Pitt was steering 
the ship of Stale through very tur­
bulent waters,

At this time, only a century ago, 
all the petiole of Ergland and Wales 
did not number nine millions; today 
they are more than three and a half 

mes as many. The whole British 
Empire (with the exception of 
India, then under the role of “John 
Company ”) fell short of 3,000,000 
square miles ; now it covers almost 

third of the entire earth. Its 
popu’alion then was toughly 20,- 
000,000; today it is almost twenty 
times as great.

In 1800 George Stephenson was 
youth of nineteen, acting as en. 

gine man at a north-country colliery 
and not even dreaming of the first 
locomotive which be was to build 
fourteen years later; and M-. 
Macadam, who was to revolutionsi 
our roads, was a road surveyor at 
Bristol, who was far from bis dis- 
ooveiy in road construction.

Traffic was by canals, or by roads 
il-lit and ill-kept, many of wbiob 

would compare un'avourably with a 
ploughed field. The stage-coaches 
travelled at an average speed of 
five or six miles an hour. Coach­
men and passengers went armed and 
in constant trepidation, expecting 
at any moment to hear the com 
mand, “ Stand and deliver !”

In 1800, Rowland Hill, the pio­
neer of postal reform, was scarcely 
out ot the nursery. The days of 
postage-stamps and envelopes even, 
bad cot come f the average letter, 
unless “franked” by a member of 
Patjiament or Government official, 
cost a shilling, and was usually paid 
tor ou delivery.

The fastest mail coaches raiely 
avetaged eight miles an hour; in 
fact when in 1800 the mail coach 
leaving Lor don a* six o’el ck in the 
morning reached Bath an hour be 
fore midnight, it was considered a 
marvellous feat in travelling. To 
day it is possible to be in Padding 
ton station and Bath within two 
hours.

Bishop of Metz and Mayence and 
Archbiebrp of Ce ligne. The Prince 
himself desires to live and work 
quietly tmorg his Catholic toilers 
at Nuremberg. One of the meet 
prominent and respected Oatbolio 
prelates of the German Empire said 
lately, rs to these appointments of 
the Pticce: “Prince Max is doing 
much greater and more splendid 
woik for the Catholic cause as a 
simple laborer-priest at Nuremberg 
than be would do rs Archbishop of 
Cologne." Two of the Prince’s 
ncestors have been Bishops in Ger­

many and Austria. Ore ot them 
was Prince Clemene Wenceslaus, 
who was Bishop cf Freising, Angs- 
bourg, Retisbon ard Elector of 
Treves. Tbp four dioceses over 
which be ruled as an excellent Bis­
hop and regent covered an area 
larger than the Kingdom cf-Saxony.

Io 1800 there were no fewer than 
160 offenoeF, the punishment fo 
which was death ; and it was an si- 
most daily cecarreroe for wem 
and children to be hanged for a 
trivial theft. The pickpocket who 
stole a purse with a shilling in it'; 
the farmer who stole a sheep or a 
horse; the employee who embezzled 
forty shillings ; the lover who eloped 
with an heiress ; the man who cut 
down a tree in bis neighbour’s gar­
den—all became food for the bang 
man. And those who escaped the 
halter were sent across the teas for 
lor g teims of imprisonment.

A ne vspaper was a luxury 
which only the rich could Indulge, 
for its price waa 6d. The Times 
was then, now, in the van of 
Lindon journal», and its rivals were 
The Morning Post, "Morning Herald, 
Chronicle and Advertiser. The 
papers were small, printed in poor 
type on worse paper, and contained 
little beyond the fashionable news 
of the day, and war news weeks or 
months old, Riots were common 
in 1800, for prices were high and 
wages pitifully le».

Wheat was £6 13s. lOd. a quarter, 
in 1896 it was £1 3s. 1QL, barley 
was £2 19s. lOd. a quarter, in 1895 
it was£l Is. lid. ; sugar was £3 15s 
a hundredweight ; and other prices 
were proportionately high. Dis­
tress and discontent were every 
where among the poor, riots were 
frequent in the streets of London, 
and in the country no farmer or 
miller was secure against attack.

The very jtils were emptied to 
man His Majesty’s ships ; and the 
man who walk'd abroad unwaiily 
Wis likely to be snapped np by tl 
press-gangs, which we1 e everywhere 
on the alert for recruits.

But after all there is a g'araour 
about these deys of a century ag”, 
»nd lif ■ was perhaps as -well worth 
living then as now. It the old time 
coach cannot compare with the ex­

The Solpicians aie to be congrat­
ulated tn the îetult of the contest 
for the possession of the parish of 
St Sulpice. St Sulpice leone of the 
largest and most important parishes ] 
of Paris, and its church, the largest 
on the lett bank cf the Seine, is 
famous for the splendor cf ite eer^ 
vices and the excellence of its music. 
Ever since the foundation of the 
Order of the Solpicians the church 
had been entrusted to them, On 
the death of the last parish pripst 
the deputy for the sixth arrondisse­
ment, in which the church is situat­
ed, took tt into his head to start a 
campaign for the eviction of the 
Sulpicians from St Sulpice, and for 
handing the parish over to the secu­
lar clergy. It is quite true that, 
under the French Ouqroh Regula­
tion», churches with parishes attach­
ed should not be handed to congre­
gations, but should be entrusted 
only to the secular clergy, but the 
position of St Sulpice is peculiar, 
and there was no reason for can­
ot lling the exception hitherto made 
in their favor. The Prime Minister 
M, Wrldeck-Rogsseau, was strongly 
preset d to refuse his sanction to the 
appointment of a Snlpiqiar, but it 
must be said to his honor that he 
replied that, as no complaints were 
made against the Sulpicians, and as 
they were taking care of the parish 
much better than could be provided 
for by the secular clergy—they have 
eighteen curates at St Sulpice whom 
they pay themselves, whilst the 
secular clergy and the Department 
of Worship ooold provide only nine 
—they should continue in charge,

English exchanges announce the 
death of “ a remarkable priest,” Rev 
Alexander Cruickehank, D. D., at 
St Bernard’s Abbey, Liecestersbire. 
In early life he was brought up and 
educated as a Protestant, like all hia 
family. He was sent to Rugby 
School and passed with distinction 
through his course of studies. As 
an earnest and thoughtful student of 
the religious controversy of the day 
he became a Oatbolio soon after the 
establishment of the Hierarchy. 
Alter his reception into the Oburoh 
he went to the English College, 
Rome, to s'udy for the priesthood. 
After a distinguished career in the 
theological schools at Romo he was 
ordained priest, and was appointed 
vice rector of the Collegio Pio, 
which Pius IX. had founded for 
converts.

loe he returned to England and 
was appointed.cn the staff of War­
wick Street Church, London. The 
harassing duties of a priest on the 
mission in those days did not suit 
his somewhat delicate constitution, 
and after a time he went to reside 
at the Abbey of Mount St Bernard's, 
Leicestershire, where he dwelt for 
neariy the last quarter of a century. 
He translated the works of Qrigoen 
de Montfort agd q.her eminent soul-', 
calling himself a “Secular Priest of 
the Third Order of S’. Dominic."

In his home he was kind 
affectionate indulgent and beloved 
by a l. The deceased took sick 
about five months ago, and despite

His funeral took place on Wedneq- 
daj morning the, 24 d> January to St 
Mary’s oburoh, S urgeon, and was 
largely attended by people of all 
der ominationp. A High Maas of 
Requiem was offered up for the 
happy repose of hia soul by hia 
loving Pastor Rev. William Phelan, 
and his remains were laid to rest in 
the cemetery, there to await the call 
of his Maker on the fioal day. That 
he may dwell in the mansions of 
everlasting glory, is the prayer of 
his family and friends.
