bellion were ¢lmost forgotten[?] in
tbe Union'; acd Pitt was steering
the ship of State through very tur-
bulent waters,

At this time, only a century ago,
all the people of Ergland and Wales
did not number nine millions ; today
they are more than three and a balf
times as mavy. The wbole British
Ewmpire (with the exception of
Indis, then under the.rule of “ John
Company ") fell short of 3,000,000
square miles ; now it covers almost
a third cf the eotirp earth. ' Its
popu'ation then was roughly 20,
000,000 ; today it ie slmost twenty
times as great.

In 1800 George Stephenson was
a youth of nineteen, acting as en-
gine-man at a north.country colliery
and not even dreaming of the first
locomotive which be was (o build
fourteen . years later; and M-,
Msacidam, who was to revolationizs
our roade, was a road surveyor at
B-istol, who was far from bhis dis-
covery in road construction.

Trsffic was by canals, or by roads
iil.lit and ill.kept, meny of which
would compare un‘avourably with a
ploughed field. TLe stage.coaches
travelled at an average speed of
five or six miles ap hour. Coach-
men and passengers went armed and
in constant trepidation, expecting
at any moment to besr the com-
mand, “ Stand and deliver!”

In 1800, Rowland Hill, the pic-
veer of postel reform, was scarcely
out of the nursery. The days of
postage-stamps and envelopes even,
bad rot come{ tbe average letter,
unless “franked” by a member of
Parliament or Goyernment official,
cost a shilling, gud was usually paid
for on delivery.

The fastest mail coaches rarely
averaged eight miles an hour; in
fact when in 1800 the mail coach
leaving Lordon a' six o’cl ¢k in the
morning resched Batb an hour be-
fore midnight, it was cousidered a
marvellous feat in tiavelling. To-
day it is possible to be in Padding-
ton station and Bath within two
hours,

Io 1800 there were no fewer than
160 offencer, the pu.ishment for
which was death ; and it was ap £l
most daily cecarrerce for wom-p
and children to be banged for a
trivisl theft. The pickpocket who
stole a purse with a shilling in i(;‘
the farmer who stole a sheep or a
horse; the employee who embezzled
forty sbillings ; the lover who eloped
with an heiress; the man who cat
down a tree in his neighbour’s ger-
den—all became food for the bang
man. And those who-escaped the
halter were sent across the ceas for
lorg teims of imprisonment.

A nevepaper was a luxury io
which omly the rich eould indulge,
for its price was 6d.  The Times
was then, ag now, in the van of
London journals, and its rivals were
The Morning Post, Morning Herald,
Chbronicle and Advertiser. The
papers were small, printed in peor
type on worse paper, snd contained
little beyond the fashionable news
of the day, and war news weeks or
months old, Riots were common
in 1800, for prices were high and
wages pitifully lcw.

The Minister of Pahblic Worship
wrote Cardirval Richard cencerning
tbe matter, and the Cardinsl ordered
the abandorment of the custom at
the end of the presert series.

English exchsnges announce the
death of *“ a remarkable priest,” Rev
Alexarder Cruickshank, D. D., at
St Bernard’s Abbey, Iiiecestershire.
In early life he was broaght up snd
noated as a Protestant, like all bis
family. He was sent to Rugby
School and passcd with distinction
through his course of studies. As
an earnest and thoughtful student of
the religious controversy of the day
he became a Oathclic soon after the
establishment of the Hierarchy.
Atter his reception into the Csurch:
he went to the Eaglish - College,
Rome, to s'udy for the priesthood.
After a distinguished career in the
theological! schools at Rome he was
ordained priest, and was appointed
vice rector of the Collegio Pio,
which Pins IX. had founded for
converts. After a few yea:s in that
office be returned to Hogland and
was . appointed-on the staff of War-
wick Street Chburch, Liondon. The
barassing duties of a priest on the
mission in those days did not suit
his somewhat delicate constitution,
and after a time he went to reside
at the Abbey of Mount Su Bernard’s,
Leicestershire, where he dwelt for
neaily the last quarter of a cenlury.
He translated the works of Grignen
de Montfort and a:bhereminent scul>,
calling himself a “Secular Priest of
the Third Order of 8¢, Dominic.”

Father Ippolito Aldobraedini, S-

J.: seeond son of Prince Aldobran-

dini, died of consumption on the 4th
instant, in the Plo Latino Colloge,
Rome, where ha was a teacher. lhe
young Jesuit Father, who wascnly
31 years of age, belonged to one of
the most illustriaus patrician families
of Rome, but disdaining renk and
ricbes, he entered the order in 1891,
ard five ycars later he wag appoiot-
od a p_ro’feecm'- in the Plo Lativo
Coliege. Nearly all the Roman
aristocracy have gooeinto monrnilig
for the death of this young and
heroic goldier of Christ, who may be
said to bhave eacrificed his life for
his duty, as be persisted in ¢ontinu-
ing to lecture long after his physi-
cians had warned him that such a

The Governor General is President
and the Lieutenant Governors and
other distinguished public men
Vice Presidents in different parts
of Canada. His Honor the Lieut.
Governor is Vice President for
this Province. After receiving
these communications his Honor
conferred with the Premier and
»|the Mayor and arranged for this
meeting. His Houor : then ex-
pressed his pleasure at having such
anopportunity of meetingthe loyal
citizens of Charlottetown. He
was also glad that this occasion
afforded others as well as himself
an opportunity of expressing in a
substantial manner their loyalty
to the Queen and to the British
Empire. We cannot afford, he
said, to see the British Empire set
back. She must go forward until
the war is brought to a glorious
conclusion and the flag of England
proudly floats over Pretoria and
Johannesburg. And we should
not rest until this is accomplished.
Our duty is to support the mother-
land, not only because of the pro-
tection and care she has always
given to Canada ; but also because
England is and has been the great
colonizer and civilizerof the world.
It is therefore the duty of all
¢ | loyal snbjects to assist Great Bri-
¢|tain in carrying out her mcst
laudable designs. He felt and
was proud to share the intense
loyalty and deep devotion to the
empire of the people of Prince
Edward Island.

A BARREN SPEECH ALL LENGTH AND NO
BREADTH.—TARTE AND BOURASSA ARB
STILL OHUMS.—AN ADAPTABLE PROG-
KAMME BY AN ADAPTABLE GOVERNMENT
—WILL THB SOLDIERS BE PAID BY OAN-
ADA—PREMIER DOESN'T KNOW YET.—
SIR CHARLES 1S CHEERFUL FOR VERY
OBVIOUS REASONS—GOOD YEAR FOR CON-
SBRVATIVES—CANDIDATES WHO FAILED
AND CAPITALISTS WHO DIDN’T ARB CALLED
TO THE BENATE.

(Special Correspond to TaE HERALD.)
Orrawa, Feb. 3.—A little over five
months ago parliament prorogued, and
here we are again. Everybody, in-
cluding the ministers, thought when
Lord Minto sent the members away
last August that he would see no more
of this parliament. It issaid that manp
propeses and another power disposes,
but our ministers both propose and
dispose. Yet it mav be said that if
they have changed their mind on the
subject of an appeal to the people they
bad the strongest possible political
reasons for doing so. The result of
provincial elections and by-slections,
and the gereral feeling which is abroad
in the conntry seems to justify the pru-
dence of the government is keepirg
away from the peop'e as long as it can.
OTHER CHANGES OF MIND.
Sir Wilfrid is in a position to say that
he has changed his mind about several
other things as well as about the dis-
solution. For instan¢s, he announces

appeared expedient to anticipate the
action of parliament by preparing and
forwarding two contingents of volun-
teers to the seat of war as a practical
evidence of the profouna devotion and
loyalty of the entire people of Canada.”
When Sir Charlee Topper and other
loyal Canadians were first asking Sir
Wilfrid to offer a contingent on the
above grounds as other colonies had
done, ‘it seemed expenieni” for Sir
Wilfrid to say that the Canadian militia
act did not allow the troops to be em-
ployed except for the defence of Canada.

in the foreign wars of the Empire is
another. Itis sought to create a prece-
dent which would have for result the
compuleory participation in the futare
by Canada in any and all the conflicts
which may sweep over Europe and
over the various parts of the world in
which the large Earopean governments
are interested. .
