Doubtless, descriptions of this 
nature suggested a conventional i 
symbol of light for all divine and 
saintly ideals to the early Christian 
artists.

In the plastic arts a special form 
was early given to the symbol by 
pagans. Hellenic and Borneo art, 
Pompeian wall paintings, minis, 
tares of the oldest Virgil man­
uscript, eto„ all furnish their quota 
of proof that the nimbus was in use 
long before the Christian era.

A fact worth knowing, however, 
is that Holy Writ furnishes no ex­
ample for the bestowal of a halo 1 
upon individual eaiutly personages ; 1 
furthermore, we are told that it was ' 
not until the first half of the 4th 
century that Christ received the 
nimbus and then only when he was 
portrayed in an exalted character. 
Curiously enough the oataeombe 
are of extraordinary assistance in 
determining the period when the 
nimbus was first used in the man­
ner familiar to us.

On the sarcophagi Christ and the 
Lamb alone appear with a circle or 
disc, but in the course of time, the 
saints, who according to Soriptore, 
are children of light, began to share 
the honour. The rayless nimbus 
in pagan art signified merely 
majesty or power, but soon after its 
adoption into Christian art, it as­
sumed a special emblematic vaine 
that rendered it appropriate for 
saicts only. About this time Urban 
VIII formally prohibited bestow­
ing the nimbus upon persons who 
were not beatified.

Gregory the Great first definitely 
determined its form (600 A. D.) 
when he permitted himself to be 

, painted “bearing around his bead 
! the likeness of a square, which is 
I the sign for a living person, and 

not a crown
Many other interesting facts con­

nected with the nimbus could be 
cited, e. g : its bestowal upon 
John the Baptist, who is the only 
saint in the Old Testament to re­
ceive a halo ; the eaily preference 
given to the blue nimbus as more 
symbolical of heaven, and the final 
adoption of the gold as giving a 
more obvious impression of light; 
the effect of the Renaissance upon 
the character of the nimbus ; etc, ; 
but spioe is precious and the Ei 
cyclopedia itself is, or ought to be, 
easily aooeasible.

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The Summer Session.

According to arrangement, 
the Dominion Parliament re­
assembled yesterday after a 
couple of months vacation. 
The recess was for the most 
part occupied by the Leader 
of the Government in attend­
ing the Imperial Conference 
and the King’s Coronation ; 
while the Leader of the Op­
position put in the time in a 
campaigning tour of the 
prairie Provinces, discussing 
the reciprocity agreement 
and other public questions 
Both Leaders returned to the 
capital over a week ago and 
have no doubt made the best 
use of their time so far as 
resting and girding them 
selves for a renewed onslaught 
are concerned. That the 
fight on the reciprocity ques­
tion will be resumed with 
vigor and determination there 
can be very little doubt.

Both sides unflinchingly 
sticking to their guns, and the 
Opposition refusing to vote 
supplies must result in a dis 
solution of Parliament and an 
appeal to the electorate. As 
a matter of fact this is pretty 
plainly predicted in the latest 
advices from the Capital. It 
is intimated that Parliament 
may be dissolved no later 
than the 8th of August, and 
that the elections may follow 
in short order. In view of 
these probabilities, it would 
appear that something should 
be doing. In times of peace 
preparations should be made 
for war, and when a declara­
tion of hostilities seems im 
minent these preparations 
should be accelerated.

The weather is hot all 
round, and Ottawa is an ex 
ceedingly hot city. It may, 
therefore be most reasonably 
assumed that the members of 
the House of Commons will 
have a very hot time of it, 
meteorologically as well as 
politically. In this connec­
tion our Ottawa Correspond­
ent says : “Officials of the 
House of Commons, however, 
are leaving no stone unturned 
to provide what alleviations 
they may of the almost cer 
tainly torrid time to be ex 
perienced. Electric fans are 
being installed in the cham­
ber of the House and through­
out the Parliament Buildings. 
Currents of cooled air will 
blow their greatful breezes 
over the perspiring brows 
of the wearied parliamentar­
ians. The Public Works of­
ficials iesponsible for these 
artifical mitigations of a sum­
mer session are said to realize 
the absolute necessity of pro­
viding these cold air zephyrs 
as an antidote to the tides of 
■“hot air” with which the Gov­
ernment speakers will attempt 
to flood both Parliament and 
the country. One ton of ice 
will be used daily in this cold 
air system.

The present ventilating ap 
paratU'S is quite unsatisfactory, 
the chamber being shut off on 
all four sides from direct com­
munication with the sunlight 
and fresh air. Without some 
hygienic improvements, the 
very thought of two hundred 
members sitting day and night 
during Old Sol’s busy time 
might well fill the hapless re 
presen tatives with dismay. 
But this is one of the penal­
ties of greatness, and the 
nation's representatives will i 
not allow these light afflictions 
of an adjourned session to 
becloud the exceeding weight 
of glory pertaining to them as 
the people's choice.

The session will be made 
Atilt more tolerable not to say

positively inviting, if a pro 
posai now being discussed is 
carried through. The fiat 
roof of the new wing, it has 
been pointed out, would 
make an admirable roof gar­
den if properly equipped. 
Accordingly the roof will in 
all probability be covered with 
awnings, and when plants, 
tables, and suitable resting 
places are added it will be a 
pleasant place to catch an 
occasional lungful of the 
ozone of the third heaven. 
While not a circumstance com 
pared to the far famed roof 
gardens of New York and 
elsewhere, yet it may be re­
garded as a good start for 
Canada.

The ‘Aylesworth
Vindicated

Ditch

The Newmarket Canal, pro­
fanely dubbed the “Ayles­
worth ditch” by certain people 
on the spot, has at last receiv­
ed a sweeping vindication. 
And this time not by a Liberal 
editor—his words could not 
carry the requisite weight out 
side his own communion— 
but by an independent non­
partisan investigator who re 
cently made a trip over a good 
many miles of the canal's 
course.

The occassion was a timely 
one on which to get first hand 
information concerning this 
Canadian waterway. The 
Canadian press association af- 
fer a rousing Convention in 
Toronto took in an excursion 
to Collingwood and the Georg 
ain Bay District. For many 
miles as the train sped north 
ward from Toronto it paralled 
the celebrated canal.

How intently those editors 
peered from the windows of 
the onrushing train. Here 
was the bone of bitter con­
tention right before them. 
After seeing more than they 
cared to, the Liberal pen 
wielders quickly buried them­
selves in the folds of a news 
paper or American magazine, 
stealing furtive glances now 
and again to see if they would 
never get out of sight of that 
abominable canal. The Con 
servative editors were in high 
glee. “I told you so,” they 
laughingly called out to their 
Liberal Confreres. The latter, 
however, could never hear 
these jibes. The train made 
too much noise, forsooth.

But without accepting the 
reports of either partisans, it 

refreshing to be able to 
turn to an unbiassed sightseer, 
the independent Kingston 
Standard, and find out exact­
ly what was seen. We shall 
let him tell his own story—it 
makes good reading. Prefac­
ing his “travelogue’’ with the 
prevalent opinion being cir­
culated that the Newmarket 
Canal has no water, the stand­
ard proceeds thus :

“No water, forsooth. How 
preposterous when here and 
there great pools could be 
plainly seen, moistening the 
otherwise parched ground and 
giving ample drinking water 
for the browsing cattle which 
peacefully meandered across 
fields and up and_down the 
canal beds until they came to 
the refreshing pools

No water, forsooth. How 
ridiculous, when before our 
very eyes several small boys 
could be seen gaily sailing 
their toy boats—and wading 
out to them when as once at 
least was the ease, the frail 
craft foundered on a mud 
bar in the very middle of the 
raging stream of an inch or 
two which madly coursed 
down the canal.

No water, forsooth. How 
absurd when, several times 
the train was forced to (Cross 
the canal over a trestle and 
those >yho had eyes to see 
could. see, had they been so 
disposed, the trickling, gurgU 
ing water qoge along and fin­
ally resolve itself into a mud­
dy consistency which sent an

happy days—alas, long since 
gone—when life to them was 
one long sweet, happy, idle 
dream and their most serious 
occupation was the making of 
mud pies. Ah, what a fielc 
is there here, my brethern, in 
the Newmarket Canal, for the 
making of mud pies.

No water, forsooth. He 
who says “no water” knows 
not what water is ; for water 
there clearly was—enough in 
spots to float a row boat or a 
canoe, enough elsewhere to 
carry a toy ship along a few 
feet at least ; enough in other 
places to make the earth of an 
oozy consistency that certain 
ly suggested that water had 
once been there, however, it 
had managed in the mean­
time to disappear.

To be sure there were long, 
dry stretches where no water 
was at all ; but these were so 
many that they but served to 
accentuate the presence of the 
water when k did appear and 
thus to give lie to the horrible 
Tory libel that there is no 
water whatever in the New­
market Canal. There is — 
and as an independent news­
paper the Kingston Standard 
wishes emphatically to set out 
this great truth. There is 
water—several quarts at least, 
if not more. "

The Report on Tubercu 
losis.

The final report of the Royal 
Commission on the relations 
of human and animal tuber 
culosis was made public last 
week by presentation to the 
British Parliament. It seems 
to dispose conclusively of the 
famous declaration of Dr. 
Koch, made ten years ago, 
with as near an approach to 
positiveness as so careful a 
scientist could permit himself, 
that the transmission of bo 
vine tuberculosis to man is 
either impossible, or, if it oc 
curs at all, occurs so very 
rarely that it is not advisable 
to take any measures against 
it.

The Royal Commission 
finds as a result of a long and 
most painstaking investiga­
tion, that bovine tuberculosis 
can be transmitted to man, 
and that in point of fact, out 
of twenty-eight cases of tuber­
culosis of the lungs investigat­
ed, two were causée} by bo­
vine tubercle bacilli. The 
Commission accordingly re­
commends that existing re­
gulations for the prevention 
of the use of meat or milk from 
tuberculous cattle be thor­
oughly enforced, and indeed 
strengthened.

This announcement that 
the milk of tuberculous diseas­
ed cows and butter made 
from it are capable of çqn y ey­
ing the living organisms of 
tuberculosis into the human 
body and producing not only 
local but general and fatal 
tuberculosis or consumption 
is perhaps the most valuable 
part of the important work of 
the Royal Commissioners. 
It emphasizes the need of 
greater watchfulness and 
stricter precautions in prevent­
ing the products of diseased 
cattle or animals from being 
used as foods until they have 
been thorougly sterilized.

A Fiery Holocaust.

Advices of the nth from 
North Bay, Ont., contained 
the following :—South Porcu 
pine, Cochrane and Pottsviile 
have been wiped out by for­
est fires, which are raging 
here. A string of fire extends 
north from North Bay north 
to Porcupine. Many lives 
have been lost. On the fol­
lowing day, the Toronto Mail 
and Empire resident corre 
spondent at South Porcupine, 
who had escaped the fire of 
the previous day and reached 
Cobalt, sent the following to 
his paper :

The loss of life in Porcu­
pine district, from yesterday’s 
fire, will probably reach sev 
eral hundred, while the pro­
perty loss will reach $i,ooo,- 
ooo.

Six hundred people were 
driven into the lake at Por­
cupine during the forest fire 
yesterday, many of them wo­
men and children, and two 
hundred of them were drown­
ed. The fatalities of the fire 
so far are reported at 300.

Village Wiped Out.
At 12.30 noon yesterday 

the fire raged from the Stan 
dard mines right through to 
the shores of Porcupine Lake, 
eating up South Porcupine, 
Pottsviile and part of Golden 
City, as well as many small 
buildings along the lake front. 
While part of the loss of life 
occurred near Porcupine 
Lake, the greatest havoc will 
be round the main mines, no­
tably West Dome and Big 
Dome. Here the entrapped 
miners, cut off by the flames, 
took to the shafts, where they 
perished. At Preston, east 
Dome, safety was sought in 
an untimbered shaft and there 
was no loss of life,

Corpses Strew Streets.
The streets of South Por­

cupine are strewn with dead 
human beings, horses, dogs 
md cattle, while along the 

mine roads charred corpses 
lie at intervals. The names 
qnd number of the dead can 
be but roughly estimated, 
but a large number of pro 
spectors in the bush must 
have perished in the seething 
furnace of flames, driven by a 
sixty mile gale. It is known, 
however, that of the staff of 
300 at the Dome, but a fevy 
were saved while at the west 
Dome but three out of 84 
employes are now known to 
be qliye. ^.long the high­
way between West Dome and 
South Porcupine, over a com 
paratively open section, there 
are six charred bodies. In 
the rnjns qf the town of South 
Porcupine there lie the bodies 
of William Gohr and his clerk, 
Mqc Smith, Capt. Geo. Dun­
bar and Tom Geddes.”

Economics

Conservation of natural resources 
is becoming important in economics.
It should have become so long ago. 
Mora than fify years bave passed 
since the great L/ird Derby raised a 
•wa nlog voice in Parliament, Bui 
prophets have to cry in the wilder­
ness for many a long day before the 
boor of listening to them comes • and 
In 1857, when free trade doctrines 
were the only gospel, any message 
speaking of tbeir i estriction stood no 
chance of bearing.

Swedish iron has been in demand 
lor e long time on account of its 
purity. A congress of Swedish 
economise has been considering tbe 
propriety of restricting its export in 
order to conserve the supply ; and 
this led to tbe discussion of tbe 
question, whether iron or coal ■ and 
in greater need of conservation. 
Considered io tbe abstract, it has an 
obvious solution. Iron is not utterly 
consumed in tbe using. Maoh pol­
ishes by oxidation in tbe woi king, 
by the loss of smaller articles, by 
friction, by tbo sinking of ships, 
etc. ; but most of it iemains to be 
wotkod over and over again. Coal, 
on the contrary, perishes in its first 
nsiog. Considering it in the con­
crete, however, a member of the 
Congress a'tempttd to prove that 
iron has the great** need. He al, 
leg jd that there is no sobs'itote foi 
the metal, the demand for which 
grows year by year, whereas the 
increasing use vf electricity for light 
tuid beat lends to diminish the de­
mand for coal. Uis ivgumant may 
bare saemed conclusive in a land of 
lakes, rapid rivers and waterfalls, 
but there are other countries not so 
favorably circumstanced, - and in 
these coal is being used up at an 
enormous rate.

Of all snob countries the mOS* 
extravagant, perhap», is England 
Australia looks to tbe fo’ure and 
conserves its coal ; there is only one 
idea in England, turn it into money 
for tbe proprietor of tbe mine. Tbe 
best steam coal is found in tbe Welti 
fields. Not all Welsh coal is such, 
and it is far from being inexhaust­
ible Nevertheless, it is being dug 
op and burned with a reckleasnes- 
aim »t incredible. Tbo oaptain of 
the Olympic is said to bave stated 
that be took six thousand tons into 
into bis bankers at Southampton, 
and very little of it remained when j 
the reached New Y a k. This mean- i 
Shat bis ship consumes about a thon 
sand tons a day. Tbe Maurtanin 
and Lusitania burn at .least as mueb 
f ie Titanic wifi soon be doing tbe 
n.tr,» and the rewGermaa and Cun- 
b <1 ship will be as wastfol. These I 

ships alcuia will devour upwards '

of a million tons of tbe beet coal 
every year !

Coal is io be burned sooner or 
later, and one must not grudge it if 
there be sufficient reason for lie con­
sumption. But let us ask, what are 
England and America the better for 
what we have mentioned ? The 
people who cross tbe Atlantic io tbe 
first cabin get a week, more or less, 
of barbaric splendor, end tbe second 
cabin people get proportionately the 
same. Why, then, not strefob out 
these experiences for ten or twelve 
daysT What practical advan'ago 
oomes out of crossing the ocean in a 
week or less, to justify the consump 
tion of coal ? Tne mails do not call 
lor it, since in urgent matters ooe 
oan always nse the cable. Vanity, 
rivalry, the mad desire for speed ar d 
present gain seem to be at the bottom 
of the whole affair. One could read 
in tbe papers that the Mauretania 
acd Lusitania are outclassed in pub­
lic es imation. Tbe passage money 
fur the Olympic on her first voyage 
from New York to Southampton 
was $250,000.

0 msetvaiion of oo .1 could bring 
another advantage to England. Tbe 
Welsh steam ooal ha1, in addition to 
other advantages, that of being prac­
tically smokeless it properly man­
aged. it Is, therefoie, tbe very best 
for war vessels, and adds greatly to 
tbeir efficiency. The English nation 
is groaning under its burden of naval 
expenditure, and tbe Eoglirh ooal 
owners, intent npon profit, are filling 
every foreign arsenal with fuel 
which, if kept at home, would give 
the British fleet a superiority above 
that of mere numbers, and would 
allow a considerable reduction in 
o-uetr notion, without the impairing 
of efficiency. Moreover, it would 
be a permanent superiority i ihat 
obtained by Dreadnought building 
is almost ephemeral. Some may 
say that foreign navies have oil. 
Tue history of oil shows that itp 
deposits are not comparable to those 
of coal. A few years affect a field 
gieatly, and tbougb new fi-Ids are 
be ng discovered, tbe consumption 
of oil is proportionately more ex­
travagant than that of ooal, and it is 
far from clear that oil is to take a 
prominent place among fuels,— H. 
W,, in America.

In discussing the question of real 
and apparent death in the Dish Ec­
clesiastical Record (No. 520), the 
Rev. John J. Sheridan, 0. 0., com­
ments on the strange fact, which 
most have si ruck eveiy thinking 
man, that while medicine bas made 
such progress within recent years as 
to perform almost miracnl .us cures, 
it has not yet been able to discover 
any means whereby we may know 
with absolute certainty the precise 
moment at which death lakes place.

“ We have several signs of greater 
Or less degrees of probability, but 
the most eminent members of tbe 
medical profession are agreed there is 
really no certain and universal sign 
ol death other than decomposition ol 
the whole body, and that is a some­
what advanced siege. As this 
change in the body, however, can­
not take place except a considerable 
time after death, it merely shows ns 
that tbe person is dead without giv­
ing us any infallible means of judg 
log when death ectgajly occurred."

Whence does this difficulty of de­
termining the moment of dealh 
arise ? Fr. Sheridan thinks, and we 
are inclined to agree with him, that 
it arises “ io great part, if not alto­
gether, from our inability to com­
prehend the nature of the union of 
body and soul. We learn from 
psychology that the human soul is 
united to the body as ils substantial 
form (tanqnam forma subatantialis), 
and from this union results tbe sup 
positum, Man . We know, too, that 
he union is produced by or at gen­

eration, that it ig fnaimained during 
life, and that it is dissolved at death, 
but as to bow this union is effected, 
or how it is dissolved we can no 
move explain than we can explain 
how from the union of tbe divine 
and human nature there resul's but 
ore supposions in Chris’, And in­
deed this comparison ts made in tbe 
Athaoasian Creed : Sicut anima ra- 
tionalis et caro unui est homo : ita 
Peus et homo unns est Christas.’’

it follows that ghhough man par t 
takes of tbe three forms of life—the 
vegetative, the animal, and the rational 
—there are not in man three principle» 
of life porrespoodiog to these three 
forma, but only one, the rational life 
being principle» from which all three 
spring. It was held by some theo. 
logians that tbe fetus existed for some 
time before tbe human soul was In­
fused, bqt that opinion, although 
supported by the weighty testimony 
of St. Thomas, is now rejected as 
erroneous, and tbe unanimous opinion 
oo this question is that the vegetable, 
the animal, and the rational life begin 
and end simultaneously.

fr, Sheridan conclues (i) that in 
no case does death occur un’il the 
soul absolutely ceases ta inform the 
body ; and (a) that in no case does 
the rational soul cease to inform the 
body as long as any vital function 
takes place therejg.

" Now let us take a case in which 
the 'heart suddenly stops, while the 
lungs, by means of the reserve force 
of nutrition stored up, continue to act 
Can such action be considered a vital 
aplion produced by the agency of the 
soul really present f or js it merely an 
effect produced indeed by the soul, 
but continuing after the soul bas de­
parted ? just' as when we press an 
electric bell it continues to ring for 
some time after we have withdrawn 
tbe pressure.

“ That such actions may take place 
after jegth seems to be the opinion of 
an eminent professor of University 
College, London. I shall quote his 
words ; 1 I take it that just as the
heart may beat for a few minutes after 
sudd n death , so the growth
of the hair may, theoretically, proceed 
for a few minutes after death.’ If we 
take death here, according to our de­
finition in tbe ftegiupin^. as being the 
separation of soul and body, I i j to 
see bow such an opinion can b is- 
tained. These cannot be cons :d 
other than vital functions since they 
are motus ab tnttmseco jp intrinsecum, 
and as such they must proceed from 
the principium vitae, or, in other 
words, they must be informed by the 
rational soul actually present.”

The sauje arguments bold good in 
cases where the heart stops while res— 
paratioo goes on for some time after 
wards.
